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Not only are stockers fewer In num­
ber than they were last year but they 
are, thanks to the excellent range con­
ditions, In better flesh, and, owing to 
the general attention paid to breeding 
up the range herds, they average bet­
te r In quality. E ither one of these 
facts would add to their value to the 
feeder.

The men who are engaged In ex­
porting live cattle say that they are 
losing money. They continue, how­
ever, making extensive shipments be­
cause they had feared at one time, 
about the beginning of the war, It 
m ight be dlfflcult to secure as much 
shipping space as they might need un­
less secured a long time in advance, 
and this led to engaging space for a 
considerable time ahead. I t  is said 
th a t these contracts for space on 
steamers have not expired. B ut prices 
in Ehigland have very greatly reduced 
shipments both of live cattle and of 
beef products, in spite of the freight 
privilege paid for but not yet utilized.

PEDIGREE BUT.LS A NECESSITY.
One of the most successful cattle 

feeders in Illinois who prefers to  stock 
up ■with their steer calves bought at 
weaning time says his rule is: “Buy a 
good calf; it he is too high tu rn  hint 
out in the pasture and don’t  look at 
Mm for a month, and he will in the 
meantime have grown past his cost 
and be worth the money by weight.”

Such .buyers, of course, want well 
bred calves, uniform in qaullty, so tha t 
they will develop alike on their pas­
tures and in the ir feed lots. Such 
calves can be got only by pedigree 
bulls. No m atter how good may be the 
cows of a herd there will bo such a 
lack of uniform ity in their calves If 
gfade bulls are used as sires as to  se­
riously depreciate the value of 
the crop of calves. The buy­
ers who are after strictly choice 
stuff will not buy anything out of 
such a crop except the tops, and will 
not buy them if there are not enough 
of a really high standard to pay for 
handling.

Improving the standard of a herd 
with grade bulls is a slow and unsatis­
factory work. Among them may be 
found one here and there th a t from 
certain cows will produce calves bear­
ing strongly the characteristics of th« 
pure blooded grand sire, while from 
other cows his offspring will be decid- 
ly Inferior. Many such bulls will pro­
duce only calves of strongly marked 
scrub characteristics, breeding back to 
the ancestry whose inferior tra its  the 
owner sought to  obliterate. There is 
no uniformity in advancing a herd to 
a high standard unless in ail the bulls 
used there is the prepotency th a t can 
come only from a long line of pure and 
intelligent breeding which is w arran t­
ed by registration.

Every season dem onstrates more the 
Importance of uniformly advancing the 
herd by using only pedigree 
bulls. There are circumstances
which sometimes make it dif­
ficult to  obtain them, and the very 
great demand for them which results 
from the growing knowledge of their 
actual value may run the prices fdr 
such anim als up to a  pretty high figure, 
but no m atter w hat they may cost it 
will not pay to  do w ithout them  ancj 
remain in the cattle business. At pres­
ent prices and a t any probable future 
prices It would pay to  bny
them. The competition hereaf­
ter among cattle raisers Is to 
be with a class of ra ttle  ever grow­
ing not only better but more uniform 
In their Improvement.

It Is R(-arcely possible to convince a 
Texas farmer—ownctf or tenant—of 
the loss be sustaln'shy^ weeds, loss by 
profitable crop, loss by useless laiior, 
and loss by sourcea of fertility.

I very year. Then there is the vast 
Hinoiint of costly labor that must be 
expended on tbs cultivated crops ‘o 
save them, consequent on weeds being i 
allowed to seed lii every place on the 
farm not subject to tlie plow or the 
hoe. It Is also^ a self-evident fiiet 
that these weeds' like all other plants, 
piimp up large quantities of water 
each day, and with this the fertlllz-

I would never allow a one-crop man to 
rent from me for one crop, except in

The one-crop renter never can 
be a trained farmer, hi« continually 
moving prevents this, and untrained 
himself, he cannot educate or train hU 
children. The one-crop renter never 
can have a home, and 1 don’t wonder 
that ho is dlasalisfled; but blind to the 
fact tha t he Is only reaping what he 
bos,sown, be determines to visit the 
consequences of hla own wrong doing 
on soma one else.

of his fields directing his men; that 
field sixteen years ago was new and 
fresh and averaged one bale to the 
acre; as I passed over it I saw evi­
dencié of Its being tired, you call It;

According to the Financial ChronlcI«

IMMUNIZING BECOMING MORE IM- 
PQUTANT.

