NEWS AND NOTES.

The number of cattle going into the
feed lots in Kansas and Nebraska £o
far this year is far behind the num-
ber up to a corresponding date in 1897
but buying has commenced and the
professional feeders are taking hold ot
the trade with more of a sense of se-
curity than the farmers who fed last
year are yet able to feel. Though corn
is higher it is stated that the crop of
hay and rough feed is unusually gosd.
Tn Texas probably a much larger num-
ber of cattle will be fed than jn any
previous year, because of the enormous
quantity of corn and cotton eeed
available in the state this ar.

The Journa) has =aid elesewhere that
the demand for the best classes of cat-
tle has kept their prices well sustained,
and perhaps this is always true. Thére
are several reasons why it pays the
best to produce the best, One of these
is the condition presented by the mar-
ket to-day and, it might be said, pre-
sented always that is, that the supply
of animals of the really cheice qual-
ity is so limited that they are put on
a market where practically they are

without competition. Choice cattle |.

are now gelling as high as at any time
during the year, but their number is
gmall. On the Chicago market of
Bept.21 the cattle receipts are reported
at 18,400, Of this number, 17 head
were good enough to bring $5.86 per
100_pounds. Only 16 head brought
$5.70 and only 295 others commanded
over $5.50. It is needless to say that
these cattle were ripened for market
at a cost far below most of the fed
eattle that sold for much less. The dif-
ference lay mostly in the quality at
the very beginning. Those that com-
manded the highest price were of a
boef breed, early maturers, of a type
that not only takes on more flesh in
proportion to the feed consumed than
is possible to inferlor animals, even
with the most scientific feeding, but
that developed largely in proportion
to the entire carcass those parts
that supply the choicest cuts to
the bucher. The time will come, and it
iz not far off, when men of moderata
means cannot afford to raise scrub cat-
tle, even upon the range, for the dis-
erimination against them continually
grows stronger.

‘A MISTAKE ABOUT THE RANGE.

Prof. Thomas Shaw, of the Universi-
ty of Minnesota, is a forcible writer
and has a method of expressing him-
gelf that positively excludes any
doubt as to his meaning. He is also
nearly always right, and i§ unquestion-
ably right in his advocacy of the dual-
purpose eow as opposéd to the dairy

cow on the farm in the series of papers |

he is giving to the Breeders’' Gazette.
But in the paper given Sept. 21 he

says, In denying that the range is the
only place for raising beef, “first, that
the range has about reached its limit
of productivity; second, that range
pastures cannot be renewed by any
process known at present, and third,
that the population of this great na-
tion will be doubled in two of three
decades, and that the product of the
range cannot be increased to meet this
loud call for meat.”

The Journal speaks for the cattle
ranges of Texas, the most important
cattle producing area of the entire
range country. The productivity of
these ranges has actually never been
tested. Under former methods the
grazing area was limited by the nat-
ural water supply ,a supply so limited
that a large proportion of the pastur-
age area was inaccessible to stock dur-
{ng almost the entire year. The great
pumher of wells, windmills and tanks
distributed over the range has permit-
ted cattle to graze over much of this
formerly unused range, but the num-
ber of such watering places is not yet
sgéiicient, a large proportion of the
cattle still have to go too far to water,
wasting their flesh in travel and
trampling out more grass than they
eat. With the increase in number and
better distribution of watering places
go that they are easily accessible from
all parts of the range its grazing ca-
pacity or productivity will be very
much increased.

The range pastures can be renewed
and improved by subdividing them so
that there will always be some parts
of the pasturage area at rest, permit-
ting no part to be grazed so closely
that cattle will destroy the turf and

fve room for the growth of weeds.

he adoption of this system will prob-

* ably double the grazing capacity of the
. pastures.

