Two men are kept in the silo all the
time it is being filled, one distributing
the ensilage evenly and keeping it lev-
el, the other tramping and packing it
down. After the silo is filled and the
settling is going on two men are kept
tramping the lage down every
day for ten days. hen he ecovers it
with a marsh grass that has been run
through the cutter, making a covering |
about six inches He wets this |
cover thoroughly and it soon rots and
makes almost an air-tight cover. He
says: 3

“I closed my silo containing about
125 tons of cow-pea vine ensilage the
Jatter part of September, 1898. A thick
mold soon came over the entire sur- |
face and remained intaet until I opened
my silo in the early part of January of
this year. 1 the ensilage in a
perfeet state of preservation, with only
about fifteen inches on the top, includ-
ing the covering, unfit for use. It was
also in a perfect state of preservation
and sound next to the walls of the
silo.”

Another writer on this subject says:
“In filling a silo with cow-peg vines 1
would not advise that it besallowed -to
stand long be ntervajg of filling.
Long standing allows mold to start on
the surface, which tends|to produce
waste, even after the ngéxt layer is
put on, I consider it best]| to fill grad-
ually as well as continnofisly after the
filling begins. I also egnsifler it very
fmportant that the ensflage fiext to the
walls of the silo shguld be well and
thoroughly tramped down while it is
being filled, so that [the settling will
take place next to th¢ walls as fast as
in other portions of thaxtto. If this is
observed, the ensilage next to the walls
of the silo will be close and compact,
and there will be no crevices left for
the air to enter. Ensilage eannot be
properly preserved without an abso-
lute expulsion, as well as the exclusion |
of all air.”

GOOD MANAGEMENT OF THE SOW |

The following good advice is given
by Farmers Guide: “When the sow
gtarts to make her bed give her a good
feed of shorts slop. After
she should be left quiet several hours,
and then watered, warming the fwater
if the weather is cold. Give her no
food for twenty—four hours: then a lit-
tle bran, with some shorts or oats,
mixed with warm water. Feed light
for several days, gradually increasing
until the pigs are two weeks old, when
liberal feed of shorts, bran and roots
may be given, but grass is best of all
if available. The first two weeks is the
critical time. Above all, keep her bed-
ded with clean, dry straw, giving
all the sunlight possi
are fatal to young litters.

exercise. Taken in time there is less
danger from thumps than from cold or
scours. ‘Trouble may be made by just
one over-feeding of the sow or young
pigs.

trough with sweet milk; they will soon
be eating nicely.”

VALUE OF ANIMAL FOOD.
A valuable lesson as to the value of

animal food' in
fowls may be had from the report of

| a feeding test made at the Agricultur-

al Experiment Station, Geneva, N. Y.

Two rations were employed, compos- |

ed of m®erial ordinarily used in poul-
try feeding, nearly equal in nutritive

value, one having its protein or nitro-
genous element entirely from grain

with some skim milk, the other having |

bloed, animal meal and fresh bone.

. Two lots of chicks were fed until
they were about five months old, be-
ginning with cone just after its being
hatched, and with the other when it
was about six weeks old. In each lot
were two pens, one receiving the ex-
clusive grain ration, the other the part
meat ration. The birds receiving the
meat ration inr each lot grew faster,
matured earlier, ate less food for each
pound of gain and cost less for each
pound of gain. The meat fed pullets

commenced laying four weeks earlier |
Among the |

than those fed on grain.
cockerels the advantages of the meat
diet were greatest in the earliest stages
of the process, and after maturity the
meat diet seemed to have no marked
advantage, thus indicating that its
chief value was in the development of
the fowl, though in the case of pullets
it had a marked value in promoting
egg production.

The advantages of the meat diet
were even more considerable in the test
made in feeding ducks, the grain fed
ducks being small, thin and feeble,
several dying, while the ducks having
the meat diet grew rapidly and were
strong, healthy and vigorous, averag-
ing three times the weight of the oth-
ers at the end of ten weeks.

