“A thick mellow hide—not .a hard,

harsn hide—denotes more clean meat |

than a thin hide. A straight back,
well sprung rib and width of l¢in ind:i-
cates a larze amount of the high priced
meats ir the carcass.

“The
ghow ring is often so close that the
awarding of the prize turns on a very
small point..as a tie or a2 dimple in
the back. which cuts no figure in the
usetulness - profit of the animal.

‘A typical beet animal should have a
thicker neck than the dairy breeds, the
flesh should begin at the front: the
animal should have the greatest possi-
ble thickness of flesh along the back
| between the shoulder and the hips, and
|the width of the hip sheuld be ecarried
[orv. ard to the shoulders.

“The Angus are the thickest fleshed
beef cattle; their greatest fault is too
much of a spread of the shoulder
blades at the top; they do not mature

|quite as quick as the Herefords. It

would be hard to tell which of the beef
breeds at thirty months old on the
same care and feed would make the
greatest gain.

| The root of this plant is perennial

tivated from time immemorial in the
Southern countries of Europe. The

The Western alfalfa grows taller and |
scems to stand drouth better than that |
grown in the East.

Alfalfa will grow on any well-drained
land, from sea level to 7000 feet eleva-
tion.

Alfalfa Hay.—There is no better hay
to be had than alfalfa, where it -is
properly grown and cured. To make|
best hay the.field should be cut as soon|
as blooms appear.

To cure the hay, cut early in morn-
Ing, let lay until well wilted, and then
rake into windrows and let stand until
dry, care being taken not to put hay
away too green, as it is liable to mould.

If she is mated with a pure gred boar
of some early maturing breed, the pigs
when dropped will be larger and better,
with few or no runts, and they will
grow up into a greater amount of pork
than can be made from a single litter
bired in any other way.

organs. These organs, when the fowl

is in a state of nature, have compara-

tively little grain to grind up and util-
ize. Their . food, though frequently
concentrated, is in the form of insects
and vegetables, including the grasses.
{ The organs can, therefore, keep up The
work indefinitely. . But when the food
easy of digestion is taken away and
the birds compelled " to subsist for
months on hard grain that has to be
pulverized before it can be used, the
organs sooner or later become weaken-
fed by the task, and finally refuse to
do the work.

The first sign then of this indiges-
tion shows itself in constipation. In
such a state the farmer hardly

notice that the birds stand about a good
deal and walk with tail feAthers droop-
ing. After several days the birds reach
the second stage of the trouble, and
the Intestinal organs set to work again
and send out the food that has been
undergoing wvarious changes for sev-
eral days. The farmer then says that
his fowls have the dlarrhoea. The or-
zans may get into such bad shape that
they will refuse to take food from the
crop, and the. food sours in that sack.

TRAP NESTS.

The trap nests, by means of which
one may keep individual records of
the number of eggs laid by each hen,
are likely to prove of great advantage
to those who wish to breed only from
their most prolific hens, by cockerels
that are from the best layers. We-do
not doubt but by using them and fol-
lowing this system for a few years. it
will Be possible to raise the .average
production of a flock from 12 dozen a
year, as it is now in a good flock, up
to 18 or 20 dozen a year.

Keep no Brahmas nor Cochins that
have not a heavy feathering down the
outside of shank clear to the end of
outside toe, The shank feathering
must-be ‘long enough to reach very
{ nearl¥ to the end of said toe, but fort-
unately nature has made them to grow
| short and the feather to grow long so
that good specimens are not such a
rarity as one might suppose.
The color of shanks must be yellow,
and there must be no “vulture hocks,”
stiff feathers sticking out .back of the
| hock joint, and there must be some
| feathers on*the middle toes, and no
{ fowl of any kind must be kept for the
“eggs for hatching” that' has | a
crooked- back. or a deformed beak, or
|a matural deformity of any kind.
| over the head from front back, thep
{ must not lop over to one side. The
| Light Brahmas' must—have no solid
black colors in their backs.

Cochins qmust be free from all de-
