The American Wool and Cotton Re­
porter gives the ,folia» ing among th-.* 
various causes whlcn are exjiertfd to 
put fine wool up to n higher figure than 
it has yet reached: The change fiorp 
fine wooUto mutton sheep; the drouth 
In Australia; the present low stock of 
wool in the United St.'itcs; the present 
low stock of flnishe*] goods in tho 
country; the small American clip; the 
tariff; the general prosperity. 'Iho 
large reduction In fine wool suppM»>s 
has been caused by the. tendency ,n 
some of tliB most extensive shee.» 
growing districts to raise the mutton 
breeds instead Of the fine wool sheep, 
nnd by the imro^se damage done Lu 
Australian fiocks by drouth. The 
flocks of this country had also been’ 
greatly reduced beiiause of the long 
continued depression in the sheep 
growing industry, causing thousands 
to abandon it entirely. The shortage 
caused hy these several facts is aa 
enormous one, atid it has had and 1.* 
still having pronounced effect In the 
market because the purchasing powc»’ 
of the masses has Ijeen so greatly in­
creased liy the jiroKperous conditions 
of all Industries, giving larger emplily- 
rr.ent to labor and a verj’ general ad­
vancement In wages. Had it not been 
for the enormous importation of 1897 
the condlflons of the supply sources 
would have sooner made their fit 
fpcts felt, but the vast quantity" 
wool thus put in store has been drawn 
out as required by manufaeturerB’ 
needs, distributing the effects of the 
shortage through the transactions of 
many months. These stores have at 
last become exhausted, and the heavy 
supplies of manufactured stocks of two 
years ago have about all gone into <y>n- 
sumptiOD. The domestic clip, estimat­
ed by Wool and Cotton Reporter to he 
not over 27.5,000,000 pounds, has about 
all been taken from the country hud 
most of it his left the hands of the 
dealers.

OREGON EXPERIMENT W ITH  A N ­
GORAS.

As an experiment I sheared this fall 
500 head of mixed goats, about 360 be­
ing one and two-year-old wethers. I 
also sheared several billies and a few 
nanies. I am pleased with the result 
thus > far. The goats that. have been 
sheared seem to be doing better than 
the ones which were not sheared, and 
are on the same range. 'The mohair 
from the 500 weighed 1,$00 pounds. My 
best billy that sheared eleven pounds 
(year’s fleece) last March gave a floecs 
of eight pounds this fall, about the first 
of October! OnK, nanuy whose fleece 
last spring weighed eight ponnds 
sheared six pounds this fall. I  intend 
keeping tab on one lot of 160 head and 
comparing the result with those from a 
similar lot that I did not shear this 
fall. I will let you know the final re­
sult next spring. I  have sblppafl the 
fall clip which was f r ^  live ta sine 
inches long. It  is my opinion that by 
shearing earlv in the fall—say about 
the 10th of September, the goat w ill 
winter better and shear froM o m . to 
two more pounds of wotd yuariy than 
by shearing only once a year also w ill 
not begin shedding eo aoon' in the 
spring and will not tharuCore Itave to 
be sheared eo earty. It xHH

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The cost ofVoton raising can be re­
duced by careful selection of seed for 
planting.

\V.\TERMELON CULTT’RE.

The tyi.inny of the*cotton crop has 
l>een felt long and severely in Texas 
but it cannot well’ be aban<loned where 
it is so important as it is here. The 
way to escape its tyranny, is to con­
trol it, not let it control. Produce food 
stuffs for home use. fn ii’t, vegetables, 
raise poultry, have plenty of milk 
cows, hogs, some stfick cattle, sheep 
and horse>t and make provision ] 
for their pasturage and grain feed- i 
ing, and then ral.se every acre of cotton 
you can take care of. When farmers | 
adf)pt this,plan the production will be i 
diminished enough to advance prices, | 
and the crop will be produced at a cost j 
consiiierably less than would have been 
incurred had it absorbed all the time I 
and labor of the planter.

-My plan for cleaning tfi'e plow which 
will also work weft on other tools oi 
iion or steel is as f<dows: Slowly add 
one half pint of sulphuric acid to on«* 
quart of water handling it carefully 
and stirring slowly, as consideralda j 
heat will result from the mixiiig. , 
When «‘rtol moisten the surface of tlio 
metal with. this, ambthen rub dry, after • 
which wasli off with pure water. This \ 
appficatiou should clean any surface i 
not too badly rusted, but if the tool 
has been long neglec ted it may require 
more than one application. After ( lean­
ing a thorough coating of grease is 
given Ix'fore putting a tool’ away, and 
when taken out to use I give another 
greasing and_ it will go one-horse i 
draft easier, as the old farmer used to 
say his scythe did after it had been i 
properly whetted. Not.oply is It much ! 
easier for the team, byt for the plow- | 
man. if the plow is clean and bright, 
as the adhering soil makes it handle 
hard when the plow is rusty.— Denver 
Field and Farm.

