What did we do a tew
years ago before those smart men
discovered all this tick business and
fixed the quarantine? Then we had
open range; we had no trouble, and we
had no scheming.

MR. NEILL'S ESTIMATE THE

Reviewing the cotton situation, the
Louisville Courier Journal sayvs: H.
M. Nelll, the cotton statistician . of
Liverpool and New Orleans, estimates
the cotlon crop at 11,250,000 bales. Mr.

WINTER KEEP OF CABBAGE.—
Chas. Ashley, of Kanecas City, says:
Cabbage may be hept Ly any mode

which nearly excludes the frost, pre=-

serves a cool temperature and a slight
degree of moisture. A pile resting on
the earth would Kkeep better than it
resting on_the floor, and would require
less protection. It would be likely thus
to receive a proper degree of moisture.
A common way to keep cabbage by the
quantity leave them out in the
ground until near the end of Novem-

To successfully feed any cow or any
herd of cows, it is necessary to study
individuality. The experience of the
Kans state agricultural college
shows that one cow will produce but-
ter fat at 10 to 11 cents per pound for
feed consumed, and another cow by her
slde will charge 24 cents per pound. In
order to know what a cow is doing it |
is necessary to keep a daily record of |
her milk yield. Prom this record a |
dairyman can increase or decrease the |
feed in accordance with the amount of-|
milk given by the cow. Without this
record and the varying of the feed ac-
cordingly, much costly feed will be
wasted on cows that will not make ad- |
equate returns for it.

Now that the excitement of rivalry
is dore and the triumphs of defeat un-
alterably settled, it becomesaus tc stop
a few moments and calmly congider if
fitting sheep for the show ring is net
often unfitting them for any othér use-
ful purpose except to turn them over to
the butcher. :

No good breeder will dispute the fact

that when he begins to fit his sheep
for the show ring, he is entering upon |
{a work of importance, not only in the |
| matter of winning premiums, but as|
regards the future usefulness of the
animals so fitted.

It is well understood and universally |
agreed that any breeding animal is not |
| at its best when made as fat as it is
| possible to make it. It is also agreed |
Ethat an animal once made fat, and kept ;
| in that-condition for some time, van—“
inot be reduced to breeding shape again
| without great danger of being injured |

for breeding purposes to some extent. |
| Many a good breeder has been entirely
ruined by having been fitted for the
;show ring, and having been kept in
| this condition for weeks, and often for
| months.
| If this is true, and we believe it is,
does it not seem as if we should go|
{ back to a more rational method of fit-
ting our stock for the show ring? Does |
|it seem a good business policy to|
jeopardize the whole future of a val-
uable animad for the sole purpose of |
gaining the honor of an inconsiderable |
cash prize and the greater honor of be- |
ing classed among the leaders? If all |
those who show stock would agree con- |
| cerning this one thing a reform could |
be brought about in a single year. Then 1
[we would not need to jidge breeding |
|

| stocle from the standpoint of a butcher; |
then such defects as may be hidden or |
minimized by a heavy weight of fat;
I would be plainly discernable and the |

|  “Never buy a firet prize anintal to |
breed from,” was the advice of a vet-
eran brecder and exhibitor. This ad-
vice is good, although it may not be
universaily applied without working |
injustice to an animal here and there.

We understand perfectly that we¢ are
Ftaking-advanced-grommd-in-this-matter;
| but every competent shepherd will un-
derstand that it is the proper position
to take. As long as we fit our stock |
for the butcher, and show it in that
condition, just so long the judge will
give the best mutton-fitted animal the |
premium, instead of giving it to the‘l
one —that is strongest in breeding
characteristics.

If the object in showing sheep is to
