FORAGE CROPS FOR THE SOUTH.— 
Bulletin No. 66 of the Arltansas 
Experiment station gives the fol­

lowing coneliislons about forage crops, 
after exhaustive experiments.

1. 'I'he following (I'ops niay be sown
after oats are harvested, and give prof­
itable returns: Cowpoas, Spanish pea­
nuts, sojn beans, sorghum, corn, kaffir 
corn, German millet, sweet potatoe.t 
and second Irish potatoes,

2. Thoi-ough preparations f c  oats 
gives an increa.sed yield of from 50 to 
190 ))or cent, as compared with sorry 
preparation.

3. Breaking the soil eight or ten 
Inches deep gave hettor results than 
breaking six Inches nr less.

4. Breaking the soil in fall nnd re­
breaking in spring gave better results 
.tlntn one breaking either In fall or 
Bfiring.

5. Harrowing and disking after 
breaking and just before sowing, and 
covering with double shovel, s'em s to 
be the best method of planting.

6. Two and two and a half bushels 
of seed per acre gave the best yields.

7. Oats following legumes gavp an 
Increased yield of from 3S to 49 per 
cent o f grain and from 32 to 59 per 
cent of hay, as compared with oats 
grown upon soils where the preceding 
crop was other than a l^tume.

8. Plowing under a moderately 
heavy crop of legumes gave a greater 
Increased yield o f oats Uian th® .ap­
plication ^  ^000 povjiids o f a com­
plete fortllraer to a preeeedlng erite.

BROOM CORN.—A bulletin from Ihe 
Oklahoma sfathm says: Broom
corn Is a variety of sorghum .and 

lias many of the qualities of ordinary 
sorghum. I.Ike sorghum in being
hardy. It Is a graat drouth-resister amt 
Hirives under reasonably unfavorable 
conditions.

It can be planted at any time from 
the openlng-gf spring until as late ns 
July 1. with fair agsuranee of a crop. 
But as early harvesting and early mar­
keting arc pspcciall'^, desirable, it is 
usually advisable to til.iiit It as early as 
Indian corn Is planted, or from April 
1 to 15. If planted by the middle of 
April It will ready to harvest by about 
the first of July. There Is usually, a 
lull In farm work about this time that 
inakes R convenient for broom corn 
harvest.

There are numerous methods of 
planting it. It Is planted In rows, 
«hocked ahd drilled Drllljng In rows 
pi ves the best results. The rows should 
he about 3^  feet apart, and the stalks 
about f> to 8 Inches apart In the rows 
on ordinary upland, and a little thicker 
on bottom land. If It is planted too 
thin on good soil, the heads become so 
heavy that tliclr own weight bends 
iminy of them down, forming the 
‘ erooks.” This crooked brush is heavy 
hut because It la more difficult to make 
Into brooms and makes a larger bulk 
In shipping. It brings only about half 
prlcB on the market.

Owing to Its being a hardy plant, the 
fultivatlo'n of brooih corn Is often sad­
ly neglected. It will make a fair show­
ing on poor land with very little culti­
vation. it responds to good treatment 
and shobld be cultivated as often and 
as thoroughly aa Indian corn. After 
the first heads appear It Is no^ long be­
fore It Is ready for barvesUng. and 
everything ahoulti be In readiness, be­
cause It Boon depreciates in value after 
It Is once ripe enough to cut. In order 
to make the best brush. It should be 
cut when the seeds arc In the doufh

Chips Of Experience
FEEBING BRIEB BLOOB.—O. O. Uhl- 

horn of St. James, Minfi., wrltw 
to the Homestead:

1 was greatly Impressed with the Idea 
of feeding blood to calves, and at once 
wrote to Swift & Co., of St. Paul, for 
prletis and other information. I here­
with enclose (heir reply, and will also 
give you my experience with feeding 
It. 1 begin feeding the blood as soon 
.as the calves drink well, say when 
about .three or four days old. I put 
about a feaspoonfni of It in tho milk 
and shake the pall so a.s to mix it 
well. The blood, however, is quite 
heavy and will settle to the bottom, 
and if the calves do not lick it out I 
It, but when they once know it they 
will lick it ail out. Tho fourth cair 
which wa.s dropped in my herd this 
fall was- not fed dried blood as long 
as It was fed whole milk. I did not 
know, indeed, whether it was advisable 
to use the blood in the rase of so young 
a calf. Presently it began to scour 
very badly and would not drink. I 
put about a half a cup of hloOd into a 
vessel, and added abo.ut one and a half 
cups of milk and poured It into the 
calf’s mouth, repeating the operation 
jn the evening. The next morning the 
calf was perfectly well and seemed 
very hiingj-y. It ha.s always been well 
since. an(l hps a hearty appetite for ev­
ery meal, and is quite "thrifty. This 
has been my experience, and If any 
one o f your readers have tried feeding 
blood, I for Qiie shall be glad to learn 
what their experience has hceh. T think 
1 should feed dried blood to calves 
even though it cost a good tfeal more 
than it docs.

