AGRICULTURAL DEPARTMENT, IT IS
CLAIMED, WILL ISSUE ORDER AF-
FECTING TEXAS AND OKLAHOMA.

According to advices from Xansas
City, some very important changes in
the location of the cattle quarantine
line i Tqkas and Oklahoma will be
made by the agricutural department 1n
the near future. A special telegram
from Washington states that the
changes have not only heen decided
upon, but that circulurs announcing
them are now in press, and will be
distributed this week. In Texas the
quarantine line will be moved west-
ward one entire row of counties, tak-

dé the quarantine district: Tom

ireen, Irion, Sterling, Mitchell, Scur-
1y, Fisher, Jones, Haskell, Knox, I'oard,
Wilbarger and Hardeman. All of Greer
T'county, Ok., will be included within the
quarantine district by the new regula-
tions.

At the ptesent time the line in east-
ern Oklahoma, starting at the Canadian
river, runs nothward, following the
boundary line between Canadian, King-
fisher and Garfield counties on the west,
and Oklahoma, L.ogan and Noble coun-

ties on the east and following the boun- |

dary line between Kay county on the
north and Noble county on the south.
This line-will be moved eastward to the
right-of-way of the Gulf, Colorado and
Santa Fe, leaving all that part of Ok-
lahoma, Logan and Nobie counties west
of the Santa Fe right-ofway outside the
quarantine district. It will also leave
a small corner of Payne county, and
the greater part of the Ponca, Otoe and
Missouri Indian reservations outside
the quarantine district.

The ¢hanging of the guarantine line
in western Texas {s of greal importance
to cattlemen below the line, where pas-
ture has been scarce for the past two
or three months. Above the line pas-
ture is abundant, bur the Texas state
sanitary board has been rigidly enforc-

ing the inspection law, and cattle in-

fested with ticks were not allowed to be
driven across the line, even during the
open season which ended Jan. 1. A
result of the rigid inspection thousands
of cattle were turned hack at the quar-
antine line. The stale liyestock sani-
tary board was backed np by the cal-
tlemen in the Panhandle who were in-
terested in keeping their pastures free
from ticks, and they subsecribed liberal-
Iy to a fund to employ inspectors. Line

do the first work toward the
transformation which would mak»
Fort Worth the last great livestock
center of America. Capt. Holloway
was then introduced.

cleaned of weeds and grass seed, By
breaking such wheat stubble as early
as the wheat can be got off and work-
ing the ground thoroughly during the
remainder of the summer, as it should
be for wheat, and sowing early, I have
had excellent success with two small
patches sowed in the fall of 1900. Omne
patch was on very thin, ashy prairie
soil in Hickory county, and one here
on new, rich, loamy soil. In each case
I sowed at the same time a small
patch with wheat along side. On the
poor land where the wheat was-not
rank it caught pretty well, but on the
rich land where the wheat was thick
and rank T got nmo stand at all.

1 also sowed some patches on corn
ground in the spring of 1900, in one in-
stance merely harrowed the ground
well and harrowing in the seed. By
clipping weeds and grass I got a good
stand. On another very stony piece of
corn ground too rough ta cultivate
with any satisfaction, I scratched the
ground over with a cultivator, harrow-
ed seed-in-and got a good stand. but,
owing to stones and stumps and neg-
lect, did not get it mowed at all during
the season of 1900, and a rask crop of
weeds and grass grew with it and
smothered it out in places, [ burnt i
off on a hot, windy day last spring
without the least injury to the alfal-
fa, which continued growing all
through the drouth.

SOURCE OF MANURE.—Any thing
that grows on the farm and is In
such condition as to decay and be-

come a part of the soil is classed as
manure. The passing of feed through
animals does not add anything in the
way of fertility. When grain and for-
age are fed, about three-fourths of the
plant food which was in the feed is
excreted either in the dung or urine,
the amounts varying with the kind of
animals. The location of the feed lot
should be such that this plant food can
be saved and returned to the soil. Ex-
pensive arrangements for the preven-
tion of leaching and Yoss of plant food
are not necessary. But the manure
pile should not be located in a draw, or
on the bank of a creek where each
rain. will wash away valuable plant
food. A ‘level spot or a small alkall
spot make ideal places for the storing
of manure until such time as it can
be hauled into the fields.

Corn and cotton stalks and other
rubbish in the fields are easily cut
down and plowed under.. This meth-
od requires but little more labor than
raking together and adds much to the
fertility of the soll. When-such ma-
terial is dragged together and burned,
both the nitrogen and the organic mat-
ter are lost, and both are'greatly need-
d for the pgrpetuatlon ot sofl fertil=
ty.

Wheat straw instead of belng burned
should be used as much as possible and
converted into manure to be returned
to the soil for the benefit of future
crops. It should never be burned.

Farmers near cities and large towns
can procuredlarge quantities of manure
for only the.abor of haullng it. Ma-
nure from livery stables is usually very’
rich, .only a small amount of straw
being used, and heavy grain feedng
being the custom.

On one ranch the
engine used to draw the machinery is
of fifty-horse power, and has drive:
wheels eight fect high, It consumes
twelve barrels of oil every.day, and its
operation requires the services of
seven men.- In plowing fifty-five fur-
ows are turned over at one time, cov-
ering a breadth of forty feet. Eight
horses are needed to keep the machin-
ery supplied with water and fuel., The
best record made so far in plowing is
seventy-five acreg in four hours and
forty-five minutes. The field wag five
miles around, giving the great engine
a straight-away course, with few turns,
in making the record. In operating this
plow to the best advantage a water
station is maintained at one corner of
the fleld, from which the engine ig sup-!
plied as needed. The average capacity
of the machine is the plowing of 110
acres per day.

The use of this machine is not an ex-
periment. Last year 6000 acregs were
harvested by it. On a ranch of 1000
acreg it is an economic investment,
but a smaller acreage would not war-
rant the outlay. Last season a com-
bined harvéstor was drawn by the en-
gine,-and averaged over 1000 acres of
wheat in a day, cutting, threshing and
sacking the crop. One of the great
field engines is at work this season
near Covina, displacing seventy mules.

The steady run of hogs at the various
markets during the past six months
was undoubtedly caused by the short
corn crop. Some séciions of country
have been pretty well claneed- up, othor
sections _have studied the economical
side of the feeding qustion, and others,
anticipating a serious chortage in Lihe
supply, are holding for a higher price,
which they feel sure will be paid in
the near future. Prominent feedcrs
from one section tell us that there are
practically no hogs in the country, and
the same day we hear from other sec-
tions that there are as many hogs a$
there ever were. Each shipper speaks
of his own particular scction,”

It is the opinion of many that the
supply is sufficient to 1aestiall demands.
The receipts are-likely to fall off some
within the next sixty days, and. will be
somewhat lighter in weight until the
corn crop of W02 is harvested. The de-
crease in pounds will be greater than
the decrease in numbeis in comparison
with previous years, on account of Lhe
shortage in feed. Owing to the vast-
ness of the hog-producing area of ihe

'Yet every breed-
er should select some specific breed of

To raise any particular type of
horse, one must have a predominance
of the blood of that type, with an‘an-
cestry running away back, The lack
of this is why we sce so’'many failures
In hoses to*reproduce themeselves In

breeding. They are not specifically
bred sufficiently to reproduce them-
selves, There is no breed of horses

{ that will reproduce theselves exactly;
[ but there are breeds that willrepro-
| duce themselves in the breeding char-
acteristies of their breed, and these are
breeds that are systematically bred for
certain characteristics.
