Germany Uses Preservatives.—Ac-
cording to a Berlin report the depart-
ment of agriculture has gathered,
through the German consuls and’ spe-
cial agents, samples of a variety of
European meat products. From
analysis-.it -has — been -learned —that

no longer necessary for Texas-raised
cattle to go to the feed lots of the|
northwestern states to prepare them
for slaughter. 'Fhe stock farmer can|
produce feed enough to fatten his own
cattle raised on the big ranches, and|
now it may be safely said that Texas'
cattle can be fattened on Texas-raised
feed, and with the coming of the
packinghouses to Fort Worth, can be|
sold in a Texas market.

“When I settled in the Panhandle,|
twenty-five years ago, the idea never|
occurred to me that I could raise feed
sufficient to Watten my own steers, or
that I could raise feed at all. My ex-
perience during the winter that is|
Juat passing has convinced me that I
have not, until recent years, under-
stood or appreciated the capacity 0Of
this country for feed crops. We must
fnject new blood into our herds, re
duce the number”in proportion to our
Jand holdings, and give them care |
ful and praetical attention. If we hear |
a man complaining of low prices ini
the beef market we may be sure that |
his beef cattle are scrubs.
