REGULARITY IN FEEDING.—Al-
though a hog is but a hog, It re-
quires the same ratlonal, method-

ical care and practices as to feeding as
is essentlal to any other live stock. If
you desire your pig and the food given
it to yield you a profit, then from its
baby-hood to the slaughter pen it
should be unstintingly fed, and with
great regularity. If the food be given
irregularly it may be consumed, but
not with best results. The 'nnlmul.
says a good authority, by 'irregular
feeding is easily disturbed and never
in that quiet state so necessary to take
on flesh, dnd, moreover, irregular feed-
ing is apt to discourage the digestive
organs so that the best use is not
made of the food given,

It is surprising’ how soon animals
acquire habits of regularity Iin cafce
and feeding, and how sodn the Influ-
ence of such work manifests itself ln
the lmproved condition of the herd or
flock. When at the ro‘ular hour the
steer or pig gets his ration they com-
pose themselves to rest, their digestion
fs not unnecessarily disturbed, or their
quiet broken by an invitation to eat,

Health and appetite are best pro6-
moted by variety, a change of diet
rather than by limiting the quantity.
