SUCCESS WITH TURNIPS.

J. M. Chittim, a Texas man, has had
big success raising turnips, San An-
tonio Express says:

‘“Last fall he planted about six acres
which had previously grown a big crop
of watermelons to turnips and he says
that he has been feeding close onto 500
head of cattle on them for three weeks
andl that the crop shows very little
evidence of having been disturbed. ‘I
do not know just what the yield s,
said he, ‘but ' I do not think that 500
bushels per acre is an extravagant es-
timate. Two men are at work, gather-
ing, chopping and putting them Iinto
the troughs and there is no doubt, that
it is a desirable food, as the cattle eat
it ‘'with avidity, and are taking on
flesh rapidly. The turnips have an
enormous growth, and the average
weight is three and one-half to four

pounds, and they grow so thick that
they actually push each other out of
the ground. I got the idea from a num-
ber of Illinois and Iowa farmers while
in Chicago. Last year was too dry
to give the trial a fair test, and a
number of my friends tapped then
heads significantly and walked away
when they learned that I had bought

THE GROSVENOR SHODDY BILIL.

The Journal, in recent issues, has had
occasion to mention what s known as
the Grosvenor shoddy bill, and it has
heretofore given the substance of its
provisions for the special benefit of its
wool-grower readers. A Journal reader,
however asks for more detailed infor-
mation on the subject and in response
to the call the circular recently issued
by the president and secretary of the
National Live Stock association is giv-
en in full as follows:

“The National Live Stock assoclation,
whose members reside in every sttite
and territory In the Union and own
property worth four bHliex dollars, is
deeply interested in the passage of the
bill (H. R. 14488) “to provide federal
Inspection and taxation of mixed goods
and the marking of the same,” intro-
duced by Hon. Charles H. Grosvenor
of Ohjo, and now pending in the house
committee on ways and ‘'meens.

“The Dblll provides that all textile
fabrics, made in Iimitation of woolen
goods, shall be so marked and labeled
by the manufacturers and wholesale
and retail dealers that consumers will
be advised of the ingredients of the
cloth., The label would Indicate the
percentage of pure wool—that is, wool
not theretofore used in the manufac-
ture of fabrics—and of shoddy and
other Ingredients, Suitable penalties
are provided for vielations of the pro-
visions of the law, and an internal
revenue tax of one-tenth of one cent a
pound i levied on all manufactures in

production of textile fabrics and sold
to consumers as such, thus a gigantic
fraud Is perpetrated upon the people
and their health greatly menaced.

ARIZONA CATTLEMEN MEET.

Some’ of the leading cattlemen of
pouthern Arizona met in Tucson re-
cently to discuss measures pertaining
to the cattle industry which will be
presented at the present session of the
Arizona legislature.

The meeting approved the steps being
taken by the live stock sanitary board
to secure needed legislation for the cat-
tle interests. One of the bills which
will be introduced by the board will
be introduced by the board will pro-
vide a small tax on each brand in the
territorial brand book. There are now
around 10,000 brands in the book and
if the bill becomes a law, a sum will
be annually derived from the tax suf-
ficient to employ rangers and detectives
for the protection of the cattlemen.

No action was taken on the proposi-
tion of the board to reduce the number
of cattle inspectors and provide for a
larger number of rangers.

The meeting also requested the secre-
tary of the live stock sanitary board
to send copies of the proposed laws to
all the cattlemen in the Territory in or-
der to secure an expression of their
opinion.

AGAINST STOCK AT LARGE.

Lawton, O. T., Jan. 28.—A bill is be-
ing drawn up for presentation into the
legislature requiring every man 1o keep
up or take care of his own cattle or
hogs so they may not run at large.

ANOTHER CATTLE QUARANTINE

The following is the text of a bill
that was introduced in the senate Jan.
20 by Mr. Grinnan:

Section 1. Be it enacted by the legis-
lature of the State of Texas, that ar-
ticle 5043 of the Revised Statutes of
the State of Texas be amended so as
to hereafter read as follows:

Article 6043k. Any quarantine lins
that may be fixed by the livestock san-
itary commission against Texas, or
splenetic fever, shall be so fixed as to
conform to the Federal quarantine line
established, or that may be established
by the TUnited States department of
agriculture; but said line shall not be
constructed or enforced so as to pre-
vent the owner of cattle or of live-
stock from driving or transporting the
same to the home of such owner, or
to any place in this State for the pur-
pose of pasturing or watering same;
provided that if such cattle are affect-
ed with said disease, the owner shall
so drlve or transport same, as not to al-
low them to come in contact with other
animals not so affected.
