Bexar County Has a Variety of 

Ants That Soon Rid a Cotton 

Field of the Devastating Boll 

Weevil

SAN ANTONTO, Texas, May 31.—BeXar 
county possesses an ant that has the 
Guatemala weevil-eating variety beaten 
to a standstill, with the advantages of be­
ing right on the spot now and In need 
of no transplanting.

They are In the field by the millions 
and waging a relentless war upon the 
weevil.

This little red ant Is routing the boll 
weevil In Bexar county. According to 
reports from tho country It will not be 
necessary to send to Guatemala to rid 
Bexar county fields of the cotton pest, 
and It may be that this county can fur- I 
nish all the ants necessary to eradicate, 
tho ■weevil all over Texas.

Jose Caaslano, ex-county collector, who! 
has several hundred acres of cotton In 
this country. Is the bearer of the good ‘ 
tidings concerning the work of the ant. j

Mr. Casslano’s fields less than a month [ 
ago were alive with weevil and he looked 
forw.ard to discouraging prospects of los­
ing the greater part of hU cotton through 
the ravages of the Insects. Ttxlay he said 
that there was not a live weevil In his

field. The rows are strewn ■with dead 
weevil, which the busy little red ants are 
carrying away by the thousand^.

Mr. Casslano says a close inspection 
failed to show a single live weevil on a 
cotton plant or anywhere el.se In hIs fields.

The ants are on the plants -and In tho 
rows between In countless thousands. 
They seem to have completed the slaugh­
ter of the weevil and arc now engaged In 
carrying the corpses away, probably to bS - 
stored for food. v

Mr. Casslano says that even the roads 
in the vicinily of his ranches are lined 
with ants marching In columns bearing 
the deal weevil from the fields.

The importance of this discovery to the 
cotton growers of Bexar county and prob­
ably to the whole state of Texas is ines­
timable. If  the ants that have cleaned 
Mr. Casslano’«  fields can be- introduced' 
Into all the cotton fields o f the state. It 
means a gain of millions of dollars to the 
farmers of the state.

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WOOU AT 8AN ANGELO
W. C. Donald la the Brat wool buyer to 

arrive, with the exception, of course, of 
our Beiilal A, W. Llttlehale, whom San 
Ancelo is desirous of claiminK as a citt- 
sen. By the first of June a half dosen 
or more buyers will be heret representing 
the big wool houses of the Ignited States 

, and it Is expected that there will be 
sharp competition for-the >iool clip.

Mr. Donald came direct to San Angelo 
from Nevada. In which state the wool has 
Just been purchased by the eastern firms. 
It  Is stated that all the wools In N e ­
vada and Arizona have been sold to east­
ern buyers, the bulk of the wool pur­
chased by Boston firm». It is also said 
that |>art of the Utah and Wyoming clip.s 
have been sold and two-thirds of the Cali­
fornia wool has been disposed of. Several 
of the buyers in those transactions are 
now ^  their way to Texas to get a whack 
at the Texas wool.

Texas wool. It Is said, compares very 
favorably with the wools from the west­
ern states and territories and sells at a 
trifle higher rates than the other west­
ern wools with the exception of Califor­
nia’s clip, which ranks at the top of 
the list.

Texas wool growers are expecting 
slightly better prices of this spring's clip 
because of its lightness and less grease 
than usual and It Is to be hoped that 
they will not be dlsappolnte’î . Nevada 
twelve months’ wool sold this spring ^  
from 1H4 to 12̂ 4 cents, while Arizona 
wool brought about 12 cents per pound.

There is said- to be IHtle demand this 
year for mohair, and the price of that 
product has fallen very materially from 
the price of last year. Isust year Jhere 
was a strong dtmand for mohair and It 

— was eagerly snapped up as soon as it ar­
rived at the eastern houses. It was the 
style last year with the ladies to wear 
dresses and hats In which mohair was 
used. It Is ordinarily Used In the manu­
facture of plushes, braid, car seats and 
'the like. The Increased demand last year 

> made prices good for mohair and caused 
It to be eagerly sought after. This year, 
however, It Is no longer fashionable to 
wear dresses and hats manufactured out 
of the fabric into which the mohair was 
woven, and the demand being lessened, 
the price accordingly has fallen. Only the 
long hair is in dem ^d this year, and only 
28 to 20 cents a pound is paid in the east 
for the mohair, while last year it brought 
40 cents in the east. One stockman who 
had a clip of mohair to dispose of this 
spring was offered 30 cents a pound in 
Ban Angelo for Jils clip, lie  refused-^thl.s 
offer and shipped it to Maine and is o f­
fered 28 cents a pound for It there.

G. K. Topllff, representing a big wool 
firm of Boston, arrived Saturday to get a 
finger in the pie as regards the sale of 
the spring clip.—San Angelo Standard.

flock of high-grade Merino ewes, in which 
1 took great pride. In changing them 
from one pasture to another I had to 
cross the public road, writes K. P. Sny­
der In Farmers' Guide. A  flock of badly 
affected footrot sheep had been driven on 
the road only the day before, which I 
didn't know. Within two weeks half my 
flock was lame. I got an old Vermont 
breeder to examine them and he pro­
nounced It genuine footrot.

"W ell,”  I said, " I  suppose I  might as 
well give them away, then."

"Oh, no,”  he said; " I  wouldn't do that. 
I ’ll give you a recipe and if you’ll use It 
according to directions I ’ll warrant a 
cure.”  ■

J got the recipe filled, followed his di­
rections implicitly ami with three times 
handling cured the flock eompletely. I 
have treated a good many sheep since, al­
ways with unfailing success when thor­
oughly and persistently done.

It Is hard, disagreeable work and no one 
need expect to succeed without the most 
thorough, careful, painstaking work. The 
folluwing Is the recipe:

Four ounces nitric acid, three ounces 
pulverized line vitriol, two oinces sul­
phate of potash, one ounce verdigris. D i­
lute with ten ounces rain water.

Cut away all the diseased part of the 
hoof and clean out thorouglity, then ap­
ply with a smail brush. I made a brush 
by taking some hair from a hoi-se’s tall, 
fastening it to a stick by winding with 
woolen yarn, as the acid will destroy cot­
ton in a few minutes.

The sheep should be kept where it is 
perfectly dry for twelve hours. No better 
place than' a barn floor. This recipe filled 
is ample to treat fifty sheep once, and 
costs 20 to 45 cents, depending on the 
greed of the druggist. The first time I 
handled a flock I put some on every hoof, 
whether sore or not, then If some have 
just become affected I catch them m 
time; then, within ten days 1 handle and 
examine each foot again, this time only 
treating those known to be affected. Then 
I handle again in about ten days and usual­
ly this is the last time. I f  possible fry 
to handle during a dry time. It la hard 
to cure during wet weather,

I doubt If there Is a more contagious 
disease. Merino sheep are addicted to It 
and will contract It by running on low, 
wet ground. It Is cured much easier by 
taking it at the first stages. No doubt 
there are other treatments that will e f­
fect a cure, but I know none so speedy 
and sure. I f  possible separate the ^ eep  
to be treated into small flocks and clm^^ge 
to a fresh irasture after each handling ai 
remember that you will only succeed by 
the most careful, thorough work.

