Successful Stockfarming
Burleson county, being a little off 

the general routes o f  travel. Is not as 
m uch known to  the public as other 
parts o f  the state, but nevertheless 
this being so does not In the least 
m ilitate Its excellent qualities as pro­
ductive county.

T w o hundred and eighty acres are In 
cotton  and the balance In corn and 
sorghum , efc. ’ 1 have som e stock, the 
cattle being shorthorns crossed on 
w hite faced, and this has brought me a 
fine cross that is hard to bea-t for all 
round purposes. I have on ly a  few  
hogs now  but am thinking o f  turning 
som e 2,000 acres o f  m y pasture Into 
h og  pasture and m aking a  paying 
business o f  It. W ith  good land to pro­
duce plenty o f  corn and plenty o f  good 
gra.ss and a lfa lfa  for the future m y 
place w ould be an Ideal hog ranch. 
O f course I w ill not confine m yself ta 
hogs but w ill m ake the cattle pay as 
well. It Is a lovely  business, that o f  
w orking  w ith stock, and I love It and 
propose to  keep It up. There Is plenty 
o f  m oney to  be m ade at It and I hope 
to get som e o f  It w hile I am w orking 
the thing.

"W hile  I lived In Austin I had a fine 
stock  farm  and took  pride In having 
the best o f  everyth ing In the county, 
and at one tim e I had m ore hogs on 
m y place than there w as In the whole 
county.”  ________

Shipped to Territory
W ill Corn Jr. m oved  a  lot o f  cattle 

he had bought to the territory. They 
w ere cow s and Tie took  along som e 
good  bulls. H e w ill graze them and 
expects to have them  do »veil, as the 
grass Is extra fine this yearl He says 
that all things are In fine shape both 
up In the territory  and dow n here In 
Tarrant coun ly . The rains have not 
hurt anything m uch and stuff is g row ­
ing fast. H is father ’s place is got 
m ost anything on It In the shntie o f  
crops and stock  and la a b ig  stock 
farm  Instead o f  a ranch.

Colonel C. J. Bills o f the 
Nebraska volunteers has made Identi­
cally  the same slnteinent to me.

‘ 1 th ink .the Am erican public should 
by this time have had enough o f these 
hysterical dm iouiicem ents o f  the su c ­

MULE AND COLT TWINS

EARLY DAYS ON 
THE TEXAS TRAIL

Louis Smith of Ellis County Owns 
Young Animals

IT A L Y , Texas. M ay 10.— I.oiils 
Smith, a farm er living about six miles 
w est o f  Italy, ow ns a mare which 
foaled twin co lts  Tuesday. The most 
rem arkahle part o f  it Is that one Is ii 
horse nnd the other a  mule lo lt . They 
sre  said to be about evenly m atched ' 
In color, both being sorrel. 'I'liey have 
the anneanince o f  being perfectly d e ­
veloped and well form ed In every way. 
The occurrenre l.s said to be very rare 
and m any people are flock ing In to 
see them.

In the old days tn Texas, when travel 
w as by stage or on the quarter deck 
o f a  Rpiinish i>ony, ns they were the'i 
culled, and the nillrnads had not e x ­
panded and belted the state with Its 
bands of steel, there were what they 
called "trails’ ' leading from  the most 
Imi'ortnut points In the slo<te to the 
coast country whore ships would loa'l 
their cargoes and take on an out ward 
bound cargo o f such material ns lU 
that tim e were the products o f tho 
state. At that time one o f the most 
Important o f these "triillH’’ lead from  
Ban Antonio througli Beguin, Gonzales, 
Bweelhome, Cuero, Victoria and dow.a 
to Port La Vaca, then the most Imiiort- . 
ant isilnt on the Texas coast. Here 
wagons drawn m ostly by temns -it 
oxen could he found by hundreds, 
many corning from  far away New M ex­
ico, .Arizona and Chihuahua, M exico, 
It was a long nnd fatiguing trip, tho 
dlslaiicp often covering 1,000 miles an I 
nine months' time. A long these trails 
anil various well known points, selected 
for the fine grass and water to be 
found In the vleln lly . A small settle­
ment, lon slslin g  o f a general store, 
blacksm ith shop and a  few small 
"jack els” or lints covered with graAs, 
In which lived the M exicans who .serv­
ed the owner or master o f  the 
premises. These points In the wild e x ­
panse o f the prairie were well known 
to all the people In the country nnd 
distances w eie  estim ated more or less 
from  the location o f these oases. Thcr"i 
are large buildings tislay In San A n - 
t.uilo every foot o f  tho lumber an 1 
bricks in which \j;eie hauled from  Port 
Lavaca by w agon ajid cost less at 
that time by severar thousand than 
lumber o f  an Inferior class costs today. 
This lumber w as all first class heart 
pine without sa|> or wind shake nml 
every speck o f It wns hand plani'd, 
morticed and tenneil.. The trails, a l­
though not now In use. nor have they 
been for years, still the old trail is 
very distinct now and projiahly wdil 
b<' for many years yet.

"1 live on the old San Antonio a id  
Port Lavaca trail," said llolicrl M il­
ler. "right on the spot where the oM 
Dan Ford store used to 1m* localeil. 
which was, ill Its tlmc,*onc o f the most 
noleil places on the road. H Is located 
northwest o f the present town o f Ciicro. 
north o f Yorklmvn, amt tw enty-five 
miles east by smilh o f  Gonzales. This 
w as the main trail along whii'h all the 
freight was hauled from  L ivacii 
San Antonio and from  there dlstrlliiit<>d 
over various trails to the far western 
points that was Its desttliatloli. There 
is the Siitiic <dd prairie that was her* 
1110 years ago and it looks Just the 
same. There arc no settlem ents yet 
on till* iiridilc, hut there will soon be 
for the Germans arc sure to run tis 
out, as they are hilyliig up all the good 
lands along the < ri'eks timl other plnci n 
and soon the i-owtntin will be n thing 
o f the (last and a tradition Just as Ute 
‘old trail’ has becom e.

Tho Texas m em ber o f 
the executive com m ittee has his eyes 
on the situation, and Is alw ays ready 
with any Inform ation that may be 
o f  Interest to the people In hia slate. 
‘As the Stockm an-Journal Is always 

ready to help In the good work, w hat­
ever It may be. that a ffects  the Inter­
ests o f  the cattlemen, by  publication 
o f m atters o f moment, here Is an­
other docum ent," said M arlon Sap- 
som , "that In-lng In line w ith tlioRe 
that I. as executive com m itteem an, 
have heretofore handed the paper for 
publication, would be o f general Inter­
est If given to the public through tha 
colum ns o f the stockm en’s officia l 
journal. It takes constant and perse­
vering  w ork to arouse the people to 
a due regard fo r  th eir-ow n  pecuniary 
interests, and it is only through the 
fear o f  losing som ething that the ord i­
nary Am erican can be aroused su ffi­
ciently to tackle his congressm an and 
dem and that he once and awhile 
look out for  the business Interests of 
the country and shelve his political 
am bition. But I do not w ish to lecture, 
so  here Is the docu m en t;’ ’

T he fo llow in g  letter w as seht to 
every m em ber o f  the senate and house 
in W ashington, and os  it explained 
the attitude o f the league, it Is thought 
It m ight be o f  interest to  the public.

I/ast August, as a result o f  the reso­
lution adopted at the annual conven ­
tion o f the National L ive B lock A sso­
ciation In January at D enver, a  con ­
vention was held In the city  o f  Chi­
cago  to consider the question  o f our 
foreign com m ercial relations, and the 
m atter o f bringing about a  belter un­
derstanding o f what w as necessary to 
be done In order not on ly to retain 
the foreign markets w hich w o have, 
hut to Increase and extend our foreign 
trade In every direction. ’

This convention was made up o f 
600 delegates, representing m ore than 
200 active business organizations. The 
live stock and agricultural Interests 
predominated, biA at the sam e time 
there was a large representation o f 
business and m anufacturing Interests. 
T he conclusion  arrived at w as that It 
w as absolutely necessary to bring 
about greater.« elasticity In our rela­
tions, as a ffected  by legislative en ­
actm ent, with other uations. W e be ­
lieve that it has been tttmonstrated by  
the existing law that the house o f rep­
resentatives Can delegate within cer­
tain limits, to be fixed by  law, tha 
pow er o f the executive branch o f the 
governm ent to enter into arrangem ents 
with foreign nations by which, from  
tim e to time, the question o f  duties on 
Imports can be taken up and adjusted 
to sult^the changed conditions o f tha 
world. Ill other w ords .'w e  believe that 
sections 3 and 4 o f tha DtngleY act 
practically  Indlcata that tha house o f 
representativ<*s can fix  a  maximum and 
minim um  tariff, retaining absolutely 
its prarogatlYa and that within the 
lltn iu  flxad the exacuUva can hava 
a a tiw S ty  w itboat fn itlM r lestelaUtm

to adjust duties as m ay be necessary 
for  the com m on welfare. W e believe 
highest ponslderation and thanks In 
advance for  courtesy.

that to arrive at the best ami most In­
telligent conslderallon  o f  this qiiestloii 
there should he a com m ission o f an 
advisory character com posed o f  e co ­
nom ic experts, which can he called In 
from  time to time to assist the execu ­
tive In consideration and adjustm ent 
o f  these matters. W e believe that the 
interests o f  the country are not best 
subserved by Oie attem pt to settle a b ­
solutely figed duties uimui all the vary ­
ing Industries o f  the country on the 
house o f represenlatlves. W e think 
that It has been dem onstrated, first, 
that such an atlem|>t from  tim e to time 
creates, doubt, confusion  and uncer- 
ty in the business w orld ; second, that 
in a body such as the house o f  repre­
sentatives these matters are not ail- 
justed upon the highest nml best con ­
sideration o f the g ineral Interests, hut 
that too often  and alm ost Invariably 
It becom es a m atter o f  con flict or a 
collusion o f  selfish Interests. W e say 
tills with the utm ost respect for the 
Intelligence and patriotism  o f that 
body, but It Is sim ply human nature 
that each man should endeavor to o b ­
tain w hat he fancies to  be the greatest 
advantage for the fiecullar Interests o f 
his district, m ore or less regardless o f  
the Interests o f  the whole.

W e believe that a rlglij high pro­
tective tariff, even prohibitive In many 
cases, such as we have. Is not adaiiteil, 
as w as polnleil out by Mr. McKInle.v, 
to  the dlianglng conditions o f  the 
world. On the other hanil, w c 'd o  not 
believe that a  rigid and Inflexible low 
tariff would subserve any better end 
while seeking the favor and giKid will 
o f  all. W e believe In Ix lng  able to 
rew ani our friends and punish our ene­
mies. I w e  believe In the principle co m ­
m ercially o f  being able to  "do unto 
others Os they do unto us." The n w e s - 
slties o f com m erce all over the world 
absolutely demand this kind o f e las­
ticity  and power. W hile we undoubt­
edly have had a  period o f m ost marked 
and w onderful prosperity, th la .con*!!- 
tlon has been coqjm on Ihore or less to 
the civilize^ world. There has Iwen 
an enorm oas advance In productive 
power, c o n ^ e r c la l activ ity  and In­
creased cotwum pllon everywhere. It 
has not been confined solely to  our 
ow n country; the w onderful extension 
o f  com m ercial pow er which Gertiiany 
has developed seems destined to dom ­
inate the w orld unless active steps are 
taken by us to- retain our share. W e 
I>olnt also to the wonderful prosperity 
and developm ent o f  som e o f  our most 
active com petitors, such as tho A r­
gentine confederation  in the markets 
o f  the world for  supplies that we havo 
supposed heretofore w e controlled b e ­
yond the pisssiblllty o f com petition. 
Our trade relations with Brazil, p ro ­
ducing an enorm ous apouial exiv«rt 
which Is peculiarly her ow n, all Indi­
cate Irresistibly the overw heonitig d e ­
mand fur varying treatment.

As largely representing tha agricu l­
tural interests, we desire to  suy that 
the ogricuRural d%nand In our mri-.ket 
Is the ch ie f foundation o f the piua- 
perity o f  the m anufacturer and miner, 
and we are confident that while to  
aome axtent our agrtcultnral popula­

tion has shared In the general p ros­
perity,' the live slock  lntr*resls have 
not received the share to which they 
were entitled In the upward m ove­
ment. Argentine now exceeds us In 
supplying heef to our principal inarki t 
In Great Brllnln. The relations b e ­
tween Great Brllnln nnd Argentina are 
becom ing closer, iinil trade which we 
/n ight have retained successfu lly  Is 
being diverted In that direction. The 
same thing Is lin e  o f  various con ti­
nental nations. They arc seeking sup­
plies In other directions, and at the 
same lim e trade to the Bouth A m eri­
can states or demand In the Boulli 
Amerlean stales for our manufacture"! 
products Is ellhiT fulling o ff  or bare­
ly maintaining Its amount, when It 
should be Increasing. Ju|>an Is des­
tined to he a  most aetive and form id ­
able com petitor *n the Orient, and tho 
great consum ing masses o f Eurojie are 
now seeking and finding elsewhere 
suiiplles which under a  proper ad ju st­
ment o f  afftUrs should continue to 
flow  from  this country. It Is not so 
much the Immediate ronditton o f 
things to which we point as to the 
future, w hich Is Inevitable If this ten ­
dency Is not checked. The productive 
capacity  o f  this country has practically 
barely been touched, and o.s Indlia led 
recently by the secretary o f agricu l­
ture, the advance In scientific agricu l­
ture nnd in Improved sanitary cond i­
tions fo r  live stock  will easly enable 
us In a  few  years to double our jiro- 
duct o f  all agricultural and live stock 
supplies. The ra|ild extension o f ag ­
riculture by ineans o f Irrigation nnd 
Improved methods o f soil culture In 
the arid regions will result In an enor­
mous Increase o f  ugricultuVal produc­
tions.

It Is im possible In reasonable limits 
to attem pt to more than indicate pos­
sibilities In these matters, but the fart 
Is absolutely unm istakable and ap ­
parent that greater outlets must be se­
cured or else agriculture will languish 
and he su ffocated by Its iw n  over- 
pi'j"!ucllon. Tno result In turn upon 
the nnniifurt'irliK  and inlning Inter­
ests Is Inevitably disastrous.

W e respeetfiilly call your attention to 
house resolution No. ir>72!>, recently In­
troduced by Hon. Charles Curtis o f 
Kansas. W e believe ihul this resolu­
tion contains In It the principle which 
we desire to see established, and tho 
consideration o f which should he a t­
tended by no dIsHsirous dlsliirhaiice 
o f  business or  by the possibility o f 
putting In Jeopardy c i y  leglllnutte In­
dustry.

We desire in the most restslctful 
manner to ask o f you an expression of 
opinion upon this subject. We desire 
to foster no partisan change or advan­
tage. W e absolutely repudiate a n /  
m ercenary Interest. W e are advocat­
ing what we believe to be In every a s ­
pect the "general w elfare," and urge 
that you give us briefly  a statement ns 
to your position nnd view s o f this great 
question.

Are we not all Interested In hnvling 
the vexed question o f tho tariff abso­
lutely taken out o f  (lartlsan politics nnd 
put upon a  permanent. Intelligent nnd 
scientific basis, where only the rlgiit"i 
and desires o f  every special Interest 
ntay^be considered, but the general 
e ffect upon the whole country may he 
propi-rly and w isely and fairly  a d ­
justed ?

CATTLE FEEDER 
TEEES METRO

Dan Black of Ohio, Who Annually Hai 
dies Many Texas Calves, Gives Somi 
Valuable Pointers as to How He Maki 
Them Profitable

The follow ing is an ndilress by D. 
W. Black, the well-known and hu<'ci>hs- 
ful cuttle feeder o f  Lyndon, Ghlo, be­
fore the Ohio Live Slock  Assiu Kilion at 
Columhu.M:

The oldest mi’inhcr o f  the t'niteil 
Btales senate, in answer to an Inquiry 
as to what he would do were Ids life 
to live over again, said: "I would go
out into the middle o f a big fann  and 
slay there.”  Fellow agriculturists, 
there Is much food for reflection In 
Hull thought. . have Just one sugges- 
llon to add thereto— to one and all who 
can and will, and that Is, "Go out In 
tho middle o f  a big farm and slay 
there: hill liliild a good big feed lot 
and keop II well filled with cattle, and 
watch these l•alllc, for you musl never 
forget that the eye o f  the master fa t­
tens the eat H e.”

From time Immemorial things pa.s- 
toral have engaged the attention o f our 
best minds. No vocation or calling, as 
exeni|illfled In the reflection o f our 
oldest and most strenuous senAtor, 
seems HO reidete with son l-sa llsfy ln g  
and purse-fllling altrihules as the feed­
ing and lireeding o f eatth". The time 
was when tin* feeding o f cattle pre­
sented phases not a|>peallng to the over 
eanlloiis; when the pathway o f  the 
feeder was strewn not with rosea hut 
with thorns: when we knew not what 
to liny or what to feed. But time and 
the Ingem illy o f  man w orks wonders. 
As fi'eders we cun now reckon with a 
fair degree o f certainty  the possihle 
profit o f a given number weeks, even 
nuinths hefore market time, for In ihu 
]>ast eight years the fliielualloiis In the 
lUlee o f inline heef have mil lieeii su f- 
fleleiit III my experience to he worth 
nieiitloiiing.

This eoiidlthni o f  Hlaldllly has been 
hronghl almiil largely by the packers o f  
the eoiiiilry, ii hiind o f  jilghwiiyiiien, or 
liihhei's. (f ganged or reeUoiied by the 
repoilM or com liisloiis o f an liiflamed 
daily piesH ealerlllg to the liisiilhile 
minds o f an ImiiglmiilVe inihlle. hut to 
me, and I sIm erely helleve In the m a­
jority  o f  the ealtlemeii o f this eouiitry, 
an orgaidziitlini o f men linked together 
by a ehiiln o f mutual huslness rehiltnn- 
■hlji, that represeiils In their d irec­
torate the liesf eonim areh^ nierilulily 
the world has known, amt linked to ­
gether not to roll th," feeder, hut to 
help him; for In helping him they helii 
themselves. Far he It from  m y m o­
tives to dethrone the packers on a is-d- 
estal o f  love for the eatlleinen. But 
theae men, the packers and slock  yards 
people, are men o f hreadlh o f  niliid, o f 
hirre, men who enn i'iieonipass in their 
dellheratloas the fact that their su c­
cess or tiroflls are in ratio to the 
profits o f  the cattlemen,

I am sufficiently optim istic to  sin­
cerely helleve that the co ltle  business, 
represenllng ns It does the real souri'e 
o f  animal fisid for our people nml for 
all the elvlll/.rd world, will adjust and 
take care o f  Itself; that no com bine or 
com hinatioit o f  clri'u inslances will force 
us who are engaged In heef m aking to 
grow  that great product at a loss, 
granting o f  course that reasonable 
judgm ent he used In the seleetlon and 
piirehaae o f material to be fed.

The varying phases o f  the feeder’s 
or grow er’s business jiresent m any 
Iirohleins, and ut>on the proper Inter­
pretation o f the ultim ate ends depend 
largely the (iroflls o f Ills Industry or 
labors, for, and let me say here and 
now to those prospective em bryo feed­
ers not yet aetnally engaged In the 
liuslness, do not, for m y sake and 
yours, and the steer’s sake, undertake 
the grow ing o f heef unless streiinous- 
ness Is yonr w atchw onl, for alone by 
the sweat o f  yonr brow ami tin* ex - 
tienditure o f  your brawn Is success In 
this calling, as In all others, possible.

1 say it presents to the grow er and 
the feeder inuny varying prohletns. 
Take for Instance the virgin calf, fresh 
from  the wotnh o f  the beefy mother, 
or a ear load o f  the same, these In 
proper developm ent present prohlenis 
essentially different from that o f  the 
yearlings fresh from the range. If a 
profitable market Is to he ohlalned for 
each. I/<"t us suppose for practical 
purposes, a cur load o f good cfilves 
fri’Sh from  the ujqier, passed to, you or 
to me from  their development, the 
watchword to he ’’ i>roflt." H ow can I 
best market these ca lves?

