The advance o f three cents In rattle rates from all 

Southwestern points put In by Ihe \;irlous railways 
' some time ago, Is the first incubus that llio live stia'k 

liiterc.s|s Is K 'lk ing to have r<tin>ved, and Judge S. 
If. Cownii of this city, Ihe attorney for tho t'a llle  
Raisers' Association of Texas, has gone before the In­
terstate commeree eominlsslon with a plea to have 
this Increase .summarily \vlp*-(l out. While It appears 
at a cur.sory glance that three cents l.s'a, very small 
ium, yet a.s a matter of fact It Involves an annual
raving of $1,500,000 to the live stock Intere-sts, and ofi

1
course the loss o f just that nuieh revenue to the rail­
ways If the stockmen succeed In tlitdr undmluklng. 
As a matter of fact, the Interstate commerce o'oinmls- 
elon ha.s alread.v held this Increase to bo unreason­
able, but at the time o f that defermlnalloii tho tribunal 
was operating under Ihe >dd law, which h.id so effec­
tually shorn It of the power ie<iulHlte to enforco Its 
own decrees. Tiic commission Is asked to Issue an 
order requiring the railways operullug In soulhwost- 
ern territory to rescind their action In maVti\g this 
advance.

And there is another matter that Is also being 
pressed before the Interstate commerce eommis.slon at 
this time. In the form of the celebrated $2 per car 
terminal charges that have been In effect at Chlengo 
so long. Chicago seems to he the only market town 
In the country where these terminal charges are not 
absorbed In the usual bill o f lading.. But at that 
point It has been the rule for a number o f years to 
collect a matter of $2 per car on every car of llvo 
stock shipped to that inarkol, ostensibly us switching 
charges. > ,

Tho Texas stockmen have been bitterly resentful 
o f this (ermlnal charge since It was first Instituted. 
Back during tho days when A. B. Bush was the ̂ >f- 
flclal head of the cattlemen's ocg.-uilzatton in this state, 
attorneys wore employed and the matter o f this ter­
minal charge carried before the commission and Into 
the courts of the country. And while repeated deci­
sions have been obfatncil adverse to tho railway con- 
t(*nUon of righ t'and Justice of this charge, tho .same 
handicap experienced by the commission In other 
case.s In which It was Incapable o f enforcing Its de­
crees, hag operated to prevent .a f.'ivorablo Issue In this 
one.

More than once straight intimations have been given 
out that the railways were w illing to abrog.ate the 
charges upon the terms of a suggested compromise, 
tu t the stockmfn were never willing to forgive them 
o f alleged past sinning on the promise they would sin 
no more. The commission has held that the 12 ter- . 
mlnal charges are excessive and Intimated that $1 per 
-car W'ould have been ample pay for the service ren- 
Asred. There Is a little matter now of several m il­
lion dollars involved In the oxces.s charges, which 
Oom$)etent attorneys h.nvo always contemled the rall- 

¡israys could be comp< lied to r< fund. It is said the rall- 
vgpys have extended the olive branch more than once 
and intimated willingness to wipe out the tormlni^ 
charges If the cattlemen would hold them guiltless 
in the matter of overcharges. But the shippers have

Discussing range cattle conditions and pro.spects, 
thn Montana Record says:

"Inquiry In slock circles Indicates that Montana 
i-altle grow'ers are quite generally satisfied with mar- 
k «t conditions for this time o f the year and are of tho 
opinion that If nothing unforeseen occurs tho shipping 
season will iw-ove one o f the best In recent yearn.

"W hatever fujure months may develop, present con­
ditions are refiorted as gratifying, with proinlsing> Indl- 
(ulions uhesd. Cuttle have only begun to move east­
ward to nutrket within the pa.st wfeek or two in any 
volume and the prices fnus far ohtalm-d are uniformly 
reported good, and even belter by a  shade tluin they 
were a year ago at this thne.

" It  wjll l)r, reinembered. however, that a year ago 
for Ihe eorrespondlng period conditions were equally 
salLfiietory at the lm;eptlon of the sea.son, but that 
many rocks were encountered by slilp|s‘ rs and buyers 
r.llkn before the season had gone very far, which com ­
pletely undermined the m.arkel and made for lower 
and unsatisfaetory prices.