Tho problem of rendering it less 
costly to advance the grade of South­
ern Texas cattle by immunizing pure­
bred bullfl bos long been an important 
one. In those portions of the great 
Texas cattle ranges where bulls from 
the Northern breeding farms can be 
placed among the herds without dan­
ger of a large per centsge of loss tho 
Texas cattle have been brought up to 
a standard th a t would lie, were It not 
for frequent Importations of Inferior 
stocks from other sections, equal to 
the herds In any beef raising area. It 
is almost a certainty that there would 
be an equal Improvement in tho grade 
of aouthern Texas cattle If pure-bred 
bulls could be put among them with a 
reasonable certainty tha t a large pro­
portion would live to do effective ser­
vice os sires.

The closing of Ihe Indian Territory 
pastores by tbs Curtis Act shuts near 
halt a million Southern. Texas cattls 
from the outlet tha t has been used so 
long and no other appears to take Us 
place. Quarantine restriction« pre­
vent the movement of this class of 
stock nearly tbs entire year. North­
western range* will furnish tew oppor­
tunities. Feeder buyers must be de­
pended on mostly as purohasera Even 
If tb s  result of the dippng tests sUll 
being made should result In the prM - 
Isge being granted of shipping dipped 
cattle to any section of the ooimtry at 
any tim e still the principle m arket for 
Southern cattle, by which Is meant all 
below quarantine line, mnst be among 
feeders. And with every season feed­
ers as well as their customers are dis­
crim inating more and more strongly 
In favor of highly graded animals of 
the bef breed. Scrubs every year are 
becoming less profitable to  raise, sod 
the ckwlng of th s  Territory deprecla- 
atea them atill more by dlmnlsblng 
their (^portunltieo.

Tho situation is such tha t Ik seems 
hardly poastblo to  conduct a  suoosss- 
ful cattle business without a  liberal uso 
of pedigree bulls to  advance th* stan­
dard of th s  Southern herda ’This has 
given an Intensely practical interest to 
all theories a t  to  Immunising such 
bulls before they ora placed on the 
ran g a  'Ths recent artlolee from the 
Australaslaa given by the Journal and 
some correspoadencs relativa to  them, 
all thsorlsa of tho system of Inoculat­