Millions of acres can be re-
covered from absolute barrenness by
the extermination of prairie dogs, a
thing that is feasible whenever a gen-
eral and united effort is made to de-
stroy them. The ' Journal believes,
also, that.any of the turf ranges can
be renewed and improved by occasion-
ally running over the surface with
heavily weighted disc harrows. At
some time this will be done, at first
on the small pastures, afterward on
larger ones,

KILLING WEEVIL IN CORN
The fact that every year
heavy los=es in corn occasioned by wee

there are

vil makes the advice upon the subject
given by Prof. .J. H. Connell, director

of the Texas Experiment station, valu

able, and, just at this season, most
timely. Prof. Connell says:
First, gather the corn just as soon

as it is dry enough to pnll from the
stalk.
portunity for the early weevils to eat
the corn while in"the field and hatch a
large number of eggs under the very
best conditions. Second, in storing the
corn it must be either put away in a
partially wet state or the crib must bhe
so arranged as to permit the use of
carbon bisulphide—"high life"’—to pro-
teet the grain while in the crib from
the weevil.

Tt ,has been clearly demonstrated by
repeated trials that the storing of wet
corn prevents injuriouseffects from the
weovil by reason of the fermentation |
and heat in the crib. A great many
farmers take the trouble to haul water
and sprinkle upon their corn after ev-
ery few wagon loads have been hauled.
If the corn is gathered In wet weather
there is no necessity for taking this
extra trounle. T know of some farmers
who leave thelr corn in the crib ex-
posed to rainfall during the early fall
and winter season to prevent inju-
rles from weevil: Of course, in all of
this there is constant danger that some
corn will be lost from rot, but usually
the per cent of loss frem this cause is
very small and much lighter than |
would be felt wera weevil to be allowed
to attack the crop.

1f carbon bisulphide is to be used In
corn, the best results will be obtained
by shucking the corn before putting it
in the erib and while filling leave two
troughs made of 1x4 lumber running at
right angles across the crib about one-
third of the distance from the top.
These troughs must not be nalled per-
fectly tight or the fumes from the ma-
terial used will not escape from them
readily. When the weevil first appears
fn the corn saturate a plece of cotton
with carbon bisulphide and push it to-
ward the middle of the troughs and
leave it in the trough to evaporate.
B8mall balls containing napthaline can
be pushed into the mass of corn in this
manner without trouble and the odor
will prevent damage by weevil, and
will proteet grain from rats to a large
extent. Upon the whole, carbon bi-
gulphide will:be found more satisfacto-
ry for treatment of corn. It can be
bought ot any prominent druggist in
the ligquid fot*m. It is well known
through the entire state as ‘“high life,”
and is used succesefully for killing red
ants, prairie dogs, etc. With our pres-
ent knowledge of the weevil and sim-
flar insect pests there is no reason for
any considerable loss in our grain
erops after that crop has been grown in
the fleld.

the surface., Do not stop up, and evap-
oration will be complete in a few days
and the weevil will be destroyed by the

Just after his cattle were recelved
he learned from Mr, Hudson, a noted
Shorthorn breeder, that the latter
had inoculated fifteen animals and that
fourteen had died, as Mr, Iudson be-
lioved, from the {noculation. Capt.
Rhea soon went to College Station to
consult with Prof. Francis, veterina- |
ry of the Texas Experiment Station,
from whom the serum used by Mr.
Hudson was obtained. As a result of
his consultation with Prof. Francls,
Capt. Rhea decided to inoculate the

| stock he had brought in.

Four of the animals were brought to
Texas In January and were inoculated
eight days after arrival with fresh
the |
blood taken from ticky animals, na-
tive Texans, Capt. Rhea used two |
drachms of the serum in each inocula-
tion. Twenty days later the inocula-!

| tion was repeated, #nd at the expira-

tion of another twenty days a third in-
oculation was given, the same quantity
of serum being used In each case. 1In |
April six more animals were brought
in by Capt. Khea and they received thoi
same treatment. |

Capt. Rhea says that before the, ef-
fect of the third inoculation had passed
off all the an'mals showed symptoms
of splenetic fever. In no case was the
temperature higher than 1081% Fahr.
The fever symptoms were not uniform
in intensity, Some of the cases of the
artificially produced fever were mild,
others were more severe and one
threatened to result fatally, but recov-
ered. One animal died of dry mur-
rain. Not one died of splenetic fever.
Capt. Rhea considers that from the
condition of the hair, loosening of the
skin and general appearance they are
perfegly healthy and that they are as

The Favorite Hostelry in Ante-Bellum Days—Often Patronized
by Abraham Lincoln—From Its Veranda Stephen A.
Donglas Delivered a Great Speech—Again
the Scene of an Important Event.