Where poultry can have free range
and forage industriously over an exten-
sive area, as farm fowls ordinarily do,
they will probably get sufficient ani-
mal food in ecatching insects and
worms, but_when confined and depend-
ent entirely on the food given to them,
they require, as the test at the New
York Station has demonstrated, alibe
eral supply of apimal food.

Well watered by
unfailing streams, this was the idczﬂ
home of the buffalo and did not long
| escape the enterprising Texas ranch-
| man in pursuit of green pastures and
gtill waters.

John Chisum was first to be at-
tracted and located a large herd of
cattle here as early as 1867, and pre-
emtping a large body of land on South
Spring river five miles south of the
present site of Roswell, created that
oasis in the then great American des-
ert, known as the Chisum ranch. Those
were the palmy days of the cow bus-
iness, of high-priced beef, fresh range
| and few neighbors. John Chisum
| claimed the Pecos valley for 200 miles
from Fort Sumner to the Texas line,
and policed it with his cowboys. Here
in 1879 was fought the “Lincoln coun-
ty war,” brought on by the growing
differences among the “owners,” and
carried to a successful extermination
of the desperadoes, by whom it was
waged,

Eventually other large herds were
brought into the valley and ranches

located at Lorings Bend, when the
fearless pioneer Oliver Loving, lost
his life at the hands of the Indians.
I have met many old timers who re-
member well the incident and some
who were with him in the early days
on the frontier. The Holt Live Stock
company at Seven Rivers, where now
is the great reservoir impounding suffi-
cient water to irrigate over 100,000
acres of land. The Lea Cattle eom-
pany and the Milne-Busch company,
now of Roswell, were among those who
settled in the valley. The managers
of these outfits, observing the success
of Chisum’s venture, took to improv-
ing their own holdings. They drew

{ large ditches of water from the num-

erous spring-fed streams, planted or-
chards and laid out large fields of ale
falfa.
valley ranchmen ‘have
unique position among cow owners of
the West. Their home ranches, in-
stead of being barren spots lying in
the midst of dusty corrals and horse
pasturs, were veritable plantations.
They cut hundreds of tons of forage
and their farms soon became a fac-
tor in the business.

As long as twelve years ago the
prairie schooner of the smaller farmer
appeared on the scene, some coming
down the river, but a larger part trav=-
eled the lo road across the Plains
from Missouri, Kansas and Texas.
Most of the newcomers were men with-
out means and without experience of
the new cnditions that confronted an
Eastern farmer in an irrigable dis-
trict. They appropriated land and wa-
ter and changed the treeless plain into
a thing of beauty and value. The val-
ley was early blessed with men of
foresight, energy and determination,
whose untiring efforts and industry
have built railroads and towns and
have transformed the barren country
into a land of flowers and led the flood
waters of the Pecos upon thousands of
acres of arid plain. Space forbids an
extensive review and I will refer but
briefly to the various resources of the
Pecos valley.

An industry with which Eddy and
the Pecos valley has identified itself
the past year, and which gives prom-
ise of expanding to mammoth propor-
tions, is the fattening of sheep and
cattle on alfalfa for the Eastern mar-
kets. It 1s not only a profitable in-
dustry by itself, but in conjunction
with Pecos valley agriculture, it will
prove a most gratifying source of
Since
the fall of 1896 the sheep industry in
the valley and the adjacent territory
has more than trebled in value, and
in the amount of income realized from
it. The encouraging conditions have
caused the investment of a large
amunt of capital in sheep, and the re-
turns realized have placed the business
in the list of the most desirable for
remunerative investment, A large
number of fine rams have been pur-
chased by flock owners for the purpose
of improving either the mutton-pro-
ducing or wool-bearing qualities of
their flocks. The important feature
has been firmly established in the past
two vears that one of the most prof-
itable and satisfactory methods of
utilizing alfalfa pasture is the raising
of muttd® lambs. Every practical ex-
periment made in that direction has
brought success, and there is every in-