OROWMNC, IRISH POTATOES.
J I

During the past five years, experi- . 
menta have been iconducted by tlie ■ 
Texas Station to determine the besr. j 
methods of iilanting. fertilizing, an i ; 
stnring the Irish pmato ( rop in Stiiilli ¡ 
( ’entrai Texas. .Many varieties hav*i I 
also been grown to test yields per 
aire, keeping qualities and their desir­
ability for sale piirjioses. In all of the 
work recently done, spt'cial potato ma- j 
chinery has b(*eii employed and its 
adaptab^ity to local conditions proven 
A full report of these experiments is 
now in press and will be published by 
th<\ Texas Station as Bulletin 51.  ̂ It 
wilV^be sent to all applicants for tli6 
horticultural refw’ i’ts issued l>y the St i 
tion.

In testing many forms of fertilizers, 
it was ftuind that the largest yield was 
secured from manure gathered from 
cattle-feeding pens and from mule sta­
b le» By the use of these materials, the 
yields were more than doubled, as 
compared with those secured from un- 
fertib^zed laud. The tests were cor- 
duoted upon thin land, having a dark 
sandy surface soil and.heavy clay sub­
soil near the snrfaoerand it is interest­
ing to.note that the stocJi manure pro­
duced larger yields than did any of the 
combinations of eomraereial fertilizers 
used In this series of experiments. 
Next in order of value, among the sim­
ple manure.,, was cotton seed meal ap­
plied at the rate of 500 pounds per 
acre, broadcast. This, and acid phos­
phate us»mI singly, produced larger 
and cheaper gains than did the other 
forms of commercial fertilizers.

• After several years trial, the Station 
officers recommended but one variety 
of potato to be grown in this state—the 
Bliss Triumph. Efforts have been made 
to test here the relative values of 
Northern and Southen grown seed-po­
tatoes of thè same variety. Thus far the 
results arc favorable to the Bliss Tri- 
jimph. grown in either Arkansas cr 
Virginia, rather than seed grown in 
New York state.

Bulletin No.i64 presents the results 
of several years’ experience in growing 
second crop potatoes and suggestioas 
of -considerable Value are presented by 
Prof. Price as to culture, storage value 
and as to the proper use or dlspositiou 
o f this crop. The bulletin contains 11- 
lustratioBs Showing' the several forms 
of implements and machinery em­
ployed by the Horticultural Section o f 
the Station in handling the potato crop.

Every farmer and trucker should 
grow his own seed and improve them 
from year to year. So-^called selected 
melon seed are a humbug. A seed 
house usually contracts with some far­
mer in a gijod melon growing section 
to grow seed for him at a price agreed 
upon, the seed house often furnish­
ing him the seed, but just as often buy­
ing them outright of any farmer, and 
taking his word for it, that they are 
pure and true to name, and when you 
buy them you often fail to get what 
you have paid for. The manner of 
growing and selecting (? ) them is a 
tiavcsty upon honesty. Say the “ seed- 
man” has furnished a reliable (?) far­
mer with sefi true (?)’ to name, and 
pure, and conn-acts to buy all the seed 
he can grow from them 
at  ̂ a ridiculously low price 
We will admit that the farmer Is hon­
est and faithful. He plants them and 
gives them the best care he knows 
how. When they are ripe, they attain 
all sizes fifem first to last of the season, 
from 50 or (iO pounds down to size of 
your head or less. They are gathered 
as they ripen, broken open and seed 
w.nshed out and all sound ones are 
gathered and sent to the seed house 
for sale as selected seed! To improve 
melon seed, or indeed any ¿eed, is a- 
very simple thing. Take a variety yon 
like; select a type you wish to grow 
to, and each year stick to this type. 
,S(*lect the early and best melons. Let 
them get fully ripe, and be sure they 
conform to your type in form, color of 
rind, character of flesh and seed. In 
a few years every melon in your patch 
will be uniform in size, color and qual­
ity. and ail extraneous blood will oe 
bred out. If you grow more than one 
kind, be sure the patches are separated 
by several hundred feet. Even then 
beps and butterflies will occasionally 
cross-fertilize them.

1 plant melons in Texas, hence after 
long experience have adopted a method 
that seems best in my hands. I do not 
give it dogmatically, but ask you to 
try It. This is a hot, dry, windy coun­
try. I.,ast summer was very hot and 
very dry, yet my melons remained 
gieen all summer, produced good fruk. 
but they were smaller as the season 
advanced, arid they continued to ripen 
until frost. Who can beat this record 
in a dry country without irrigation? 
I plow my land in beds about 8 feet 
apart. If the soil is poor the manure 
should he put on broacast before it is 
bedded up, for the roots of all vines 
run out to a great distance after food 
and moisture. When I am ready to 
plant I open the center of this bed with 
an eight-inch shovel. About every 6 
feet I scrape out a hole with the hoe, 
put in a hoeful of good manure; mix 
it well with the soil and cover 
it several inches deep with 
fine dirt. This can be done in less 
tim'p than it takes to write It, and it 
makes a well defined little hill. Plant 
on one side o f this little trill 5 or 6 
melon seed. A w^ek later oil another 
side of thfLhlll plant a few more seed, 
and later on a few more. Then If one 
lot comes up and is destroyed by bugs 
or frost, you have, still others coming 
right along, and thus insures a good 
stand.
, The object of manuring in the hill is 
to give (he plant a good, vl^drous 
start, for such^plants are far less apt 
to be Injured by bugs than weak ones. 
If the seeds are soaked 24 hours before 
planting in kerosene oil no insect will 
cut them when young, nor will grub 
worms or moles eat corn when thus 
.soaked—nor does it injure any seed 
1 have ever tried.

The best protection against frost I 
have ever used are quart berry boxes, 
or large-size wood butter plates. These 
placed over any young plant and 
weighted down with dirt will protect 
them against frost.

When the vines com? up, I loosen the 
dirt* about them with a hoe, killing all 
grass and weeds, -and pull the soil up 
about the tender stems to protect them 
from Injury by wind amf cold. I*plow* 
them out with a turning plow about 
three times during the season, throw­
ing the dirt always towards the vines. 
The vines should not be disturbed af­
ter tbey are about a yard long. I thus 
get my vines on a bed at least 18 or 20 
inches deep of loose soil and no ordina­
ry drouth will ever dry them out. I 
also train the vines along the row. 
They will pile up on top of each other 
a f(M)t»or more deep, thus shading the 
ground and protecting the roots. The 
hare stump of the vine when it first 
conies up’out of the ground if baked by 
the sun, will greatly Injure the vines 
and is Sure to kill them iu the early 
summer.

Now in my method we have a deep 
water furrow between each bed. This 
gives thorough drainage .of the beds, 
for melon vines will not bear to be wa­
ter soaked. If a row of cotton is plant­
ed in the furrow it will s^d e  the 
ground, and also serve as a splendid 
wind break, and late in the season lat­
eral vines will run out into this grate­
ful shade aud make you fine fall mel- 
ou.s. Melons, will sunbake In the sum­
mer If not in tfte shade.

1 do not claim that my method will 
make the largest melons. I do not 
think it will. It Is a mistake to grow 
very large melons for any market. A

are all good, but the two first I shall 
continue to grow and Improve.

Any farmer or trucker can take any 
melon he may have that is fairly good 
and In a few years get up an improved 
melon of his own, and work up a trade 
for it until his customers will be sat­
isfied with no Other, .Competition will 
thus be cut off.

NEEDS AND HABITS OF ANGORAS.

.According to your request, I will tell 
your readers a little more about Ango 
ra goats. With last mail I received 
several letters from parties wanting 
information abont these goats.

fWE.ATHER AND CATTLE CONDI- 
'  TIONS IN OKLAHOMA.
Editor T*exas Stock and Farm Journal:

We had a two-inch snow on the T.Sth 
ancKone of four inches on the 2’ st. 
Both went off next day afl^r falling. 
We have not had any cold w(»ather so 
far.

Cattle trading is at a dead stand­
still, as it is out o f  season for trading 
here. Cattle throughout this sect'iu 
look fully 25 per cent better than at 
this date last year, and as the feed 
supply is unusually abundant I predict 
a light winter loss.

Some men here, who never fed any 
cattle till last winter, and then had 
quite a loss, ate making preparations 
to feed all poor cattle this winter and 
the weakest ones on grain. All realise 
that cattle are worth too much now 
to let them die for want of feed. We are 
fast drifting into a stock-farming 
country in this section.

But of course there are many excep­
tions. If a man has nothing alse to 
do, and w-ants Some practice in letter 
writing, he should advertije, “ Angora 
goats for sale,” and he will get inqui­
ries enough to answer, to employ two 
or three typewriters and do all the 
wrking he can, besides, and keep a boy 
employed running to the postoffice foi* 
stamps and envelopes and paper. I 
win, therefore, ask all your readers not 
to ask dhy questions about these goats 
unless they are willing to pay a fair 
price for them, and are willing to pro­
vide for a well fenced pasture for them 
and give them a dry shelter during wet, 
cold winter days and nights and a lit-  ̂
tie feed in case the snow and sleet is" 
on the ground for several days, and 
are also willing to protect them against 
wolves and dogs, and give them a lit­
tle salt twice a week, and shear them 
twice a year, and keep them in a 
range or pasture where (they find a 
variety of brush, trees and herbs, 
weeds, and good drinking w'ater and. if 
possible, a hilly, rocky unlevel range, 
where dogs and wolves do not kill 
them and hogs do not eat their new­
born kids, and where you will keep 
the kids six or eight weeks In a sepa­
rate little pasture before you alloy 
them to be with their mothers In the 
flock, except at night, etc., etc.

There are a few m'ore “ draw backs ” 
if you will call them thus. In the 
summer the screw worm will bother 
goats as well as sheep or other stock. 
When their hair Is very long (before 
shearing) they will sometimes ge" 
wound up In the bushes or briars and 
sometimes they get their teeth or 
herns hung in theli* wool (or hair) and 
gfimetimes they get hung in a crack or 
ferk with a foot. Sometimes they will 
stray off, espeeially when they were- 
scattered by wolves qr dogs. Some 
times, when it rains enough to make 
creeks and branches rise they ar** 
afraid to wade through water, even i7 
it should not be over knee deep. and. 
they lay out all night because they are 
afraid to wade across a little stream 
of water. In the spring those should 
be sheared flr.st that begin to shiid 
their hair, and in the fall they should 
be sheared soon enough, i. e., in Ser- 
tember. to give the hair time to grow 
sufficiently long' before cold weather 
sets in, to keep them warm in winter. 
In plaj'ing and fighting they sometimej 
get their feet or legs caught between 
the narrow horns, and twisted out of 
joint or sprained enough to make them 
lame for several days or weeks, i f  
those does, that w-ill bring kids soon, 
are not kept in a separate small pas­
ture, you will in most cases lose many 
kids in thè woods. If your fences are 
not hog proof, they are not goat proof 
either, for these goats are nearly an 
bad to creep through holes In fences 
as hogs are. Although they never will 
jump over a fence, they will climb over 
fences wherever they find a chance tu 
do so, and they will “ trim” all youi 
fruit trees and eat up your garden 
stuff, etc., too quick, to talk about. A f­
ter the trees are “ trimmed” as high 
as they can reach (five or six feet high; 
they will proceed promptly to peel off 
the bark also.

about 100 per cent. Here, as will b3 
seen by our annual wAol review, the 
rise has not been anywhere near as 
great, although territory wool, which 
w as selling at 405 42c. clean, at the be­
ginning of the year, has maw advanced 
to 6O5 C0C., BO that the level of values 
here is still considerably below that 
which prevails abroad, but should the 
adverse financial situation abroad un­
favorably affect prices of wool and fab­
rics. the markets at home would very 
likely be adversely infltienced in sym­
pathy. All these considerations, of 
course, enter Into the calculations of 
the wool tradfe, but that the latter are 
in the main anticipating a high range 
of values for next year, is indicated by 
the fact that attempts are being made 
in several sections of the West to con­
tract for wool on the .sheep’s back, and 
in some cases successfully. InvUcations, 
in fact, at this writing are that the 
entire clip of nexp year will be prac 
tie-ally contracted for at an earlier 
nate than was ever before known. That 
the manufacturers also have confidence 
in tne situation is shown by the fact 
that some pretty good bids are being 
made for wool to be delivei’ctl next 
summer. For instance, one manufac­
turer is quotCi as offering 70c. for ail 
the fine and .Ine medium clothing 
wool which a Vrtain house could deliv­
er next summ -̂r. Tlie wool trade, how­
ever, very firm, and offers for wool 
at a price slightly lower than ruling 
market rates have been turned down. 
A continuation of the present quiet 
conditions may naturally, however, re­
sult in some softening in values, as 
there are people who want to do busi­
ness, and if they cannot do it at one 
price, they-'will at another, but the 
situatir \, as it exists to-day: certainly 
presei.is no weak spots, as before ob­
served. One of the shrewdest manu­
facturers, who had been looking the 
market over for a* cquple of days, stat­
ed that he was surprised at the small 
amount of wool which he could get un­
der the market.

In Texas wools there has been very 
little doing. Some spring Texas has 
been, taken within the range of our 
quotations, which may be given at 
prices ranging from 58 to 65c. clean. 
Choice year’s growth is worth 64565c. 
Fall wool has sold in a small way at 
51553c. ,

No correct report of failures in 1899 
can be made until the year has closed. 
A collapse of speculation in copper 
stocks has settled the aggregate at 
Boston alone over $18,000,000 within a 
few days and might yet add to the 
record. The failures thus far report- 

led are fewer, in number than in any 
¡year since 1883"Rnd smaller in amount 
I of commercial liabilities than in any 
'year since 1381. The aggregate of de- 
I faulted liabilities is $120,160,000, but 
¡nearly two-thirds of the banking lia- 
I billtles were added within a few days,
: the aggre*gate reaching about $30,900,- 
. 000. The commercial liabilities have 
been about $89,260,000, though exact re- 

I turns for a few recent failures are not 
yet obtainable.

I In no other yeans, except 1891, with 
(defaulted liabilities of $81,155,932, and 
j 1880, with $65,752,000. have failures 
I been as small since the agency com­
menced quarterly returns in 1875. The 
average of liabilities per failure is less 
than $9500, the smallest in any year of 
the twenty-five, a gratifying evidence 
that commercial liabilities are further 
removed than usual from the point of 
danger.

i The w ^k  has been exciting only at 
I Boston, where the failfires growing out 
of speculation and the efforts to I'e-es- 
tablishv banks and firms suspended, 
have not given the week a holiday 
character. Yet general business is 
thoroughly safe and prosperous and n« 
important firms have failed, save some 
which were individually connected 
with concerns involved in speculation.

The si>eculative’ troubles came be­
cause the volume of legitimate business 
.ind the unprecedented distribution of 
profits, interest and dividends, made 
it no longer possible to carry some 
stocks pf l>orrowed money.

The writer of thi.s, in the Farm, 

Stock and Home, happens to know by 
personal experience that the roost de­
licious hams, bacon and dried beef are 
cured by the dry process, or without 
brine. T ^ e  one part brown sugar, to 
10 parts salt, and one ounce of salt­
peter to each 100 [lounils of meat. Pul­
verize the last finely and mix all to­
gether thoroughly. Lay the meat on a 
bench or table where it will not freez“ 
but will be cool. Kub the preparation 
all over each piece and pile the piec .̂s 
together but not cA'er four high. Some 
liquor will gather and drop from the 
table, and proA ision should be made to 
catch it in a pall, in the interest of 
neatness. In a week repeat the pro­
cess, but when the pieces are piled up 
that time reverse their, position, and 
the sides that were up fit first should 
be down next. In another week make 
the third applieation, ¿ud in a v. er-k or 
ten days more the pieces are ready for 
the smoke house. The b#ef should be 
'smoketl a llttl«' only, oi* much less than 
the pork. Such meat is sweet, juicy 
and will tickle any palate, and will Ik* 
such a marked contrast to the hard- 
salted meat of «ommerce tliat it will 
tempt consumers to pay a good price 
for it. .Meat so cured will keep well— 
such good stuff can be kept in the av­
erage family—until warm weather, 
and even well into summer if kept 
where Hies cannot get at it, as in pa­
per bags and bnried in oats, bran, 
salt or wood nsli^s.

The foul odor of the discharges from 
roup make It a disease easily identifie 1 
and it is well to kill at once every fowl 
that contracts it. Get the danger out 
of the flock as quickly as possible.

Very often it will not pay to doctor 
fowls suffering with contagious dis­
ease. Indeed it is probable that it 
very rarely pays. One would better 
kill at once all that contract such dis­
ease and burn the carcasses.

• njucli all the year. ' In a very large part 
of the farming district alfalfa can he 
raised. Otlier grazing crojts that can 
he produced are winter turf oats, sor­
ghum and cow peas. These with other 
feeds can he so utilized that jiigs can 
be finished for market, i f  good grade 
sows and a registered boar are used 
as a fonndution stock, by the time they 
are eight or nine months old, 'Phis 
has been demonstrated by many lireed- 
ers, and yet thousands of dollars are 
still going out of Te:ias each season 
for meat proilnced on higlier priced 
land and in a climate less favorable to 
cheap production. This is now a dimin­
ishing evil, and in some communities 
ail the pork and bacon used is produc­
ed at home, and some are producing a 
surplus for market, it is probable that 
pork production in Texas will very 
gri*utiy inerease^Jiiit that any Northern 

® meat at all slxjuld find a market in 
this state shows a wasteful neglect of 
opportunities.

In a recent number of Cotton Plant­
ers’ Journal Mr. W. L. Foster gives an 
interesting account of his methoils of 
producing the meat consumed on his 
own plantation. He is keeping about 
forty head of grade Berkshire and Po­
land China sows and a sufficient num­
ber of registered lioars. He raises fif­
teen acres of alfalfa and twenty acres 
»)f oats for green feed. A "portion of 
the Ipnd is divided into lots of three- 
quarters of an acre each, a lane run- 

' ning through the middle, each lot 
fronting thirty feet on the lane. Next 
to the lane a space is fenced off for 
sleeping an’l feeding quarters in which 
the sows and pigs are kept when the 
ground is too wet for them to run on 
their lots. One slied straddles the di­
vision fence betw<*en lots, and this has 
a plank floor. The fencing is built in 
p: nels and fences and sheds can be 
ir.r.veil when theye is reason for mak­
ing a change in location. One or two 
uows'with their pigs occuptes each pen. 
Mest of ea*‘h pen is pasture, and in 
\hP8P enclosures this season he lias 
winter turf oats and liairy vetch. This 
will supply grazing until spring, when 
he will cut and haul into the feeding 
pens green alfalfa. The oats and vetch 
will he.grimed again and fed down 
when they ha '̂e ripened, and the land 
planted in peas or sorghum, the green 
alfalfa being again fed while the new 
crep is getting a start, in the fall the 
oats and vetch will come in 'again. 
When the pigs are old enough the sows 
arc perniitted to run on the ten aens 
of oats and fifteen acres of alfalfa and 
to have the run of the mule lt>ts. The 
pigs are kei>t on their lots and fed ev­
ery day with whatever feed is the most 
plentiful or the cheapest—ilry corn, 
corn soakefi twelve hours, ground corn 

, and egb, with pleiuy of sorghum, 
roasting enrs. stalk and'kil, and pump­
kins. With this feedtfiit he has had 
pigs seven months obi to weigh ,‘iOO 
pounds and over. He wants his win­
ter and spring pigs to go to the smoke­
house in November or December, ^nd 
his summer pigs in . February or 
March, and they net an averagt* of 175 
I^unds. frequently higher, t 
t In all. this there is nothing that is 
not practicable on any large plantic- 
tion. and notwithstanding the fact that 
Mr. F'oster has had thred epidemics 
among his hogs in ten years he has 
frunxl that he has saved money by rais­
ing the meat that supplies his planta­
tion Instead of buying it. He pays for 
It by using his own teams, implements, 
lands and labor.

The small farmer would have greater 
"advantages, as he could transfer his 
small stock of hogs from field to field 
and can utilizd much waste in their 
development. He can also with little 
loss of time get In small patches of 
land planted in peas, potatoes or other 
crops which the pigs will harvest 
thems^ves.

If the hens do not lay in the winter 
it is simply because they do not have 
the right sort of feed or care!^ During 
the warmer seasons they take a great 
deal of exercise in hunting worms and i 
insects, which furnish the animal food 
which laying fowls must have.

DAIRY.

No one wants the dairy cow to be 
fattened as is the steer for the ber-f 
marlcet but she should be fed to good, 
vigorous condition' with a good supply 
of flesh, especially during winter, this 
she needs in order to enable her to 
.better withstand the cold. It must bo 
remembered also that the calf in her 
must be supported and developed 
through her feediig and both must suf­
fer if the food is not such as to main 
tain a nctrmal animal heat. There 
should be plenty, of sheds about on 
every farm to which any stock can go 
for protection against rain and sleet, 
and at night and during excessively 
severe days some of the stock will 
need the protection of a stable. Dairy 
cows need this kind of care more than 
anyother class of livestock, just be­
cause they have less accumulation of 
fat than other animals, suposing that 
other animals have been properly fed. 
No cow that is not keptdn a condition 
of reasonable comfort can be kept up 
to a normal milking standard, autl 
when she suffers from exposure there 
is probably as much loss in the quality 
as in the quantity of her milk. It is 
good economy to keep her fed up to 
good, strong condition and to give her 
such shelter as weather conditions 
render advisable.

CARK'AND FEED FOR W INTER .
HAYING..

This is a subject often written upon, 
Ifiit for the benefit of beginners, I will 
give my methods.'

First, as to house. I prefer one 10x12 
feet; shed roof; wiHi windows in the 
south, etending lo within a foot of 
the floor: and a platform four feet 
wide across the end, two and a half 
feet above the floor, on which to place 
tlie roosts: the roosts to be made of 
two-insh slats set on posts about six 
inches high and fifteen inches apait, 
and nailed together at the ends so they 
can be all taken off at once when 
cleiHiing platform.

Having the roosts on the platform 
gives all the floor space for scratching 
room.

Keep about six inches of straw br 
loaves on the floor, in which to threw 
wheat or millet seed. The hens will 
commence scratching for this as soon 
as they get off the roosts. ,

Keep plenty of w'ater handy: it is 
better to have the chill taken off of it.

About nine o'clock, give warm mash 
of rooked vegetables of any kind mixed 
with bran and shorts. Cooked oats, 
mixed with bran and shorts, make a 
good feed. At night feed corn by 
si attering it in ‘ the litter. This, aa 
well as the early morning feed, they 
will have* to scratch for, which gives 
them the exercise necessary for good 
results. About twice each week, omit 
the mash and feed ground bone or 
meat of some kind. 1 find cracklings 
—which yon can usually get from the 
butcJier—extra .good. They can be fed 
after chopping or running through a 
bone mill. ^

Two of the main points are to keep 
plenty of grit before them and not to 
overfeed. 'Always have the hens in 
condition to work for their living. If 
they begin to wait to "be fed and do not 
scratch, miss one feed, then give half 
rations for a few days, and they will 
soon be willing to work for their feed.

I f  eggs are what you want, with a 
good, warm house that is comfortable 
without artificial heat, you should be 
able to get eggs all the year round by 
this method, except* in moulting sea­
son.

I f  you prefer to raise birds, you had 
better let the hens rest after moulting 
sea^n, until about February—that is, 
not force them to lay—as then you 
will get eggs all through the breeding 
season and there w ill be a greater per 
cent of them fertile, and the chicks 
aleo ^11 be s4"onger. Inducing them 
to lg|F through the winter is forcRig

quite as green as in the spring.

An­
other carload of Colorado horses 
that were really good and fat. had the 
shape and quality, weighed 1150 and 
were strictly first-class were retailed 
out in small portions at an average of 

per head. This is an exceptional 
price for the seasofi but they were ex­
ceptional horses and the buyers want­
ed them. Thsk stronger figures are the 
result of l^h t supplies of the class 
which usually „ocenr after the light 
winter season set5 in and prevents 
shipping. But it is nevertheless a fact 
that the year 1899 is going out with 
range horses on a stronger basis than 
in the last Uve years.

‘ THE DISRATED CATTLE, ik  HAR- 
' RI3 COUNTY.

Readers of The J.ourtlal will remem - 
ber that recently Dr. Wm. Folsetter, 
Acting State Veterinarian, at the re- 

, quest of the State Liv^ Stock Sanitary 
Board, went to Harris county to in- 

j vestigate a peculiar and fatal disease 
that had already destroyed about one 
hundred head of cattle. Dr. Folsetter 

I spent some time in the investigation 
j and experimental treatmenrt;, and has 
' made a report to the Bureau qf Animal 
Industry at Washington, which is suffi­
ciently interesting to give in full. It 
is as follows:

I On Friday, December 8, I was called 
I to Harris county, Texas, to examine a 
herd of 1-yeär-old steers that were in 
some way diseased, about 100 having 
died, and another hundred or more 
showing signs of being affected with 

/he same disease. The original num- 
j ber purchased was about 2000, ranging 
¡ in age from 9 to 15 mouths old. Some 
were bought-through a New Orleans 
commission house, some from near 
New Iberia, others from Rayne, and 
some in Mississippi and some in Sodth- 

jeast Texas.
I They were all purchased along about 
the first weeks in July, 1899. and all 
^bout the same time. They were 
placed in a 9000-acre pasture, divided 
into five pastures by wire fences, all 
the pastures adjoining each other, con- 
iiccted by gates.

"I he pasture is level prairie;. plenty 
o f ‘grass, known as sagegrass. It is a 
coarse, rough grass, and densely côvers 

j the ground. The natural drainage is 
' very poor, and net a great deaj has 
been done in the way of artificial drain­
age, so that when it rains a great deal 
of water stands on the surface of the 
land for days, or till it is absorbed or 
evaporated.

The land is a black, tenacious soil, 
that inclines to hold water well; it al­
so contains all over it what in Texas is 
known as hog-wallows; that is, every 
ten feet or so a small depression of fdur 
or five feet in diameter and six or eight 
inches deep, with a corresponding ele­
vation, making a difference oí about a 
foot. These hollows fill with water 
when it rains, and retain water until it 
evaporates or slbks /in the ground.

, From these little pools the stock drink 
; constantly when gracing around, 
j This ranch is e x tr i well watered ar- 
! tifcially by a large artesian weTL fcopi 
v.hlch pipes lead water into different 
pastures, and some half dozen wells 

j with windmills attVhed to • them.
, These wells are so akanged that the 
I stock does in no case have to travel 
over a half mile in any pf the pasturfts 
to reach fresh water in unlimited 
quantities.

The water from these wells is In 
every case discharged into wooden 
troughs that are kept full at all times 
by float valves, and are regularly 
cleaned out every week or two. In 
spite of this the cattle will drink from 
the surface pools. The greatest care 
has been given to the health of this 
stock. This ranch is managed by an 
all-round stockman. He iŝ  a wide­
awake, thoroughgoing business man, 
has had experience in stock in other^of 

' the wpptetnstates besides Texas; has 
raised, graz^rtr-i^l. bought, sold and 
shipped cattle for a number of years, 
%n(' is familiar with range stock in 
health and the ordinary diseasCs'-aod 
trcubles that affect range stock.

I This herd has had his personal atten- 
' tion. Shortly after punchasing them 
and turning them into his pasture they 
were attacked with an infectious in- 
fliimmatory disease of The eyes, com­
monly called pinkeye. This gave them 
a set-back, and for some time they did 
not do well. This was in July.

In August he, lost some twenty-five 
hia'd with what he considered charbon. 
After this he noticed that a ntimber of 
them were looking badly, and along in 

.Gitol>er he commenced to lose one oc- 
camonally, till about November 25, 
when Dr. \V. A. Knight, a veterinary 
surgeon of Houston, was called in to 
make an examination of the herd and 
decide the cause of the trouble. . Th;- 
dcctor held four post mortems. In 
tw’o subjects he found the parasite dis- 
tema hepática, commonfy called flukes. 
In the other two they were absent, but 
In all four he found filarla bronchi, or 
the hair lung worm. Sqrae remedies 
were tried, but with no noticeable ben­
efit. the disease being recognized a? 
ii'ore or less of an infectious character.

The State Sanitary Board was called 
on, and I was sent to make an investi­
gation and report to them. I arrived 
in Houston on the morning of Decem­
ber 8. and, in company with Dr. 
Kiiight and the manager, drove direct­
ly to the ranch, \Ve found about 100. 
of steer yearling cattle in a lot larg? 
enough for' their accomnjod^ion, with 
plenty of shelter ^eds' aij abundance 
of pure water, supplied ffbm a well by 
windmill, and the racks full of good 
bay. cottonseed me^ and cottonseed 

, hulls. The cattle mostly were feedin«; 
well, chewing their cuds, but appeared 
to 'b e  very poor in condition. liYtless.

I Three had died through the night.
' and we killed tw'o others that wére so 
far gone as to be unable to stand when 
helped up. We helped up some six or 
eight that were unable to get up by 
themselves; when assisted on their 
feet they walked off. and some went to 
feeding.

The discharges from the bowels were 
' as a rule of a brownish color and of a 
' normal consistency, but some two or 
three showed a tendency to a looseness 
of the bowels; only about three, so 
far as I have observed, showed anv 
tendency to reach a diarrhea. We held 
post mortems on the five head. In 
four of them there was more or less 
disease of the liver present, caused by 
the fluke; in one there was no sign of 
any disease in the liver whatever; 
otherwise the post mortems of the five 
might be said to be identical, and a de­
scription of one will answer for all.

On removing the skin, the cellular 
tissue all over the body is filled with a 
clear watery fluid, especially in the sub- 
mexillary space, and on the brisket;