The letter of which he speak.s from 
Swift & Co., of South St. Paul, ftlnn.. 
is as follows:

We are very glad to note that you 
are Interested in feeding dried blood 
to cattle. The blood we sell for feed­
ing purpoeos Is prepared especially 
for that purpose. We put the ground 
dried blood up In five pound packages, 
twelve to the case, at $3 per case, free 
on board. South St. Paul, Minn. Dried 
blood is not bulky; hundred pound 
sugar sacks hold about 115 pounds oX 
It.

“ THE PINK OF CONDITION.’—The

to be? asks .Practical Farmer. They 
had been put through a tedious and , 
expensive arttflclal procen of pamper­
ing and fattening which infallibly lays 
the seeds o f disease In what ought to 
be the parents of the finest specimen« 
of thplr kind In the world. In theory,, 
every man is. opposed to this system 
Of forcing in order to prodfice what is 
falsely called “the pink o f condition,’ ’ 
but In practice alraoat every public ex­
hibitor and breeder o f sales a&imala 
follows H becauas he knows that un- 
kas his exhibits and sales animals 
*aa fat as butter.’*-the judges will 
wasta a look upon them, and Intsni

wlU aaa in them ao attrac

tlon. No one &bows fat greyhounds, 
pointers, hunters or race horses: then 
why should they show or produce fat 
work horses? Becau.se there 1s no con­
crete test as in racing and jumping; 
should fat, therefore, take the plaee 
of such test? 1 venture to say that In 
those cases fat is actually misleading, 
as the animals arc so overloaded with 
this deformity that the muscles cease 
to be defined, nnd many ot the natural 
lines are obliterated. Of the conse­
quences to tho animals as propaga­
tors of their species. It Is iiupossilile to 
cxaggoi-ate tho evil. A large pfreent- 
age of the mares kept In. ‘ ‘Hie pink of 
condition,” are very likely to be bar­
ren or to die foaling. A stallion kept 
In such condition Is a very poor foal 
getter, and may almost entirely lose 
his power of procreation. When he 
does si_re foals they are, almost invar­
iably wcakllngs._ Unusual fatness in 
a breeding horse or marc should be 
looked uiKin as a deformity and blem­
ish. All authorities agree that it is a 
detriment: but notwithstanding, judges 
at exhibitions contrive to award prizes 
only where merit is. united to and part­
ly concealed by fat or olicslty. Fat 
breeding animals should be sent out 
of the show ring and breeding sales 
herds, and only such animals bo crown­
ed with prizes as shall be In store con­
dition, with muscles well defined and 
fit to go to breeding without any dan­
ger of non-success. Milch cows are 
rarely too fat to bo breeders, as their 
“ pink of condition” consists largely in 
the want of fat. . They are seldom Im­
potent until their senility; but bulls— 
how frequently do we hear of their Im- 
potency. They are largely pampered 
and fed for tho show ring or sales' 
stable until much of their natural force 
end vigor has departed. She'p, both 
male and female, generally cscane pam­
pering and over feeding; hence they 
are Usually In good breeding condition 
Swine suffer more than any other spe­
cies of anim.Tls from pampering. The 
race of breeders for early niaturily ami 
fatness has been so persistent thst vig­
or and prolificacy have been entirely 
neglected. Now If a sow and boar "In 
the pink ^  eondltlon” produce a litter 
of six pigs thejr are doing exceedingly 
well; while four pigs is well, and two 
pigs quite common. No matter nhat

RAISING BEEF CATTLE AS A* B u si­
ness.—A. C. Blnnie, of Alla, Iowa, 
says: "Tho raising of fine licef

cattle as a business,” at first thouglit 
it might be looked upon as an old rul.i- 
ject, even dating b.tck to tho historic 
days of tlie old Bible tlnii'K, when wc 
are told they grazed upon a thou.sand 
hills. Nevertheless it remained for 
the st(K-knicn of tho nlnettmiuh cenlu- 
ry to develop and improve tlie various 
breeds- of beef 'cattle.

In tho first half of the last century 
little was known of recordiid or pure­
bred cattle of any of the now distinet 
breeds, and it was only In the last 
twenty-five years that tlie great ini- 
provemoat has come. Yes. I might 
say, the past ten years have shown 
more Improvement and energy ainoug 
breeders of line cattio than all the 
preceding years of the century.

The data of the organization of tho 
various breeds of l>eef cattle will clear­
ly show our advancement along this 
line. And as 1 turn over the pages of 

Istory, I find the American Shorthorn 
JretMlcrs’ association the oldest, h.av- 
ing been established in 184(c and sinco 
that time have recorded on tlielr iKtoks 
no less tliaii five hundred thousand 
breeding cattle. The lireeders of tlicbc 
cattle enjoyed the full trade In record­
ed cattle until several Impoi-tatlons of 
Hereford tattle were nmdo, and in 
1879 tho American Hereford Cattle 
Breeders’ asfociation was organized, 
and their efforts have been duly re­
warded. ,

At the great world’s fair held at 
Paris In tho ytur 1878, tho breeders of 
beef cattle were astounded by the fin. 
nuunoement that the first and sei^md 
prizcM were awarded to the Aberdven- 
Angus breed, and this In the very heat 
of competition, as there waa shown 
no leas than 170 head of the tops of 
the various hroeds, and as we had no 
8U(ii breed in America, and nothing 
ts tcio gcxid or too rich for an Ameri­
can, breeders at once made importa­
tions of the "Bennie Blax-ks,” and in 
the year 1883 the American Aherdeen- 
Angus Breeders' association was or­
ganized.

In the meantime the Galloways had 
been Imported, and in the same ye-ir 
the American OalloVay Breeders’ a*;- 
Boclatlon was formtvl. Uuring the last 
ten years there have been organize.) 
th« "Red Polled Cattle Club of Ameri­
ca,” "The American Polled Brfwders’ 
asROCiation” and other minor aesocU- 
tions. This being founi^tion for the 
various breeds of fine cilftle.

The great state o f^ ow a  not only 
has the reputation of'belng the gidkt- 
est agricultural Mate In the union but 
it leads as well in the production of 
fine cattle. In the breeding of Short­
horns it stands first, and the sale or 
these cattle clearly ihows that the 
business is op a good paying basis. 
The average of the sales of lows Shoi t- 
horns the past yea rlu v e  been from 
$200 to $72fi per head, with the ma­
jority of cales. rangjng from $300 to 
$500 per head.

FRUIT AND POULTRY.—T. R. Jen­
nings says: Many farmers are so
situated that they can engacs in 

two branches light farming to con­
siderable advantage. With a proper 
arrangement of buildings and yards. 
It is quite possible to make poultry 
raising and fruit growing combine very 
profitably, and to do so as well, with 

•less expense, as with any branch of 
straight farming in connection with 
poultry raising. If small fruits are 
grown extensively, It will be necessaiy 
of course to keep the poultry^yiirus ai’ 
som6 distance from the frult^ planta­
tion, but where orchard fruits arc 
grown considerable saving can be ef­
fected by building at least a portion of 
the poultry yards in the orchards. It 
Is not a good plan to build the houses 
In the orchards, but some pfirtlon of
the ground devòied to runs should ex- 

he-«ritend under the-virees. This arrange­
ment gives the fowls considerable shade 
without any detriment to the orchard. 
When arranged In this manner, es­
pecially If the orchard Is young, the 
ground between the rows can still he 
cultivated to advantage.'  In no case 
should the cultivation of the orchard 
be sacrificed. The afivant^ke <5f this 
combination lies in the .fact that the 
fruit can l>e cared for at a time when 
the poultry requires but little atten­
tion. Farmers who Am Inclined to 
give up the heavier branches of farm­
ing for any reason, should look Into 
the posslbdliUes of obtaining a good 
living from fruit culture combined with 
poultry raising.

SOME PECULIARITIES IN BREED­
ING.—There axe a great many pe­
culiarities In mating fowls tbai 

wc know not of. but we know enough 
th'at come from certain matings to tell 
us what net to select In making up 
pens for breeding fowls of the highest 
type, says Poultry Farmer. W e cannot 
take a <x)ck bli-d* of a certain type, 
mate him with a pen of hens of an­
other type and get a pronounced varie­
ty. The reason for this is that we do 
not always know what Is behind the 
breeding of the' cock bird, or what 
.blood has been used in the line of 
breeding In his family for years. Se- 
loi'tion and keeping along certain lines 
for years are what,^brlng the btest re­
sults in bropding. In mixing colors 
we take a certain amount of another, 
thereby getting a certain shade. Every 
time this Is repeated we get the same 
shade without variation. Brass, Is 
composed o f two parts of copper and 
one part zinc and every time this 
nmalgvimatlon Is made we get brass. 
We cannot take aToiir point comb bird 
and hmHl him with some six point 
eoinh hhns and get In every instance 
five point combs in the offspring. We 
cannot amalgamate color or plumage, 
nor color of Akin.

practical value of regula i'ity  in

year, says an exchange.

Some years ago a series of tests 
showed me that coqm milked at Irreg­
ular intervals, although twice within 
the' twenty-four hours, shank In yield 
on an average to each animal of a half 
a pound daily, or three and a half 
pounds during the period o f a week. 
During this time other cows In the 
herl, molked with the utmost regularity 
as to hour, morning and night, main­
tained an even flow without the least 
shrinkage.

Not caring to render the first number 
wholly unprofitable, a return to regular 
milking was made at the end of a 
week, but evei$with this. It took thrhe 
weeks’ subsequent time before they re­
gained their'bfîglnîO yielding status.

On even so-called first-class d.airy 
farms this subject is not given the Im­
portance that It merits, as, witness how 
over-sleeping iu the morning, or pro­
longed evening labor In tlie field are 
made to Infringe on the milking hour.

PROFITABLB FEEDING OF PIGS.-— 
Bulldtin 133 of Uie department of 
ufcrJiulturo says: ^

Cora 1» doubtleiM regarded aa the 
standard feed for pigs In this countr.v. 
There are regions, however, where 
there is not sutllcicni moisture for 
corn, and where other crops can bo 
more successfully grown. • In Kansas 
Kafir corn has been found espeplally 
valuable. Alfalfa and soy beans also 
proved useful as drouth-resisting crops.

In two testa it was found that a 
bushel of Kafir corn produced 10.06 
pounds of por.k, while with tho lots fed 
corn or maize for purposes of compar­
ison, a bushel o f grain produced 11.9 
pounds of gain.

During the last eleven years tho 
average yield 'at tho Kansas station 
has been, Kafir com , forty-six Imshels; 
corn, thirty-four and one-half bushels. 
An acre of Kafir corn would, there­
fore. produce, on^the basis of the 
above figures, 487 pounds of pOrk. an 
acre of corn, 410 pounds. It is stated 
that tho pigs tire of Kafir corn when 
it is fed alone more quickly than they 
do of molzo. Tho Kafir corn Is eaten

In this case the pigs fed 
skim milk JJid Kafir corn gained 169 
per cent more than those not fed milk. 
Skim milk, when substltutotd for al­
falfa hay In tho, proportion of .526 
pounds to 214 poiintls, reduce<l 60 per 
cent tho amount of food required per 
pound of gain. 'Valuing Kafir corn at 
5.5 cents per hundred and pork at 3 
cents per pound, live weight, tpe tal- 
ciiluted value of skim milk was 29 
cents per hundre(f.

'These experiments show that Kafir 
corn and cither soy beans or, alfalfa, 
properly combined, produce good re­
sults In fattening hogs. On an upland 
farm an acre of Kafir corn will pro­
duce more pork than 'an acre of corn. 
Kafir corn fed alone to hogs does not 
give nearly so largo gains as when fed 
with soy beans or- alfalfa hay. Kafir 
corn combined with cither soy beans 
or alfalfa hay, will produce more 
pounds of pork per acre from upland 
than are usually produced from adjoin­

AT WHAT WEIGHT TO MARKET.— 
At what weight shall we market 
our hogs? is still an undecided 

question ith majiy farmers.
A gr'3at many expérimenta bearing 

on this suhiçct have been tried, with 
a view of determining, If postJble, tho 
weight at which feeding a fat hog 
ceases to bo profitable. We have read 
the reports of a great many of these, 
says Blooded Stock, anil, so car 
as we can collect, the tenor of 
all has been that a pig or small 
sh'Ote will make & much larger gain 
than an older bog, except in the case 
of a thin brood sow, when the differ­
ence will not be so great.

Usiné corn as a basis to figure quan­
tity of feed from, some .of these feed­
ing trials have shown a gain in forty 
or flfty pound pigs of as high as twelve 
to fourteen pounds to tho bushel of 
corn or its equivadent In other feeda 
Using the same atuimals, and weigh­
ing pigs and feed at frequent intervals, 
it has been found that as tho animals 
Increase in weight, the gain in pounds 
tor each btlsbel o f grain coneumed be­
comes leee, until at the weight of say 
200 t o '240 pounds the gain would be 
about 10 pounds per bushel of corn 
fed; at 240 to  to 276 pounds, live 
weight, the gain would be abodt nine 
pounds, or less, per bushel; at 275 to 
300 pounds in welghL the gain per 
bushel of grain would be something 
less than eight pounds, and after a 
weight of 300 pounds had been attain­
ed there was usually no prtrflt In feed­
ing longer, unless In case of very high 
prices for hogs and low prices for 
feed.

Troughs In stables should, bo regu­
larly cleansed and disinfected.