The 
total wool pidiUÇtlon. Including wool 
pulled from skins, for 1803 w al 287.450.000 
pounds. The above statistics are sus­
tained by reports issued by the Wool 
Manufactufcrs’ Association, and on this 
baals we can not see how the wool clip 
for 1904 can reach 200.000,000 pounds. Un­
less some one has made a gigantic mistake 
our wool production for the past two years 
will hiivu fallen off mighty close to 100,- 
000,000 pounds, says American Sheep 
Breoilrr. With this tremendous decline In 
our domestic clip, coupled with a strong 
wool market abioad and anything like a 
normal demand from manufacturers at i 
home, it Is Impossible for wool values to 
drop, and we seen no reason why present 
values should not be well sustained and. If 
anything, advance during the next six 
months, and there are the lH>st reasons 
why they should advanert

It is reported that the Mcl-ymont wool

The Colorado fed shcm> and lambs have 
mostly gone to market and the later ship­
ments realized giHsl priee.-i. That state 
finl.shed about 800,000 head this year and 
have made some money in spite of costly 
grain.

8. A. Purlnton, a well known stockman, 
was in San Antonio this week. He re- 
port.s the sale of his spring wool clip, 
about 54,000 pound.», to Boston parties. 
Mr. Purlnton did not give us the price re­
ceived for his wool, but we guess It at 
13^c per pound. His sheep are doing 
well, also his cattle, although It is dry 
out his way.

In Texas wools, says the American Wool 
apd Cotton Reporter, there Is absolutely 
nothing doing. Asking prices are prac­
tically unchanged, but for eight months' 
stock It is not easy to get over 47c clean; 
for fall wools 43c, and for twelve months' 
stock 50c. In the state of Texas the mar­
ket has not yet opened. Shearing Is quite 
general and new wools, six to eight 
months, are held at 14t(il4%c.

The opening of the latndon auctions on 
Tuesday of last week was such as to 
lend additional strength to the wool situa­
tion, especially as far as It pertains t(  ̂
the lower grades of stock. There was a 
good attendance at the sales, the com­
petition was good and although the o f­
ferings were very poor, prices of medium 
and low crossbreds were fully 5 per cent 
higher than those ruling at the close of 
the previous auctions, white prices of me­
rinos and fine crossbreds were well main­
tained.

The domestic mohair market has been 
exceedingly quiet of late, the business in 
fact being duller than it has been for 
hree yeai's. The quietness has caused 

sbme weakness in prices, hut that hos not 
resulted in Any Increased business. The 
buyers refuse to contract for mohair, ex­
cept in a hand to mouth manner, be­
cause of the high prices at which stoc-ks 
are quoted. Most of the domestic clip 
has already been bought up from tho 
growers, there being very Utile of It in 
the latter’s hands.

The wool buying of 1904 started In tho 
far southwest on a level of prices slightly 
below that of last year. The wools, how-

over, were Inferior to the clip of 1903. 
Later transactlonM In the west have been 
made on the basis of lust year’s figures or 
oetter. some large clips have been con­
tracted at slightly more than was paid a 
year ago. Under the circumstances wo 
see no reason why clips should move at 
any lower prices. The wool market has 
been quiet of late, as It usually is about 
shearing time, but there Is little to Jus­
tify a lower basis. Supplies at market 
points are light, some grades practically 
exhausted and with a reduced clip even 
at a moilerate rate of consumption dniing 
the year it is hard to see where there 
will be any surfilus.

Southwest Texas is beootning known 
everywhere for the quantity and quality of 
mohair produced In this section, so said 
Captain Charles Schreiner of Kerrvllle on 
Saturday, while discussing this matter 
with a Stockman and Farmer represen­
tative. laist year, said the captain, the 
Kerrvllle country handled something like 
113,UOO pounds of mohair, hut this year, 
owing to unfavorable conditions the clip 
there did not 'go over '90,000 pounds. The 
clip marketed from Uvalde last year 
amounted to about 90.000 pounds. C. Pal­
mer, the well-known wool buyer, pur­
chased from Captain Sehrener, ilaturday, 
44.000 pounds of moluilr tp go to the 
eastern nitfrket. So fur this year Mr. 
Palmer has purchased about 74.000 pounds 
with much more In sight. Colonel T. 
H. Zanderson has also purchased a gn-ai 
deal of mohair this season lli West 'IVx- 
as. 'I'he pileo paid has been Batlsfaeto>'y 
to »rowers.

W. J. Duffel of West, Texas, writes 
us as follows, under date of Mjiy 3: " I
am Just home from the Ran Angelo coun­
try. where I have b<‘cn locluiing tlie 
farmers on sheep breeding In connection 
with funning. 1 have been In many of 
the older states, have Inve.stigated shce'.» 
fanning wherever I have been and 1 
consider southwest Texas the licst place 
I ever saw. I think tho time has conic 
to organize a state sheep breeders' as- 
snclution, ask tho legislature for laws to 
protect us from tho wolf and dog. We 
have one of the most noted sheepmen 
that ever lived. Professor John A. Craig 
of the Agricultural and Mechanical Col­
lege. who would make us a fine tiresldent 
to start with. I would like to hear through 
the Stockman and Farmer from parties 
who would like to Join such an associa­
tion. It will not cost any time, and, like 
the state swine breeders' association 
which started with only seven members, 
would In a short time bring millions of 
dollars to Texas.”

linter, as the country developed slow­
ly, and principally after tlio Amorhaii 
made his inroads into Texas, thes<* cal- 
tle were brought Into a sort of siibjec- 
tlon*-the w'ldc.st use of the word eould 
not rail It domesticity— and became a 
»ource of Industry and wealth. 'I’he 
lierdsman to(»k char««* of their wand«*r- 
ln«s. a rou«h count wnn kept of their 
iTumbers, tho < <»wboy came into e.xl.st- 
enee, and tliese wild denizens of the 
plaln.s wore draRffod fn»m their !ii«h  
estate and became iho subjects of sor­
did coinmere«*. h'or years they had no 
rlvnls in tlio flehl. “Tho Texas steel ’ 
was on tho plains “ monarch of all he 
Burveyed.”

The first her<l.s of tho Southwest, 
vh ich  w'cre small in nxiniber, w'ore all 
Texas cattle, all lon«horns. 'J'hey wore 
small, ns compared with tho <*nttlo of 
today, welRhliiR from one-f«>urth to 
pne-lhird less. In fact, for market a 
8-year-old was about oftual to n 2-year^ 
Old now. They were tourU In appear­
ance. nnd usually brown, dun and black 
(n color, there belnR no deep reds am! 
roans. Their horn.s, however, wore 
their really dlslInRulshlnR fentxire. 
These were certainly immense, often

(rom four to five feet across from tip 
o tip. In those days w'e did not think 
much of that, but today the horns are 
curiosities, and are seldoih to be had.

The cattle themselves have practically 
dlsapi>eared. Away down In Southern 
Texas a few' may still be found, but 
they ape rarities.

They were naturally wild brutes. 
Some of them could never be rounded 
up, but had to be .shot In 4#rtler that 
the other.s m i«h l he «o t  under sonio 
kiml of control.

Nolther does western Canada suffer 
from drouths; nnd tho vetretatlon. ho It 
graliis or t;rass. does not lack motstiire 
dtirlmr either the grow ing s^-ison pr the 
winter. At the present time, Mr. Thom- 
ns says, the country Is almost liiiin- 
dnted b>-'fho great nuantlty o f water 
precipitated by rains and from malting 
snows which h.ave sent water down 
from the motintains to the plains In 
great quantities. Tho planting of 
spring wheat, which Is tho only wheat 
crop that country produces, has boon 
delayed hy the superahiindancu of 
water. This condition Is only tem­
porary, however, and tt Is not at all 
probable that the delay w ill continue 
long.

Mr, Thomas thinks It very probable 
that tho grasses of the ranges ot the 
provinces mentioned, are richer and 

‘ thicker than the grasses produced hy 
our ranges In tha West. He says that 
cattle nnd horses are sent regularly 
to market from those provinces without 
having had a Id to, to speak figu ra tive ­
ly, o f feed. Ho says he la Informed hy, 
persons on whom he has every reason 
to rely, that cattle w eigh ing l,tl00 nn'.l 
more are sent direct from the grass to 
the market, Hor,ios attain the pink of 
condition also on tha graasei of that 
country, and It Is not costomary to feed 
these animals either, -preparatory to 
sending them to market.

inner man, tliat good old country ham, 
biscuits that would melt In your mouth 
and fried peach pie still h.aunt me In 
m.v drennis. A number of the hoys hero 
made me glad with their nice new s il­
ver dollars.

The water here is close to the top of 
the ground, only 40 feet down to 
oee.ins of It. The land here is superb, 
this country that I am te lling you 
about Is in my opinion equal to any of 
the black land country in fe rtility  and 
is the only good cheap land le ft that Í 
know anything about, think of it as 
good land aa a crow ever flew  over at 
from $.1 to $6 per acre. W hile in Tulla 
I was shown as fine oats raised near 
town last year as ever grew  In Texas. 
One farmer told me he raised twenty- 
two hushels of wheat per acre on sod 
land Inst year, all this country needs 
I.s up-to-date farmers, a little  more 
rainfall and a cross railroad to make 
the counties the garden spot of Texas. 
.\galli F'riday morning at 10:.90 I climb­
ed into the stage. Out twPT\‘e mlle.s 
we biiltcil at the dinner station ns tho 
clock struck 12. Mrs. J. N. Patton 
gives as good a meal away out here on 
these plains as the best hotel in the 
cities: ei'cr.vtliin^ cooked to perfe<;tion 
and plenty of it. A fter dinner I said 
to her, “as your hubby is not In w ill bo 
glad to send you our paper,”  she f.t 
once prmluced the required amount and 
introduced me to her pretty daughter, 
Miss Minnie, who Is a charming, sweet 
young lady. I f  I was a single man I 
would haunt that ranch until she said 
yes. Mr. Patton has something over 
200 good Shorthorn cattle. Now I am

I t  seems very 
probable that the skeleton was that ot 
Jack Eulah. but whether he met death 
by his own hands or by the men who 
were last seen w ith him, or hy a wild 
boar, the bones of which were seen In 
the cave near the man's bones can only 
be conjeclurod,

Now that Russia and Japan are at 

ivar the matter o f the beift type of 
tava lry  horses comes up fo r dlscus- 
liion In a fresh potent form for the 
reason that It is possible, from  the 
tnagnitude o f the interests involved 
and affected directly and indirectly, 
that much o f the Eastern world may be 
eet by the oar. It  is known that Japan 
has few  horses. I t  is not so long: ago 
that there were but a few  thousand In 
that collection o f Islands. Russia, on 
the otlier hand, owne an enormous 
pumber o f horses, not many of tliem 
larfte, but most of them well suited to 
the uses o f the soldiers who r^de them. 
)[ndeed It has been said that the much 
dreaded Cossacks troops o f Russia 
have been made by their mounts, not 
their mounts by their riders. Tho 
Cossacks are known as among: the most 
taoblle troops in the world. This is a 
point which should be remembered in 
this discussion. Here is.another bear- 
.Ing: along: much the same line.

When Oom Paul made up his mind 
that some day or other he would send 
Bn ultimatum to the British suzerain 
he wlsel^ set about the prelim inary 
jpobilization o f his troops. From Aus­
tra lia  and elsewhere small thorough­
bred stallions were procured in large 
humbers. These were mated w ith the 
Bausto and otlier native pony mares 
and the resulting remounts surprised 
the world w ith the rapidity with which 
they transported tlielr rather heavy 
riders from point to point. It cost the 
British nation blood and -treasure to 
learn the lesson, and the result is well 
worth noting. On demand of I.rf)rd 
Roberts some 40,000 horses were pur­
chased for Britisli troops in South A fr i­
ca. Tliese were pot heavy liorse.s. 
.They were not wanted strong backed, 
phort-legged, w iry, compactly built 
and standing between 14.1 and 15 
bands. Many such animals were found 
In .Hungary, Russia and the XTnltcd 
States. Of course many large Iiorse.-i 
w ere also bought, but tho main de­
mand was fo r these small animals. < 

Tho reasons advanced were tliat 
email horses o f w iry  n.ature can get 
over as much ground as larger ones 
and do it on less food and with less 
trouble. As m ilitary evolutions must 
pow  be performed it is hard to keep 
the forage trains up w ith the forward 
fine o f march. The foot soldier, nol 
being well accustomed to the saddle, 
gets  on and off a small horse easier 
than a tall one. Other reasons for 
.the preferment o f such small horses 
(n ight be named, but these are su ffi­
cient to show w ily tlie change has over­
taken, tho demand for army horses and 
IWhy the aims of governments have 
also been transferred from tlie produc­
tion o f tlie large to small.

The most recent e ffo rt toward the 
breeding o f these horses is reported 
from  the United Kingdom, where it has 
been announced Hint tlie he.st possilile 
(way in which to produce the reguired 
(o r t  is lielleved to he mating thprougli- 
bred stallions w ith pony mares, that 
Is mares really belonging to tlie pony 
breeds, the Welsh, Exmoor ,and the like. 
I t  is announced that by such unions a

fmall. w iry animal w ill be bred and 
hat In the wlU get over all the

ground roguired, that w ill do it on l i t ­
tle carried food, find a liv in g  for itse lf 
almost wherever placed and bo easy to 
mount i\id dismount from, stamling 
:buch hardship and preserving a great 
degree of health at all times.

To breed siicli animals from the na- 
Iflve ponies o f Soutli A fr ica  operations 
have already been begun. Inquiries 
have already been renewed in the 
i6anadian northwest. Hundreds of tlie 
,4'exas, Montana. W yom ing and Colo­
rado ponies bought during the Boer 
febellion  are still in use In the trans- 
Vaal and Orange R iver colonies. They 
seem to have survived unscathed 
(while heavier and softer-bred animals 
died by the same sort fo r  Itself.

W hat e ffect la all this going to have 
on the production o f army horses in 
the United States? For some years 
iwe have heard much abont the neces­
s ity  of some e ffo rt being made toward 
ine systematic breeding o f cavalry 
liorscs here and an attempt has been 
made to secure govermental aid and 
control the venture. But if  an e ffo rt 

made, along what lines should it be 
directed? Dees It not seem that the
traditional Cavalry horse is more or 
less a myth now? The hig. upstanding, 
tu lk y  troop animals seem to he at con-

?lderablc discount Just at present. Even 
he artillery horses are wanted niucli 
tigh ter than ever before. It  is well 
known tbat;«ow lng to the peculiar na-

iure of the work required of tliem. the 
Lmerlcan troop horses have so far been 
Ighter ^han those of the European 
'governments, w itli the possible excep- 

'tlon  of Russia, and now It seems t-hiit 
even a lighter, better bred animal Is 
the most wanted. W ar alone can teach 
Its lessons.

In case no veterinary surgeon Is 
available, call la  the fam ily physician 
and fo llow  his directions. No sen­
sible physician w ill consider it be­
neath his dign ity to relieve the su ffer­
ings o f one of the noblest animals, ex­
cept man, ever created, when the serv­
ices o f a veterinary can not bo se- 

V:ured.
In. no circumstances should an inex­

perienced person attempt to assist in 
the delivery o f the feaJ by force, as It 
may endanger both the lives o f both 
the mare and foal. When the foal “is 
delivered. If the head and nostrils are 
enveloped in a membrane, it should be 
removed Instantly or the foal w ill 
smother.

In case the dam Is not too weak to 
rise and lick the foal dry, it is be.st 
not to attempt to a.sslst her In drying 
the youngster unless she is very gen­
tle, but if  she should not bo able, or 
fails to do so, the attendant should rub 
the foal dry with soft cloths, and as 
gently as possible.

HORMFl T A I.K .
Do not attempt to work your liorses 

In Ill-fitting collars. Thy following the 
plow all day in 111-flttlng boots and 
see how unfitted you are for further 
effort. The suffering imposed w ill 
cause the horse to lose In condition 
ami nervous energy, which w ill bo a 
real loss to you. f

See that no parts o f tlie harness 
chafe the horse, and that the btt.s are 
not drawn up too tigh t in the mouth.

Variety o f feed is o f great import­
ance.

The hay siiould t>e cut or chopped, 
and moistened, and tlie n ight grain ra­
tion should be ground and fed w ltii 
this.

The guiding hand sliould ever bo 
watchful to see that each horse has his 
required allowance. One horse may

fiecd a little  more, and another a little  
ess, to keep liim In proper Iieultli and 
condition. The first indication of fail­
ing o ff should be traced and remedied 

at once.
W ater should be taken to tlie field 

and n  small qu.antlty allowed fre ­
quently. Judge by your own thirst. 
A few  swallows now and then are as 
gratefu l and refresliing to them as to 
you.

Give a warm bran mash, nicely salt­
ed, with a pint or so of molasses on 
Saturday night, ns the horses w ill rest 
the fo llow ing day.

Do not neglect the lump or roll of 
salt In tlie manger.

Successful horse feeding Is an art 
and sliould be studied by all wlio have 
liorses. It amounts to more than 
simply throwing the feed at them. 
The skin of tlie successful feeder en­
ters tlie very life  o f tlie animals he 
cares for, and It pays.

I f  possible, have a field for the colts 
to run in separate from any other 
stock. I f  w ith cows OB slieep, there 
w ill be no peace for any\ o f them, for 
the colt delights above everything else 
to cliase everything that is afraid of 
lilm. It  may be fun for him, but It is 
death tb the animals he chases.

Feed very little  hay of bulky feed to 
tlie work horses at the noon hour. 
Good outs, say a gallon to five  quarts— 
and a good supply of water w ill keep 
up steam. Hay is not necessary at 
the noon feeding, unless some Is cha ff­
ed and mixed with the oats.

H aw ley In the Kentucky Stock 
Farm writes o f Cresceus: ‘Trescous
when once ho became a champion was 
the greatest trotter that ever lived, and 
it is extremely doubtful If any before 
or since possessed his marvelous cour­
age and superb staying ability. He 
was a race horse In every sense o f the 
word, so much so In fact that the mar­
vel o f it ail Is that he should have 
eventually lowered the world's recoril 
of 2:0314, for his lines never fell In 
pleasant places nor did he ever receive 
the amount o f consideration wlilch has 
sometimes been deemed nece.Hsary In 
the preparation of a champion. Other 
trotters may come. In fact have come, 
that excel him in point of speed, but 
(tone have ever shown more courage, 
more determination or anything like 
the staying ability, and o f the cham­
pions In the history o f the ligh t Iiar- 
ness hor.se, Cresceus was the race 
horse par excellence.

Just now farmers and stockmen all 
over file state art turning their nt- 
tentlon to raising mules. Good mules 
afe nigh now and they always bring 
a good price, but there Is no danger of 
overdoing a good thing. Good, large 
horses are also' in *demand, and are 
becoming .scarcer as each yar rolls 
around. I t  would he better that all 
farmers do not engage In the same line. 
■Why not even up matters a little  by 
ratstng some Choice ever marketable 
horse stock?—^Texas Stockman and 
Farmer.

He was Impressed with tlie 
wonderful prodiietlve possilillltles of 
tlie .soil i f  only w.Tter for Irrigation 
purposes could be. secured, and de­
termined to try for an artesian sup­
ply.

He sunk one well, obtained a fine 
flow. Tims oneoiirngcd lie drilled .a 
seeond some distance from the first, 
w ltli resulLs Just as satisfactory. Tlie.se 
wells each flow  1,200 galliins i>er 
minute, or 3,450.000 In 24 lioiirs. lle- 
tween tlie two he coiistrncled a large 
circular reservoir, w ith lliis storage 
and tlie constant flow  lie lias .an nmplo 
suiiply o f water to irrigate 1.000 
acres o f land.

He 
has succeeded In luislness. gratified  Iiis 
ambition, but is an enihustnslic 'I'exan, 
and says he has no idea o f going back 
to Maryland, or ever leaving tlie state.

Cattle for Kansas pastures are aliout 
througli arriving, except it lie an oc- 
eastoiial late shiiiment Unit might have 
lice'n delayed from some cause. I find 
tliat Kansas pastures liave lieen well 
filled this spring, nineli more so than 
last season, proammildy on iiecouiit of 
conditions having been had ia both 
Texas and New Mexico, ow ing to ties 
prolonged droutli tliat has been ex ist­
ing In those countries.

quantity of grain than has been custom 
In the past. ,

Ho finds that the Brlthsh f.armer gi 
to his fattening beeves but 
grain allowance, the average 
and Scotland ranging from 
pounds per head dully. Many feeders  ̂
the middle and western states feed fio.’' 
twenty to thirty pounds and often u 
much as thirty-five pounds of corn dailjf 

The British feeders use barle-y, corn 
meal, cotton seed meal and linseed meal 
The'turnip, or rutabaga, as we l all It, Is 
also used extensively In Oreut Britain 
From 60 to 100 pounds of sliced turnips | 
four or five pounds of good straw aue 
five to ten pt)unds of hay are fed wlth^ 
the small grain ration. There Is no deny­
ing that the Knglish beef Is as good us 
ours when pul on the blo<-k.

Frofessor Henry says that the Ameri­
can farnii’r could fatten beef more eco­
nomically If some silage and oats wu.'o 
fed. When corn was cheap and lamls were 
cheap little nttimtlon w.is paid to this 
fact, but with the higher prices of both 
the silo and the root-irrop are Important 
factors. I’rofcssor Henry says that if 
there is any supeiiorlty between roots and 
silage it is In favor of silage. If silage 
Is such a good thing for a dairy cr>w iiial 
for growing heifers. It ought to be gooil 
for young stock of beef bleeds and fi­
nally for fattening slecis.

PURE BRED PRICES
"Pure-bred cattle are now selling a t a 

very low point, oompnred with two or 
throe years ago,”  said W. 11. Watts, of 
the LaSalle County Ib icford CatUe A.a- 
Hoctatlon. to a repicscntallve of the Live 
Slock World, “ and 1 do not hesitate to 
predict that prices are ns low as thuy 
will go. Several things h.ave conspired 
to bring about this eondllloii. Ab.surd 
Inflation of values by reckless specula­
tors was one cause. Comi>aintive fallino 
of the corn crop for the past two ycavs 
was another. Still another imbortnnt fac­
tor In decreasing Iho demand for young 
bulls was the failure of range cattle to 
get fat last year and the breaking up ( f  
big range holdings, which compelled li­
quidation of many big outfits that bava 
heretofore been heavy buyers of Joulls.

"A ll this means merely a readjustment. 
The range country will eventually pro­
duce more and belter cattle than has been 
po.sslble and that will mean a demand for 
more pure-lierd Herefords. These things 
have compelled breeders to reduce prices 
vel-y gieatly to unload their surplus nnd 
It goes without saying thnt those who 
have bought good cattle at the prevailing 
figures have gotten the benefit of the 
situation. There never was a time more 
fkvorable than the present for people te 
Improve tbelr herds upon a safe and easy 
basla.”

There were Imported into the llnited 
States last month, 700 sheep. These 
are the first sheep to enter the states 
from Mexico for a number of months 
This flock entered at the port of San 
Diego.

James Q. Camp, of tho United States 
geological survey, who has been In the 
northern part o f Arizona the past w in­
ter, engaged In prellmlnatiy work. Is at 
the American house, and reports that 
cattle, horses and sheep are dying by 
hundreds In all that section o f Arizona 
between the foothills of the Mogollon 
mountains and the skirt of the desert 
in the direction o f Phoenix. The cause 
is scarcity Of water. He says hun­
dreds of dead carcasses lie along the 
beds o f the various dried-up stream» 
and that the stock growers are bluer 
than they ever have been before. Dur­
ing the past w inter there has been 
practically neither rain nor snow and 
the mountains are absolutely shorn o f 
their white covering. Usually there 
is a snowfall o f three or four feet. I.*st 
w inter there was none. Neither has 
there been any rain since last spring. 
As a consequence the artific ia l water 
holes maintained by the cattlemen have 
gone dry and the distances from drink 
and pasturage are so great that cattle 
perish between the two points, or drink 
themselves to death on reaching water. 
Usually It is two or more days’ drive 
from grazing to water. Cattle remain 
on the range until parched for water. 
Then follows a long exhaustive drive. 
On arrival many are too weak to leave 
the streams a fter « f illin g  up antL die 
In their tracks. Hundreds of carcasses 
line the banks of the streams. The 
situation Is so bad that many sheep 
raisers are k illin g  o ff their lambs In 
order to g ive the ewes a show for their 
lives. W hat the outcome of the situ­
ation w ill be cannot be predicted. Tt 
Is almost impossible thnt there w ill 
be any rain before the fa ll of the 
year. Stockmen are discouraged and 
fear thnt they w ill lose their entire 
herds. The distance to water 1s too 
great to undertake to drive and to

N E W  MEXICO CONDITIONS.
A  late report from Santa Fe say«: 

The first part of the past week 
characterized by cool, dry nnd windy 
weather; the latter part by scattered 
showers, high temperatures and little  
wind. In some localities, principally 
over the southeastern range in the 
vicin ity o f Roswell and In west cen­
tral sections near the Continental D i­
vide, the rains were sufficient to fa ir ly  
relieve the drought, but over the ter­
ritory generally, and in the vicinity o f 
the W hite and Sacramento mountains 
In particular, the showers were too 
ligh t to do much good. As a rule the 
rains have not been sufficient to In­
crease the water supply materially. 
As a whole, however, conditions have 
been greatly  improved. New grass 
has already been well started In many 
localities, and although lambing is a l­
most finished the showers and warmer 
weather w ill like ly  prevent further 
loss. The latest reports indicate a 
very irregular yield of lambs. The 
best situated camps saved about 60 
per cent, while others lost nearly all 
the lambs and many old sheep. On 
southern ranges and In the northeast, 
cattle had begun to fa ll o ff very rapid­
ly, but in general a rapid Improve­
ment Is now looked for.

!he merits and demerits o f digester 
ankage as a feed for hogs, and par­
ticularly asks i f  it  Is profitable to 
feed It alone to a bunch o f fa ll pigs, 

beginning in December, or would It 
b « more profitable to feed It in con­
nection 'w ith corn, or would some other 
teed be better than corn? Also, does 
It  pay to feed it to hogs on grass, 
whether it is best to feed it wet or 
dry, and whether In feeding fattening 
kogs In connection with, corn it takes 
^ s s  corn per pound o f gain? 'What 
kind o f a feed is it  for spring pigs 
when they are fo llow ing their mother? 
Should it be fed sparingly or all they 
■will eat?

-^^is Is a formidable list o f ques­
tions and we prefer to answer them 
in a greneral as-w e ll as spectfttr way. 
D igester tankage is a h igh ly nltrog- 
•noua feed, richer in protein or flesh- 
form ing elements than any other feed 
we have— richer than cotton seed meal 
or oil meal, and hence it should not be 
fed alone and should be fed only in 
small quantities. It  should be always 
fed In connection w ith corn or some 
other feed deficient in protein. It  
should not be fed alone to hogs on 
clover or any other kind o f pasture. 
I t  would bo fo lly  to feed it that way. 
The object in usfhg any o f these con­
centrated by-products rich in protein 
Is simply to balance the ration, and 
whether the pigs are large or small, 
on grass or in the pen, the question 
the farmer should ask is what kliid 
o f a  ration are those pigs getting? I f  
already balanced, you do not need any 
dige.ster tankage. I f  w idely unbalr 
Hnced, then you need Just enough to 
balance the ration, and no more.

I f  you' can grow  a balanced ration 
on your farm, which you can, without 
buying oil meal, cotton seed meal, or 
gluten meal, do not buy them. In 
speaking o f rations, we ^ould say that 
hogs on clover or blue grass or rape 
or all three o f them have a  balanced 
ration already so far as roughage goes. 
Ordinarily the cheapest concéntrate is 
com. I f  the hogs are on a clover pas­
ture, or on alfalfa, the ration would 
not be badly balanced but would be im ­
proved by adding say one-half ground
wheat or middlings. I f  neither nf they .lack uniformity. Have each sow
these are available nor cheap, then an 
addition of one-sixth as much oil meal 
or one-tenth as much tankage as corn 
would g ive  a good ration. This, how­
ever, for the pigs until they get to 
weigh say 12Í1 pounds. Then the corn 
should bo Increased or th e , digester 
tankage decreased if  at the same time 
they had access to clover or rape. I f  
not, then a good balance would be one- 
third as much middlings, one-sixth as 
much oil meal, or one-tenth as much 
tankage. For the last one hundred 
pounds we would decrease-the amount 
o f  these flesh-form ing feeds and in­
crease the amount of corn.

The farmer must think out all these 
things for himself. He must know In 
R general way the elements contaiReJ 

_ In his' feed. He should remember that 
’ a mixed pasture Is a good bal.tneed 
ration for roughage; that an exclusive 
clover pasture or exclusive r.ape pos­
ture has more flesh formers than the 
animal really needs; hence, he can 
g ive  corn to Improve the pasture. Ha 
must remember that corn alone Is npt 
a fit  feed for a grow ing hog because 
Jt does not have sufficient flesh-form ­
ing elements. The same may bWliaia 
o f sorghum. He must remember that 
the nearer finished the animal Is the 
more carbohydrates and fat It needs 
and the Ie.ss flesh formers. Ho Is not 
m aking flesh now; he Is making fat; 
therefore, he should g ive  a fat-form ing 
feed.

these farms to raise their own meat 
[ and pay the tax. W e tiave in our 
neighborhood a farm er that haa been 
buying a farm almost every year. I 

I  am told he was a very poor man when 
he made his start in life. He lived on 

I  a farm whose owner raised mules. This 
man had no hogs and he told him to 
buy some hogs and they could have the 
corn that the mules did not clean up. 
The mules were fed shock corn. and. o f 
course, there would be lots of corn left 
on the ground that would have been 
wasted had It not been fo r the hogs. 
The result was the man w ith hogs got 
rich, while the man who raised the 
mules broke up. These are a. few  rea­
sons, while pages could be written, 
why we should stay w ith the hog.

THE MORTGAGE LIFTER
The hog has been very properly called 

“ the mortgage li#^r.” I  have been mls- 
Ing and feeding hogs for market from my 
boyhood with some degree of success.

I commenced on a farm with a mort­
gage on It for *1,500. I had other stock, 
but paid close attention to my hogs, be­
lieving by so doing I would sooner have a 
clear tlHb to my farm. My object was 
;joon accomplished. Then I bought a 
more valuable farm and mortgaged It for 
*3,000. I stuck close to my friend “ the 
mortgage lifter.”  and, in a comparatively 
abort time I cleared the record and have 
come to the relief of ^ m e  that were 
not on such Intimate terms with ray old 
friend as I liave been.

To begin with. It Is Important to have 
lixrge, hardy, prolific sow :* and enough 
of them to raise at one litter each a car­
load when ready for market.

I  find the Duroo Jersey to fill the hill 
exactly; but lot every one have the breed 
that will raise the most pigs of the heavi­
est weight. In the shortest time. Breed 
for early spring pigs, and all within ten 
days or two weeks If possible to a thrifty, 
well developed boar (but nevermore than 
two a day to one boar), so as to have the 
pigs s^ong, hearty and near the same 
age.

As to crossing with another. I  will not 
speak; but it is Important to have them 
all the s.ome color as well as the same age 
and style, .so they will bo attractive to the 
buyer, aad by so doing you will get 20 
to 25 cents per 100 pounds more than If

STAY W ITIl T H E  HOG
Stay w llh  the hog and he w ill stay 

w ith you. The packers have made 
a hard figh t to force the price down, 
but hogs are a safe market for corn. 
I t  Is generally agreed that a bushel of 
corn w ill make ten pounds of pork. 
C»rn Is selling at fo rty  cents per 
bushel and hogs at four cents per 

. pound. W e can m arket our corn this 
way at a profit, not saying anything 
about the droppings, which have no 
equal to enrich the soli. I  have seen 
land built up until It produces as much 
again, vwltes M. Blue In "National 
Stockman." This can be done in a 
very  short time. In ta lk ing with a 
dairyman I  asked him why he did not 
sell all of his milk in.stead o f making 
butter. He said: “ I f  I  would do this
I  would soon run dow'n my farm, but 
I f  I  make it Into butter and feed the 
skim milk to hogs I  can Improve the 
fe rt ility  o f my soil." It » «n  readily 
be seen that wo should not only stay 
w ith  the hog to make market price out 
o f corn, but to Improve the fe rtility  
o f the land. It  takes no more farm ­
ing to raise a hill o f corn on good land 
than it does on poor. W hy not try  to 
build up our land to a more productive 
state by feeding our crops at home? 
The hog w ill g ive  more pounds for tlie 
amount o f feed consumed than w ill any 
other animal.

W e should have some o f the Im­
proved breeds to get the be.st results, 
for there has been as much Improve­
ment In the hog as there has been In 
any other farm machinery. Who would 
think of try ing to harvest w ith a sickle 
or a cradle? 'The hog la nothing more 
than a machine to prepare the crop.i 
o f the field for table use, and a well 
Improved machine w ill make more 
pounds o f pork from  the same feed. 
Every farm should have a few  hogs. 
Some men say: " I  have not the time
to care for hogs, I  believe It is cheaper 
to buy my hogs for meat." The re.sult 
Is there is enough goes to waste on

named or numbered, and record the date 
they arc bred and bo prepared to care for 
each BOW and pigs to themselves before 
she is due to farrow, for a little care 
lossness or neglect on your part at this 
time will cause you to lose more than 
you can make on what happen to get 
through ell right. The sows should ba 
in good order, but not fat.

Feed moderately until after the pigs 
comp and then'Increase thd;i(*od'gsadually 
untll^the.v are a week old, when the sows 
should be on full feed. It is Important to 
give the sow some slop before she farrows 
to Insure a good flow of milk. I have 
Anown pigs to get poor, and If the weather 
was cold chill to death because the sow 
hadn’t sufficient milk, while If she had 
been properly fed for a week before they 
would have been all right. Feed the 
.sow liberally on good slop and com and 
let her have access to the best pasture 
possible, for a litter of gight or. ten and 
sometimes eleven and twelve hearty pigs 
makes a great demand on the sow.

For early spring pigs a good growth 
of rye or wheat is excellent. When the 
pigs are three or four weeks old they will 
begin to eat com and should have tt 
slietled for them. Have shallow troughs 
and encourage tliera to drink slop as soon 
ns they will. Feed the pigs well all the 
time, but during hot weather 1 think best 
not to feed too much com. Feed near 
the water and shade when the weather Is 
Warm, but for the benefit of the coming 
corn or other crop feed on a clover field 
where you can utilize the manure, which 
Is the richest of any made on the farm. 
I f  pig.s weigh 100 pounds or more, when 
you begin to fatten them, I  think sixty 
days' full feed on corn on a good clover 
l>asture will give a greater gain to the 
amount of corn fed than If fed longer.— 
S. V. Thornton, before Missouri Swine 
Breeders' Association,

HOG NOTES
Usually .sows do not need any attention 

at farrowing time, but they should be 
closely watched so as to do for Uiem any 
necessar.v thing.

An cIToit is being made by Kansas to 
Include hog.s in the Texas quai-antine law. 
It is hard to compete with Texas unless 
Uncle Sam hel|>s them.

A young sow should not be required to 
raise too many pigs; from four to six is 
enough. Aged sows safely raise nine or 
ten.

When hogs are on good pasture corn 
produces about ten pounds of pork per 
bushel. Hogs are regarded as more 
profitable than cattle, becauBO there is 
seldom a time when they cah not be sold.

One of the most exasperating things In 
the universe is a perverse pig. or horse, 
or mule, or sheep; and the temptation 
is to attempt to bent some sense Into their 
brainlcifs anatomy. But It don't pay. It 
makes bad matters worse.

It Is quite usual to wean pigs too yonng. 
Encourage them to eat, but do not wean 
until ten or twelve weeks old, and they 
have about weaned themselves. I f  In a 
pasture there will be- little trouble oy 
that time.

Professor Carlyle of the "Wisconsin sta­
tion says that a rape pasture is better 
for hogs than clover. It contains a feed­
ing value equal to rorn and shorts. Pigs 
have a better appetite and are thriftier 
ijn the rape than on clover. Rape sown 
in May will make three good forage crops 
before frost.
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rOLITKNKSS,

I ’er- 
mlt the ribbons to become tliorougiily 
soaked, tlien wrap around tlio globe. 
You w in find It s lilcks iis If sowed 
there. Then wet the brush and draw 
across the soap a time or two and 
scrub tho ribbon briskly. T reat the 
entire length o f It In this way, then 
turn and proceed In like manner over 
the other side; when clean, rinse well 
and quickly and then wrap firm ly and 
«monthly around tho globe or ro llliiv  
pin. A llow  to dry In the shade mid 
your ribbon is oft good ns now. and 
the most jle licn te  kinds wRl aur* 
vivo this mode o f cleaning if  Intolll 
gently handled

This can also be accomplished by 
substituting gasoline for 'Ivnter, but 
ow ing to the Inflammable character of 
this liquid I  never advise the employ 
ment o f It In cases wliere water will 
serve as wot). I think If the reader 
w ill try  this she w ill bo deliglitod with 
tlio result, as I  was.

TO C LE A N  A NUILRD HAT.
I f  your husband's hat has become 

soiled by exposUre to tbe sun and dust 
and perhaps an occasional shower it 
can easily bo reclaimed from the rag 
bag by the foliow in  gtreatment, which 
must be admli/lstered by strong bands 
Purchase a  ̂piece of logwood and dls 
solve In rainwater, boiling tho mixture. 
Take a tooth hrusli and go over tho 
surface o f the hat w itli the fo llnw iiig; 
To a punrt o f rainwater add a dime's 
worth o f ammonia and half a cako of 
ivory soap; stir until tlio soap has dlc- 
appeared.

A fter cleansing the hat dip n sponge 
In tho solution o f logwood and wot tho 
liat thorouglily, rub well and then ap­
ply a rinse o f tho same solution to 
gum arable. This last w ill stiffen  tho 
which has been added a few  lumps of 
material and impart a luster. Hang

Duck liar outfit, and when he arrived 
at the latter place there was one bot­
tle of g inger ale and a quart o f whisky. 
He didn’t g ive  any explanations bs to 
what had become o f the rest, and he 
wasn’t asked for any. Just the same 
Hilly Carter expressed a little  surprise 
that his $80 hadn't purchased more 
whisky for his own outfit. Ho voiced 
Ills astonishment m ildly for a cowboy, 
but the herders could tell from the 
snap o f his eyes that he was doing a 
little thinking, too. In fact, he was 
so mild about it that the rest o f us 
bought he was go ing to let the matter 

drop.
"Hut he hadn’ t the slightest inten­

tion of passing up the matter. He went 
over the Crow «reservation the very 
next day and bought the best sw im ­
ming horse ho could find. There was 
nothing unusual in such an action, 
and no comment was passed except 
upon the sw im m ing qualities o f the 
horse. 'rhat n ight he brought the 
Duck Bar cattle down to the west bank 
of the B ig  Horn and bedded them down 

i In sight o f the steers sold to McCor­
mick and then on the other side o f the 
river.

’McCormick’s main ou tfit was, as 
I have said, about four miles below, 
on the east side o f the B ig-H orn , but 
he cattle bought from  the Duck Bar 

were in charge o f ha lf a dosen men. 
who split up the watches for night 
herding duty. McCormick was a rigid 
disciplinarian, and Insisted that close 
watch be kept over his cattle, for, a l­
though there wasn’ t so much danger 
o f a stampede, there was always fe.-tr 
of cattle thieves. But I  don’ t think 
any of the men on n ight herd had any 
fsars from the other side o f the B ig 
Horn. But that is Just whore they 
were mistaken.

I ’ ’For two nights B illy  Carter made 
two trips a n ight across the river. He 
Hteiilthlly cut out five, or six head at a 
time and swan) them to the other side. 
It was a risky piece o f business. He 
knew McCormick’s men Were watchful, 
and If ho was discovered It meant a 
whole lot o f trouble for him. But by 
the time ho had made four trips twen- 
ty-thr-ee head o f steers were back with 
their old comrades In the Duck Bar 
and McCormIc was more than $1,000 
out. 'J'lie count hajl--been made, and. 
of course. It wasn’ t over. The ‘vent’ 
brands hadn’ t been put on the cattle, 
anil no one could prove that there had 
been any rustling.

"McCormick moved the herd on In 
a few  days, and, so far as 1 know, ho 
never discovered that his bunch was 
short— things were don«~on such an 
extensive scale In those days that a 
few  head In or out didn’t make so much 
difference. The Duck Bar ou tfit sent 
a lot of cattle to Kansas C ity that fall, 
and I happened to be there when they 
arrived. I noticed some 3-year-old 
steers among them.

’I thought you had sold a ll your 
3-year-olds to McCormick,’ I said.

’’ ‘Bo we did,' said B illy  w ith a smile. 
‘ But there 1s one carload o f them in 
this bunch, and that 1s just what Mc- 
I'ormlck had to pay fo r  that bottle of 
whisky he sent us last July. I  think 
this outfit ran afford another drink 
on him. Come and join us.' ’’

teen W hite Plymouth Rocks and about 
twenty-four White Wyandottes. The 
three breeds were all raised together 
In the same brooder, on the same food, 
until they were eight weeks old. The 
l.«ghornB were the same in weight 
at eight weeks old ns the other two 
breeds, weigh ing about one and one- 
fourth pounds. By the last o f August 
only the L>eghorns began laying ami 
they are still keeping It up. '  For the 
five  or six weeks previous to December 
* this pen o f nine I.s'ghorn pullets 
averaged from five  to six eggs every 
day. and noe on of the White Rocks 
or W hite Wyandottes o f the same age 
had laid an egg. I  m ight add that this 
pen o f I-eghorn pullets do not get an 
Item o f special e g g  food—simply a 
ligh t wheat ration thrown In the 
scratching shed In the morning; at 
noon a bran mash composed of wheat 
bran, corn meal and flour; at night 
whole corn Is given them.

You may explain thijt this was from 
the fact that the I>eghorns were of an 
extra fine strain o f layers and the oth­
er two. breeds a very poor one, bu the 
eggs from which the two latter breetls 
were hatched came direct from breed­
ers In the North who claim to have the 
finest lay in g 'as  well as show birds.

No one will doubt or dispute that 
now and then we strike an individual 
I ’ lymouth Rock or Wyandotte hen 
that w ill lay as well as the best of 
I^eghorns, but as our friend Felch 
would say, "One sparrow will not 
make a flock," and I have yet to see 
even a fa ir percentage of a flock of 
J’ li'hfiouth Rocks or Wyandottes that 
w ill equal the l>eghorns. Coming down 
to facts; It is not true that the aver­
age Plymoutli Rock and Wyandotte 
pullets do not begin to lay under from 
nine to eleven months old, when not 
forced for eggs. I do not mean a bird, 
but a flock or pen. It  is my experi­
ence with them.

Considering the Tivernge Ia>ghorn 
w ill begin laying at from six to six 
and one-half months old and lay on 
an average from thpee to four eggs 
per week, which they certainly w ill 
do If given reasonahly fa ir treatment, 
they will lay enough eggs before the 
two larger breeds begin Inying to 
prHctl<-ally buy the larger breeds at 
tile market price of eggs in this city.

As to brtillerH anil fr.vs. I challenge 
any man to produce a sweeter or more 
tender bird tiinn a White I.eghorn 
cockrel from two to four months old.
I mean "W hite Ijeghorns," and niR 
White Bantams.

-mtlrdy the wearher was warm and the 
ground was wet from thawing.”

Mrs. Bland certainly did not follow  
tho directions or she would not have 
dipped the shanks of the fowls In the 
kerosene. The directions In the o rig i­
nal article were to wash the shanks 
with kerosene, and this necessarily Im­
plied the use of a swab or a cloth, 
which does not apply Ihe remedy In 
such a manner as dipping would do.

it  should be understood that kero­
sene is a blistering remedy, and It ap­
plied harshly w ill blister or make the 
shanks very sore \inder the scale. 
When It Is applied with a rag It Is not 
necessary to dilute the oil, hut when 
applied as a dip It should be emulsified. 
When the scales are thick and hard It 
w ill require a stronger preparation 
than when the shanks are compara­
tively  Cleon.

We do not know who o\tr corres­
pondent means by ’ ’competent poultry- 
man.” btit we presume she means the 
editor of this department. Sometimes 
wo feel that we are compatent to g ive 
advice and to point out some methods 
o f management that w ill be helpful to 
poultry breeders, but wa utterly fail 
when wo attempt to compel them to do 
according to tho directions. W e would 
not If we could.

In thta connection we may say that 
we have treated fow ls many a time 
for «cale leg, having bred a variety 
that seemed to he more subject to 
"scale leg” than any other, and we 
never had the trouble spoken of. In 
the application of any remedy It w ill 
be nccoasary to employ ^ood common 
senae. It is a most necessary accom­
plishment.

The next time this remedy Is to be 
applied If dipping Is to be done we 
woald sTiggest either emulsifying the 
kcroscnc»or m ixing it w ith groa.se of 
some kind which w ill prevent the b list­
ering and w ill at tlfe same time be as 
e ffective In causing the death o f the 
scale parasites.

I’OOR FOWI.N DO NOT PAY.
It does not pay to keep mongrel 

fowls. No one can afford to keep poor 
fow ls when there are better ones to 
he had. The business In cost is a mere 
bagatelle when compared w ith the 
profits during the season. Some barn­
yard fowls are all right, but they are 
sadly in the minority. One reason why 
the thoroughbreds pay so much better 
Is that they are uniform. Their habits 
are similar and u flock may be treated 
more as a unit T o  get the most from 
fowts It Is necessary to study their In­
dividuality. This cannot be done with 
mongrels because each one Is different, 
but It can he done easily In a col­
lective manner with thoroughbred 
fow ls because they feed alike and their 
habits are much the same. Of coursa 
individuals d iffer In the same families, 
but the difference Is along certain pre­
scribed lines and easily adjusted.

There arc three general classes of 
fowls. Asiatics are especially valuable 
for meat, they correspond with beef 
breeds of cattle for beef. For eggs the 
Mediterraneans are especially valuable 
for they have been bred along lines of. 
production in this especial class, until 
their capacity for converting food Into 
eggs is almost marvelous.

The American fow ls fit In between 
the Mediterranean and Asiatics. The 
American breeds are good layers and 
they are all large enough to furnlsu 
suitable meat for the table. They are 
active enough to look out for them­
selves In summer time and for this 
reason are cl.assed among the most 
valtiahle fow ls for the farm. They may 
he termed general purpose fow ls and 
classed very much the same ns general 
purpose cows. ITnder certain condi­
tions thejhare more valuable than espe­
cial breeds that require careful looking 
a fter to develop their greatest produc­
tion along proscribed lines. For 
farmers’ use probably one o f the 
American breeds of solid color gives 
the best general satisfaction. That la, 
on nine farms out of ten a good 
medium white hen w ill forage for her­
self and lay moro eggs than a careful­
ly  bred laying strain. This does not 
necessarily mean that a thoroughbred 
American fow l ■will do well under a 
system of neglect, but she w ill g ive 
good results with less care than some 
of the great layers or great meat pro­
ducers.

The latghotns cannot bo classed as 
general purpose fowls, because they do 
not hatch their own eggs. A general 
purpose fow l must he good for every­
thing that Is required of the hen. She 
must lay a goodly nuipber of eggs, 
take on flesh when wanted for the 
table and must become broody In the 
proper season. In addition to this 
they are valuable when the motherly 
Instinct prompts them to take good 
care o f the small fry.

I t  Is estimated, says the Ohio Farm­
er, that If all or nearly all of our farm ­
ers could be Induced to discard the 
scrubs and use only pure breeds, the 
Increase in the value of poultry would 
be 100 per cent.

An easy and good way to clean 
drinking fountains that cannot ha 
opened to reach Inside, le to use scald­
ing hot water and a hig handful of 
shot. F ill the fountain about quarter 
fu ll o f hot water, and then pour In the 
shot. Shake the ̂ vessel briskly so that 
the shot w ill scrape along the bottom 
and sides of the fountains. This will 
remove the scum and leave the foun­
tains sweet and clean.

The late A. A. Plttuck. editor of 
Texas Farm and Ranch, In bringing 
the poultry question before his farmer 
renders, once wrote: "Hungry human­
ity demanda eggs and fow ls for the 
table. Fine feathers are all right In 
their place, but they are not fit to 
eat. It Is fond that is wanted, >and 
exhibition fowls don't supply It. The 
market does not look to fanciers for 
eggs and table fowls, but to the 
farmers.”

recent ralim will Inihire fine range for 
the jcatti«». The grass Is now green 
and coming faat. The conditions of the 
southern plains have changed very 
much In Ihe last few  weeks, cattle are 
fat, and the cow men on the Midland 
country are In fine spirits.

The southern plains are almost a 
perfect levsl, some sligh tly rolling, 
hut not loo much so. The lands are 
first clasR. covering an area o f about 
sixty mites north, about the ^^ame dis­
tance south, and about forty miles east 
and west. The greater portion of this 
country would be termed agricultural 
lands, or lands suitable for tho plow, 
at tha present time, however, these 
Unds are being uaed for grasing pur­
poses by large stock men, who have

been leasing them from the state and 
others for a n«imber of years. As fast 
ns the leases expire on the state lands 
they are being taken up by actual set­
tlors.

The country to a certain extent Is 
undergoing a change from the ex­
tensive cattle range to tho stock farm 
preposlt+on. and later wBl terminate In 
a general farm ing enterprise. ’Water
ran he had In unlimited qiianUtles at 
from 20 to *0 feet deep, by the aid of
which numbers o f acres can be Irri­
gated successfully. Our climate Is 
delightful, nights a lw a ys .cool during 
the summer months, w inter* mild. Our 
altitude Is 2.440 feet, the natural health 
leveL

A  branch of the United .States land of­
fice wlU he opened In the western pait 
of Beaver county, Oklahoma, in a few 
days. The permanent site has not yet 
^ en  decided on, hut it will be at a point 
about thirty miles northwest of Strat­
ford, Texas, tho nearest railroad point. 
Water In this section Is to be had at from 
B to 100 feet. All varieties of soli is to 
be found here, and 100 acres of this land 
Is worth more than MO acres of the land 
along the Rock Island Railway near Guy- 
mon. A great deal of this section is un­
derlaid with coal and a considei-able body 
of it is rtcli in copper; both coal and 
copper mines are now being operated at a 
profit.

A 
claim adjoining the new town Is certain to 
be valuable, while the town Itself is al­
most certain to become a cotJnty site for 
one of the new counties to be made out 
of Beaver. It will be at the crossing of 
two proposed railways projected through 
Beaver county. The lowest cash price for 
land In this portion of Beaver county Is 
$4 an acre, while $fi an acre haa been re­
fused for large bodies of land, adjoining 
land that can be homesteaded. Price for 
locating a choice claim is $50, other claims 
as low as $10, United Ststes land office 
fees $1$ additional. Titers la at present 
plenty of cedar within hauling distance 
for fence posts, etc. People are coming 
Into this county by the train load. On 
Thursday. March 17, the south bound 
Roclt laland (rain was run In tjro section* 
r)f ten coaches eseh, and every enarh full 
of humesteadera for Beaver county. I f  
you want a free home, do not delay, but 
COME at once.