The graile or breed o f  calves will 
have nothing to do with the manner 
o f  handling, hut in general 1 start with 
a little grain, gniduiilly Inereaslng to 
one pound o f  grain for every 100 
pounds o f weight, with abumlanee o f 
roughage, clover hay, fodder, etc., In­
creasing provender as cattle Increase in 
weight. This Is for the first winter.

As 1 said hefore, the average car 
load o f good calves, and the time has 
long since gone by for buying other 
than giHid ones, p iew n ts  two distinct 
grades- about tw o-th irds should ba 
andulkely would he marketed as yenr- 
llnga the remaining one-third being 
fnord profitable marketed at from  24 
to 29 months, being short In weight 
and kge, and seriously reducing the 
populhr yearling weight If marketed as 
such. \ Am ple roughage tn calves serves 
a twoefold purpose, ImiMirtaiice o f  
which vs the gradual distention o f the 
stonmeli, thus enabling them to co n ­
sume a grenter am ount o f  provender 
us (leniunils Increase.

AVhen gross com es would turn out 
for a month or so, letting down grad ­
ually from grain to grass, g iving a 
thorough cooling out with nature’s 
greatest grow er. Follow ing period o f 
grass comtnence light on grain w ith 
the addition o f wlmt Is thought to be 
thi" best appetizer and assim llator. T o  
me one o f the m ost valuable ad juncts 
I t / the feederM form ulary Is the early 
green, succulent corn, o f  any variety, 
either the early sugar or ordinary fh*ld 
corn. This certainly Is an Ideal ration 
to tide over the period o f drouth that 
applies to alm ost every section, still 
continuing tn use the grounil grain In 
liberal quantity.

In the ease o f  range yc-arllngs, and 
the range la the greatest source o f  
supply for  corn -be lt feeders, they do 
not tu m e present the probable p rofit 
o f Uie range calves, ow in g  to a  stinted

I winter. In the case o f  2 -y e a r -o ld O ,,'i  
range bred or otherw ise, m arketed as 
;is, which (lay o f m arketing has. In the , 
miiiil.M of our best feeders, lon g  sin ce .

cheapest possible way, because o f  the 'I 
known fcict that aged steers soon  eat 
their heads off. As p roo f o f  th is fa c t

neighbor that consumed as m uch grain  
per day as 180 short yearlings, the gain  
on which later wns greater per hM d 
Ihnn the relative gain per head o f  the 
aged steers.

o f  a suit by the Live Ktoek exchange 
he clalfiii'd venue and the right to be 
sued at his home. The Live Htoek e x ­
change. the answer claimed, had no 
right lo Itdllats contem pt proceedings.

The iin.swcr claim s that the l■onl- 
|>Inlnt shows no reason why the state 
should Hurrupder po.saesslon o f the 
hooks; that the books cam e Into tlie 
linsae.sslon o f the grand Jury by virtue 
o f a suhpena duces secuitn and that 
they were material evidence In the 
prosecution o f the ca.ses against the 
Live Htock exchange, the packing 
hou.ses and the com m ission firm s for 
alleged violation o f the anti-trust laws 
o f the state and that to deprive the 
state of this evidence h.v forcin g  a  de­
livery o f  the books to the Live Stock 
exchange would hampi'r the slate In Us 
efforts to en force  the law.

Saw Newspaper Story 
The answer fuiAher show s that 

attention of the attorney general was 
called to the existence of un alleged 
trust or cionsiilracy to control the 
live stock business o f  Texas hy new s­
papers puhllshing a stalem ent o f  an 
agreement to fix prires for tho sale of 
cattle .etc., and that having arranged 
to conduct ail luvesllgnUon lii the 
munner Indicated by the anti-trust 
laws o f 1UU3, through Joliu L. Terrell, 
Justice o f  the peace o f Tarrant county, 
respondent becam e cognizant o f  tho 
fai-t that the grand Jury o f the Sev- 
enleenlh d ls lrb 'l was then in session, 
and suggested to County AU orney JelT 
1>. M cl.ean the pruceedlngs that fo l­
lowed resulting In the suits (lied at 
Austin.

The answer sots forth a statem ent 
ns to how the bixiks and papers were 
delivered Into the possession o f the 
grand Jury. The minutes o f  the ex - 
chuiige, the cash bwiks and other pa­
pers being delivered by Secretary 
Htlereu o f the exchange.

lle ferrln g  to the books and papers 
the answer alleged that the slate had 
proposed  th^depoalt them with the 
clerk o f the Travis county district 
court, leaving them open to access 
and investigation hy both sides; tho 
attorneys for tho com idalnant had 
been notified that lids would be done, 
but that these proceedings were b e ­
gun and the assistant attorney general 
before sunrise Monday niornlug last 
w as served with citation to appear 
and purge him self o f  the contem pt 
charge.

The response charges that the co m ­
plainants have entered Into a con - 
splriicy that Is unlawful, and that the 
books are necessary to prove It; and 
they also furnish evidence ns to the 
guilt o f  others who are not Included 
In tin» suits already filed. W heroforo 
respondent dlsclalnilng any intention 
lo  be -In contem pt o f the court askoil 
to be discharged.

W itnesses Heard
Secretary Htleren o f the L ive Stock 

Exchange, R. H. M cNatt, one o f  the 
lilrectors; Jeff U. M cLean, county  a t­
torney; .1. I’ . T.lghtfoot, assistant a t­
torn ej' general, and V ice I’ rcsident 
Brown o f the Live Stock Exchange 
were sworn ns w itnesses and Secret.iry 
Stieren was first put on the stanil. 
his evbience being subslantially  us fo l­
low s:

" aXiii secretary o f the F ort W orth  
L ive S tock  Exchange, (T h e snhpon.v 
doces tecum  show n h im ). I iden llfj' 
this stibpena as the one served on 
me hy a bailiff o f  the grand Jury. In 
obedience to  It I brought to the epun- 
ty  attorney 's office  and delivered to 
an assistant county  attorney (R . E. T,. 
H oy) the m inutes o f  the IJve Stork 
Exchange. H e said he w ould give 
them to Mr. M cLean, county attorney. 
County attorney afterw ard asked me 
to furnish the grand Jury with our 
cash book and other ♦opera for  the 
purpose o f  Investigating the charges 
against the exchange and others, and 
I furnished them with the understand­
ing and on thp prom ise o f  the county  
attorney that ))e would keep them In 
his desk and return them to m e after 
the Tarr.ant cqunty grand Jury w as 
through with them. I never gave 
consent lo  the book 's bejng taken to 
Austin or anywhere else, but relied on 
the county attorney 's prom ise that he 
would keep them and return them to 
me when the grand Jury got through 
with them.

"I never knew Mr. L Ightfoot In the 
business. I saw him In the count}- a t ­
torney's office and was given to  u n ­
derstand by Mr. M cLean that he w as 
M cLean's asstetant. N obody ever told 
me that the books were Intended for 
the use o f LIghtfoot In an Investtga- 
IKm by the attorney general’s office. 
N othing w as ever said to me about 
Austin."

On cross examination by County A t­
torney Jeff D. Mclg>an, Secretary 
Btleren did not change his evidence In 
his direct examination. H e reiterated 
hie sU tem ent that ho sent the cash 
book  and other papers with the u n - 
testand lagr that they were fo r  use kg- 
lure the grand Jury and not for  uae by  
the attorney general and under tha 
g n aalaa by  Iha eounty attornay

BOOKS PRODUCED
A  package said to contalp books and 

papers o f  the Fort W orth  Llva B lock 
exchange, a controversy  over which 
Is the basis o f  contem pt proceedings 
against Judge J. H. I.lghtfoot, o ffice  
assistant o f A ttorney General D av id ­
son, was offered  in the Seventeenth 
district court Friday morning, but w as 
not opened. It was announced by the 
re.spondent In the c.-ise that the books 
and papers w ere subject to the order 
o f -the court. Judge Sm ith did not 
make any order regarding them at the 
m orning session.

During the hearing o f the case Krl- 
dnj- m oinlng tho resiiondont, J. P. 
LIghtfoot resumed and eomplet<-d his 
evldi-ncic and the complainant. Live 
Stock exchange. Introduced tw o wit* 
nesses, Sam 11. t'antejr, tt, ex|>lain m at­
ters relating to his action us attorney 
for the coinplalnanlH, and It. 11. M c- 
Natt, In rebuttal of testim ony a ffe c t ­
ing him.

The apparent effort o f the resi>ond- 
«■nt, LIghtfoot, wa.s to show by the two 
latter w itnesses that the contem pt 
liroceodings were InstltirUid for the 
jnirpose o f preventing the books and 
papers o f the Live Slock  exchange 
being filed at Aiistln l>y the attorney 
general, and lo  show further that the 
effort to get hold of them was in the 
lntere.st o f  the packers. Armour and 
Sw ift, the Live Stock exchange hav­
ing been eliminated from the j.roeeed- 
Ings at that lim e hy Ibe terms o f the 
com io'om lse agreement afterward de- 
clari-d off.

Teatimony Reaumed 
It was 10 o’l loek when the bearing 

o f  the eoiilemi)! proceedings In the 
Seventeeiilb dl.sirh 1 com i was resumed 
by Judge .Mike K. .Smith Friday m orn ­
ing, Ibe respondent, J. P. Liglitfool, as - 
Hlstunt utlol'ney general, bi-lng on the 
stand to (on llnue Ills lesllm ony from  
where he left o f f  Thur.sd.iy a fternoon . 
Ills eross-exarnlniiUon was eondueted 
by S. H. t'antey.

"A re the books ami fiapors o f  Ibe 
I'ort W orth Id  ve S lock  Exchange In 
your possession? If so. where are 
th ey?”  was the»flrst iiuestlons asked 
him. (O bjected lo  by respondent's a t­
torney and ob jei’llon overruled.)

"T h e books and papers o f  the Fort 
W orth  Live S lock  Exi hange taken by 
me to  Austin as the representative o f  
the attorney general have been within 
the Jurisdiction o f this court since 
Thursday morning. They are now In 
the court nsm i and subjci-t to any o r ­
der the court may make regarding 
them. Any order the court m ay make 
will he obeyeil.

“All the papers turned over to me as 
represenlutlve o f  the attorney general 
are here In the court room . At the 
fim o I took the isipers to Austin I 
thought It was m y duly  to the state to 
do so and I had no intetitlon then.

ir have I now, to be In contem pt o f  
tou rt. Had I known that this court 
would have required an order before  
the rem oval o f  the hooks to Austin, I 
would have asked for su ijj an order.

"Itefervlng to the conference at A u s­
tin and the dem and for the honks hy 
It. H. M cNatt, he (M cN a lt) did dem and 
the books o f m e; ami at the lim e he 
said that suits had not been filed 
against all w ho w ere m em bers o f  the 
E xchange and that ho w as w illing to 
furnish proof to  that effect. M cN att 
said that he h im self w as w illing to 
fight the case against h im se lf."

F ollow ing the evidence o f  Judge 
U g h i foot, the a ffidav it o f  an em ploye 
In the iittorni'y general's o ffice  w as 
read on the Interview between the a t­
torney general. H. B. Cantej-, U. H. 
M cN att and others at Austin. Tha ’ 
a ffid av it staled  that he w as In the 
room  hut did not hear all the conversa- 
tlon, but that It related to the hooka 
and papers o f  tho Fort W orth I„tve 
Btocic Exchange. He heard t ’ antey 
iiiakn a  dem and for th<> books and also 
heard M oN alt make a similar dem and; 
that M cN att said th.U he had co n ­
sented to the books being taken with 
the understanding that they were to 
be returned to the exchange. The a t­
torney general refused the demands, 
slating  that he found In them matter 
that lie would need In pro.secutlng the 
suits filed In the slate. He proposed, 
however, lo  file them in court at A u s­
tin.

Mr. Cantej-. when the affidavit baci 
been read, asked .Mr. I.lghtfnot: "D id
not Mr. B. E. L. Hoy or Mr. McNatt 
request j ’ou to n-turn the hooks?"

"I believe Mr. M cNatt said I ougat 
lo  return them.”

Sam B. Cuntey was next sworn and 
apologized for appearing as a witnes.s 
and said that tho publication In a 
m orning i>aiH-r was ealeulated lo  placo 
bini In a false light and that the ev i­
dence correcting It couM only com e 
from  him self.

"I  w as at the conference In Austin," 
he said, "w ith  the attorney general and 
quite a num ber o f gentlemen from  
Fort W orth  and San Antonio. I do not 
recall all o f  them. \Vi> went there to 
see the attorney general about the 
suits against the Live Stoek Exchange, 
tlie packers and com m ission men. 
There were fifteen or twenty In the 
party, K. 11. M cNatt being one o f 
them. A fter a little pleasant talk the 
attorney general remarked that he 
supposed we cam e to discu.ss tJie suits 
tiuit had been filed, and i-alled In two 
o f  his iisslstants, Mr. LIghtfoot and 
M r. Bolts. Ike Pryor, one o f our 
party, stated to the attorney general 
that I w as the representative o f  nil the 
parties sued and wouUL.ilo tho talking.

“ In m y talk to  the attorney generai 
I said that under the conditions sur­
rounding the su its against the E x ­
change. packers and com m ission  firm s 
I considered that an appeal for c lem ­
en cy  wfnnld be within the bounds o f 
propriety ; that the defendants In the 
suits did not realise that they w ere 
violating the law, but were endeavoring 
to  prom ote the Integrity o f  the F ort 
W orth  L ive Stock  m a rk et."

The w itness then started Into tho 
com prom iso propositions, but w as in ­
terrupted by  the court, w ho said -that 
that m atter w as Irrelevant and would 
not be adm itted. W itness continued 
and sa id :

"A  statem ent in the Record this 
m orning m akes It douhtful what m y 
purpose w as in endeavoring to  recover 
the papers o f  the Live Stock Exchange, 
the Inference from  It being that I waa 

’ Acting In the Interest o f  Sw ift and 
Arm our, the packers. I whnt to  say 
right here that neither Sw ift nor A r ­
m our are m em bers o f  the I.lve S tock  
E xchange and never were. I can fu r ­
nish affidavlta  and men In p roo f o f  
that statem ent. My efforts to get the 
books w as In the Interest o f  m y people 
and In order that great Industries 
m ight be kept In Texas.

"R eturning to  the conference: The
attorney general l e «  the room , tak ing 
w Rh him froTfi tile room  all o f  >ny 

4 ^ y .  leaving Mr. L Igh tfoot Mr. BaU 
and m yself to discuss the su its ."

•T told the tw o gentlem en that I  w nt 
’ J iu th orlsed  to  propose an y  oom - 

for SwiCt or Annoar fer one

cent; th a t 'I  felt I w as acting fo r  m y 
people. Then Mr. LIghtfoot said, 
'E lim inate Hwlft and Arm our from  the 
propoHitlon.’ I Importuned Mr. L ight- 
f<Mit to  make further Investigation. I 
ha<l been lnfunia;d that h ie Live S tock  
E xchange hod offered  S w ift and A r ­
m our a num ber o f mem berships, an.l 
suggested tu Mr. LIghtfoot that he 
seeing that In the Tnlnutas o f  the e x ­
change m ight assum e that they had 
been accepted, Vut It can be show n 
they were never accepted.

"M r. I-lghtfoot then said, referring to 
the resolution o fferin g  the stock  to 
S w ift and A rm ou r:

"  'W ill you  consent for  the attorne.v 
general to g o  through the correspond­
ence o f  S w ift and A rm ou r? ’ and I 
answ ered that under certain conditions 
I would. T o  this Mr. LIghtfoot made 
no answer.'

"T h e  con feren ce  concluded with tho 
understanding, not that all the de- 
fenduritH In the suits w ould com pro­
mise, but that an answ er on that prop­
osition w ould be g iven , by M ay 15.

"T h at n ight I asked Mr. IJgh tfoot 
to return m o the books o f  the e x - '  
ch ange , )jut he declined to  do. I w ag 
surprised at this, and went tu m y h o­
tel ;rnd told M cN att o f  the refusal.
I didn't hear M cN att talk with anyone 
that day. N ext m orning, with M cNatt,
I went to  the attorney  general's offlc-j 
in another e ffo rt  to get the books. M c­
Natt talked to Mr. L Ightfoot In- m y 
presence and dem anded the books as I 
iiad. A fter that I understood from  
I-lghtfoot that be would file the books 
In lb»*, cou rt; that when he did he 
would telephone me. He did telephone 
me and said he hail euncluded to file 
them  If I w ould agree to it that they 
should he used as evldeni'e. I refu.sed 
to agree.

“ In a fit o f  desper.atlon I went to 
Mr. BaU and asked him if there had 
been a conference between them, and 
It was decided not to let me have or 
see the book». LIghtfoot cam e In and I "  
repealeil the question lo  him. ,We had 
a ram bling talk about the cases, In 
which I slated I did not believe the 
courts would liold that the other side 
lou ld  not see the books. In the talk 
Mr. Hall suggest<-d to me that there 
w as i-ertaln processes I might resort to 
ill order to get the books. The excuse 
for not delivering them to me was that 
there m ight be sonielhlng In them that 
would assist the defendants In fo re ­
stalling the state In the tienulty suits.
I left tile attorney general's o ffice  with 
the understanding that 1 would have lo  
resort lo  law.

"M r. LIghtfoot did not say In that 
conver.satlon when ho intended to fila 
the liooks in court; In fact he 8a<d 
he dbln 't know, a.s Judge Brooks w as 
out on a  fishing frolic. 'This cojiv lnced 
me that he never intended to let mo 
sec them.

"  No (to  attornej' for respondent)
I never at any time wanted the books 
for Hwifl and Arm our. Next day after 
the general conference, I heard M c- 
.N'att talk to LIghtfoot. I never heard 
him sa.v that he consented to the re­
m oval o f  the book.s. M cN att dem anded 
the Ixioks sternly. I-lghtfoot gave no 
positive answer.

"I was told at the Tarrant coun ty  
atlorney 's  office  that the books would 
he returned by F riday and you ought 
to return them,’ said M cNatt.

“  'I w ill tsdie the responsibility  on 
m yself to answ er to  the party from  
w hom  1 received the books.' was 
I.lgh Ifoot 's  answ er. T w ill be regu ­
lated Jn the m atter by w hat I regard 
is my" d u ly  to  the state.' "

B y  respondent's counsel: "D idn ’ t
McN.'jtt at the Austin conference say 
that the books had been taken with 
his consent and that the state could 
get any iiiform ation  It w anted from  
h im ?”

"O h, I-ord, no!
"I stated St that conference that tho 

w ork  o f tho exchange ,dld not be.ar 
the ear m arks o f  a tru ft: that It was 
open and above board and not secret.”  

The question  as to M cN att’s alleged 
stalem ent w as repeated.

"M cN utt made no such statem ent In 
m y Ixcarliig. T he attorney general 

-<irho did nil the talking, askcxl him no 
question on that point. The word 
consent w as not used. M cN att told 
L Ightfoot the hooks w ere taken un­
der a prom ise to return them.

"L Ightfoot told me he took the hooka 
to Austin with the consent o f  ( ’ ounty 
Attorney M cLean and that since he 
took them he had tn.ade discoveries In 
the that led to his refusal to give 
them HI)."

By Mr. B atts— "D o  you represent all 
the defenilatils in the penally su its?’ ’ 

t'aiile.v— ".Suppose you name them 
and ask me.”

"N o. I w on ’t. D idn’ t you offer to 
pleail guilty for Sw ift and Arm our and 
pay a $.5,000 fine for  each?" 

Gnmiirnnilse m atter ruled out.
"A t the time Hie efforts were made to 

get tho l>noks. w:ts It not a fact that 
the Live Stock Exchange was not in ­
terested In tho su its? W ere they ngt 
wanted for the packing houses?"

The court Interrupted again and 
.said. “ ( 'rtmln.atlon and reorlmln.atlon 
must stop. This m atter had nothing 
lo  do with the question Involved.”

"W as not the contem pt proceedings 
filed to prevent the filing of the books 
at Austin?"

“ I believe yon gentlemen would h.ave 
filed them If you had known o f this 
suit.’ '

"D idn ’ t yon file this suit at night 
nnd request that It be kept oft the 
doi kt't ?"

"W o  took the impers lo  Judge Smith, 
who said they were ex parte, and I 
told Mr. Short that thej- would have to 
go on the motion docket. I said I didn’t 
want llit> news o f the suit to get out.
I illiln’ i agree with anyone to havo 
th«' papers taken to Austin nnd served 
on LIghtfoot before sunrise. Mr. Han* 
ger hail to go to Austin about som e 
tax matters, nnd 1 gave him the p,a- 
pers. telling him to  give them to some 
officer  lo  serve w ho would do It at 
once .and not tcU nnd then serve."

It. II. McNatt was put back on tho 
stand 111 rebuttal to resjiomlent's te.s- 
tlmony lo  the eff«*ct that he (M cN att) 
had consented to the removal o f  tho 
books. Me denied that he had ever 
made anj- such stateinent to  anyono at 
any time or any wherp.

MoLaan on iStand
Jeff D. McLean, x'punty attorney, 

look  the stand at 2 .otclock Thursday 
afternoon. IBs examiiiiatloii lasted more 
timn an hour. He snl'dl 

"W hen Mr. L Ightfoot cam e to  Fort 
'Y orlh  he told me wqat his husineea 
was here. Next day he cam e to me 
and asked me what I k n e *  about th* 
Live Stock Exchange. (O bjected to.) 
He then naked me if we h t «  a  Justlcp 
o f  the peace here to issue broceaa fot 
an Investigation. I told him that Judg^ 
Terrell could issue the papers. (O b- 
Je<-ted t o . )

T he explanation was offered  by  
counael for Mr. LIghtfoot that the In­
tention to show that the assistant a t­
torney general had not w rongfu lly  
acquired the books snd papers.

Mr. M cLean w as alloweil to  continue. 
H e said he Introduced Justice Terrell 
to Mr. I.tghtfoot and Judge Terrell 
.said he would Issue the reqiflred pa­
per», i f  colled upon. Inasmuch as It 
w as his duty to  do so.

"T h o Exchange's hooks and paper»," 
he said, “ w ere brought or aent to  m y 
o ffice  hy an excliange official. I ex ­
plained to h im .that the grand Jury had 
reached no conclusion and we m erely 
w anted to  Investigate. He said he 
would aid us In every w ay possible 
Siid g lad ly  lend us his '  Mr.
I-tghtfoot ano i  examined the books 
snd papers snd Mh. LIghtfoot said he 
wanted these books ro use as evidence 
and asked me U he m ight teke them 
to  Austin.

D isposition o f Books 
W hat Is Mr. R oy 's  o ffic ia l position? 
He Is fir.st assistant cou n ty  attorney 

and appear.s before tho grand Jury to 
aid In Investigations.

W hat disposition Is m ade o f  papers,
■ etc., which go before  the grand ju ry ?

(O bjected to by Mr. C anley. O ver­
ruled .)

A fter the grand Jury has finished 
with books and papers, etc., they are 
turned over to the cou n ty  attorney for  
use in prosecuting w here an Indictm ent 
has been found. It o ften  happens that 
one grand Jury fa lls  to  Indict and anr 
other does Indict In the sam e case.

The witness told o f  a con ference held 
with exchange m em bers a t Mr. Capps' 
o ffice.

The court asked  th e ' w itness If 
anything w as said about the books o f  
the exchange already  taken to  Austin, 

W itness replied that noth ing  o f  any 
consequence w as said, although during 
the coursp o f  the conversation  som e 
reference w as m ade to them .

On Cross-Examination 
Orpss-exunilried by  Mr. Caiitey: 

"\\’a« the grand Jury investigation  o f  
the a ffa irs of. the F ort W orth  Llvp 
.Stock E xchange Inaugurated by Mr'. 
L Ightfoot or  n o t?"

"I do not know, s i r . "
"Is  It your testim ony on oath that 

you never had a  con ference with M r. 
L Ightfoot concern in g  the exchange In­
vestigation  until one day before the Is­
suance o f  th is suhpena w hich  brought 
In the exchange book s?"

"I m ay have had som e correspon d­
ence w ith Mr. L Ightfoot. Other In­
vestigations w ere discussed o f  various 
other alleged tru.sts.

"D o  you testify  or  w ant us to un ­
derstand that js'ltnesses sum m oned b e ­
fore  the grand Jury wero sum m oned 
w ithout a  con ference w ith the assist­
ant attorney gen era l?”

"I cannot answ er that question. I 
don ’ t think so. I f  they w ere su m ­
m oned after a con feren ce  w ith  the a t ­
torney general’s departm ent I know  
nothing o f  It."

"D idn ’t the cou n ty  a ttorney ’s depart­
ment advl.se the grand Jury not to In- 
dli't In those co se s? "

"N ot that I know  of. I think n o t .” 
“ W asn ’t this grand Jury Investiga­

tion had to assist the attorney gen ­
eral's departm ent In acqu irin g  Infor­
m ation  to use In bringing these anti­
trust su its?”

"N o, sir; I answ er positively, no, 
s ir ."

“ Dill the forem an o f  the grand Jury 

ever see this su bjonn ?”
"N ot that I know  o f.”
"Isn ’ t It a fa ct that It w as under­

stood  betw-een you and Mr. L Ightfoot- 
that you use a grand Jury subpena to 
acqu ire  the.se books and papers?"

Information Given Willingly

“ D id you and M r. L Ightfoot explain 
to the secretary  that this subpena w as 
Just a  ruse to  got possession  o f  those 
books and papers?"

"W e  did not. H e gave us all the 
Inform ation  w illing ly  and w as not in ­
tim idated."

"A fte r  you got the books then you  
turned them over to  Mr. L Igh tfoot?"

"M r. L Ightfoot w as there. H e said 
he w ould  send the book s ' back  when ho 
got through 'With th e m .' I telephoned 
M r. L Ightfoot to file the books and 
papers at Austin. The state. I con sid ­
ered, to  be In possession  o f  the books. 
Mr. L Ightfoot w ith  m y consent took  
these books aw ay  from  m y office . H ad 
I d iscovered  w hat these book s co n ­
tained before  the grand Jury ad journed 
1 ■would have presented them  to  the 
grand Jury.

“ A re the liooks and papers In F ort

"I do not know, sir. N o ohe has told 
m e."

"D id  you order these books and pa ­
pers filed at Austin  a fter  th is court 
had ordered them  brought b a ck ?”

“ I moat certa in ly  did. I didn ’t know  
anyth ing about an y  order. Y ou  took  
the papers to your o ffice  and I cou ldn 't 
find them In the clerk 's o f f ic e .”  

Lightfoot on Stand 
A ssistant A ttorn ey  General lA gh tfoot 

took  the stand and told o f  his co n ­
nection  w ith the an ti-tru st suits. The 
Investigation, he stated, w as co m ­
m enced in re.spon.se to  a  petition  from  
San A ngelo to the attorney  general. 
C ounty A ttorney  M cLean had been 
asked to  eo -operate. H e told how  the 
books and papers o f  the exch an ge had 
been procured by  m eans o f  a subpena 
Issued from  the grand Jury, ^ m e  
docum ents had been 'sen t Ip by  request. 
In his county the cou n ty  attorney w as 
custodian o f all such docum ents used 
■by the grand Jury,

H e considered that the attorney g en ­
eral’s authority  extended to  Tarrant' 
county  and that the books and papers, 
had they lieen In cu stody  o f  the court, 
w ere still In his custody, although held 
by  the attorney general. These docu ­
m ents were taken to  Austin  that the 
attorney general m ight determine 
w hether or not the an ti-trust suits 
should be filed. T he suits w ere filed 
upon w ritten order o f  the attorney g en ­
eral. The books and papers were need­
ed as evidence at the trial o f  the cases 
and to-draw  up or am end petitions.'

A t a  con ference at Mr. Capps' o ffice  
w ith  the com m ittee from  the F ort 
W orth  L ive S tock  E xchange, he told 
Mr. Capps, a fter being pressed for  a 
statem ent, that In his opinion  the ex ­
change had violated nearly every se c ­
tion o f  the anti-trust law  and especia l­
ly  section 1. Mr. L igh tfoot w as on th# 
stand about tw o hours, and 'was rigidly 
cross-exam ined .

Declines to  Answor 
D uring the bourse o f  the procedure 

late this afternoon In the L ightfoot 
case, nnd w hile Mr. L igh tfoot w as on 
the stand, the attorneys for  the e x ­
change asked the question as to where 
the books o f  the e x ^ a n g e  w ere at 
present. The w itness refused to  answer 
the question. The court told the w it­
ness that he must answ er the question. 
The attorneys fo r  Mr. L ightfoot then 
stated that no decision had been ren­
dered on the question  o f  Juriadlctlon 
w hich had been raised In the morning.

Judge Rmlth then heard the argu ­
m ents on tho question  o f  Jurisdiction 
snd rendered a  decision  that the m atter 
w as properly  w ithin the Jurisdiction o f 
this court.

T he attorney# for  L ightfoot at once 
asked that tim e be given until tom or­
row  m orning for  tliem to  consider as 
to  w hether or  not their client would 
answ er the question as to the w here­
abouts o f  the books o f  the exchange.

A fter which the court ^adjourned 
until tom orrow  m orning a t 't V c I o c k ,  
the tim e having' been granted.

BLACKLEG A DANGEROUS FOE 
TO AMERICAN STOCKGROWER

B lackleg Is a rapidly fatal Infectious 
disease o f  young cattle and Is caused 
by a .«pore-beuring organism , the ba c­
illus Chauvocl. Siirlng and fall aro 
«Hid to be the most favorable se¿tsoris 
for  the developm ent o f the ailment, 
and cuttle between the.ages o f  six and 
eighteen niunths are the most liable 
to becom e affected, although partial 
susceptibility  seems to remain up to 
about four years.

The manner o f infection Is by Indi­
rect eon ta it with the germ on Infeetctl 
soil, the organism  gaining entrance 
to the body through abrasions o f  the 
skin, and, perhaps, in rare cases, 
through file m ucous m em brance o f tho 
m oufh and other parts o f  the a li­
m entary canal. The wounds or abra­
sions are generally quite minute In 
size, but su fficien tly  de»>p to penetrate 
through the skin Into the ti.ssues un- 
dcrneaUi. Punctured wounds, such as 
those received from  barbed wire fences 
or  from  stubbles or briers In pasture, 
seem to be the m ost likely methixl o f 
Infection, and correspond som ewhat 
closely  to the only manner In which 
the diseased may be produetHl arti­
fic ia lly— viz., through in jection  o f the 
cirus hypodcrm tciilly.

ease, perhaps not Immediately, but 
within a period o f  years to follow, and 
It cunnot be recommendi^d too urgently 
that th i'y.m nke every effort to reduce 
the danger by taking adequate m eas­
ures to destroy, as com pletely os pos­
sible, this source o f  renuwed Infection.”

The disease Is easy o f recognition 
on  account o f  tho sym ptom s being 
quite charaoterl.«tle. It Is character­
ized, first, by the sym ptom s o f a more 
o r  les« intense fever and by the ap­
pearance o f n spei'lflc tumor, tir sw ell­
ing. upon the body, neck or upper part 
o f  the lim b above the Knee and hock, 
causing stiffness or  lameness. This 
sw elling Is alm ost constantly found 
In the thick flesh or inuselcs o f  tho 
parts m entiontd. it consists o f  a 
progressive in flam m atory enlargem ent, 
o f  firm  and uniform  consistence, rap­
idly extending in area and dci)tli, and 
later becom ing Insensitive, crepitant 
and resonant, or. In other words, the 
sw elling em its u crack ling  .sound when 
the hand Is passed over It. Till.« crep ­
itant sound is due to the collection  o f 
gas In the a ffected  flesh, and which Is 
produced by the germ s o f the dis­
ease. When the sw elling is cut Into, a 
frothy, dark red fluid escapi-s, and the 
fh'sh o f the sw elling Is dark in color, 
with the aiipeararice o f  being m ortl- 
fli«I.

Wlt'h few  exceptions, the disease 
term inates fiitall.v, death usually oe - 
currlng In from  tw elve to tidri.v-six 
hours after the first appearance o f the 
symptom.“ .

B larkleg Infcetlon Is largely s|iread 
from  the dead animal through tlii> me­
dium o f carnivorous HUimalH and birds 
(dogs, buzzards, etc.), or om idvorous 
antmals (h ogs) ¿Itaekliig  the carcass­
es an<l carrying the germ s brondiast, 
or tin* viclliii tiiay be skinned for Its 
bide, or liiclslnns made Into the sw ell­
ings to ’■doctor”  the patient, and lbs 
Infei'tlon scattered from  the cuts made 
In the swelling. These and other pro- 
eesse.« imturully assist In dlsseiidm it- 
Ing the virus or poison. In a circular 
on  this disease, l««ued by the United 
Btate departm ent o f  agrioulturo, at 
W ashington , D, C,, the follow ing para­
graph Is itnilelzed In ord<*r to give II 
em iihasls: "It Is, therefore, o f the u t­
m ost Im portance that cattle owners 
In the Infected districts he made to 
realize that an unlinal affected  with 
blackleg may be the cause o f much 
subsequent losses from  the same dls-

The best method o f  disposal Is to 
crem ate or burn the dead animal, and 
In order to insure com plete destruction 
o f It, It should be placed on a  couple 
o f logs or »>ver a trench and plenty 
o f  dry woihI heaped around It. A few 
quarts o f  coal oil should then be 
poured on, and fire set to It. It has 
been claim ed that In som e parts o f tho 
state It 1.« not possible to obtain su f­
ficient wood for the puriM>se o f burning 
up the bodies o f  anim als that have 
died from  lnf»>etlous diseases, such, for 
example, as in certain parts o f south­
west Louisiana. This section, h ow ­
ever, 1ms the advant.age o f having oil 
in abundance, and an Inexptmslve and 
convenient method Is. first, to dig a 
trench o f sufficient size, and placing 
in (he bottom  o f it a «inantity o f old 
sacking to act the )iart i>f a "w lek,” 
then ssturating the sacking by dlri'ct- 
Ing a pipe from  a Imrrcl fllbul with oil 
Itilo the trench. By regulating the 
flow  o f oil. a eoittlnuous flume nmy be 
kept up until the earenss Is eomiiletely 
consum ed, and at a minim um o f cost 
where such a m ethod cuu hi' convem- 
leiitly undertaken.

It Is Imiiortant that the oarcuss be 
entirely destroyed. Tho place, al.so, 
where the body has lain should hi' 
Bubjoeted either to heat or It should 
be sprinkled with som e im weiful ills- 
lnfe<‘tant, such tis crude ciirbcdlc acid, 
creolln, zcnoleum , lime or other agent.

Uiifortvinnti'Iy, there has.as yet been 
no sure method fouiiil o f  com pletidy 
eradicating h lack hg  Infection from  a 
pasture.

It 1.« to Mi<‘ division o f prevention 
which wc term prophylactic, combined, 
necessarily, with the liyglimlc. Hurt we 
have to  look for  thi' most gn itify ing  
results, whh'h arc to be found In pre­
ventive vncclnntlon o f susceptible iinL 
mals, and for  which we arc indchicd 
to the d iscovery o f Arlolng, I’ornevln 
and TliirniHS. tlial aidm als ooulil he 
pn>tcclc<l against blackleg by In ject­
ing them with m ore or less virulent 
nmteriiil obtained from  the tumors of 
animnls thiit had died o f the dlsnise. 
And, further. It may he mentioned Hint 
during the fiscal year ending June 30. 
1904. the departm ent distributed over 
1,000,000 doses o f  hlai-kleg vai-elne, 
w bleb were used anil re|)orted upon by 
over 10,00(1 persons with highly sa lls - 
fiietory results, lb «  m orla llly  reaching 
only 0.44 ptT I'ciit.

T. W. Tomlinson o f Denver, seeiela iy  o f the Am er­
ican National Live Stock association, wiile.s a. very 
raustlc review of lihe differences existing t)etween the 

^hve stock producera o f the country and the coinniisslon 
inen. He says:

About tliree weeks ago the suiiremo eom-t of Kansn.s, 
In a ea.se Involving the validity of a inorlgage o f cattle, 
declared the Kan.sns City Live Slock cxehango was a 
trust, becau.se of a provl.doii In Us const lini Ion insdilb- 
Itlng the sale or i>uielmse of e;illle for others on eotn- 
miaslon at less than M) eenis per h*ad. and hecauso 
o f trth«T restraints of trade iiiaellei d by tb.al exchange.

In ls98 the ligallly  of that exchange was atlai-ked 
under tlie federal unll-lrust law. b>it the snprei|ie co\n t 
o f  the l ’ nlle<| StulP.s decided that the llv«' Block com - 
nilasion business at Kun.siLs City did not constitiilo 
lotC'T.stute eomnieree, and tlnet, therefore, its niemlx iH 
Here not umenable to the u n ti-trust law.

Those familiar with the eharaeler and method.s of 
the live stock cx<'hanges at the various murk<‘ts liavo 
long been of the opitdon that they were the kind o f ii 
trust or combination In restraint o f trade condcnim 'it 
b> law, but the Kan.sus decision Is the first unnounci'- 
n>ent of a blgh court to that effect. ,

Without utlenipling to discuss the legal features of 
these decisions or the probable e ffect of the last one I 
Will briefly coininent on sonic o f tlie nietbods o f these 
modern live stock excbangea-r-liow they a ffect the pro­
ducer—and will particularly dwell on the conditions 
gurrounding the recent advance In charges, as a fair 
rxaniple o f  the flagrant abuse of the unreslrlctud power 
o f  com bination and us Indication of what uiuy be rea- 
■onably expected from  other middlemen bunded to ­
gether In slmilur orgunlxutlons. In justice to the Den­
ver Live Stock exchange it should be sa id , that It h:ui 
not made any advance In Us charges for the sale of 
live stòck ; In fiicL It has gone on record as opposing 
the advance.

Let Ih be understood at the outset that the-Uve stock  
exchange declared by the Kansas court to be u trust, 
and other kindred organizations situated at the other 
markets, were established principally. It not solely, for 
the purpose o f  protecting their m em bers against each 
o lh er; in other words, to prevent free com petition  
am ong them selves ns to the price o f  their service, and 
to  raise the price If deem ed necessary, thus substitut­
ing com bination Iwlh peituUlcs for  Unit freedom  o f In- 
-dlvldual action  w hich has alw ays been the safe& guurd 
o f  our com m ercial progress and the protectlou  o f tho 
tiller o f the noil.

The producer who ships his live stock  to a com ­
mission man for sale Is the ■principal, and the com ­
mission man Is his agent. ’This agent onter.s Into a 
com bination with the agents o f other producers, w th - 

. ou t notice to or  consullatlun w ith his pi-lnctpal and 
w ithout any previous explanation o f  the reason fo r  his 
action, an«} fixes the exact terms and restrictions upon 
whlidi the business o f his principal will be transacted. 
The practical e ffect o f  these restrictions they have 

¡^astabllkhed and penalties they have provided is that 
irery man doing a com m ission business has been 

¡forced  to becom e a member of tho lite  stock  exchange; 
lierwlse, for  obvious reason, he m ight as well quit. 
Thus It is that the Interests of the producer are 

(|rdominated by a combine o f agents in which he has no 
^TOlce. and he is seemingly at thcl% mercy, for  he m ust 
; aell his stock, and he must sell It at som e ono o f  the 

large markets, and the same kind o f a com bination e x ­
ists at all o f them; and in that sense the exchanges 
m ight well be characterized as a m onopoly as well as 
a  trusL Illustiwtive o f the extremes to w hich such 
a  combine will ',r««<Itt Is 'the Instance o f a  boycott by 

'•fh« Kansas CItyj Live Stock exchange o f  a  packer w ho 
^.asade some puriihases at that point from  others than 

i members of the. exchange. The packer purchased a  
f.aertaln class of live stock direct from  grow ers; the 
'm em b ers o f the exchange thought they were thereby 

losing some o f the com m ission charges they otherwise 
I w ould exacL and thereupon declared a 'b o y c o tt  against 
: aald packet*, and no member o f  thè exchange w as 

lUowed, under heavy penalties, to  sell that packer 
ny live stook so long as he aiontinued to purchase d i­
et from the producer. By such action  w e are fu r - 

^^■hed wlth-the edifying spectacle o f  a group o f agents^ 
 ̂ slndful*dr the Interests o f  thel rprlnclpals, attem pt- 

’̂ Ing to cripple an Important eource o f dem and for the 
Uve stock they are em ployed to  sell, w hich o f  course 
would ■ be naturally reflected In the prices paid for 

Fthelr principals’ live stock. Fortunately, a fter six 
^ttoaths' trlaL tbs boycott w as found to be unsutksessful, 

waa oaUed off. Still it su ffices to show  one o f the 
ity m aresenhenslble UuiUes that th«ee eommUaleM 
Af mm0 Ugk «M hanges, w in  reeort U) in o réo t  
faHlter dieiv eslflsb Intereete,
^  l^iatlld be eaplalned that the various ioonl livs

The grow ing  strength o f  the live etock exchange 
trust during the last few  years can be plainly traced 
through their o ffic ia l action. It used to be the custom  
fur live stock  com m ission  firm s to have solicitors in 
the field, and there was form erly no limit on the num ­
ber o f  solicitors a  «Mimmlsslon firm  could em ploy; mirnejú 
six  years ago the exchanges <le« liled to lim it each flrni 
to no m ore than three solicitors, and In this way they 
effectcHl a  substantial savng. letter on about tw o years 
ago they |>asned a  rule prohblllng the em ploym ent o f 
any solicitors by any firm , an«l this, arrording to the 
adm ission o f a high exchange officia l, saved the co m ­
mission firm s about t2.Ouu,MO0 annually.

Since tho Imposition o f  these Inereased charges, over 
the protests o f  tho live Ht«H-k grow er, varloiM 'pretexts 
or excuses have been «iffered by tho com m ission  firm s 
for their action, but none o f  them la satlafying «>n 
the [>oint o f rea.sonubleness o f the advance. In lisiklng 
around am ong the iniddleinen In the various branches 
o f  trade we shall flpd the same condition  to exist ua 
in the live stock com m ission business; ilu 'y perforin 
a  valuable service. It Is true, but we slioubl not ba 
blind to. the fact Ihiit the greatest part o f  their energy 
Is «.xpendeil In getting additional patrons or In re­
taining those they ulr«-udy have, and not Iti the actual 
Iransiietion o f  the real work for which th<-y uer em ­
ployed as agents. A eliorl time ago 1 was talking 
with som e potato ralsei-s In Fort Folllns, and they 
claim ed the eonimlssbin men handling their potatoes 
iecelv<-d more out o f the stlllng o f the potatoes than 
th(! producers rei-eived for  raising them.

W lien there Is a surplus o f live slock prices go down, 
and this axiom atic law applies with relentless force to 
the producer o f  all con im odllles; buL the coniinlHslon 
■nun restrains Its Influence l>y A eomblnutlon.

I am fre«‘ to admit ttiat there are. or slloulil be. many 
benefits to the producer through the operation o f fairly 
U'liniidstiTi'd exebanges or assoelsllons In any brunet» 
o f traile; but when a group o f agents sre  so forgetful 
o f th e 'rigb is  and Interests o f their principals as to c o l­
lectively eoinblne to advance the price o f their services, 
while at the sam e time udm illlng there are too many 
In the business and confi sstng that the producer is ttius 
c.>mpelle<) to pay for Koiiietblng Hint Is unn«-cessary 
and wasteful, then 1 Ipslst that It Is high time for tho j 
producers to look about for som e iiie.'ins o f  protection. | 
Perhaps the law iiffords an effis ’ llve r<-me<ly. |

Hut the Amerleiin National I.lve .Sto«-k as.soclatlon 
and other pormltient live stock organizations through­
out the west belb-ve there Is a Surer way to i>rotect 
•he liileresis o f  the stock grower.

Tlie way we have iii mfinl Is to estahlish «in Inde­
pendent eo-operative com m ission firm, and through 
the niedliim o f such an organization, whli h w ill be en ­
tirely oulHldi- o f and a loof from the exchanges, wa 
hope to not only avoid what we regard ns an unrea­
sonable exaellon o f Hie coniiiilssloii men. but to correct 
many other evils which our agi'iits have perm itted 
to cri'eli Inlo Hie liaiidling o f our stoo.

FORT WORTH BANKER ON
THE STOCK YARDS CASES

THE CATTLE OUTLOOK
A. E. DcRleiili's, the well known Denver StfK’kman,

takes an opHiiiisHc view o f the cattle outlook. H e 
H.iys;

I have been asked In regard to il.c  outlook for  the 
«•n!He hiisliii'.s.s. || Is my liellef that the lireedlng cou n ­
try at the presi'iil lim e has les.s eatllo Hian in .a num ber 
o f years. This Is especially truo o f Texas, where for 
u I ' l i m b i T  o f reasons Hie producers have been cutting 
down lliclr boldIng.H, shipping out Hielr cow s and selling 
their young stu ff u.s calves. Many o f Hi«» larger ranches 
have been forced to reduce Hieir lierds bvcuuse o f the 
.^eHlerH who have been paying a premium for Hie lands. 
In New .Mexico anil ,\rl/.onu Hie herds wen« very much 
leduced by Hie dry weather o f  two years ago and they 
have not yet gotten to a point where the normal o u t. 
put can be looked for,

('a llforiiia  Is now buying eatllo In Arizon.a and 
pa.vliig nioie fur the stu ff on the SouH urn P aciflo  
than I'lie ca.stern and norlln rn men can afford  to han­
dle tlii'in for. It Is imn.siial for  t’ allfornia to buy 
sleei's at tills time of Hie year, gnil It imi.st follow  
thill they want llieni there and If tliey want them there 
mast lie.u  sliortage, espi clally In vli-w o f tho fact that 
Ho y are paying mord for Hie.se ealtle by two dollars 
tiiiin a year ago, all elas.ses Ini'luded. In the far n ortli- 
wci-l, like liregon, Wa.shliigton and N'evjwla, tho su p ­
ply Is praclleally  exhausted and It woi^ld ho alm ost 
Inipos.sible to buy 10,000 steers In eastern Ori'gon now, 
no m alli'r wliiil price a man wauled to pay fo r  thorn. 
Idaho and Utah have drifted  Into the sheep business 
S«i extensively that Ihi? cattle  that are lliero produced 
do not iiniouiit to anything. It will be seen that these 
fecH ons liieliide tho great breivllng country and as 
tin'se are facts Ihe eom lltlon must soon com m ence to 
le flect Itself In the market.

As to the norlliw est, w hich includes the range conn - 
ti-y Ilf \Vyonilng, M ontana and the Dakotas, o f course 
everybody  understands the Immense elounliig up that 
took |)laeo last year, Including m any th rce-year-o ld  
steers alid strays that have been ninnlng at large for 
K o i ne  lim e. W hat w ill bo m arketed this year will eer- 
l.ilnly be greatly less than a  year ago. H ow much 
less depends a great deal on tho price offered, but I 
behove thirty per cent Is the proper figure on the range 
cattle m ovem ent to (iiie a g n  In the fall o f  1906. For tho 
yoar 1»07, Hia4 Is the full that will follow , tho supply 
tor r iilcu go  will certainly be the em allest In twenty 
.veors, because the cattle are not In the northwest to 
he matured.

So far as the num ber o f  cattle that are In Nebriuska, 
Kansas. Iowa, M issouri and IllInnU Is concerned, that 
eoiintry Is a sealed book  because the holdings are In 
the bands o f Hie small ow ners and there Is no way 
for us to know much about It unless the govenim ont 
provide« iia a census o f  live stock.

D Iscoiirageinent has been Hie prlnrlpal sentiment 
am ong the western ea ltle  grow ers. They have been 
buying high priced entile and soiling them on a low 
m arket and they are going  out o f  tho business In great 
num bers and perhaps to say that such an action Is a 
iiilstako will sound em pty enough In the face n ip a s t  
conditions; ncverthelc.ss. I believe that for nnyoneSi-ho 
has a  gooil place to run eultle and cun lake earo of 
them and handle them In the proper way. they have 
n better opportunity  today to  make inoney than In m 
lotig time. O f course, If Hie grass Is not available 
It Is a  very poor business to go  Into. I would recom ­
mend people w ho can take care o f  their cattle to buy 
young stock siieli as good young breeding cow s and 
well bred young stci'rs ; not to buy more than they 
can take care of, not to  pay ouLsldc prices, but at a 
m oilcia le  value, and w ith  proper care these cattle will 
certainly be able to return In the next three or four 
years and find a  place In the m arket w here the buyers 
w ill want them.

This country  has e lg h ty -five  m illion people to  fee<d, 
as against a very  inucfi sm aller population ten years 
ago, and while w e  m ay have little d isturbances and 
d ifferences In financial matter«, «till the«e people are 
all actively  engaged at work and they w ill themaelve« 
consum e an Immense lot o f  food  products o f  dlfferont 
kinds, and I think that the qu ietin « ilown o f  som e o f 
th« agitation« In certain  direetlons that b ee f w ill again 
becom e a  faverable  food  produoL to  the advantage o f 
the cattle  raiser w ho ha« the grit and the faith  to  stay 
in hl8 eld  calling.

D r. O allow ay la a  m arked m an: hla day« o f  u ««tu l- 
ness are over. 'What right has he to demand the «n - 
forcem ent o f  the health laws o f  T exas and ordinances 
o f  tho city  o f  Fort W orth ?  T ho C hicago packers, hav­
ing invested their m oney tn Texas, have a  perfect right 
to dqm p their refuse "w ith in  a  few  b lock « o f  the bu tl- 
lie«« d istricts o f  Fort Worth.** M oney Is sacred : the 
public health 1« a  delusion. Dr. O allow ay should go 
way back and sit dow n. H e is an Interloper, a meddler. 
H « Is tam pering with "vested rights." H e should kneel 
at the shrine o f the dollar Instead o f  th« «hrlno o f the 
law.— Dallas T lm es-H erald .

Dr. O allow ay 1« the c ity  physician o f  North Fort 
AVorth, and Ids rem arks did not apply to  Fort W orth, 
hence th« T im es-H cra ld  is «tightly o f f  its base. So far 
«s  refuse from  the packing houses 1« concerned, tho«« 
big Institution« are m aking «very  e ffort to destroy It 
through the process o f  crem ation  on their ow n premises.

T h e existing stock  law did not prsveat the *\>rt

K. 11 . Ileilrick. president o f  the Stock Yards N ational 
hnnk o f  Fort W orth, wa.s one o f  the bankers Interested 
la the action  taken by tlie Texas Bankers A ssociation  
111 semiion here lost week In regard to the suits pending 
sgah ist the Fort W orth L ive Stock exchange, says 
file Hun A nton io Express. eH  was to have read a 
paper before tho aesoeluHon, but not being on tha 
regular program  it was crow ded out for  lack o f  time.

In discussing the stock yards cases Mr. Hedrtok 
hmks at the suits from  the isUtndpoint o f  a  hanker. 
He review s extensively the history o f  the stock  yards 
Indaslry In Texas, their bearing on the ^copim erclal 
Interests o f  Texas and the e ffect the action  o f  tho 
attorney gcperul has upon the Industry. H is dlcusHlon 
fo llow s:

W hile we feel that the prosperity o f  the cou n try  In 
(,enen»l, w bicli has obtained for  several years past. Is 
a subject which bids us all thke new hope In tho 
success OÍ all liiilUBtrlul and /financia l Institutions 
tlirouKbout the slate. It appears the muro unfortunate 
at this iiartlcular tim e that .such a  serious blow  has 
l*een dealt to the cattle Industry o f the state.

W hile m e serious con.Hequence« ,and e ffects  o f  tho 
recent MUits filed by the' state o f Texas, claim ing v lo - 
la lion  o f the anti-trust law against the exchange and 
the com iiiission firm s and the pack«:rs, lia.s in Its Im- 
iiiediale effects lieen m ore seriously felt and expo- 
ileneed in my own town, wiiere this Itulustry Is c e n ­
tered, and from  wtileh It naturally*rudiiites, still, the 
consequences o f  the situation will. Inevitably, reach 
all portions o f  Texa.* and must nece.ssarlly depress 
that Industry Hinaighout the lim its o f  Hie whole state.

Packing House History
It appears that In the early part o f  the year o f  1889 

or 1890, Colonel Hoxle, a large and w ealthy operator 
from  the city  o f  Chicago, m ade hl.s boijie  and residence 
III Hie city o f  Fort W orth, and wa.s the ow ner o f  very  
oxicnslve and valuable ranch Interests throughout the 
Mate. H aving taken, up his resldeifce In T exas and 
I eing a man o f bnundl<^os energy, even a fter  he had 
sought a resldeiico In Texas In order to, escape som e 
o f  Hie assldu«ius dem ands upon his time and attention  
lic id e n t to a  bu.sy life In th<s great Industrial and fin an ­
cial centers like Chicago, he conceived  tho Idea o f In­
augurating a  packing industry w ithin the stats o f 
Texas, In the hopes o f  thereby bringing the m an u fac­
turer o f  m eat pnxlucts close  to the stock  producer. 
Aixiut tills time, under his direction, and w ith his Im ­
mense wealth, a  packing corporation  was organized 
and put''lii oiw ratlon in the city  o f  Fort W orth , repre- 
bCiiHiig an inveKtmpiit o f  som e $500,000 o r  $600,000. 
Tills Institution struggled along for a  num ber o f years 
with doubtful success, both for  the lack o f fucIlUies 
siirricteiitly large to  Induce the building up o f  a d e ­
sirable m arket for cattle  and ling.s, and In the face  o f  
the com pctitbin  in this line o f  biisine.sH. About tha 
time, oi- shortly  after, tbs H oxle packing concern  b e ­
gan Its operations at Fort W orth, a  live stock  exchange 
w as Incorporated and went Into business In the e ffort 
to establish som e uniform ity  In the handling o f live 
stoek at the Fort W orth  market, and this at a  tim e 
when tlicre were but tw o eom m lsslon  firm s doing 
bimlnesH at that place. This exchange, m 'ceasarlly 
feeble at that time, and being siijuKirted only by the 
eo-operatlon  o f  tw o  com m ission  m erchants led a 
rather precarious existence and about eciulvalent to 
the struggles and conditions which confronted  tha 
packing  Interest.

In 1901 a  m ost v igorous e ffort was m ade by  the c it ­
izens o f  Khrl W orth  and the Influential live stock  
raisers throughout the state to  increase the packing 
facilities at our tow n. This e ffort w as i^ost heartily 
jolneil in by the,bankers throughout the sjLte o f  Texas, 
from  one end o f  It to the other, as It w as the opinion  
o f all persons w ho bad any know ledge o f  the su bject 
w hatsoever, that If packing Institutions o f  su fficien t 
m agnitude could  be Induced to locate In Texas, this fact 
v/oulil sUiniilute the raising o f m ore hogs and sheep 
and Induce the live stock  raisers to fin ish  their cattle 
at horn« and find a  convenient market, tlierohy saving 
to them selves the cost and expense o f  transporting 
the Biinie such a great distance In order to find a  m ar­
ket, ami at the .same timo Increasing the volum e o f 
trade and com m erce In T exas and enlarging and p ro­
m oting the taxable values and prom oting tho material 
w ealth and prosperity o f  the state at large.

Local Capitol Added
Largo sum s of money wero sub.scrlbixl, m ore par­

ticularly by the citizens o f  Fort W orth  and Its Imme­
diate v icinity, r«“ach lng  the sum o f $250,000, which wa.s 
tendered ns a  donation to the packing plants o f  tho 
m iddle west In order to Indues» them to locate in Texas. 
A long w ith this donation w as likewise tondored a prac­
tical conceding  o f nil th« stock yards and old packing 
Intarests, and finally Armour A Co. and Sw ift & Co. 
were Induced to locate In Fort W orth and com pleted 
m agnifleeiit m anufacturing establishm ents there, pre- 
•siiHiig Investments o f  several millions o f  dollars. Im - 
i.iunso sum s of money wero then expended by various 
concom itant Interests, constructing nmnlo tiii.i 
dlous stoek yards, belt railways, horse and mulcSJarns, 
soap factories, fertilizing Industries and Institutions o f 
kindred character, which the whole state o f  Texas 
welcom tsl wlHi open arms, and every citizen o f  Texas, 
fisim one end o f it to the other, points to this great 
Industry and enhunconieiit o f  Texua com m erce w ith 
exalting jirldo.

Th(> packing institutlon.s have from  the tim e they 
located In Fort W orth  In 1901, continued steadily up 
to almiit eight m onllis ago to enlarge their plants, add 
lulilltlonal facilities and upon two different occasions 
within the jiast eighteen months com m ittees from  the 
Board of Tnido at Fort W orth  and from  the Fort 
W otth Live Stock exchange, have had alm ost positive 
assurance o f the fact that tw o other large packing 
toiiiliiuiles would construct plants at Fort W orth . 
Various unfortunate Incidents and circum stances h a v e ' 
at dirfcrent times, marred our hippos In this particular, 
and di terred a consum m ation o f this m uch hoped for 
realization. However, with the com panies at present 
operuHng we find In 1906 that the tw o plants located 
at Fort Worth have, by reason o f the facilities afforded  
In th«' way of a market for live stock, furn lllied em ­
ploym ent in the packing ln«1u3try proper, to no less 
than 4,000 employes, most o f w hom  are skilled men, 
whose average wage enrning is In excess o f  that o f  any 
nihnufacturlng or large Industrial concern  In the state 
o f Texas.

• Six Thousand Em ployes
Incident to this the stock yar«ls has furnished em ­

ploym ent for IGO more, and the Increase in the num ber 
o f live stock which find a market at Fort W orth  has 
induced and attracted a large num ber o f  com m ission  
firm s, partnerships and individual dealers In this line 
of business to Hi« extent o f at least 780 more. Im - 
niana« horse and mule exchanges have been Inaugu­
rated and established at FVirt W orth, where horses and 
m ules from  both Texas and all the middle and western 
states are shipped and sold, not on ly to Texas, but 
throughout tho cotton grow ing states o f  the south in 
Immense numbers, and here has furnished emptoyment 
for perhaps seventy-five employes and num erous 
sm aller contvrns. mknufaeturlng and Industrial In their 
nature. hAve sprung up around this ln«luatry to such, ap 
oxteat that, estimated as a whole, there arc between 
t,600 and 6,000 hien actually engaged and em ployed 
In earning wages, which have heeT\. added to  the pop­
ulation o f m y Immediate tow n and the state o f  T ex as  
As»d all this Is true with reference to th e 'actu a l addi­
tion  to  the population and local dt.slributlon o f  wages 
In m y country. The location o f this packing Industry 
has Induced the consignm ent to the Fort W orth  m ar­
ket o f  between 800 and <00 cars o f live stock per week, 
which, upon a  careful com putation, has been esti­
mated at a  x-alue o f  betwreen $400,000 and $800,000 per 
week, or, upon an average, $$,000,000 per month. This 
c«>ndltlon has likew ise given a  stimulus and a market 
at I 'ort W orth  for  all character o f  liv e ’ stock, where 
the cattle raisers find opportunities to purchase that 
cISM o f cattle which will Improve their herds.

T he mule and horse m a rk et 'n ow  egtend<*d to axport 
o f  bornea and mules to South Am erica and th i W est 
India Islands, together with the opportualty  to Texas 
and the aoutbem  sUUea, has added a veluoM at tMde 
mo leaa than $800AM  par aaoatb.

w ithstanding the fact that the old  pack in g  plant had 
'oeen In operation  fo r  a  num ber o f  years In a sm all way. 
It w as utterly Impo.sslhle fo r  them to  operate upon fu ll 
time on account o f  the scarc ity  and Inability to get 
hogs. It had lung been well underst«x>d by the business 
and financial Interests o f  T exas as w ell as by the m ost 
advanced agricultural thinkers, that the diversion  o f  
crop s  w as on e  o f  the cry in g  needs o f  the farm er In 
Texas, while the m w e raising o f  cotton  In som e se c ­
tions deprived the farm er and st«>ck r a ls e r 'o f  m any o f 
the sour<-es o f  wealth to the farm ing Irtterests w hich  
had been realized to such a  great extent by  the fa rm ­
ers and stock  raisers In the m ore th ick ly  settled se c ­
tions o f  the country and in the m iddle western states.

E very  conceivable character o f  Inducement, b y  a d ­
vertisem ent and otherwise, w as begun In 1901 by  tho 
packing Interest to stim ulate the raising o f  hogs. T h is 
has been so  successfu lly  carried  out that to«lay thuu- 
s.ands and thousands o f hogs are consigned  to the Fort 
■Worth m arket and sold each  and every  day. from  as 
fa r  north as Kansas, Indian and O klahom a Territories 
an«1 Arkansas and from  every «luarter o f  the state o f  
Texas. The fa ct that the num ber o f  h ogs dally  c o u - 
tilgned and sold at the F ort W orth  m arket having m ul­
tiplied from  year to  year and from  day  to  day and 
Increased tvlth such w onderful rapidity indicates that 
the farm ers o f  Texas have at last learned the great 
value and Immense am ount o f  wealth w hich  can be 
a«*cumulated to that Interest In T «xa s  by  so far d i­
vers ify in g  their farm ing IntereBts as to  spend a  p or ­
tion o f  their time In raising hog.s. T oday the p a ck ­
in g  IntereBts at Fort W orth  are running at fu ll time, 
killing thoui^Aiids at hogs each day, and the fa ct re ­
mains, w h l/h  can be verified by every shipper, that 
the price  o f  hogs at the F ort W«>rth m arket Is as high 
as the m arket price on the great m arkets at K ansas 
City, St. L ou is and Chicago, w hich  m:inlfeHtly saves 
hundreds o f  thousands o f dollars to the Texas farm ers 
in the w ay o f  freight rates In Hiclr e fforts  to reach 
tho m arket under the freight rates w hich  w ould n ec- 
sssÏFHy be paid In order to reach a market'.

An estim ate o f  the tnatter wIM sh ow  any person 
B iifnclently Interested to make th«i calculation  that 
the farm ers o f  Texas are .saving a s -m u ch  as $2 per 
hundre«J on hogs by reason o f  the packing  industry 
being  located In Texas. All the.sii Imm ense sum s o f 
m oney are put Into the channel!« o f  trade and co m ­
m erce o f  the state o f  T exas by reason o f  the location  
o f  these ln«1u.strles In the state o f  Texas. The hanks' 
fln«1 ready opportunity  to loan their surplus funds In 
fin ish ing these products fo r  a  hom e market, an«l all 
o f  this m oney, together w ith  the additional wealth In- 
rl.'lent to  the stimulus furnished to the farm ers to raise 
these live  stock  products tor this imirki't, rem ains at 
hom e and adds to the great volum e o f  money w hich  
liici^eases the wealth o f  the state and its citizens.

T he Bsnjcers’ Interest
I fu lly  appreciate that there is no class o f  men oh 

earth engaged in any kind o f  busioes.'» «vho have at nil 
lim e and under all circum stances sto«>«l w ith any grea t­
er resolution  for the enforcem ent o f  the laws o f the 
land than the bankers. T he banker la the represen­
tative o f  thh property Interest, not on ly o f  hlinself, 
but o f  a ll the people In the com m unity  in w hich  he 
«loes business, and at all times and under all c ircu m ­
stances the bankers have w elcom ed the righteous a d ­
m inistration  o f  the law s o f  the lan«i, to the end t,hat the 
liberty and property o f  the citizens o f  the country 
m ay be at all tim es fu lly  protected as contem plated 
by  our «xtnstltutlons, both state ami national.

Is the Law V iolated?
It seem s In this Instance from  all that I have been 

able to ascertain  that som e o f  the rules o f  the Fort 
W orth  I.lve  Stock exchange have, in the opin ion  o f 
the jfttorney general o f  the state, violated the p ro v is ­
ions o f  the T exas antl-tru.st law. W hile not under­
taking to  discuss the m erits o f  this position, and realiz­
ing o f  course that it is the «l\ity o f  all good cltlzen.s 
to  uphold the hands o f  the o fficers  o f  the state in tho 
en forcem ent o f  law s; still. I cannot but deplore the 
necessity for  pro.*!Ocntlon o f  this Interest, in view  o f  the 
luaiilfold  disturbances that w ill be and are already 
Incident thereto, as well o s  the fa r-reach in g  e ffects  
and in juries w hich  the sam e m ust necessarily  in flict 
up«>n so m any Innocent person.*.

It is w ell know n to us that the live stock  salt's w hich 
are accom plish ed  at the F ort W orth  m arket mu.st, by  
reason o f  the few  hours on  each day tn w hich tlie bu si­
ness Is t o  be  dont», bo accom plished  w ith  celerity, and 
there must, o f  necessity, be som e uniform ity  In the 
m anner o f  conducting  that buslneBs in order to a c ­
com plish  the desired results In the tim e allotted for  tho 
doing o f  the same, as well as to preserve that elem ent 
o f  Integrity in all the dealings on  that m arket as w ill 
stim ulate the consignm ent o f  live stock  to that point, 
and likew ise protect the public w ho use that m arket 
as a means fo r  disposing o f  Its product. It is perhaps 
a well know n fact to you all that the charges prescribed 
by  the exchange at P ort 'Worth are published In our 
daily papers^ while that at other m arkets, such as Sati 
Antonio, H ouston. G alveston and N ew  Orleans, w here 
the affiourit o f  business done does not require the 
existence o f  an exchange the com m issions for  said 
sales m ore than triple the am ount o f  charges at tha 
Fort AA'crth market.

Like Other Exchanges
It seem s that the exchange, from  Its very  Inception, 

had undertaken to observe the same rules and regu la­
tions. In the e ffort to  protect the F ort W orth  market, 
as the experience and w isdom  o f like institutions 
conducted from  time out o f  m ind In the U nited States. 
Their rules and regulations are sim ilar to thosJ o f 
cotton  exchanges, grain exchanges and like institu ­
tions a t such com m ercial points ns make such o r ­
ganizations an absolute necessity. T hey do not In any 
sense o f  the term  undertake to lim it the am ount o f  j t  
business done, nor by whom  that particu lar buslnes!^^ 
shall' be done, but they sim ply undertake to  prescribe 
a  system  o f rules and regulations, full o f  honor, in ­
tegrity, sound financial policy and characterized by  
good  moral.* from  a business standpoint, w hich they 
undertake as a great m oral factor to  en force the o b ­
servance of. not only as to  their ow n  trades, but o f  
every persons, firm  or  corporation  who m ay undertake 
to do huslne.ss at said market. I f  appears that th is 
exchange has a m em bership iv'hlch com prises men not 
only located in Port W orth, but all over the state, and 
o f  the very  highest order, som e o f w hom  are, bankers 
and o f  tho highest order o f  in tegrity ; old  men w ho 
have undertaken for  a  lifetim e to obey  the law » o f  their 
country, and have built up their ow n private fortunes 
by  Industry and honesty. It seem s that none o f the 
m em bers or  persons connected with this exchange have 
over know ingly violated the law o f  the great state 
o f  Texas, or at any time conceived the Idea that they 
w ere subjecting  themselves to  the' pains and penalties 
incident to  a  law breaker. This, o f  course, renders the 
situation very  serious from  a  personal standpoint In tho 
poeslbllity o f  the Infliction  o f hum iliation upon an 
clem ent o f  our cltlaenshlp w ho have at all times prided 
them selves upon their Integrity o f  character and their 
loyalty  and devotion to the law.* o f  their country.

T hese live stock exchanges, w hich  have likew ise 
fallen under the condem nation o f thé law departm ent 
o f  the state o f  Texas, have been potential factors In 
Increaslng^he posBlblllty o f  a ready money m arket for 
the cattle ral.ser. Ths com petition  am ong these cattle 
dealers Is the keenest o f  any Institutions with which 
I am acquainted. ^

There Is Com petition
There Is a gentlem anly scram ble am ong them day 

In and day out In their e ffo rt  to  enlarge the scope o f  
thslr clientage, and to render to  the shippers that ch ar­
acter o f  efficient. Intelligent and honest service w hich  
w ill prom ote their reputations throughout the country 
and Induce to them a larger conslgnnKent than to their 
fellow  operators in the E xchange building, and to this 
fact Is largely due the high price th:it they arc able 
to  get the shippers from  the packers. M any o f  these 
com m ission  firm s and oompanle.* have the moral sup­
port at lea st i f  not ths active support o f  som e 
o f  the wealthiest and m ost Influential men in Texas: 
the com panies or  firm s thus being o f  the very higheat 
n .oral reeponatblllty, have thereby bean enabled to  
make fm a a d a l arrangem ents In the eastani and middle 
woatam oltles by  w hich  they w ere enab led to  furnlab 
tn laioasa e» «̂ nlook mlaora la T exas tmmensa

carry on and handle their buslneaa, and reap  ^ e  
inense profits and w ealth therefrom . JlundreiU  a a d _  
thousands o f  sm all s tock  ralseia  and farm ers, hantUlng 
st«>ck In d ifferen t form s, are b y  this m eans enabled 
to raise m oney through h is particu lar firm  or  agency, 
w hen standing alone he w ould  not be able to  pr«>vide 
h im self w ith the credit necessary  to  prosecute the
buM ness w hich  he 1» by  m eans o f  these com panies envi­
able d to  carry  on.

Banks H ave M uch Paper
T here is, from  estim ates w hich  I have been able 

to m ake after Inquiry am ong the leading m em bers o f  
these com m ission  firm s, at least $25,000,000 ol> paper 
in T exas which has been negotiated directly  o r  ln«U- 
rectly  through these channels, w hich is being used 
by the farm ers and stock  raisers throughout this state 
In the conduct o f  their business. Y ou gentlem en here 
assem bled will 'oear m e out In the statem ent that nu ­
m erous banks In T exas have on  hand from  tim e to  
tim e thousands o f  dollars o f  th is paper, w hich  has 
com e to  them  through  these com m ission  firm s, and by  
reason o f  the fa ct that the com m ission  firm s, solvent 
la  fin an cia l standing and o f the highest order o f  m oral 
risk, standing betw een  you  and the original maker 
o f  the paper, has Induced you to  loan the money, and 
that w e have at all tlnx's, as banks, felt the greatest 
securtty w ith refepe-nce to this paper and sought after 
it, and this fa ct alone has been a  boon to the rriKn 
w lio needed the m o:»ey In raising, han«lllng and fln - 
islilng his stock  and live st«K;k products for  the markeL

It seem s now that by reason o f  these unfortunate 
suHs against all this entire inilustry and all these In­
stitutions and Individuals, that a  depression  hiw set In 
■tt’ lth reference to this cattle  paper w ithin the last ten 
days. By reason o f  m y dally  and Intim ate association  
w ith  the heads o f a  great m any o f  these Institutions,
1 have observed all character o f  retiuests f«n* money, 
an«l fo r  renew als o f  oiA standlng paper w hich these 
com m ission  firm s, corporations and IndUiduals are 
m ost exceedingly  anxious to grant, but find it Im pos­
sible for  them to do so  on accou n t o f  the present sit­
uation. ■“

H ops Speedy Settlem ent
It Is rem arkable, and you can hardly realize, those 

o f you  w ho have not com e In communl«?atlon w ith  the 
situation  there, how far-reach in g  the e ffe cts  o f  theso 
suits have been and w hat consternation , dem oralization  
and disorganization  is  now  presented w ith  reference to  
all character o f  cattle  paper and as a ffectin g  the' live 
stock  industry as a  whole. I know  that all the financial 
InstfluU ons in m y im m ediate country  Ixrve urged upon 
these unfortunate «lefen«3unts in these suits. Individuals 
and corporations and the like, to  make som e ad ju st­
m ent .of this m atter If poaslble, to tho end that this 
situation may be relieve«], w ith  as little danger to the 
innocent as possible, even though I, for  one, feel that 
those o f  you  w ho know  the situation will Join me In 
believing that th«)se w ho are accused  are likew ise inno­
cent. and If they can be said to have acted in violation  
o f  the law.* o f  the country, th a t ’ lt has been a  mere 
technical accident, and not from  Intentional conduct.

And w hile personally 1 w ould n«»t' undertake to  crH - 
Icli-e the attorn«>y genei-al o f  state, nor assum e the 
al'-tlity to advise him  a.* to w hat the laws o f  the country 
are, 1 feel that you w ill o il Join me In the hope that 
he as rei>rPBentlng the great state o f Texas, will be 
able to  find spme possib ility  o f  a  speedy term ination 
o f this controver.*y w hich 1s leaving such an em bargo 
upon this great industry and thereby relieve the sit­
uation and spare the lnn«>cent public throughout tho 
state o f  Texas fi-om a  condition  o f  financial dcprc.sslon 
It not ruin w hich  m ay bo approach ing  them.

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'Terse Tales of the Movements of Cattlemen All Over the 
Great Rsm^ Country of the Entire Southwest

Movamant W ill Ba Lata 
Much Interest is being evidenced this 

spring in the m ovem ent o f  young ca t­
tle from  the southwest, ^^^lile this 
m ovem ent is not expected to be as 
heavy this year as usual, there la every 
indication that the volum e of^  trading 
done at the Uenver stock  yardd'W lll be 
heavy, as a  great m any stockm en 
have signified their intention o f grim­
ing here to make their purchases. B u y­
ers are not aow  paying so m uch atten ­
tion to the light-boned steers from  tho 
extrem e southwesL as their past e x ­
perience with these has not been en ­
tirely satisfactory, and are taking m ore 
interest in the better bred cattle from  
the I'unhandls country and N orthern 
N ew  M exico. T h is section  ha.s been 
m aking rapid progress during the last 
few  years in breeding up their cattle 
and stockm en find that it pays to  buy 
the better bred kinds. This year bu y ­
ers seem inclined to a 'alt until about 
M ay 20 before m aking their purchases. 
M any losses have been sustained iit the 
past by taking cattle in before  the 
early M ay storm s were iiast and m ost 
o f  the old -tim e cattlem en now think 
that from  the 15th to the 20th o f  M ay 
Is early enough to turn out their ca t­
tle. The old-tim ers are predicting som e 
storm s during the first half o f  May 
on J^count o f  the extrem ely NpiUd 
Pinter w e have had, and look fo r  a 
Lther late season. On this account It 
I generally believed that business In 

iSuthern cattle will not get fu lly  under 
w ay  until a fter tho middle o f  the 
m onth, although there will be som e 
through shipm ents before that time and 
also som e cattle here on sale.— D enver 
R ecord -Stockm an.

Good fo r  Sheepmen
“ M arket conditions will be the deter- 

ir ln in g  factor in ihe sum m er runs o f 
grass m uttons.” said Frank Oxtiian o f 
C hicago to a  representative o f  the H el­
ena Independent. “ There Is no reason 
w hy the western aheep ow ner should 
m arket stu ff If prices do not suit him 
and I venture tho assertion that he w ill 
follow  this policy. There wll be an 
enorm ous demand for  stock  and breed­
ing stuff. W yom ing, M ontana and 
South D akota are hungry for  sheep. 
Cattle are being displaced everyw here 
and new flocks by the score will be 
fuundeil during the next few  months. 
Extension o f  the industry will be lim ­
ited. in  fact, only by paucity  o f  sup­
ply. One factor in strengthening prices 
w ill be a  poor lam b crop. Ureedtng 
stock  wintered badly and that alw ays 
m eans a cut in the numlrer o f  lam bs 
available. E w e lam bs will be hoid back 
as rigidly as last year.

“ There are num erous reasons w hy 
the m arketw ard m ovem ent o f gra.ss fat 
stu ff will be small. III?h  prices last 
y e a r  caused heavy shipping. Ewe 
lam bs are too valuable to go  to the 
bptcher and ow ing to a severe winter 
coupled w ith bad w eather In lam bing 
tim e on m any sections o f  the range, it 
w ill not be m ore than u 60 or 70 per 
cent lamb crop. Oregon has had bad 
luck. Thousands o f  lam bs have su c­
cum bed to inclem ency and dry ew es are 
being eold o f f  In consequence. One ou t­
fit  sold 3,000 o f  these ewes fo r  the 
C alifornia m arket recently. W est o f 
the mountains they usually Iamb In 
M arch and April, and It has been an y­
thing but a  favorable season. M on- 

-tarva’s crop com es later, but breeders 
on tjjat range are not optim istic, ow ing 
to  a  bad breeding season. Idaho and 
N evada also wintered badly, and C ali­
forn ia  has had a light lam b crop, o w ­
ing to a dry fall. In the southwe.st 
conditions are reported better, and bolli 
A rizona and New M exico had good 
lam b crops.

"Rom e w ool has been contracted In 
the west, but there Is at present no 
disposition on either side o f  the m ar- 
l i e t .^  do business until a fter shearing 

A. Sm ythe & Son o f Oregon 
recently sold their c lip  at 20o, against 
15c last year, a deal that indicates the 
strength o f the m ark et.”

V accinate the Calves
An Iow a correspondent w rites that 

he has a bunch o f  calves In the feed 
lot w hich he expects to m arket In the 
late sum m er or early fall, and w ants 
to know whether he ought to vaccinate 
them. If they w ere our calves w e 
w ould certain ly  vaccinate them w ith ­
out delay. He had a costly  experience 
In this m attef and now  m ake a regu­
lar practice o f  vaccinating  calve.s In 
the fall and again  In the spring, 
w hether they are being fed or not. N ot 
long ago we w ere situated Just as our 
correspondent Is at the present tim e. 
*We started a bunch o f calves on feed 
In January and In M ay debated the 
question o f  w hether w e should v a c ­
cinate them. They w ere m aking such 
n ice gains that w e determ ined to take 
our cihances rather than run the risk 
o f  setting them b.ack by vaccination : 
as a  result w e lost three o f  them by  
blackleg and would have lost m ore had 
w e not Imm ediately vaccinated. In tho 
future we do not propose to take any 
chances L i this kind. It has been dem ­
onstrated that vaccination  will prevent 
blackleg, and while it m ay slightly In­
terfere  with the gain o f  these calves, 
yet the loss from  this cause w ill not 
am.ount to  nearly as much as the loss 
o f  one or tw o with blackleg.— W a l­
la ce ’s Farmer.

The Indian ^Territory 
T here has been consldern.ble rainfall 

In parts o f  the Indian T erritory  within 
the laat few  w eeks and som e dam age 
has been done to the crops and to the 
railroad tracks In places. D ick  True, 
the big  feeder and shipper as well as 
stock  farmer, was on the yards anS 
said In answer to  questions: “ W e have
had m ost too  m uch m oisture up our 
w a y : that is, around RVlm. On m any 
p laces the crops were washed end 
m uch dam age resulted. The wheat 
w ith  us Is looking well In general, but 
upon close inspection there Is som e 
rust or  som ething that looks very  
m uch like it to  me. Oats are looking 

^well, but corn  Is in the grass som e 
and the farm ers are behind In thslr 
w ork. U p about Chlckasha wheat is 
not hurt with rust caused by rain, for 
they have not had as m uch as w e , 
have, but they are having trouble w ith ' 
the cinch bug. which. If he gets in hid 
w ork, will certainly hurt things. The 
railroad a few  miles above Ryan w as 
w ashed out pretty badly, about 1,001 
feet o f  the track  having been sw ept 
aw ay. A  train cam e along and the

T h ings are getting  better, 
though, now and i f  It w ill on ly  put In 
Its tim e raining where It Is needed 
and leave ua alone for  tw o or  th r e ^  
w eeks we will assum e our usual good  
conditions and soon catch  up with the 
rest o f  the T erritory.

“ I am feeding 400 head o f  stu ff now, 
that Is all: but can ’ t say exactly  When 
they will be ready for  m a rk et ."

East M ust Start It
“ I f  a  crazy  m arket Is to  be started 

on feeding stock  this year It is up 
to the east to  begin operations. C olo­
rado Is laying dow n,’? said Senator 
D rake Of Colorado In C hicago the 
other day. “ W e will fill our feed lots 
at prices that look reasonable, but not 
otherwise. T w o  years ago  Colprado 
filled up early and tho east had to<* 
take w hat w as left at m uch higher 
prices. Liist year Ohio and M ichigan 
determ ined not tu be caught napping 
in the sam e fashion and scram bled over 
the range before snow  disappeared, 
paying any old price to get the stock. 
The result w as that feeders averaged a 
dollar a  hundred higher than w as n ec­
essary and fu lly  that m uch higher than 
prices o f  fa t stuff, during the season 
ju st closed w arranted. This year C olo ­
rado proposes to  lie back. A  large 
num ber o f  lam bs had been contracted 
for  by  feeders around F ort Collins by 
this time in 1905, but none has been 
bought yet. w ith  the exception  o f  a 
few  contracts made last fall, and I am  
o f  the opinion  tluH buying will be d e ­
ferred until late Tli the season. M ay 
last year saw  C olorado wefl contracted, 
but there w ill be no M ay business this 
season. It Is up to  the feeder In ter­
ritory  east o f  C hicago to m ake the first 
m o v e .”

Cattle Conditions
It Is evU ent that there are m any 

stockm en In the country with cattle 
w ho w ould like to  sw ap them for d o l- 
ars. In spite o f  the fact that the m ar­
ket has been In a dull, unsatisfactory  
condition  for  the past month, every 
tim e there Is a little spurt In prlf^e-s 
a  heavy run invariably follow s. R e ­
ce ip ts ’ for the m onth o f  April will ba 
close  to 242,000 bead, w hich ,1s a small 
gain over last year, but not more than 
a  norm al dem and should take care of. 
T he fact o f  the m atter Is the demand 
has not been up to the normal for 
som e time. Eastern conditions have 
been such that not as m uch meat w.is 
w anted as usual and the state o f  the 
m arket abroad did not im part m uch 
activ ity  to the export demand. Dis 
couraged by the sluggish condition of 
the market, m any stockm en have been 
holding their cattle back, hoping for 
an advance In values, but thus far the 
expected rise has not dev«lox>ed. A 
canvass am ong the best posted ca t­
tlemen show s that opinions are not In 
harm ony regarding the Immediate fu ­
ture. Som e assert that there are 
enough cattle available to keep the 
m arket at all low  ebb during all the 
summ er, while others declare that the 
feed lota are pretty well emptied and 
that a decided change for  the better 
will soon develop. The average sh ip ­
per can get very  little satisfaction  out 
o f  such contrary Ideas, and about the 
only thing he can do la to draw his 
ow n conclusions and act accordingly. 
— C hicago L ive Stock W orld.

to the United States in March has bocyi 
than In previous months. Tw enty-n ine 
late because o f  mixupa In the malls 
carrying reporta from  the various sta ­
tions. Im portations were rather lighter 
than In previous m onths, tw enty-nine 
horses cam e through San Diego, on* 
througjj Eagle Pass, tw o going to 'Texas 
for w ork and the rest to California for 
the same purpose. San D iego also re ­
ports the Inspectlohl o f  1,017 sheep, all 
o f  w hich were to be slaughtered In 
California.^ T w enty  anses cam e 
through Nogalea and went to Arizona 
for  work, and one asa Inspected at San 
D iego went to  California for work. Tw o 
dear were Inspected at Eagle Pass and 
tw o at I-aredo. for exhlbltTon In O kla­
hom a and Louisiana.

Fences M utt Come Down
OM AH A, M ay 12.— By an order l.s- 

sued by Judge Munger, tw enty-five  
cattlem en are given five days In which 
to rem ove their unlaw ful fences from  
the governm ent dom ain after which 
M arshal W arner is ordered to pull 
them down and destroy them at the 
expense o f  the cattlemen. The cattle­
men are al.so perm anently enjoined 
from  constructing  fences upon the 
public domain.

BAILEYCALLS 
ROOSEVELT CLAY

Texas Senator Concludes At­
tack on President

W A SH IN G T O N , D. C„ M ay 12.—Sen­
ator Bailey o f  Texas, In concluding an 
attack  on President Roo.aevelt for his 
alleged surrender on the railroad rate 
and ta riff questions today, said:

“ Let us have no m ore here or 
throughout the country  o f  this talk o f 
an Iron man. H o Is c lay  and very 
com m on clay  at th a t ."

Mr. Carter defended the President 
against attacks on him, saying: “ No 
one fam iliar with the President would 
charge him with cow ardice for his 
record fo r  courage is certain ly  unex­
celled.”  Carter said the D em ocratic 
party waa a  party o f  negatlam and 
nothing more. H o declared that It was 
frightened Into a  chlH over prospect 
o f  action, and ho charged Mr. Rayner 
and Bailey with having In all their 
congressional career done nothing to 
secure railroad rate legislation.

R eplying Senator Bailey declared 
that the M ontana senator's ebullition 
had been due to the fact that he ha<l 
not been m entioned by Mr. Rayner as 
one o f  the am bassadors from  the Presi­
dent to arrange the rate bill. He called 
attention to the fact that during his 
ten years’ ' service In the house the 
Ilem ocrats had been in control for on ly 
four years. He re_pested his charges 
o f  Inconsistency on President R oose- 
velL charging that he had failed to 
take position on  the railroad question 
before election, and that he A||fl failed 
to revise tho tariff. « «

W . T. Mdthea o f  W aller county 
graced our trading arena the last week, 
acc-ompanylng a  car o f  black poll year­
lings, which sold at em inently satis­
factory  prk-es.

Every now and then xre meet a man 
who declares, and cites hla past ex - 
pcrlftice, that live stock  h*ive no need 
w hatever o f  salt. Som e g o  even fa r ­
ther and say that sa lt la a  poison. 
This Is so entirely contrary  to alm ost 
universal experience that farm ers are 
disposed tu laugh at the man w ho 
with a straight face  tells them  that 
live stock  have no need o f  salt.

This question  o f the value o f salt as 
part o f  the ration o f  dairy cow s was 
taken up by P rofessor B abcock  In 
1839, and th e^ esu lts  when w ritten out 
were so  at variance w ith  public op in ­
ion regarding the effects o f  salt, that 
it was though^  unw ise to  publish 
them until more i r e f u l  tests had beqn 
made. In short, this first experim ent 
seem ed to  show  that the yield o f  m ilk 
and the fat content were practically  
the same whether the cow s had any 
salt Or not. This w as also true o f 
trials o f  this kind m ade by  other e x ­
perimenters, such us P rofessor R o b ­
erts o f  the Ontario station : I’ rofessor 
Arnold, author o f  A m erican  D airying: 
and Boussingault and I^u Bel. foreign  
'expierlmenters. It w as show n thai 
where cow s ha^ been induced to  eat 
a  large am ount o f  salt, five  to seven 
ounces a  day m ixed w ith their feed, 
the result had been a  m arked falling 
off In the quality o f  milk w ith no In­
crease In yield. P ro fessor  B abcock ’s 
experim ent Is now' published for the 
first time. In connection  w ith two 
others conducted ten years later and 
continued for  a long period and w ith 
the must thorough and painstaking 
care, as Is usual with experim ents c o n ­
ducted at the W isconsin  station. W o 
give t'he conclusions in fu ll:

“ In every  case there w as finally  
an abnorm al appetite for  salt, a fter 
having been deprived o f  It for  tw o or 
three weeks, but In no case did the 
health o f  the animal, as show n by  the 
general appearance, the live w eight, 
or the ¿ 'leld  o f  milk, appear to be 
affecteiL until a m uch longer tim e had 
elapsed. This period o f Immunity 
varied with Individual cow s from  less 
than one inuiUh to tnore than a year.

“ In evry case there w as finally  
reached a condition o f  low  vitality  in 
which a sudden and com plete break ­
down occurred, from  w hich recovery 
w as rapid If salt was supplied. This 
stage w as marked by loss o f appetite, 
a generally haggard appearance, a 
rough coat, and a very rapid ducllne 
In both live weight and yield o f  milk.

“ The breakdown w as m ost likely to 
occur at calving time or  Immediately 
after when the system  was weakened 
and the flow  o f milk large. In general 
the cow s giving the largest am ount 
o f  milk were the first to show signs 
o f  distress. They all suffered less In 
pasture than when confined to tho 
st.able.

“ The behavior o f  the cow s in these 
trials Includes that their food con ­
tained sufficient chlorine to maintain 
them In good h€>alth, while dry. for 
an Indefinite period, and It seems 
probable that, under condltUms ex ist­
ing In W isconsin, a dry cow  or a  steer 

■vouM  suffer no great lnconvenlenco'*If 
given no salt except that contained 
In tl>e usual fed eaten. Tt l.s calculated 
that tho ration given In these experi­
ments contained chlorine equivalent to 
about 0.75 ounces o f salt per day. and 
It Is assumed that this la Ihe mtnlinum 
amount o f  salt req'ulred per 1,000 
pounds live w eight to sustain on  an i­
mal that Is not producing milk. I f 
this am ount la not present In the food 
it should he supplied directly.

“ In addition to this a cow  should 
receive enough salt to com pensate for 
the chlorine contained In the milk p ro ­
duced. In gener.'il this will requir« 
about 0.6 o f  an ou nce o f  salt fo r  each 
tw enty pounds o f milk given. A slight 
excess will do no haim , and It la 
lecoinm ended that dairy cow s In W is ­
consin be given at least one ounce o f 
salt per day. Idxcepilonally heavy 
milkers will require m ore thiin this.

“ The uniform  results obtained with 
all cow s employed In these trIaJa In­
dicate beyond question that In W is ­
consin and In other regions sim ilarly 
located salt In addition to that o b ­
tained In the food Is absolutely essen­
tial to the continued health o f a  dairy 
cow  while producing milk,

“ It is evident, m oreover, that tho 
am ount o f  salt w hich m ust he su p­
plied directly  will vary  greatly In d if ­
ferent localities. It being m ore at bigh 
elevations and at places rem ote from  
the sea.

“ The euccess o f  the.se experim ents 
must be chiefly  attributed to the e x ­
ceptionally long periods during which 
salt w as withheld. In no previous 
tests, so far as the w riter knows,' havd 
cow s been deprived o f  salt for more 
than thirty consecutive days, which 
period Is shown to be entirely Inade- 
quale, under conditions which exist at 
this station. ’The tw enty-three cow s 
that were deprived o f  salt In our tfla ls 
all continued (pr m ore than sixty  days, 
and several o f  them  for  m ore thaq 
six months, before any noticeable 
effect upon their physical condition  or 
yield >>f milk occurred.

“ The results naturally suggest the 
question wliether the short periods 
usually ernpbiyed In feeding experi­
ments have been su fficient to show 
the physiological e ffect o f  any partic­
ular food. In com paratlvsly  few  feeij- 
Ing experim ents have careful oh.serva- 
tlons been contained for  m ore than 
thirty consecutive days w ithout a 
change. M ost o f  the know ledge re ­
garding the relative value o f  the 
standard feeding stuffs has been de ­
rived from  trials In which the periods 
did not exceed tw o weeks. T h is Is 
especially true o f  data concern ing tba 
dlgestlhlllty o f  foods.

“ It seem s likely from  the behavior 
o f  all the cow s In these trials that 
there are certain reserve forces which 
enable an animal to adapt Itself to 
adverse conditions and even to o v e r ­
com e the effect o f  m alnutrition for 
much longer periods than have here­
tofore bean considered sufficient.

“ It Is not Intended to throw d is ­
credit upon the w ork already done, 
but it tÿ suggested that much ad d i­
tional knowledge concern ing  the 
physiological Influence o f  foods m ay 
be gained and thereby m any o f  the 
uncertainties which exist today rega rd ­
ing feeding problème be elim inated by  
greatly extending the experim ental 
periods.”

AH o f  which shows that the p rac­
tice o f  the farm er w ho ordlnarly salts 
h is cattle regularly every  week, or 
oftener, la based on sound scientific 
principles. It shows, m oreover, the 
folly  o f  drawing broad general con clu - 
alons from  the results o f  one experi­
ment, or  from  many experim ents un ­
less conducted under practically  the 
same conditions ■ and circum stances.— 
W allaces’ Farmen^^^^^^^^^

BOOKS RETURNED 
TO THE EXCHANGE

Judjre Smith Decides in Favor 
of Local Or^ajiisation

SUBPENA W RIT MISUSED

Holds That Grand Jury Can Be Called 

in Only to  Get Testim ony in 

Crim insi Procsedings

A  dectslun returning books and pa­
pers o f  the Fort W orth  Live Stock E x ­
change to that organization was ren­
dered late Friday afternoon by Judge 
M. K. Sm ith in the Sevontoenth d is ­
trict court at the conclusion  o f  con ­
tem pt proceedings against J . 1*. L ight- 
foot, o ffice  aaslstant o f  Attorney G en­
eral D avidson ,'the proceedings against 
Judge LIghtfoot grow ing  out o f  the 
charge that he illegally took books and 
papers o f the Exchange to Austin, 
where they were used in preparation 
o f anti-trust suits by (he state against 
com m ission  men ami others associated 
in the live stock business at Fort 
W orth.

Judge Sm ith 's decision and statement 
o f  the case was us fo llow s:

1 have paTlently listened to the able 
argum ents o f  edunsel, and w ithout g o ­
ing into an extended dlseusslun o f  the 
case, 1 desire to say:

It is In testim ony that a  subpena 
duces tecum  was served on Paul 
Htelren, requiring him to  bring with 
him the record books, show ing m in ­
utes and proceedings o f  all m eetings 
o f  the exchange, and a  list o f  the c o r ­
porations ow ning stock  In the E x ­
change, to appear before  tha fra n d  
ju ry  in this county and organlaSd by

> court, instanter, to  testify  genaraJIy in 
behalf o f  the state o f  Texas. Prevloi

this court at the January term  o f  this
qall

to the date o f  this subpena tho grand 
ju ry  had been engaged In the Investi­
gation o f  the question as to  w hether 
or not the Fort W orth  L ive Stork E x ­
change w as doing business In violation 
o f thè anti-trust law s o f  the state o f  
Texas, and this subpena w as served 
upon Mr. Stelreu, w lio had previously 
been before the grand ju ry  touching 
tho matter. H e appeared at the county 
attorney ’s o ffice  w ith the book.s m en­
tioned In this subpena and the county 
attorney took possession o f this book 
and w hatever else he had with him. He 
was there inform ed by the ottorqeys 
representing the statu that they wanted 
other docum ents, all o f  w hich were 
finally iiroduced, and he testifies that 
he delivered thesu papers and these 
books in the bollèf und ln the fiüth that 
they were to  be used In thé grand ju fy  
Investigation, and by virtue o f  this 
writ o f  attuehineiit and subpena duoes 
tecum : I believe he delivered them In
pursuance o f  that \inderstamling.

Books in Custody o f Court
I do not think there was any au ­

thority to issue thi.s sulipotia for any 
other purpose than a grand ju ry  In­
vestigation  o f  whether Ihe I,lvo Stork 
E xchange and ILs menihers had v io ­
lated the law. 1 believe that this p ro­
ceeding idaceil tho hooks and records 
In the custody  o f  the Seventeenth dis­
trict cou rt: I think It had that e ffe ct . 
Respondent was hero and w as eng- 
hliiant o f  Ihe plan to secure this e v i­
dence In this way, but did not know 
that the forem an o f  ^ e  grand ju ry  did 
not In fget sign tho w rit— though 1 
think thdt Is ImmuterluL It w as tho 
custom  o f  the present eourity attorney. 
In thé course o f  business, lo  sign the 
name o f  the forem an o f  the grand 
ju ry : and I think th-at this process 
should bo treated, fo r  the purposes o f  
this ease, at least, as a valiti w rit o f 
attarhm eiit directing Mr. Stelreii to 
bring with him thess docum ents, and 
that Ills action  In the prem ises plu.ccd 
these wrltlng.'i and books In the cu s ­
tody o f  the court. L ater on tho re­
spondent, by  tho consent o f  the cou n ­
ty  attorney, carried these books and 

gfiapers to Austin, w'lth the Intention, oa 
h e  testifies, and as I believe Is a fact, 
o f using them as evidence In the an ti­
trust suits which he aft or ward filed. 
At the tim e this subpena w as Issued 
there w as no suit pending a t, Austin 
Against Ihe U v e  Stock  Exchange, or 
any o f  Its mem bers, for  v iolating the 
antl-trusttlAW.

It further appears from  the testi­
m ony that respondent agreed with the 
county  attorney  that he w ould return 
these books, but the evidence Is u n ­
certain as to  what tim e he w ould make 
such return. They w ere never returned, 
however, aqd the testim ony show s that 
there w as no Intention on the part o f 
resi)ondcnt to ever restore the hooka 
to the custody  o f this Court, unless you 
m ight say. as contended, th.it they 
were In tlie custody o f  the court while 
at Austin, w hich 1 do not hclleve to he 
the law : hut they had been taken out 
o f  the court’s custody hy respondent. 
In obedience to a notice lssue<lc.by this*' 
court respondent has brought tlyt books 
here and they are now  held su bject to 
W hatever order the court m ay m ake In 
the case.

It Is contended here that the a ttor ­
ney general’s deixtrtment m s y uye the 
grand ju ry  for  the purpose o f  p rocu r­
ing testim ony to be used Jn the prose­
cution o f  suits for penalties on account 
o f  viubitlons o f  the an ti-trust law, and 
that when It doe.s rtlllze  the grand jury 
and gets possession o f  written testi­
m ony thereby It becom es law fu lly  pos­
sessed o f  It and has a right to retain It.

Authority of Grand Juries
I do not think the grand ju ry  can be 

used for tha purfiose o f  procuring tes­
tim ony to I>e used In any  kind o f a 
I'xwsult except a crim inal prosecution ; 
the very  institution o f a grand ju ry  
.and the law with referedico thereto 
show s that this Is' utterly foreign to

any function o f  a grand Jury, In my 
judgm ent. They are charged only t > 
Investigate crim inal violations, and I 
do not think that body Is clothed witn 
power to make any investigation ex ­
cept with a view o f finding Indict­
ments for violations o f  the law. M ore­
over, It seems that the legislature had 
In mind tjiat very Idea when It eniietod 
that under the untl-trust law tnvestl- 
ga llon s cuum be made before a justice 
o f the peace and the testim ony written 
and signed by the witnesses and de­
livered to the officers prosecuttiiK tho 
picas o f  the stale. I think that points 
out the m ethod for the seeuring ot 
leslim oiiy In a case o f this kind. The 
grand ju ry  » ould not furnish ai)d 
would not be aulhorized to furnish the 
attorney general or  any other officer 
tlie tustimony which it secured In (he 
tnvosltgallon  o f  crim e, especially In a 
suit not essentially a  crim inal case 
they are not authorized lo  do that; 
under their oaths they are sworn not to 
divulge what transpires In the grand 
ju ry  room, excei>t where Its truth or 
fa lsity  com es In »luestlon la a judicial 
proceeding. 1 think this excludes the 
Idea that the grand ju ry  can be used 
lo r  liny such purpose. Therefore I do 
not think that hy virtue o f this suh- 
peiia o f  the grand jury  there was 
vested any right o f eonlrol o f the pa­
pers In the attorney general o f the 
state or In the respondent. It Is co n ­
tended that after the grand jury  ad­
journed the jurlsilb'tion o f the court 
no longer existed to deal with property 
that might have com e Into tl»l> cu s ­
tody o f  tho court or before the grand 
jury. 1 cannot agree with that con ­
tention; I cannot g ive my assent to 
that, because w hatever prop*>rty or 
w hatever testim ony Is law fully  brought 
before the grand ju ry  for use there 
w hile they arc in session com es li\to 
the custody o f  tho court. It m ay ho 
In the actual possession o f  tho grand 
jury, but It Is In the custody o f tho 
court. W hen the grand jury adjourns 
that does not defeat the custody  o f 
the court; the custody o f  tho court re­
mains, and no o ffic ia l has the right 
to take possession o f  any properly  left 
In the custody  o f the court In that way. 
It would present a very  peculiar s it ­
uation; It would sim ply lake a man’s 
private i'rup»:rty by force o f law, and 
booausa the grand ju ry  adjourned, it 
w ould leave It In tho uqluwful poa- 
session o f  w hatever o ffic ia l might have 
takgn It, and would place the owner 
In the sam e position ho would occupy 
w here his .property  was unlawfully 
seised, leaving him no legal rem edy ex ­
cept an original suit to regain Its pos- 
sosslon. The state will not deal with 
Us citizens In that wny. T he law au­
thorizes the Issiinnco o f  a w rit o f this 
kind, .and roqulres the person upon 
w hom  It Is served to obey it. If ro- 
qiiires him  to produce hla books and 
Ills paners.

What Law  Rsquliiss
I will not now discuss the queetlon 

ns to whether or not a  man can he 
forced to g ivo «videiice against hlm - 
selt; we will assum e that that ques­
tion Is not In this case, because this 
subpena has betn obeyed. T ho law 
requirus him to obey that subpeim ; It 
requires him to produce whatever Is 
named in that suhiiena as tustim ony; 
but, in return for that, the law guar­
antees to  him tliat It will keep and 
safeguard his i>ropcrty and use It for 
the jiurpuses nveiitloned lit tho writ, 
>tnd that when tho ob ject o f Investi­
gation  set out In the w rit has ccasoil, 
it will be returned to htin. But so far 
us m y reading and observation  has
f ülle. It has lieeii the custom  and ]irac- 

Icc o f  nil courts that w herever w rit­
ten testlm uny or iiroperty o f  any kind 
— private properly— has been seized by 
virtue o f  a writ to be used as lusll- 
mony, when the objeot o f  that iiarticu- 
lar selzuru or rcqtilreinent has been 
fu lly  accom plished, then tho right Im­
m ediately vests In the owner o f  the 
property to Its p<Mi))es8lon, and It Is tliii 
duty o f  the court to return It to him. 
T he grand ju ry  In this Instance nd- 
JOlinied w ithout lirlnglng any Indict­
ment for  violalloii o f  the anII-truKt 
law ; therefore the o b jsc ls  and pur- 
pdpes set out In this writ w ere fully 
ivccumpllslic<l. 'iUic pn 'snm pllon  Is 
that ine grand jury reached (he con - 
clualoii thst no prosecutions should be 
hud, and none were had. That qiies- 
tlpn, however. Is not Involved: su f­
fic ien t to soy they filed no Indictment. 
And as I do not hellsvo Ihe attorney 
general o f  the slate can utilize the 
grand ju ry  lo  secure testim ony to be 
used in suits o f  this character; and 
as the ohjact o f  the w rit was fu lly  ae- 
coni^lislxeil when the Investigation sn<l- 
ed and no bill o f  Indictment was re- 
tU A ed, 1 think the right o f  the Live 
SLook Exchange to the {»ossesslon of 
tha prbperly  wiis revived and they 
had the right then to repossess them ­
selves o f  it, and could huvs dune so, 
had they gotten  the proper order o f  tho 
court for  that purpose. When the prop­
erty cam e Into this court It w as here 
fcubject on ly lo  tho disposition o f tho 
court. 1 do not believe that any other 
conclusion  would be In keeping with 
good fallh . I bellovo that any other 
conclusion  would not he upholding tho 
Integrity and good faith o f the court, 
and would beget a  want of confidence 
and respect for Judicial proccedlnga. 

Acted in Good Fsith 
I believe. In com in g  here mid In 

securing this evidence and carrying It 
aw ay, l{ie respondent acted In good 
telth, that is, he believed he was act- 

w ithin the law ; niy honest con - 
r lotlon  Is that the responileiit m ls-

» hls re.medy, that he eniployed Ihe 
g  mea'ns to secure this testim ony. 

’iTiere are other m eans whereby the 
state cun secure these records, and 
there were at that time. A fter suit 
Is filed the stale has the right to get 
possession o f those books and papers. 
Just like tho grand Jury o f  Tarrant 
coun ty  got them, that Is, hy virtue o f 
a  subpena duces tecum. -B u t that will 
not be iiecpHHury In this case, hei'ause 
they have had them a su fficient 
length o f time, and have laclually 
m ade com plete copies, and upon notice 
to tho adverse party, can Introduce 
those copies. I know It has been co n ­
tended hers that a judgm siit o f  this 
character may com plicate, or rather 
Interfere with the enforcem ent o f  law 
In this state. I do not think, however, 
that the court can properly Indulge 
In any consideration o f the resnlla of 
th is litigation  here, but I dq not think 
It wlH have any such result, for thsy 
have thg copies and thsy  can use them 
In the same m anner In which they cah 
use the originals, upon proper notice. 
No good  purpose could be subserved 
by  having the originals o f  those books; 
but w hatever m ight be the proper con ­
clusion on that subjeot. It Is sufficient 
for  the purpose o f  this case that the 
books were w rongfu lly  gnd unlawfully 
taken out o f  the court's  custody and 
carried to the c ity  o f  Austin.

No Intention o f Contem pt 
I tM nk, If there was contemiit, that 

there was no Intention o f contem pt on 
the part o f  respondent, and I do not 
feel that the court would be justified 
In Inflicting a penalty upon him. The 
court will indulge In no criticism  upon 
the respondent In this case, but I 
m erely hope that In M s seal to en ­
force  the laws o f  the stats o f  Texas 
he has sim ply used the w rong means 
to get hla testim ony. I do not mean 
th st as a criticism ; I sim ply mean 
that In Ms zeal ha has taken property 
out o f  the custody  o f  this court and It 
would pot be In keeping with proper 
judicia l iiroccdure for me to stam p my 
approval upon that a ct by perm itting 
him to hold that property. If I should 
render a judgm ent here turning this 
property loose and allow ing It to he 
carried hack to Austin, that would 
necessarily  show  that the court a p ­
proved the method by  which It waa 
oscursd. The truth Is, that It waa 
never Intended to bo used before the

grand ju ry ; It was not used for the 
purpose mentioned In the subpena; it 
was not intended lo  be used for tho 
purpose mentioned In the writ.

RATE BUL 
GREAT FOR SPOUTERS

Senators Given Chance to Show 
Oratorical Ability

BAILEY THE BEST

Generally Admitted Texan’s 
Arfrument Has Been the 

Most Blasterly Yet

W a s h i n g t o n . D. c ., M ay i4.—^rhe 
rate bill discussion  has restored-- the 
senate to its place as the hom e o f '  
Am erican oratory.

It revived the foren sic  traditions o f  
the cham ber at a m om ent when It 
seemed that the em inently practical 
trend o f  m odern legislation had done 
aw ay with the chances for- Impassioned 
speech that led Clay. W ebster, Cal­
houn and Benton into m atchless flights 

^.rhetoric.
^|iley, Spooner, Foraker, Tillm an, 
Jyver, K nox and R ayner have all 
InK bcllllantly  In the present d iscu s­

sion, and their speeches on the all- 
im4>ortant question o f the adjustm ent 
o f  railroad rates w ould m ake an a d ­
m irable volum e for the student o f  the 
queen ’s English.

A t the outset the rate bill prom ised 
little in the w%y o f  producing oratory. 
It seem ed at b’est a som ew hat dry 
subject, a theme for the counting house 
rather than the rostrum . The orators 
o f  the house did little to encourage 
the b ^ e f  that notable speeches w ould 
be m ade before the bill found Its w ay 
to  the state books or went dow n in de­
feat. There w as debate, pro and con, 
but not a great deal o f  It, for the house 
doss not believe In talk. The alm ost 
unlim ited pow er o f  Uncle Joe, the 
s p e a k ^  acts as a gentle but effective  
gag. Tne process there w as business­
like, but hardly  eloquent. But by  the 
tim e the bill, fathered in the house 
b y  Representative H epburn, got to  the 
senate the conditions changed. The 
deep Interest o f  the public in the bill 
bad c fu sed  It to take on a greater 
aspect. It was no longer regiu-ded as a 
m ere m atter o f  adjustm ent o f  rates. It 
had becom e the crux  o f  the struggle 
between the people and the rapacious 
dem ands o f allied money.

Therefore, the oratorical guns o f  the 
giants o f  the senate were trained for 
the struggle.

H ost o f  Am endm ents
D uring the progrress through the 

senate the H epburn bill faced  the 
prospect o f  enough am endm ents to  be ­
w ilder any but the m ost experienced 
fo llow ed o f  legislation. But Ignoring 
the m ass o f  detail, the differences be ­
tween the tw o cam ps m ay be boiled 
dow n to  this: One side w anted the
Interstate com m erce com m ission  to fix - 
railroad rates absolutely, w ithout in ­
terference ot Jjp correction  from  any 
sourcs^_ opposition took the po - 
sltlug Wlat ^Buch a course w as uncon - 
gfitvtional, and the courts m ust have 

'\ h e  right o f  review  when cither railroad 
or  shipper felt that in justice had been 
done. These varying propositions 
brought out a m ost wonderful array o f 
raasoning and eloquence.

T he second proposition  drew support 
from  tw o sources— those w'ho are 
frankly  the frl^id.s o f  the railroads and 
a num ber o f entirely conscientious men 
w ho only dem anded the court review  
because they believed that the lack  o f 
It w ould make the bill unconstitutional. 
On this side the best speeches cam e

from Spooner, K nox and Foraker. The 
atter went further than his colleagues, 

fo r  he opposed the bill in Its entirety, 
gnd subm itted that the railroads had

Sever ex'ceeded their rights; that they 
ad been great factors in Am erican 

developm ent, and that they had an en ­
tire right to  fix  their ow n rates. He 
Insisted that they would w ron g no one 
If left "V) their ow n devices.

T he Am erican people are undoubted­
ly  out o f  sym pathy with this doctrine, 
and perhaps no one but Foraker could 
have m«<]e it even plausible, but so 
great is his clearness, his undoubted 
talent as a lawyer, that he forced  the 

' Admiration alike o f  the spectators in

H o 
had been attorney fo r  a  great railroad, 
and knew that side, but he had also 
been the attorney for the United States 
governm ent in a  great su it w here he 
opposed railroad Interests and w on a 
great v ictory  fo r  the people against 
the trusts.

A  form er attorney general and a 
law yer o f  exceptional parts, It w as to 
be anticipated that K n ox  w ould shed 
light on the constitutionality  o f  the 
proposition  that there m u s^ b e  a court 
review  o f the rates fixed by the co m ­
mission.

K nox lacks a bit In im agination, but 
he has the facu lty  o f  exact, classic 
English.

These w ere the 
heavy guns on the one side. Their 
speeches crow ded the galleries as they 
have not been In y ea rs / T he opposition  
drew  evenebetter w ith the general p u b ­
lic. Clapp, Uollver, Rayner, T illm an 
and Bailey had the popular side, and 
Immense th ron g^  filled the senate ga l­
leries and crow ded far out into the 
corridors when they -rose to  speak.

Great Chance fo r  Tillm an
In a sense it m ay be said the rate 

bill has been the rehabilitation o f  S t ­
ator T illm an w ith the people. The 
South Carolinian’s  Intem perate speech, 
his coarsene.ss, had blinded the public 
to  the fact that he la undoubtedly hon ­
est. WTien Senator A ldrich  put T ill­
m an ’s RooseveK ’s w orst enem y, In 
charge o f  the rate bill, m any believe he 
m eant to insult the President and d is­
credit the bill. But" Tillm an thw arted 
that purpose by  the lo fty  w ay  he a c ­
cepted Uie responsibility. C arefu lly  

' Avoiding the giving o f  o ffen se  to re­
publican mem bers, he em ployed In 
favor o f  the bill his pow ers o f  direct, 
racy  speech. A nd the senate listened 
and found that the bill w as In able, 
clean hands.

Tillm an's hom ely eloquence had Its 
contrast In the polished beauty o t  the 
speech delivered by  Senator R ayner o f  
M aryland, the on ly H ebrew  in the 
body. H is share in the debates was 
m arked by readiness and a  com m and 
o f  keen, flashing retort.

Bailey’s Speech iQreateet
Clapp o f  M innesota, the “ Black 

Eagle,’ ’ a second law yer and pow erfu l 
speaker, lent effective  aid In a m aster­
ly  speech, and Senator D olllver, w ho 
cam e to the senate w ith the reputation 
o f  having been the best orator In the 
house, gained new laurels. D olllver 
haS that faculty, ascribed to  H enry 
Clay and Blaine, o f  m agnetic presenta­
tion o f  a  speech. H is speeches sound 
better than they read. C onservative 
critics, d iscounting the furore his 
speech on the rate bill created in the 
galleries, said that It w as not an ad e­
quate reply to the reasoning o f  F o r ­
aker. And sober judgm ent In the 
next few  days did give the Ohioan a 
little better o f  the Iowan. T h e grea t­
est speech adm ittedly In all the w ar o f 
eloquence was that delivered by  Sena­
tor Bailey, He took the broad position 
that the sam e pow er that gave co n ­
gress that right to create courts co n ­
ferred on them the authority to  lim it 
their powers. H e contended fo r  the 
constitutionality  o f  a rate bill where 
the pow er o f  the com m ission  to  fix  
rates should be Immune from  decrees 
or Injunctions by  courts. This speech 
adm ittedly turned votes, and one sena­
tor— Hale o f  M aine— ro.se and adm itted 
that he had been converted by Halley's 
Interpretation o f  constitutional law.

The golden age o f oratory  In the 
senate need not be said to have passed 
when such a com paratively dry subject 
as a rate bill can produce such an ou t- 
IKiuring o f  eloquence.

A W artim e Inetance o f the P ow er of 
Mueio

Brigadier General Jack H ayes, re ­
tired, was seated with a friend on the 
lawn In front o f  his home In W ash lag - 
ton one evening when a street pianist 
cam e along. The old soldier tossed the 
man a  piece o f  silver. T he Italian 
picked up the m oney and arranged the 
side clutch, and then "D ix ie" filled the 
block.

General H ayes got up w ithout a 
w ord and walked Into his house, 
through the hall and to the back  yard, 
where he remained until the pianist 
had gone. Then the general cam e out 
again and took  the chair beside his 
friend, w ithout saying anything. The 
friend, however, w as curious.

"G eneral," he said, "I never knew  
before that you were so prejudiced. 
W hat w as your Idea In gallop ing  aw ay 
when that dago began to  unw ind 
’D ix ie? ’ W hy, I’ve heard It tum ultu ­
ou sly  cheered In theaters In Boston 
and N ew  Y o rk ."

"T h at’s all right,”  replied General 
H ayes. “ The people w ho cheered 
’D ixie ’ In Boston and N ew Y ork  never 
g ot such a  stam peding through ‘D ixie ’ 
as I did. I'm  not prejudiced against 
anybody. But I m ade a bad break once 
In connection  w ith that ‘D ixie’ air, so 
that I ’ve never been able to listen to  It 
since.

"I w as an aid on the sta ff o f  General 
K ilpatrick  around M acon. The Johnnies 
were never far aw ay from  us while we 
w ere doing that w ork. T hey hovered 
around our front, w atch ing  proceed ­
ings. They thought that they w ere not 
num erically  strong enough to  m ake It 
w orth our while to  go  after them. They 
ju st w atched us from  their distance In 
front, m aking no attem pt to bother the 
men.

"O ne day General K ilpatrick  su m ­
m oned me to ask me how  the Job w as 
proceeding. H e w anted quicker p rog ­
ress made.
• “  'T ake one o f  the m ounted bands 

dow n,’ said General K ilpatrick  to  me. 
‘T he boys alw ays w ork  faster when 
there's muslo a rou n d .’

"I  g ot one o f  the m ounted bands and 
took  It dow n to  where our gan g w as 
pulling up the tie« and rails. T he band 
sw ung o f f  w ith Hall Colum bia,’ ‘The 
Star Spangled Banner,’ 'M y jC o u n try / 
etc. The men w orked like T ro jan s u n ­
der the Inspiration o f  the mualc. I 
could nee the Johnnies m s seed am ong 
the trees, but they hadn’t fired a  shot. 
I appreciated the Imm unity w hich  they 
gave ns and in a  aort o f  bravado I 
tam ed  to  the band leader and said:

"  V h o se  “ rebs" are treating us pret­
ty  w hite. Suppose you just reward the 
poor devils by giving them  "D ix ie .”  ’ "

A t this point General 'H ayes brought 
Ms teeth down hard on his c igar.

"W ell,"  Inquired his friend.
"O h, nothing,”  resumed the old so l­

dier, “except that that band hadn’t 
played m ore than six bars o f  'D ixie ' 
before the ground shook w ith the blaat- 
edaat rebel yell any o f  os. had ever 
beard, and In a  minute and a  half 
those Johnnies w ere on top o f  us, w hip­
ping the devil owt o f  u s l"— ^New Y ork  
Herald.

E X T IN a BREEDS
OF C A n iE

Sixty  or  seventy years ago the black 
horned cattle  o f  Aberdeenshire w ere 
one o f  the best known and m ost use­
fu l breeds in  Great Britain ; today not 
a  vestige o f  th e m ^ m a ln s .  T h is and 
m uch m ore In^prinatioii respecting 
them  We learn fro m ia  very  Interesting 
essay In the "T ran saction s o f  the 
H ighland and A gricu ltural Soctet>'" by 
Mr. Jam es R . Barclay, entitled "A ber- 
denshlre H om ed  C attle." T h is big 
northeastern  coun ty  o f Scotland is rich 
in cattle associa tion s; its herds o f  
Shorthorns and A berdeen -A n gus are 
at the present tim e the adm iration o f  
the stock -breed in g  com m unity. Better 
than m ost counties it cou ld  a fford  to 
lose a distinctive breed, yet the losing 
o f  It opens up a  quUM train o f thought. 
M any breeds once favorites In their 
respective d istricts a ie  now  extinct, 
were they su perflu ous? Had they 
quite fu lfilled  tlieir m ission? H ave 
w e In other breeds all their good traits? 
These questions will never be fully 
answ ered. A reason, a  feasible ono. 
Is g iven  fo r  the extinction  o f  the 
Aberdeeii horned cattle ; an equally 
satisfactory  one caji scarcely  be given 
fo r  the loss o f  som e other breeds.

The horned cattle o f  Aberdeen were 
Ideal drovers’ beasts. O riginally  used 
as a  draught breed, tliey, when horses 
su pw seded  them, were found to be o f 
just the class required to drive south- 
w aid . As a race they were large, 
strong In bone, narrow across the back, 
h ut o f  great depth o f chest, and thetr 
horns were long, arched, white In c o l­
or, but with black tips. They were 
g ood  feeders, and "a drove o f  som e 
hundreds o f  these cattle— with their 
nice springing  bfocik-tipped horns, 
Chelr sm all heads, broad between the 
eyes, and with short m uzzles— had a 
very ‘ taking’ appearanee.” W illiam  
M cCom ble o f  T lllyfour. who Is re­
ferred to at som e length in the essay, 
drove thousands o f them to the Fal­
kirk trysts. In his book on " ( ‘ attle and 
Cattle Breeders." he tells how his fath­
er at one O ctober tryst cleared 2.H00 
pounds out o f  900 o f these cattle and 
600 H ighlander«; and he tolls o f  how, 
when prices were high, he sold large 
quantities to g o  Into CumbeiJund at 
22 pounds. 23 pounds lOs and 25 
pounds a head. He relates also how 
they first began to be sent by rail and 
sea, and o f the losses by the latter 
route. On one occasion he lost every 
beast but one. The cattle were either 
sm othered In the hold or thrown over­
board. A fterw ard the sa ilors told o f 
a black-horned Bogle-s1<le ox, belong­
ing to Mr. Hay, that swam for several 
miles a fter  the ship. It was these 
m ethods o f traiisptM't th.it finally 
brought about the extlnetlon o f  the 
breed. Aberdeen.shire farm ers, find­
ing an outlet by sea or rail for fin ish ­
ed cattle  that could not be driven, 
turned to quicker feeding, earlier m a­
turing anim als, and the honied cattle 
dw indled In numbers, notwithstanding 
several strong efforts to save thorn. 
Thua It cam e to p.ass that clgliteen 
years ago the last known pure repre­
sentative o f  the breed, a cow  tw enty- 
five  years old. died, and with her the 
race perished.

A  century ago— nay, threc-qu.arters 
o f  a  century ago— the fin ite line be­
tween the different breeds o f  cattle of 
the country  was not nearly so definite 
as It is today. Pertain kinds o f  ca t­
tle predom inated In the different part.s 
o f  the country, the best o f  which were 
kept m ore or  less pure, accord ing  to 
the skill and ability  o f the breeders

w ho had them  üi hand, but there w er« 
no herd b « 0K aseoclatlon« to Snaure a  
suocesrton o f  breeders with the sam e 
alm s and ebjecLs. In the story o f  the 
hom ed cattle  o f  Aberdeen as toM by 
Mr. Barala>- mention Is made o f a 
breeder. Farquharsun, o f  I\wrcauld. 
w hose werk, liad it not been continued 
a fter  hU death by other breeders, 
mlg*lit have made his name as fantous 
In the annals o f  his breed as Is the 
nam e o f Hugh W atson In the an nali 
o f  the Aberdeen-Angus, their success­
ors. Doubtless, too. many other ex ­
tinct breeds o f  cattle had their uham- 
plons and lniprovcr.s. the work o f 
w hom  is com pletely lost, and whose 
nam es even are quite forgotten. N o 
greater argum ent for the absolute no- 
cesslty  o f  a herd book for  every d is ­
tinct breed o f  cattle can be adduced.

1-et us In a  «hört space try to piece 
together the fragm ents o f  the history 
o f  a  breed o f  cattle once very preva- 

In Torkshtn'. but now extinct. In 
the n'Iddle o f  the eighteenth century, 
say 150 or  160 years ago, the m ajority 
( ‘t I'liule bred in this county were said 
to bi- black, but It would probably bo 
lmi>i..«siblB to find a  native black beast 
in this district now. T lilrty years ago 
the ca.se wa.s different, and the writur 
can call to mind several specim ens. 
They were sm all— not a  great deal 
larger than the Kerry or Dexter. They 
stood j on s<iiorl legs, had a  con ipam - 
tlvely la ige hut not very neat carcase, 
and they were slow feediTs. Their 
horns were large and in  co lor  they 
wei-e black, or black and wbWe. with 
ths white laid on In large patches. 
They were good milkers, und also gave 
rich m ilk ; the writer has often  heard 
hl.s grandfather speak with adm ira­
tion o f their milking properties. They 
were i>re-cmlnently cottars ’ cattle, and 
ono that cjin be rem em bered belonged 
to a  oollugeir. Part o f  the year tt ran 
In the roads, ojid  part It wu.s grazed 
w ith neighboring farm ers, fo r  In those 
days, generally speaking, masters and 
men were on good terms. For Its w in ­
ter sub.sl<stence hodgo-backs and
wa.stes w ere m own In sum m er, aiid 
coarse hay made, and on this It w as 
fed. B eing a  hardy sort, it lived, and 
In a  manner throve, giving, an before 
stated, a good quantity o f  milk. TVie 
need for this breed has gone; the par­
ticular class o f cottager from  w hich  
cam e Its last supporters Is a lm ost e x ­
tinct, too. and the rem nants o f the 
bluqk caitle o f  Yorkshire, being slow  
feeders and having served their pur­
pose, can today bo num bered am ongst 
those o f which no apeolnietifi exist.

The subject Is one that could be In­
definitely extended, for  other extinct 
breeds, and thoughts In conneotlon 
with them ariss as this Is being pen­
ned. The predom inating thought, h<»w- 
ever. is that as much or  m ore depend« 
on the breeders ss  on the cattl#;. Tho 
latter cun In time be molded, adapted, 
altered. i|ot Indeed to ault any pur­
pose, but to suit varying purposes, 
and. given skill, patience and perse­
verance, much can be accom plished 
with unprom ising material. The nine­
teenth century did a m arvelous work 
In slock  breeding, even Rlthoiigh It a l­
lowed K number o f lo<‘ al bisteds to die 
out. The reusoTT« for the latter were 
tho occasional lack o f orgaulsallun, 
whereby Improvements m ight havo 
been maintained, and the fact that 
.some breeds had nccompIlHlKsl their 
jiurpose. Our breqgs will in future 
he altered, but It Is unlikely that any 
m ore will becom e extinct. T ho ch ap ­
ter relating to extinct cattle Is. how ­
ever, a  very Interesting one.

South Carolina Senator Gives 
Out Statement by Mr.
, Chandler

W A iiR lN G T O N , D. C „ M ay 14.—  
The RK>osevcU -  Tiiim aii -  Chandler- 
I.oflge Incident Is tho solo top ic o f  d is­
cussion  In o ffic ia l circles at the capital 
t(Mlay. A nticipation  o f a  statement 
from  the President clearing up the 
status o f  the unpleasant situutlon 
w hich has grow n out o f  the Tillm an 
speech in the senate last Saturday has 
given  place In m any minds to the b e ­
lie f that nothing further will com e 
from  the W hite House, for  the pres­
ent at least, and that the m atter will 
be left to ad just Itself In time. Friends 
o f  Senator Tillman, howevsr, insist 
that he Is not the kind o f  man to let 
the incident drop at its present stage 
and that he will not be content until 
he forces  either a  denial or  an expla­
nation from  tho President him self.'

S tory o f  the Incident
Tn the senate last Saturday, during 

the course o f  the discussion o f the rale 
bill, Mr. Tillm an made an attack on 
the 'President.

He told o f  having had conference 
with the President, through Mr. Chan­
dler, ascertaining whether there could 
l>c such united action  am ong the 
frlend.s in the senate o f  the H epburn 
bill a.s would make a sure m ajority  In 
Its favor  and against the Injurious 
amendments.

A ccord in g  to Tillman, Mr. Chandler 
said the P iesidont named various re­
publican senators who, he thought, 
w ers true friends o f the bill, but said 
that it m ight require all o f  the dem o- 
c m ls  to defeat the obnoxious am end­
ments. Mr. Chandler said the P resi­
dent had stated that he had com e to a  
com plete disagreem ent with the sen­
atorial lawyers, w ho w ere try ing  1* 
Injure or defeat the bill by the in ju ­
rious constitutional amendments, nam ­
ing Sen atw  Knox. In addition to  Sen­
ators Spooner and Foraker.

Subsequently Senator I » d g e  o t  M as­
sachusetts, a  closd personal friend o f 
President Roosevelt, said that he w as 
ilathortsed from  the W hite H ouse to 
ir s n d  the quotation regarding the 
R e s id e n t as an unqualified falsehood.

Senator T illm an follow ed L o d g e s  
statem ent Sunday night with an In­
terview  in which he gave out the fo l­
low ing as a part o f  Mr. Chandler’s 
statem ent to him regarding the report­
ed con ference:

“ A t the tim e and place appointed t ’le  
President said to  m e that he w lshe4 
through m e to  get Into com m unication  
w ith Mr. Tlllraan. M r. Ba41ep and other 
Dem ocratic* eenatora. H e sU ted  his 
purpoes ntowfy aad carefu tlr  and tn 
ex a ct spuhetaaos b i t  sU tsm en t w as

that Ihe best plan for railroad rale

( ’oncim inti one Sunday afternoon and
rcglsternd at the 1j------- house.

Of 
course where the soil Is stiff and has 
som e resl.sting qualities, the grass 
grow s finely, ’rhey have the Gramma 
grass also that feeins to be indige­
nous to the i'ountry and holds Its own 
w ith a w onderful tenacity against 
wind and everything else.

“ I am on my w ay up to Archer 
county  where l.h a v e  som e cattle graz 
Ing. M y forem an has Just w ritten me 
fb  com e up, as the rattle  are doing 
Avell and are getting fat. My place is 
on the railroad from  W ich ita  Pnlls to 
Seym our and from  all accounta m at­
ters are In excellent condition  out 
there. It has been rather cool lately, 
but altogether cattlem en cannot com ­
plain at conditions as they are, for 
they m ight he much tyorsc.”

Anyone w ho hns gone 
through m any years o f  stock  raising 
out In our country ought to  get all 
he can out o f  hla larui. fo r  he has cer­
ta in ly  earned Ihe reward for  the hard 
tim es he has gone through and the 
narrow  escapes he has had from  utter 
ruin by  drouth, hall and other com pli­

Cattle Loaders
^ ille  every body  haa hoard o f tho 

man 'Who-K>ads cattle  for  the ow ners at 
Stations and then rides to  m arket with 
them to see that they are all right, 
very few  have ever heard o f  the men 
w ho have been at the business for 
years, em ployed by  the railroads and 
who travel along the road and load 
ears expeditiously so that there w ill be 
no delay In sw itching them  Into the 
trains and htirrying them to market. 
There are such men, however, and they 
nre well known to the stockm en w ho 
live along the Itnes. w ho em ploy them, 
and are much appreciated. T hey are 
always men who have spent their time 
on ranches nnd In handling cattle  and 
are perfoFtly fam iliar with their duties 
and kii^v exactly how to go to work 
to gel/(-a ttle  on and o f f  trains In tha 
most expeditious manner.

“ I am In the em ploy o f the R ock Is ­
land,”  said H enry Loller, “ and It Is 
m y businesF. to load cars with cattle 
and other stock at stations along tUc 
line o f the road. I travel on the train 
from  station to  station from  Chlckasha 
ns far as Duncan nnd help to load a’ l 
cattle that are In the pens nnd ready 
to he pvit aboard. T o  one w ho knows 
his busine.ss It is not mui h trouble to 
load a car nnd the train la not delayed 
to any great extent. I am an old c o w ­
boy. and have served m y tim e at the 
business. I am a native o f  T exas and 
think that she Is a  great old country. 
Chlckasha la a good  tow n and when 
I have not been In Fort W orth  for aome 
tim e It geta to grow in g  In m y mind a n j 
I htink It Is som ething o f  a  town, but 
when I get dow n here and look a / old 
Fort W orth  I soon haul In m y horns. 
There has been plenty o f  rain wItU 
US, but not so  m uch as low er down In 
the territory. M ost o f  the cattle have 
been shipped ou t that w ere on feed, 
and there will prob.shly be a vacation 
in the business until later In the year.

A  man m ay try all sorts o f  drugs to 
help him to get well, but, a fter all, the 
"food  cure" Is the m ethod Intended by 
Nature.

Anyone can prove the efficacy  o f tho 
food  cure by maWng use o f  the fo llow ­
ing breakfast each m orning for fifteen 
or tw enty days: v

A  dish containing not m ore than four 
heaping teaspoonfuls o f  Q rape-N uts 
food, enough good, rich cream  to go 
w ith It, som e raw or cooked fruit, not 
m ore than tw o slices o f  entire wheat 
bread, and not m ore than one cup o f 
Foatum F ood Coffee, to  be sipped, not 
drank hurriedly.

Bet one meal In the day consist o f 
an abundance o f  good meat, potato, 
and one other vegetable.

This method will qu irkly  prove the 
value o f  the 'selection  o f  the right 
kind o f  food  to rebuild the body and 
replace the lost ttsgue w hich Is de­
stroyed every day and must be made 
up, or  disease o f  sdme sort enters in.

P urchasing light feeders Upon the 
larger m arkets during the late spring 
and early sum m er m onths and shipping 
to the farm  to graze during the pastur­
ing season to  develop large fram es pre­
paratory for  w inter feeding is a  p rac­
tice gradually  w inning popularity 
am ong farm ers In som e sections o f  the 
country  where conditions are favorable  
for  the prom otion  o f  the enterprise. 
This m ethod o f  filling up the feed lot 
early In the season to the m ost advan­
tageous one, because o f  the fa ct that .a 
higher grade o f  Stockers can be s e l e c t s  
fo r  w inter feeding. T he feeder w ho is 
com pelled to  g o  upon the m arket a 
week or so  previous to  Qlling his feed 
lot and purchase his feeders has se v ­
eral d ifficu lties  to contend w ith that 
are in a m easure elim inated by the 
early sum m er purchase,

Advsntsgss of the Method 
The one great advantage o f  this 

p ractite  is, the feeder is able to  select 
his feeders at a  season o f  the year 
when the m arket la less fluctuating 
with prospective purchasers and is able 
to pick  out a  better grade o f feeders, 
or  fnoreover, the type o f  feeders that 
m ore nearly approaches his Ideal. 
Then, too, a  feeder, no m atter how  
long experienced he m ay be In the 
feeding business, w ill err on several 
head In every  car lot as to their fe e d ­
ing qualities. W hen purchases are 
m ade lute In the season, Just previous 
to filling up the feed lot for  w inter, the 
feeder is practically  com pelled to  retain 
his supply In order to keep his feed let 
full and In proper qu ota  for shipm ent. 
The plan o f purchasing early In the 
season g ives the feeder the advantage 
o f  seeing his stackers gradually  d e ­
velop  into feeders and is In a position 
to  weed out the inferior Individuals b e ­
fore filling his feed lot and replace 
them with a hetfer type o f  feeders. 
Thus this m ethod o f  purchasing early 
In the season a ffords the feeder an 
opportunity  to fill hIs feed lot with • 
high average grade o f  cuttle  that w ill 
assure a profitable w inter feeding.

This m ethod also has another great 
advantage. W lien condition s are fa v o r ­
able to producing beef upon grass It Is 
the m ost econom ical m ethod within the 
reach o f  the ordinary feeder. H e Is 
not on ly  able to  reduce his labor p rop ­
osition  o f  caring  for the stock , but d e ­
cidedly  reduce the cost o f  producing 
the feed required otherw ise to fatten  
his cattle. W hen cattle  are grazed 
upon luxuriant pasture there is very  
little cost added to production  other 
than that o f  the Interest on the Invest­
ment. Thejn, too. the feeder has the 
advantage o f  developing, large fram es 
preparatory for  the feed lot at the 
low est m inim um  cost o f  production  
and thus starting hto feeders upon 
feed in tlie best o f  feed ing condition. 

Method of Purchasing 
The m ethod pursued by  m ost fe e d ­

ers when the early purchasing practice  
Is prevalent is to g o  upon the m arket 
as early in the season ns possible, s e ­
lect out the desired num ber o f  feeders 
and ship direct to the farm  in car 
lots. It frequently happens that se v ­
eral farm ers w ho are fo llow in g  the 
sam e business can arrange to  do their 
purchasing about the sam e time, thus 
elim inating som e expense that o th er­
w ise would occu r in single purchases. 
One experienced feeder in m any In­
stances has been able to purchase for  
several o f  his neighbors and thus re ­
duce cost o f  production. A s the stock  
Is In tile purchaser's hand partially to 
determ ine their feeding qualities, one 
experienced feeder is no m ore apt to 
err In selecting a car lot than perhaps 
«m other o f  no m ore experience. So it 
I s a  practice  that has been very  sa tis ­
fa ctory  In som e sections o f  the country  
where sum m er feeding Is m ade a  bu si­
ness to fo llow  a single m ethod o f pur­
chasing to reduce cost o f  »iroductlon. 

Practic« o f Culling 
T he practice  o f  cu lling  out the In­

ferior individuals during the pasturing 
season as evidence wUI perm it Is r ig or ­
ously  resorted to In order to raise the 
average grade o f .  the stock . Anim als 
that show  »evidence from  the start o f 
poor feeding qualities are sorted out at 
the earliest possible m om ent and msrr- 
keted. T he anim als that are m ore or 
less o f  an uncertainty are allow ed to 
graze on w ith the lot until a  m arked 
evidence appears that they are not o f  
superior feeding qualities and are later 
culled out. W ith  this rigorou s practice 
o f  culling It Is very apparent that as 
the bunch o f Stockers graze on tow ard 
fall they becom e o f  a higher average 
feeding lot, and by the tim e fall com es 
and w inter feeding begins the Inferior 
anim als are detected and the superior 
Individuals retained in the feed lot for 
the material o f  the w inter feeding.

Kind of Feeder Purchased 
The kind o f  Stockers purchased for 

summ er feeding has a m arked in ­
fluence upon the class o f  feeders that 
will be prepared for the feed lot. It is 
conceded by experienced fe e d e r* th a t a 
strictly  h igh -class Stocker R  the 
nucleus upon which su ccess depends. 
Cattle o f  inferior breeding qualities «re  
w orse than none at all, because they 
o<-cupy the place that good Stockers 
would and retard the purpose to  be a c ­
complished. Therefore, strictly  h igh ­
bred Stockers nre the ones to  he » « -  
lected for summer feeding preparatory 
fo r  the feed lot. U niform ity  In co n ­
form ation, color, disposition and w eight 
nre vividly kept In m ind In m aking a 
selection o f sunvmer Stockers. M ost 
feeders proclaim  that animals that 
weigh from  750 to 900 pounds make the 
heat Stockers for summ er grazing. A u l- 
m als o f this size possess to marked de­
gree the qualities they will continue to 
develop during the grazing season If 
they are anim als that will feed well 
during the winter.
Method of Handling During Summer

The Stockers as soon as they arrive 
at the farm  are put upon grass pasture 
o f  luxuriant growth. The area that la 
calculated upon depend« uiKjn the num ­
ber o f  Stockers and the kind o f  season. 
It Is not the practice o f  m ost farm ers 
w ho follow  this business to rely w holly 
upon pasture for their supply for green 
forage. Grass is relied uimn as long 
as the season prevails favorable. But 
as soon us the supply becom es scant, 
supplem entary food is provided. This 
supplem entary food la grow n In addi­
tion to the pasture because experience 
has foretold that the grow ing season is 
apt to be Interfered with by drouth. 
F or early supplem entary feed sweet 
corn Is a popular forage crop  and high­
ly relished by the cattle. Should the 
season prove unfavorable before the 
forage crops ran be matured clover 
hay U substituted and supplied In 
racks at the barn. The sweet corn 
crop  Is fed during the late summ er 
m onths and when gone Is replaced by 
field corn. .During the latter part o f 
the season a grain ration Is added to 
stim ulate grow th and prepare the 
Stockers for winter feeders. This grain 
ration constats o f  corn , m iddlings and 
cottonseed meal or oil cake. The ca t­
tle are kept gradually Im proving in 
flesh during the entire season, aiul 
when ready for the feed lot are «  bet­
ter and surer grade o f  feeders than 
could possibly be purcha«ed upon the 
late fall market.