"Chief o f lhe.se i ’ondltlon.s uniloubtedly was the 
IcniiiHler’s strike In Ciilcago, which extended to the 
parking house <llstrlet f>f th.'it city and Involved other 
hraiiches of Ihe packing Indu.slry, the tendency of tho 
buyers under tlm.se eondillons being to curtail pur- 
t bases Or suspend them altogelhi r because of their In- 
i.Mllty to handle the sloek. In the face o f this strike, 
glowers In many portions o f the west were con­
fronted with a food and water famine for cattle, duo 
to an imusually dry season, and It became tiycessary 
for tliem either to take <-hanees In an already ruined 
irarket or to hold anil allow their cattle to waste away. 
Those who i hipped had to accept any price that wa-s 
o 'f i re.l lliem; those who held were not able to iiuir- 
l:et their cattle while In the best condition and when 
market c-ondillons did Improve somewhat tiiey found 
them.selves In the throes o f a ‘ear famine,’ Freight 
t rat fie was at Us height and so nmeh tonnage was 
1 eing hauled to and from the roast In ear lots that 
(he railroads found themselves wholly unable to move 
stock ears in siifflelent numbers to meet t'lie demands 
of lh<^-many shippers who endeavored to rush thel^ 
i.it lle  to market. I ’rleea grew belter In I'ne east and 
the ear famine grew  worse In the west, thousands of 
head of cattle being eoinpelled to stand In unwholesome 
eallU  pens for days iiiul weeks at a time until cars 
fould be supplied for their .shipment. Itmler these 
eonilllloiiH they were In the poorest pos.slble <-ondltlon 
In many eases before reaching Chicago and other cen­
ters, and brought the lowest prices.

''This year conditions are radically different. The 
si'.ison starts o ff with good prices; th<-y might be ca ll­
ed tiimsiially good. The demand appiars to bo 11m- 
Itb-ss and prires are well maintained In the face of 
be.avy shipments o n  some day.H Indiig the largest on 
record for eorrt'sponillng perbsl.s In former years. Cars 
are more plentiful because traffic eondillons h.av not 
yet become eongi'steil, moving crops, etc., and the rail­
roads can supply ears with much i i io t o  readiness. I,;i- 
lior eondillons nre .settled and llie packers are nhio 
to handle all the sliirf that Is offered them, wiiile the 
market for niannraelured prodqels i.s good. Ihe tempo- 
lar.v injurious effect o f (ho government’s expo.sures of 
packing house ooiidiliotis having dis.iiipeared, heeau.se 
of the prompfne.sM with which all packers set to work 
to remeily evils eompluiiied of. Confidence in tho 
c ic'anllness t>f output has quickly returned as a result 
anil demand for meat products Is fully up to normal.

"The.se generally optimistic eonditions were slightly 
checked, however, during the past week purely as a 
H'sult o f the operation of cause and effect, although 
this I.s not eimstrued to mean ,a pennanent check. At 
least local grow ITS do not look ujmn It as such. 
This check eomos as a result of a trifle too rapid ntar- 
l.etlng nf cattb' In order to liiko profit from tho early 
high prices prevailing."

M AR K E TIN G  TH E  COTTON CROP

Tho recent slump In eoiton values will 'nave a de­
cided teiubmey to slirren Uw tendency among Texas 
I r. dticors to e.'irry out thi lr original plan of warehous­
ing their proiluel nnd holding It for a Iwtt. r figure. 
The numlier o f warehouses now under eonsiruetlon 
In dlfferonl portions of the stale servos to show tlie 
deep-seated dcti-rmlnatlon that exists In this respect. 
In other slates there Is also a sll^>ng tenileney to hold. 
Tbc Atlanta ConstltMllon, published at Ihe home of 
Fresldenl lliirv lo  Jordan, says;

Do t'lo cotton growers of the south Intend this year 
to |.1a> Into Ihe hands o f their enemies, tho bears?

Blglit now I.s the lime for tnem to decide. The nuir- 
l.eling seiu»on Is on. W ill they exercise husines's Jielg- 
nient in tho h.indllng of Ihe pnadous product which 
means so much, not only to them hut to the eiitlro 
south; or will tliey do as they have so often done In 
the past —dump their eollon Indi.scrlmlnatoly upon tho 
market nnd; h.v Ihl.s dumping proces.s, hammer down 
tCio price?

Upon the exercise of <irdin.ary business sense during 
the next two months will depend In large njcnsure the 
prosperity not only o f the farmers themsolveg bnt of 
the entire sotith. If, instead o f rushing their cotton 
to market, as they have .so often done In the past, 
they sell only as the legitimate dcmnmls o f the spin­
ner» require, they w ill he able to praclleany dietat»' the 
ITlee.

But If, on the other hand, they disregard this prac­
tical. common-sciisc warning; If, instead of holding 
back their cotton— or a goodly portion of It—they In­
sist upon hurrying it to market, the Inevitable re­
sult Is a low price for tlie staple, to the delight and 
the profits o f the bear.s, who aro now hiislly engaged 
In the hammiTlng-down process.

Every cotton farmer, large and small, should look 
the situallon stiunroly In the face. No other class of 
j.roduccrs on e;irth .so completely "nold their best In­
terests In their own hands. They have a monopoly

DraduaJIy the country Is awakening to the fact, as 
pointed out In these dispatches at the Inception o f the 
recent packing house flurry, that If the administration 
would make half the effort In behalf o f the catUernou 
abroad that It makes for the packing houses, many of 
tho unjust restrictions against western range cattle 
by foreign countries could be removed and cattlemen 
could be made Independent of the beef trust. Touc'n- 
Ing on this very subject a writer la the Pittsburg

live stock and i>aoklng house products which they con- 
aumed.

.N'av.ijo ehlldren talk Itid lft, Spanish and Englbsh with 
eiioal fluency.

The Xavajoes aro not the only ones who have things 
to sell. A native, white, fifty  and fat. offered me a 
six-foot diumond back rattlesnake for only $10. He 
.said It was the biggest .snake ever captured In the ter­
ritory mill offered to prove It by his own word. I 
told him that In Texas a rattlesnake which showed 
Itself heftire it reached seven feet was sent back to 
the prairies and told to get its growth before trying 
to butt into civilization. Ho declared Texas had no 
diainond back rattlers, and I replied that Arizona 
cmildii’ t support four candidates for governor. W e 
hart quite an argument, which ended In the train’s 
111 arly pulling out and leaving me.

I rom Flag.stnff to W illiams the way lies through 
fore.sl and W illiams has a location surp.as.sed by oiil.v 
that of F lagsta ff it.s<-lf. At W illiams tho altitude Is 
iwer 6,700 feet, a thousand feet higher than Colorado 
Spilngs. The tallest niountain In the vicin ity Is 8,000 
feet.

I‘'lag.staff, Ariz., tins been heard o f In thc papers 
for year.s. One reason Is bccau.se it gets a dally 
Iil::ce on the weather maps all over the United States. 
It Is .seldom hoard of as headquarters for the largest 
sawmill ill the territory, for It.s tiormal school and for 
the scenic advatit.agcs of Its location. Pioneer tourists 
to the Grand Canyon u.sed to be forced to stop at F lag­
sta ff and stage It to the canjon through the beautiful 
M.in Francisco peaks, but railroad progress has made 
this trill unfamiliar.

F lagstaff Is surrounded by hills and (he Arizona 
divide, a few  miles west, has an elevation o f over 7.200 
feel, hut tho most striking mountain In Lie vicinity 
Is Mount Bcllcmont. which rises to something like 13,000 
feet above sea level. It Is a few  hundred feet lower 
than P ike’s Peak ¡irid does not have the snow in sum- 
m  r. hut It is a much more attracUvenuountaln and Its 
slopes clad with yellow pine nnd plnoii almost to (he 
cicst far surpass the rough nnd unpromising rocks so 
cemmon among the Rockies.

Around thc Flivgstaff region the Umber Is part of 
thc government forest reserve. It looks like a park. 
Deer. In the early mornings, food down to the edge of 
the clearings. The only trees nre the big yellow pines. 
The air In August is cool and br.aclng. and at nights 
ha.s a sljarp edge. To enter this forest paradise with 
the Imagination northern of finding northern Arizona 
nothing but a desert Is one o f the great surprises at 
which eastern tourists never cease wondering.

Trerc Is little cause for wondi^r that many stories 
coming from Arizona are highly colored. It Is a land 
where nature has spilled Jicr tint-tubes with a lavish 
hand.

In the northern and eastern states there are scenes 
In which the colors are laid eo regillarly they might 
h:ive been lithographed. The hills curve evenly, the 
streams wind smoothly, the dark green o f the trees 
melts easily Into the purples o f the horlion. In tho 
autumn the leaves are colored with such an eye to bal- 
ence that many a landscape looks as If ready for a 
frame. ’

But In Arizona there are sunsets that suggest noth­
ing so much as a painter’s unwashed palette after a 
busy day.. The colors are mere splashes against the 
sky. but such splashes that they baffle the mind which 
tries to classify them according to cither spectrum or 
prism.
• When an Arizona desert Is red it Is redder than the 
earth or sand that may be found anywhere else In all 
the Southwest. When the niountains are .blue B Is 
with a vividness that almost stands out against Lie 
azure o f the sky. Pure ochre does not surpass the ye l­
low o f the sandstone and the whltenes.s o f alabaster on 
distant c liffs  Is that o f mountain snow.

I f  a story coming from Arizona then, seems over­
drawn, lay It to tho brilliancy of the sun. the rarity of 
the air, or the largeness o f the big outdoors which 
seems greater there than even In Texas.

O  ♦  ❖  ♦

From Williams, Arizona to the Grand Canyon I.s a 
ride o f less than four hours. It is not a route that sug- 
ge.xts anything o f the marvelous sight at Its end. Part 
o f the way Is a climb and part of It winds through a 
valley, one o f the greatest winter ranges for sheep In 
thc United States because storms seldom piTietrate It.

Occasionally there are wa.shouls. coming from the 
mountains -above, especially in thc summer months 
when the most rain falls. At .such limes tho Iiish je e -  
ilon formen gather up their crews o f Xavajoes. Greeks 
and Mexicans, pile In stones and dirt, straighten up the 
tiles and rails and let the trains proceed. It Is ndt the 
least Interesting sight o f Ihe ride to wi.tclf the repre-
Mtitatlves o f thfi'C of the oldest races on the globe__
Indian, Grecian and Spanish, laboring side by side to 
make a path for nn American loct>moUve.

Climbing up around a toilsome hill, through rock 
ciitf, nnd surrounded by a forest of pine which ruts o ff  
Ihe view  In every direction, the first glimpse o f the 
Grand Canyon comes suddenly at mid-afternoon, 
through a cleft in the hills. The view  Is gone In a 
moment and a minute afterwards the train stops at the 
little station which marks the end o f the line. Then

there la a ettmb up a  steep hltt and from t l ie f«  Yk* 
first real v iew  o f the canyon U given.

Maybe the full blazing glory o f the afternoon gna 
dwarfs the distances, but the fiis t  glimpse- o f the 
treiiienduus chasm Is not Inspiring. Tw o hours aftso- 
uards the canyon looks almost twice as great as U did 
at first sight. > •

loiter as the sun goes down In a gap o f the car 
natl.s. the distances increase and Just before suneet 
the lengthening shadows begin to point, with wonder­
ful effectivenes8,_the undreamed height o f the project­
ing cliffs.

One o f the tiest times to see thc canyon Is at dawn. 
Xot for colors, but for measurement o f the time it 
takes for the rays o f light to reach down Into the 
cavern and bringing out o f the siiadow the trees whioll 
l<Hik like tufts o f grass, far below. In the subdued light 
o f early morning the depths appear greater, the cHffs 
more steep, and the opposite walls further away than 
they do when the sun gets higher and the purple haae 
o f summer becomes more pronounced.

Yet o f all times when the canyon seems most w<Mt- 
derful. Is when, after sunset, Uic- August moon begins 
to rise.

There is still In the sky some reflected light front 
the vanished sun.

Bitting on the edge o f the canyon lim  one can see 
fur below In the shadow the dim outlines o f the smaller 
cha.snia that yawn I.OOO feet to the river's edge.

A mile straight down and more than half a  dosen 
miles away, the Colorado, churned to a muddy foam by 
Its battle for a channel through the solid rock, roars 
and seethes, but the sound Is lost In the distance and 
none of It rises as high as the canyon’s brink. Some­
where below the iiightbirds and bats have left the 
crevices In the rocks where they slept the day through 
end are circling about In .search o f food, but their stirlU 
cries are never heard above.

On tho rim  o f the canyon there Is no sound, not 
even the chirping o f a cricket. The locusts, sole muslo- 
inaking Insects o f the region, have gone to sleep and 
the altitude is so high the hum o f a mosquito Is navi 
lieard.

Nature lovers grow  enthusiastic over the tumult 
a storm at .sea and the awful majesty o f the waves' 
breaking mountain high. The shrieking o f a prairie 
blizzard, whipping Its sleet and snow across the plains 
at a mile a minute gait has In It the power to drive fear 
Into the heart o f even the bravest man; but nature 
silent Is more awe-lusplrlng, more terrible, more won­
derful than even the crasiiing roar o f Niagara, or the 
booming thunder o f breakers driven by a hurricane.

^

Suddenly there is ¡i gleam o f light at the base of a 
butte 3,000 feet below the canyon’s edge. Iv  m ight be 
the reflection o f a camp fire, but as It grows In bright­
ness and climbs slowly up the the ruddy sandstone one 
gianees across to see the source and gels a glimpse of 
the moon climbing slowly up Into the horizon.

The ruddy glow changes to yellow as the moon’s 
bilghtness Increases, and slowly the whole side o f tho 
butte Is Illumined.

H a lf an hour a fter the first glimpse o f light was 
seen at the bfittoin the rays have reached the top of 
the butte. Then they .stretch over and begin lighting 
another butte farther away.

Minute a fter minute passes and ste.adily the depths 
Ik Iow grow lighter. A  glance at one’s watch shows 
that an hour has pa.ssed since the moon began to rise 
and still there nre shadows below yet unreached.

Another hour passes and thc moon has risen more 
Lian half way up the sky. The tops o f more than half 
tho buttes below are clearly visible but at their sides
h. ang dark .shadows. Thc silent depths o f the canyon 
a ic  too great, and although It has been striving 1,000 
and maybe 10.000 years, the moon lias never been able 
to comiuor fully, and light all of the dusky caverns.

It Is midnight aild the moon Is near the zenith. The 

light Is so bright the purple haze begins to appear 
around the buttes and .some o f the colors of the sand­
stone cliffs may be distinguished. But as at noonday.
i. ioining, or mid-afternoon. In mid-winter, fall or spring, 
the great gu lf lies silent, mysterious. Incomprehensible; 
its roughness more softened by the moonbeams, Its 
witching beauty made more enticing. Its thousand won­
ders Intensified, but Its marvelous Immensity Jarttftr 
than ever beyond human grasp.

It Is a good time to come away. •

Terse Tales of the Movements of Cattlemen All Over the 

Great Range Country of the Entire SouUiwest

G lutting  the M a rke t
Whenever a bulge in stockyard va l­

ues occurs the country gets busy. 
Catching high prices was ever an elu- 

hope. When a bo<»m does not In- 
Tl'ip shippers to glut markets It is an 
intTalUble sign of scarcity o f the m a­
terial affected. There are shlpjM'rs who 
manage to land on high sfKjts and 
they dcPlt systematically. Their plan 
Is to order cars whenever the market 
slumps on the theory that declines 
keep people home, while rises attract 
them marketward.

Millions o f dollars have beea lost 
by livestock shippers, owing to this 
Irrepressible mania to catch bulges 
and It a a mistaken policy encour­
aged ,by  commission men. Extension 
of lelejihone facilities has aggravated 
rather than alleviated the evil for the 
reason that shippers are now more re­
sponsive to market varlation.s.

Let cattle values appreciate 15(fi2'3 
cents on Thursday and Friday at Chi­
cago .and a glutted Monday market is 
assured. The advance may have been, 
as usually Is. .scored on meagre rc- 
celpt.s, but this is not taken into con­
sideration. On Monday enough c a f 'e  
are dumped into the market to dis.sl- 
pate the appreciation and take o ff as 
much more. Statisticians who .attempt 
the Impossible task o f striking aver­
age values never take li\to considera­
tion that breaks occur on l)ig runs 
and advances on days o f insufficient 
supply. The tlme-lionored policy o f 
holding back cattle to nurse a mar­
ket and then demoralizing it by dunip- 
Ing the accumulation into tlie stock- 
yards could be ab.andoned to the dis­
tinct advantage of the producer.

Tw o weeks ago live mutton values 
experienced a sharp ri.se all over the 
country. A  rush to take advantage o f 
the fact ensued and declines of 25 
cents to $1 .50 per liundredwelght were 
registered In a few  hours. Quality 
st.andards were Ignored by country 
buyers in the mad rush to get some­
thing that could be sent to market. 
This unsafe and Insane policy cost 
shippers a large sum in the aggregate, 
paralyzed the market and sacrificed 
¿1 lo^o i»i^ aw  material that ought to

nbide fit for food before .sent 
In. nllyers who cannot distinguish be­
tween mutton o f killing and f^^edlng 
quality are merely riding fo r a fall 
when they dicker in sh.'-ep or lamb.s.

Periodically the hog market is glu t­
ted after the same fashion. L.ast week 
a 2.5-cent advance occurred and mar­
ket literature went to the country red ­
olent o f 7-cent prediction. Telephones 
were put in oi)eratlon. cars were or­
dered and the marketward movement 
increased to a volume double trade ex­
pectancy during a holi<lay weok. When 
results wore printed it was t no. same 
old story over again. The market broke 
and trade was demor.Tlized for several 
days by an nccumulatlon o f stale stuff 
at the various stock yards and their 
reckless temerity cost country sliip- 
pers $40 to $60 per car.

There never has been .and never will 
be a time wlien livestock can l>e 
shipped from the country on bulges 
with any certainty of catching the.

“ One place where the producer will 

win out In the new inspection regu- 
l.atlons." said Colonel Ike Pryor o f 
Texa-s, yesterday, “ is in the handling 
o f suspect cattle. Secretary Wilson has 
yielded to the appeals o f the producers 
and will have the inspections made 
at the scales. Susi;>ected cattle will be 
tagged and will go to the big packers. 
I f  on post mortem the cattle flm illy 
pass, then the owner will l)e paid In 
full for the animal. I f  ttiey go to the 
t.ank. he will reeelve the value o f the 
hide and tankage. T lie  packers hav(*“  
agreed to this plan and It is working 
in Kansas C ity very ‘ satisfactorily. 
Heretofore tliese cattle tagged by the 
government as suspec ts have been sold 
to speculators at aliout $10 per head. 
^̂ ■e find tliat about seven per cent of 
these suspects have gone to the tank 
and we leave heretofore been selling 
93 per cent o f these cattle, that were 
perfectly wliolcsoine, at the value of 
tlie .seven p«'r cent of condemn.'d cat­
tle. In the future we shall receive full 
value for the ninety-three per cent, and 
tlie actual value o f the other seven per 
cent.”

Colonel Pryor is of the opinion that 
the new Insiiectipn bill will woik to 
tile advantage o f the producer after it 
is once adjusted.—Denver itecord-
Stocknian.

R u sh in g  in Range rs
Tlie supply of cattle from the rang's 

this week has lieeii enormous and may 
Iiossllily he ainopg tlie Iiigli records 
hefore the week closes. This was large­
ly  accidental, according to the opinions 
o f most w,stern dealers, for the dispo­
sition has been toward conservatism 
in slilpping. Market prices have iieen 
very salisfactor.v. and this, o f course, 
was a niagnetlr Influence in drawing 
tile stuff to market. The fact tliat tlie 
market has not suffered a serious 
break under tliis strain shows that 
buyers appreciate the value o f the 
western cattle and are glad to get 
tliem at the prices. They have pulled 
.lown the natives severely, but good 
range steers arc still bringing very .sat­
isfactory prices. The chief reason for 
this is that llicy are better in quality 
than usual.— Chicago Livestock World.

R a is in g  Veal Calvee
" I  have found that the best paying 

Iiart of the cattle bu.slness Is in ra ij- 
Ing veal calves.”  said II. O. Garland, o f 
San Angelo, Texas, who lias been 
topping the quarantine calf market 
In Kansas C ity for several yoar.s. Dur­
ing the past three years Mr. Garland 
has marketed hnndreils o f head o f 
veal calves here that brought over $10 
per head. Early In the spring Mr. fla r- 
land ships from Texas to the Otoe 
reservation a large string o f cows. 
Along in May these oows have calves, 
and they are allowed to run till the 
mi.ldle of the summer, when he brings 
them to this market. I,ast Thursday 
Mr. Garland had on tlie quarantine 
division about 145 veal calves that 
brought the top price for the year on 
a carload lot. $6.50. They averaged 
around $10.50 per head. “ These calves 
are our profits,” said Mr. Garland. 
"They cost us nothing except the 
freight up here and the cost o f selling. 
Then the cows are allowed to remain 
in tlie pasture and get fat: they will 
be sold a month I.iter.”— Drovers’ Te le­
gram.

spotlessly clean.

During the hot, dry weather skim 
milk' Is especially valuable us a  food 
for young chickens.

A light hreukfa.st during the sum­
mer montlis sends' the hens to the 
fields and orchards for insects.

It is necessary to maintain good 
ventilation in tlie poultry house dur­
ing the summer nionlhs, and do not 
crowd the chicks.

The ducks’ drinking trougli should 
have slats nailed aciviss the top to pre­
vent them from getting In it with 
their fei't and making ttie water filthy. 
The duck is a rather lll-mnnnerly bird 
and ne<*ds constant watching.

There is a small fortune for 
tile men around ceniral western elites 
who can supply eggs guaranteed fresh 
and clean. Many of the eggs .served 
at town hotels look as if they had been 
picked up In tiie liarnyard. W ipe the 
eggs free from dirt vv tl- a moist wool­
en rag: wasliing spoils tin- keeping
Qualities.

D U C K S  F O R  R O A S T E R S
I ’okins aro adapted urinost excluslvo- 

ly to thi.s Industry This brood ia do­
cile ill confinement. re<iulros little 
water, grows rapidly and develops a 
splendid earcass. Young ducks sro 
keiit for laying, as they heglti earlier 
than tho.se over a year old. The liri-ed- 
liig stock is selec^id In mlflsumnier, 
males to weigh aliout twelve poiiiids 
and females eight pounds. They are 
inati-d about November 1, and eggs 
will be found fertile about January 1.

The great object Is to got as many 
blrd.s ready for the market as possi­
ble during April, May and Juno, w lille 
prices are at their best. Dining the 
latter part o f April and the early l>art 
o f May they bring 40 to 4.5 cents per 
pound. The birds are marketed at ten 
to twelve weeks o f iige, and average 
rtresseil. from oiglit to twelve pounds 
per pair. Even wlien tliey sell as low 
as 12 cents per pound .wiilcli is about 
the minimum late In the season, tlie 
returns are satisfactory. It is claimed 
that tliey can be raised for 5 cimts 
a pound. T lie lilrds are dry picked 
and are packed with ice in barrels for 
shipment.— Farmer’s Advocate.

F O R  E G G S  A N D  M A R K E T
The l,eghorns are pxoelleiit layers, 

espeelally during the summer months. 
They are rather on tlie small side for 
table use. unless a.s broilers. The 
Flymontli Rocks are good all-round 
general pnriiose fowl. They are good 
winter layers and fa ir summer layers, 
and a good market bird. T lie Wyan- 
dottes are a popular fowi, espoclally 
tho wiilte variety.

W e 
read o f pupils being burned to dcaln 
In the dangerous building.-; o f some of 
these schools. W e read o f sad deaths 
o f mother or father, whose loved son 
or daughter cannot readi home In lime 
to receive the dyin.g blessing. We do 
not, however, read ot tlie tnefficieney. 
That Is not so apparent. It may be 
concealed, which Is often the case.

It Is the de.«lre to call attention to 
the t’arll.sle M ilitary Academy at A r­
lington, In this county. It Is a home 
institution, which deserves patronage. 
A  circular has been Issued announcing 
the laying at 2 p. in. Tuesday. Sept. 4, 
o f the cornerstone o f a fire-proof h.ar- 
racks o f 31)0 front feet and two Inche.s 
In length. A t the head o f this circular 
was a cut, not o f the usual school 
kind, but an architect's front elevation 
and ground plan. The plan o f the 
building Is .so Impressive for Its o rig ­
inality and completeness ns shown on 
paper, but "the half had not been told” 
in the circular, it Is the most eom- 
Iilete barracks to he found In North 
Texas. There Is nothing to compare 
with It In the south, yet It Is here at 
home, in our own county, only thirteen 
miles from this city. T h is  barracks Is 
complete In every detail. The sani­
tary arrangements are the best. The 
light could not he better. The heating 
arrangement and open grate for each 
two hoys in as good as eouid he. The 
porch, alnio.-d three- hundre-d feet long, 
with an arched front. Is both corn-' 
fortahle and beautiful. It is fireproof— 
cannot be burned. K vc iy  room l.s on 
the ground floor and h.as a door atid 
three windows. Kad i Isiy h;cs his own 
private leaker, c-ach boy has a bed to 
hiin.self, and the beds fold from the 
side, so that during the clay tla-y oc ­
cupy a space o f less than twel'-e 
Inches wide. The barrack.s Is lighted 
throughout with electric lights and is 
also provided with pipes for gas light.

The building meets ail tin- conditions 
of health, comfort, light and vc-ntila- 
lion, but It Is even now evi-lc-nt that it 
w ill be taxed to Its capai ity during 
the coming se...slon.

'I'lils Inslllutlcn was removed from 
Ilillstioro to Arlington four years ago, 
the chief rc-a.soii for selecting the- j.res­
ent location bc-ing the Idc.il conditions 
which are found at Arlington favorable 
to a schcsil o f this kind. The soil 
suits, lielng hard-pan sandy soil. The 
surface drainage is good. The w.iter 
is good. The means o f travel could 
not be Improved upon in tbe state. 
The people are o f a high order ot 
Christian charaetVr.

Since Its location at Arlington the 
school has grown wonderfully. This 
has not come with noise and c^isplay. 
It  has come with wise preparation, 
thorough teaching and wholesome con­
trol o f boys.

"Owing to o iF  Immense corn crop 
this year our people are besitlring 
themselves in their efforts to stock up 
on liogs and will soon be doing the 
same in the Une of cattle. I am down 
here looking' for some hundreds o f 
feeding hogs and shall go as far south 
as El Campo unless 1 can get in com­
munication over the phone and trade 
that way. A ll o f our crops are super­
fine and the corn crop could not have 
been better in any year heretofore. 1 
heard o f a man who Sftld his corn 
grew  so fast that the cob kept aboVtf 
three Inches ahead o f the shuck.

“ .My soii-ln-law has Just made a deal 
for 9,000 bushels o f corn at 20 cents a 
bushel and w ill feed 900 head o f cattle 
In the southwest part o f Oklahoma. 
Corn w ill be cheap this year com­
pared to the last five years and It Is 
my opinion that there w ill be a big 
rush to market to buy feeders. I 
hardly think that corn w ill go much 
lower than 20 cents because o f the 
export demand, which w ill have to de­
pend to some extent on the territories 
for its supply. Texas has a good crop 
In some portions o f the state, especial­
ly 111 the north and western portions, 
but all down in south Texas the crop 
has been very short and w ill hardly 
supply the deintmd at home. The ex­
port demand seems to be on the in­
crease every year and It may be that 
from this cause corn may keep up in 
price always.