TO HOUSEHOLD.
Camp Kearsage In the Adtrondacks.
Since I wrote last we have been 

Joined by live more Texans. A goodly 
company Indeed! and we are having 
a good time. Before the arrival of the 
addition to  our party we secured th is 
Adirondack camp as a pleasant sur­
prise. I t has. Indeed, proven to be a 
most happy thought. To camp out !s 
quite the thing in th is country, where 
people are confined to the ■ hopse so 
many w inter months, and so many live 
in  large cities. I t is called camping 
out here, but I call it simply the most 
delightful cottage life. Through the 
friendship of a schoolmate of mine we 
were offered the use of the largest and 
most beautiful cottage on any of the 
surrounding lakes. I t is on Indian 
lake, facing Owlhead Mountain. Back 
of us rise the Adirondacka, every 
shade of green from our very door, un­
til in the distance they became pur­
plish, and further on still a deep pur­
ple. We had to row two miles from 
the station to reach our cottage. The 
lake is beautiful, the water brown. 
If it were not so poetical, I would say 
It is the color of beer, but the compar­
ison s too prosaic lor a spot so full of 
poetry and romance. Our cottage (it 
Is such a comfort to say our cottage) 
Is large enough to  accommodate eleven 
of us in great comfort. First, there is 
a piazza fourteen feet wide around 
three sides ol the cottage. This has on 
It two hammocks, two cots, five rocking 
chairs, a table on which one of our 
party has placed a great pot of ferns, 
beautiful and frothing they are and 
grow thick to our very steps. Now, as 
I look up from my corner of the piazza 
I see on the table under the shadow of 
ferns, oh, incongruity! two pipes, a 
sack and tin  box of smoking tobacco. 
There Is some one in our party prac­
tical enough to compare the lake to a 
great vat of beer for me if said prac­
tical person had been available Just 
now when I needed a suggestion of 
comparison. The front room of the 
cottage is the sitting  room. It has a 
great old fashioned fire place with a 
crane. Next to having th is delightful 
fireplace Is the fact th a t it is cool 
enough to  use it every day. Think of 
that, you Southern sun-kissed friends. 
There is an old grandfather’s clock in 
the sitting  room, a couch piled with 
balsam pillows, a table and numerous 
easy chairs; In fact, everything to 
make us so comfortable we 1̂11 regret 
the day of going. The dining room is 
reached through an open arch-way be­
tween it and sitting room. Besides 
the dining table and chairs it is fur­
nished with sideboard and drug.get. 
Fancy calling stich luxury camping out. 
The kitchen is a gem, a large range, 
pantry and closets. On the back piazza 
are two pumps, hard and soft water. 
Back of this is a wood shed, whose 
well stored stock lies ready and w ait­
ing to add Its crackling good cheer to 
the general comfort. The sleeping 
rooms are up-stairs and are reached 
by stairway from cjlning room, the 
bannisters of which are of white birch 
indressed, as are also bannisters 
around the piazza. The effect la most 
artistic and harm onlus with surround­
ings. Everything is harmonious, pleas­
ing, restful, and we have dropped into

this camp life of lake and mountains 
as ntóurally as if we were not born 
and bred on the wide, sweeping prai­
ries of dear old Texas. The first thing 
we did was to  array  ourselves suitable 
for our surroundings. When I a p - ' 
peared In my first short skirt I was 
larmed lest I  should take the "quick 
development" Into a new woman.

sey or Virginia. The apples are large, 
rosy wlncsups, pippins, etc., and are 
Juicy nnd deliciously flavored. Mr. 
Wuldbridge has Bevorul hundred acres 
of ground Irrigated by a number of 
bold springs tha t gush out of the side 
ot a nearby mountain. He told me he 
had sold $2500 worth of fruit oft hls 
place, without hauling any of It away.

"During my stay there, 7G was tlie 
range ot the thennonieter In the mid­
day hours. The evenings and mornings 
were delightfully cool, nnd the nights 
so cool ns to make the nse of one or 
two blankets very acceptable. One 
wakes after Duly six or seven hours’ 
sleep thoroughly refreshed, and on go­
ing out Into the morning air feels as 
though he were taking In the most ex­
hilarating champagne.

"The famous hlack-tailed deer, bear, 
the blue topknot quail and the brown 
mountain quail ahount out there, and 
there are still some antelope to be seen. 
Plover are very numerous, very fat 
and luscious. 'The birds up there are 
the aweeleet I ever ate, taking a great 
deal ot their flavor from the gra.sses, 
gn'ass seeds and grasshoppers.

"It Is a rare thing to see an old- 
fashioned.; loug-taorned Texas cow In 
that country. The cattle are well 
graded up with Devon, short-horned 
Durham and Hereford. Although they 
had had no rains for many months, 
and the grasses were only two or three 
Inches long, the cattle were really fat. 
Under a S-cent per acre rental for 
ichool lands the cattlemen over there 
are making a big thing of It. I was In­
formed th a t they sell their calvee at 
ten. twelve or fourteen months of age 
to W estern and Northern dealers, on 
the ground, for $1« to $17 each. 1 
asked one of the rattlem en what was 
the estimated coet of raising such a 
calf. Ho told me about 28 cents. I t 
Btrlkes me as a big thing for the cat­
tlemen. but very inadequate compensa­
tion for the use ot our university and 
achodi lands.

"The roads np there, leading In all 
directions, are almost as good as ma­
cadamised roads. Tbe opportunltien 
for the inspection of the country on 
the bicycle are, therefore, most excel­
lent. 'This new found place for the 
recuperattoo of overworked coast coun­
try people lies twenty-two miles from 
Marfa, on the Southern Pacific road:
