a year without danger from cold, which 
will give at least thirty t)ushcls per 
acre, besidc.s the excellent hay for 
other stock. Spanish goobers are be­
coming a noted feed for hogs and sweet 
potatoes h.ivo long been a profllahlo 
crop for hog breeders. U has been said 
that Texas could not raise sufficient 
hogs to supply the demand, lull two 
years will end this charge, )>ased as It 
alone upon the false theory that corn 
Is an absolute essential to the success­
ful fattening of swine.

There are a good many other crop* 
besides nlfalf:i ttiat make good hog 
feed. Rye, sox\-ed In the fall for winter 
and spring pasture Is valuable because 
nothing else could he h.ad during the 
cold» months.

I believe the sheep Industry can best 
bo fostered and protected by keeping 
up thC" prico of wool and mutton and 
protecting our home Industries. When 
wool declines to such low figure« as tt 
has In times past, there ts surely no 
profit In keeping sheep.

MAKING CIDER VINEGAR
According to the old-fashioned 

methods, the manufaeture of cider 
vinegar required from one to two 
years, but now by the latest processes, 
It Is only a matter of a few hours. 
In ordinary cellar storage It takes from 
one to six months for all the sugar 
In the elder to become converted into 
alcohol and after this transformation 
Is compl(!ted, It takes from twenty- 
four months to change all the alcohol 
the alcohol Into acetic acid. The ac­
celeration of the fermentations that 
take place In the manufacture of vin­
egar Is accomplished by what Is 
known as generators. By their aid th® 
acetic acid fermentation can be ac­
complished w ith in .a  few hours. In­
stead of a few years, as heretofore.

The apparatus ts extremely simple, 
consisting of an upright cask three to 
six f(iet In dl^imeter, and twelve feet 
high. About a foot from the bottom 
Is a perforated false bottom upon 
which colled beech shavings, which 
have been previously boiled In water, 
dried wnd soaked for several hours It 
old vinegar, are placed. Another per­
forated disk Is piaceli over the shav­
ings and the top of the cask closed 
with a cover containing an opening, 
thru which the hard cider is fed.

Underneath the false bottom rows of 
air holes slanting downward are bored 
In the cask for the admission of air. 
The elder Is allowed to filter thru 
the shavings very slowly, giving the 
liquid an opportunity to form thin 
films over the shavings and Is thus 
brought Into Intimate contact with the 
acetic acid ferments, which In the 
presence of a large quantity of air, 
rapidly bring about the ronverslon of 
the alcohol Into acetic acid.

Don’t keep your flock on the same 
pasture for more than two years, for 
the reason that It will certain become 
Infested with the stomach w oto  ana 
w iT th en  be “sheep slck.Z 
eaxV more or Mss s t o i^ h  worma 
Thwe do not seem to Injure the older 
one« nor the very strong ones, but are 
Sur^ death to the weaklings, parUcu- 
larlyl lata lambs.

OiJi the ordinary western farm this 
peat stomach worms, can ^  very 
easily avoided by sowing rape In c ^ .

Senator A. S. Hawkins was with us

1>. hlch has given splendid results. Set- 
Iters getting the land as fast as tho 
leases expire, and this Is exactly as It 
should be. There are thousands of 
acres of land now ou the market, as 
shown by Mr- Terrell's report, that 
have not been taken up, and I do not 
see how the state can lose anything by 
folding the lands now under lease.

“ If we had canceled all leases In 
1901, as we were greatly urged to do, 
and the demand then was much great­
er than at present, the state would 
have lost millions of dollars for the 
school fund. Under the act of 1901, 
of which I was the author, the state 
school fund has saved millions of dol­
lars by the enhanced values of the 
lands of west Texas, and at the same 
time the lessees’ rights nave been pro­
tected. while at same time, the sup­
posedly barren desert has been made 
to blossom like the roSe. The taxable 
values of these counties have greatly 
Increased since the act of 1901, and the 
present splendid prosperity of this 
country establl.shes beyond question 
the beneficial results of that law.

"I see no reason to change existing 
..conditions."

A sorry-look- 
Ing tcxim stamps the owner as a eaie- 
less. Indifferent business iivui. a m.iu 
who does not realize tbo importanee of 
good tools or giKKl help. It Is not every 
farmer who can afford to keep borscs 
especially for the road, but It Is pos­
sible and eoonotnlcal to keep gooil gcii- 
ei"al-purpO80 horses and keep them 
well. It is only a question of maiingc- 
ntent. It costs no more to raise a good 
horse than a poor one. Good houses 
are always ready for a day’s work 
and are able to save time lu a busy 
season. Qwd horses attract atlenlion 
and In this way prove valuable as an 
advertisement. Successful furmn.i 
ipsually manage to advertise in some 
way. In fact. They must do It to suc­
ceed. Good horses look better wIumi 
dressed In a good set of harness and 
hitched to a clean wagon that Is lu 
good repair, but If tho horse Is right 
and well kept the harness and rig luuke 
less difference, the horse Is noticed 
anyway. But tho sorriest looking oh- 
Jeet on tlia road Is a farmer pooily 
dressed, slouching around In the se it 
of a dilapidated old' rig covered with 
mud, a.nd driving a pair of shaiuhle- 
galted old crowbates. A poor horse Is 
a continual expense, but a good horse 
Is a source of profit and satlsfacliiiii. 
A  poor horse Is dear at any iirlee. A 
good horse is worth more to tb.> 
farmer than anyone else, beeauso It ts 
the main source of power to drive the 
business.—Journal of Agriculture.

"Our surplus live stock and meat products. Anofnor 
Important fiuestlon Is to secure access to the markets 
of continental Europe for our surplus live stock prtjd- 
ucts.

Stock Show will he held in Denver at the stock yards. 
All members are urged to come to this convention and 
by ihelr presence, counsel and support, strengthen this 
association. An invitation Is also extended to all live 
stock growers who are not now members, either Indi­
vidually or thru their association, to meet with us 
In Denver."

- Texas cattlemen have a deep and abiding interest 
In the success and welfare of 4ho American National 
Live Stqck Association, for It was thru the efforts 
• f^ tx a s  cattlemen that the association was rescued 
from Its former perilous position and placed upon Its 
present very satisfactory basis. It Is the successor 
«  the old NaUonal Live Stock AssoclaUon, which It 
vss claimed bad fallen into the hands o f detrimental 
nterests, snd now that the Texas Idea has prevailed 
nd the new association has started out on a career

that promises to be so successful, it is but proper that 
Texas cattlemen should attend the next knnual meet­
ing and continue to assist In the great work that has 
been undertaken.

THE JOHNSON GRASS PROBLEM
There are thousands of acres of fine s<*ll In the state 

of Texas that have become such masses of Johnson 
grtiss as to be practically worthless for any other piir- 
jiose. And there are thousands of Texas farmers whose 
places are Infested with this grass who regard It as a 
very doubtful blessing. In many Instances whole farms 
have been abandoned to it and converted Into hay 
farms as the easiest means of solving the problem, but 
there are some land owners who do nof^sant the grass 
nnd aro continually figliting It In an effort to stay Its 
further progress. And to such as these the following 
from the annual report of Secretary Wilson will bo 
welcome Information. Secretory Wilson says:

"It is believed that data has been secured which 
will enable the farmer to control JohnH(jn grass and 
utilize I f  In a satisfactory way In crop rotation in tho 
south. The secret of success In this work lies In the 
fact that In a .Tohnson grass sod left undisturbed for 
two or three years the root stocks are found only nt the 
surface. In this connection the post Is easily destroyed 
by shallow plowing and a little extra cultivation the 
next summer. This permits Johnson grass to bo grown 
in rotation, such ns cotton, corn nnd cowpeas, winter 
Oiits .and Johnson grass for two years. Where tho P ' ' » t  

is allowed to grow on land that is cultivated In cotton 
Or com the root stocks penetrate Into tho soil, and 
eradication is exteremly difficult.”

It would seem from this that If any farmer desires 
to g.‘t rid of the Johnson gross that has found an abid­
ing place on his premises all he has to do Is to permit 
tho bind to remain unbroken for two or three years, 
and then break It at a shallow depth and keep breaking 
It often enough to keep tho roots exposed. Many farm­
ers In Texas have already worked out the problem for 
themselves. They break the land shallow, cutting the 
roots short, nnd In a irtiort time they break It little 
deeper, exposing more o f the roots and afterwards 
plant the land In cotton, giving It frequent cultivation. 
In I ’arker county this plan has been found to work 
quite successfully, and a great deal o f tho Johnson 
gritsH land has already been reclaimed.

MARKET PROSPECTS ARE GOOD
O.-itllemen who have been In tho city during the 

Ii.'ist few days nre taking a very optimistic view of 
Uio market situation with tho dawning of a now 
year, nnd .s.ay that while there hns recently been some­
thing of a slump In market values. It was only what 
was to bo expected during the holiday s.'nson when the 
peofile are not eating much beef, there Is nothing yet 
developed In tho situation to occasion any uneasiness. 
Larg,j pumbers of cattle have been rii.shed to market 
during all of December, and prices have held up re- 
in.ark.ably well under the circumstances. It Is expected 
thill tho rush of stuff to market if present favorable 
weiiih. r eonilltlnns continue will show little abaiement 
until iihnut the middle of January, nnd nfter that time 
It Is ciinflili'nlly expected that prices will show a grad- 
U iil monthly Imiirovement.

r iif.i a fd'llng that the ear shortage so gen- 
( rally coinphiln.’d of has not been an unrnlxcd evil, 
fur If the cars could have been obtained for tho ship­
ments ofN'ied tho market centers all over the country 
would Ii.ave been Just as badly domonillz.al as It would 
1)0 jmssiblo for e.xccss shipments to make them. As 
It was, thousands of cattle were turned bark on the 
ranges and will later go to market under perhap.s more 
fiivornble eoiidltlons than iiiive prevailed so far this 
Kcnson, The ciitllemcn are complaining of the delay 
nnd clamoring for drastic legislation that will compel 
the railways to furnish cars In the future under severe 
pcualtloH, but it Is probable In the end they will find 
they have not been hurt quite as bad as they would 
have been If all this stuff had been rutfhed upon the 
market as was contemplated.

Another feature of tho market situation that In­
spires tho cattlemen with confidence is the high price 
that Is commanded by both pork and mutton. It is 
nrgurd that so long as those meals hold up beef must 
also command n good figure In order to even up the 
general situation, and It seems pretty safe logic. Tho 
demand for beef will strengthen with tho close of 
the holiday season, and the indications seem to bo 
that the man who has good .stuff l.s not going to expe­
rience much difficully In getting a good price for It 
when It goes to market. Such l.s the ojilnlon of those 
whoso business It Is to study tho situation, and thclr 
deductions are a pretty safe criterion.

CATTLE QUARANTINE DECISION
The decision of the I'i. iitucky cattle quarantine case 

by tho supreme court ot tho United States has occa­
sioned no great amount of surprise and absolutely no 
consternation among the cattlemen of Texas. The 
decision la but In line with what has been tho general 
understanding of tho situation In this slate since the 
quarantine lino was flr.st established.

It has been conceded that the feder.al government 
could not Interfere w^th tho administration of the quar­
antine law within tho slate of Texas In the movement 
of cattle wholly wtthin the state, and In matters of 
this kind the federal authorities have in Texas made 
themselves u holly subservient to the stale law.

In the state of Texas tho federal quarantine line Is 
run dlagonWly acros.s the state, and fnere Is no legal 
authority feir such notion, for under a strict construc­
tion of the law the federal government would only be 
able to establish such lino Along the boundary lines of 

* the staile and control the interstate movement of Hve 
stock. ' But as a matter of protection to the people 
living within wha» Is designated as the safe area In 
Texas, the federal government agreed that tho line 
might be fiitabllshed across the state provided the state 
Itself woJld adopt and 'legalize that procedure. Tho 
matter was adjusted thru the medium of providing that 
the state live stock quarantine regulations must con­
form with tho federal regulations In nil things, and tho 
fedoral line Is thus recognized nnd established across 
the state by state authority.

Bo far as the effect of this supreme court de­
cision on the situation In Texas Is concerned, it Is not 
believed It will amount to anything. The federal au­
thorities are not attempting anything In Texas that 
Is not backed up by the state law. It may have the 
effect of more clearly establishing Just how far the 
secretary of agriculture can go In dealing with ship­
ments of live stock from one state to another, but It Is 
already a clearly established principle in Texas that 
there can be no legal interference of that Individual 
with tha movement ot cattle or live stock wlttiln the 
stata except where the federal contention Is backed up 
and sustained by the laws ot this stata.

'ITnue are so many kinds of grafting 
iiiid HO many different ways of doing 
It that our brief »jiace does not justify 
entering Into details. Any means of 
bringing the i«irt to he attached In 
such connection with that which l.s to 
liecoriie the »uHtalnlng part, as to per­
mit a ready flow of the sap from tho 
one Into tlio other and keep It there, 
and .so us to prevent air u,nd weather 
effects from disturbing grafting. The 
method most employed by non-profe.s- 
sionulH is known as cleft grafting. Cut 
the Htock at right angles and pare 
»rruxith, being careful not to Injure the 
hark ai or below tho cut. Split to the 
depth of two Inches and Insert a wedge 
to hold the Hpllt open. Carefully Insert 
one or two »cions tnade Into a wedge 
at tho lower end, so that the lino be­
tween the wood and bark of tho stock 
exactly fits tlie corresponding lino of 
tho scion. To be sure of securing thU 
rcMult, the scion may he In.serted at a 
slight angle, so that these line» are 
sure to cross. Remove the oiienlng 
W'edge and the work l.s done. Now care­
fully wax the entire end of tho stalk, 
covering every lairt o f the wound, and 
fitting closely around the »clon.s, so as 
to exclude both air and "water. Make 
wax, by weight, resin four {larts, bees­
wax, two piirtH, tallow, ope past; melt 
and tliuroly mix, and pour Into cold 
water. Crease the hands and work as 
candy.—Exchange.

A SOUTHERN PROBLEM
Labor Is scarue In the south this year 

and pbanters complain that It Is next to 
Impossible to get sufficient and capable 
labor to till the farms. 'The principal 
causes of this ore that negroes have 
emigrated by thousands to tho north to 
become hotel waiters and porters and 
servants; thousands are participating 
In tho great era of railway building 
which Is now In evidence all over tho 
south, while other thousands have 
taken places as factory hands In the 
new Industries that are being developed 
south of Mason and Dixon's line. In a 
recent Interview former Senator Mc- 
Laurtn of South Carolina said that the 
scarcity of negro labor was tho most 
serious problem with which the south 
hud to contend. Not only are the ne­
groes leaving the south by thousands, 
but thnso who remain are Inclined to 
bo shiftless and dissipated.

"In slave times,” said Mr. McLaurin, 
"tho negro was compelled to live regu­
lar hours nnd take good care of him­
self, because ho was a valuable chattel. 
But today tho young negro gets Into 
all sorts o f dissipation, koei>s late 
hours, and Is not nearly so Industrious 
as ho was. He hns neither the dispo­
sition nor training to do good work."

In the opinion of the former senator, 
tho southern planters will have to turn 
to Itullun labor.

"The negro,” said Mr. McLaurin, “has 
inado a political failure, anij now he 
Is making an Industrial failure. New 
and better labor will shove him o ff the 
plantations. 1 do not know what Is 
to become ot him."

It the opcodus o f negroes from tha 
south keeiM up nnany years longer It 
will be the north and not the south 
that will have the negro problem to 
solve. ;

RAILROADS MUST 
FURNISH THE CARS

Order Isaijed By the State 

, Railroad (Tommission

AUSTIN, Texas, Dec. 27.—The raU- 
ro<od commission today Issued an or­
der which U Intended, In a mea.sure at 
least, to relieve the car shortage In 
Texas.

The order was Inspired by the fact 
that many railroad.» of Texas refused 
to let their cars go off o f their own 
lines, and many times cars are left 
on Hidings for weeks when applica­
tion h.as been made by shippers for 
cars. The text of the order follows:

If  any person, firm, company or cor- 
Iioratton desiring an empty car or 
cars to be placed at any station, sid­
ing, »pur or other point on a railroad 
In tho state of Texas where it Is usual 
and customary for freight to be re­
ceived and discharged, to be loaded 
for Hhijiment and transportation from 
such station, siding, spur or other 
point to any other point on said line of 
railway or to a point on any other 
line of railway In this state, shall 
make application In writing for such 
car or cars to the agent of said rail­
way company at the station, siding, 
spur or other point where It Is desired 
to load Huch car or cars, or If there 
b(» no agent at such point, then to the 
agent o f the railway company at the 
station to whose agent such applica­
tion Is made, and such railway com- 
p.iny Is hereby ordered and required 
to furnlnh and place, within time pre­
scribed by law nnd at the point desig­
nated In said application, the car or 
cars so applied for. whether such car 
or ears are Intended, when loaded, for 
transportation to a point on the line 
of such railway company or to a point 
on lino of another common carrier In 
tlie state of Tex.as.

The order shall take effect the first 
day of Janpary, 1907.

PREPARE FOR FAT 
STOCK SHOW HERE

Secretary French Has Opened 

<a an Office

Prei)aratlons for the fat stock show 
to be held at the stock yards in North 
Fort Worth next March are already 
being made. Secretary French of the 
fat stock show has opened an office 
In the Fort Worth Live Stock Ex­
change building and Is getting In po­
sition to take care of all matters per­
taining to the coming show.

The plans and specifications for the 
new exposition building are not yet 
completed, and while It is thought the 
building cannot be completed by the 
time tho show will come off, this will 
In no way interfere with the proper 
handling o f tha exhibits. Temporary 
provisions will be made to taka care 
of all departments o f the show, and 
by tha use of canvas. In connection 
with sheds and buildings there, every­
thing can bo made convenient, and ac- 
cnniinodato an exceedingly large num­
ber of exhibits. There Is no place In 
the southwest where there are better 
fucllitlcs for handling such a propo­
sition as at the stock yards In North 
Fori Worth.

It l.s expected that tho show to be 
held next spring will he the greatest, 
from a breeder’s standpoint, ever held 
in this section. It will not, by any 
means, bo a Texas affair, but all parts 
of tile southwest will bo represented, 
and are In many w.iys Interested.

TRUE SITUATION 
IN STOCK MARKET

Unfair Âr^^unents on Basis of 
Dividend Returns .

(B Y  THOMAB C. SHOT W ELL.)
NE W  YORK. Dec. 29.—Tho true sit­

uation In the stock market has been 
much confused of late by unfair argu­
ments made against stocks on the ba­
sis ot their dividend returns. The divi­
dend Is no.t a fair measure o f a stock’s 
value.

The general public has been profited 
but little from tho advance of prices 
that has taken place in the last three 
years. That there will he a further 
considerable advance seems almost in­
evitable, but there is little hope that 
tho public will begin to buy stocks 
until the top Is nearly reached. The 
attempt to measure values In dividends 
is the thing that Is keeping the public 
out now on the eve of a great move­
ment.

Just as soon ns prices are danger­
ously high, these same financial values 
will be proclaiming the fact that a 
dividend Is not so Important as when 
known assets are held'by the corpora­
tion far lu excess of the market valua 
Now is the time to remember these 
facts.

SCHOOL LANDS 
ARE IN DEMAND

Million Acres to Be Thrown 

On the Market

AUSTIN, Texas, Dec. 26—Land Com- 
mlseloner John J. Terrell Is being be­
sieged from different sections o f the 
country for copies o f the Ust of Texas 
school lands, which are to come on the 
market Jan. t to July 1, 1907. Thera la 
over 1,000,090 acres o f land embraced 
In this llsL 'which la the fifth which 
baa been Issued. Many who are not fk- 
miltax with the Texas laws are making 
Inquiries regarding the manner of get­
ting this land, and how to go about 
It. 'The following has been prepared by 
Igtnd Commissioner Terrell, showing 
some extracts from tha law and how 
to get the land.

Those only who are or will become 
aotuaJ settlers In person on tha land 
within ninety dajra after It Is awarded 
to them are authorised to buy tha 
land.

'Within 120 days from the date of the 
award of the land to an applicant he 
must file In the land office hts per­
sonal affidavit that ha haa In par- 
Mon settled on the land, and If not so 
filed the law requires the commlsslotier 
to  cancel tha aw’ard and again place It 
on the markeL

One must In person live on the Ian4 
three consecutive years, including U|a 
ninaty days allowed to eettla

Proof of such occupasioy must be 
filed la the land otUce wKhln two

years after the ¡three years residence 
nas been cumnls

Bales will not jbe made to a married 
woman, when that fact Is known, un­
less her husband signs with her the 
note to the state for the balance of the 
purchase money f nor to minors when 
their minority Is] known.

WlUiln three yiears from date of sale 
the purchaser rnust place 8800 worth of 
improvements o™ some part of the land 
he purchases from thé state.

A fter conipletllon of the required 
residence and improvements, proof filed 
In the land office, one can pay out the 
land and obtain patent from the state, 
6r he may hold]tlie land forty years 
by paying on Nov. 1 each year tho 
annual interest or three per cent.

After dale of purchase the land Iv 
subject to taxatlun. *

The law provides that one may liiiy 
In tracts o f elghly acres or multiples 
thereof up to the] quantity allowed one 
purchaser, according to the county. In 
the counties of Brewster, Bandera, 
Crockett. El Paso, Jeff Davis, Loving, 
Pecos, Presidio, Slutton and Val Verde, 
one may buy as ¡much as eighty sec- • 
tions o f 640 acrei each, mora or less, 
but In other counties one cannot pur­
chase more than: four Sections. Sur­
veys of 1,280 acres are counted as two 
sections. The land purchased by one 
as an actual settiler or as additional 
Land direct from the state since April 
9, 1901 will be counted against him In 
ascertaining the (Quantity he caa now 
buy.

In order to buy any of this land one 
must file by mall! written application 
with the commlsslloner of the general 
land office at Austin, Texas. A  sep­
arate application rrlust be used for each 
tract. Blank appll(;ation8 may be ob­
tained from the land office by sending 
a two-cent stamp for postage. County 
clerks and land agpnts may also have 
them.

Mollle Straham of Ravla. I. T., has 
disappeared. The theory of her friends 
who are familiar with the situation at 
homo, and who vfdro In Port Worth 
Sunday, is that she left home Saturday 
In order to avoid matrimonial compli­
cations.

more than twenty years of a1m(/at 
constant effort the town of Abllena 
has at last secured a sccoqd line of 
railroad, the first train of the Abl- 
lefle ami Northern coming In thiw aft­
ernoon at 8 o’clock. The history o f tho 
struggles o f the people o f this little 
city would make interesting reading, 
but It can be summarized In a few 
words: When people saw that no
company could be counted on to build 
another line the publlc-splrlted men 
of means determined to build one 
themselves, and went to work to do 
It. This at once had the desired ef­
fect, a contract backed by a cash 
guarantee was put up and the work 
begun.

Trip to Roby
HAM LIN, Texas. Dec. 29.—It Is 

reported here on very good authority 
the Texas Central railroad has accepted 
a proposition from Roby to build a 
tap from Its main line above Fisher, 
four miles north of Roby.

WHAT THE RAILROADS 
IN TEXAS ARE DOING

Ra.Iroad for Stephenville
STEPHENVILLE, Texas, Dec. 29.—A 

.representative crowd of the business 
men of the town gathered at the opera 
house yesterday afternoon. McD. Reil 
was elected chairman of the meeting 
and G. W. Jenks secretary. Mr. Cage 
submitted his proposition, which was 
In substance as follows; That Cage &. 
Crow would agree to build a railroad 
from Stephenville to Hamilton, and 
that the road should be in operation by 
July 1, 1908, provided k could be be­
gun by April 1, 1907; that Stephen­
ville and Alexander together would be 
asked for a bonus of $30,000, Cage & 
Crow to secure the right of way and 
depot grounds themselves. That bonus 
should be secured In good notes, such 
,.a Cage & Crow’s bank would accept, 

■ -̂thlrd to be paid when the rond is 
il\ipleted and in operation, one-third 

one year and ono-thlrJ In two 
years. Said notes to bear no interest. 
That Cage & Crow would dcpo.sit with 
the citizens’ committee a certified 
check for $5,000 as a forfeit, also In 
the event o f their failure to comply 
with the terms of the contrcct the 
committee could use the $5,000 in any 
manner it might see fit—could divide 
It among the subscribers or donate it 
to any charitable or benevolent pur­
pose. Mr. Cage stated that Hamilton 
would be asked to give $40,000 and 
Carlton $10,000, and that from the as­
surances that he had, there was no 
doubt that they would come up with 
their parts. It was voted to accept the 
proposition outlined, and a committee 
consisting of J. C. George, Lee Riddle 
and Ell Oxford was appointed to draw 
up a contract.

Teste of Sugar Beets
■ CLiARElNDON, Texas, Dec. 28.—W. 
If. Patrick states that ha has hud 
quite a number of tests made on sugar 
beets grown In Donley county last 
season. It Will be remembered that 
Mr. Patrick procured at his own ex­
pense a quantity of seed and distrib­
uted same among the farmers who aii- 
plled for It to give the growing of 
sugar beets a test. The results of the 
planting where proper attention was 
given '«’ere good, and a siilendld yIeM 
was evidenced. Mr. Palrlck sent ii 
lot o f the beets to sugar men In OohiF 
rado and had then ttrsted for sug:ir. 
The result showed that the Donley 
county beet nvernges up with the 
Colorado beet In percentage of sugar. 
There were eight tests made and the 
average was 15.25 per cent sugar and 
74.60 per cent purity. The party mak­
ing the tests stated also that the 
beets sent had not been properly 
grown, the samples showing that the 
ground had not been broken down 
deep enough, much of the beet grow­
ing out o f the ground. Tiio tests, 
however, wore satisfactory In that they 
proved that this soil Is suitable for tbo 
glvowing of tho beets, and with an ac­
cessible market the Industry could bo 
easily established here.

known in the cattle world to need an 
extended explanation as to who they 
are.

" I have al.so letters from the Amer­
ican A’berdoen-Angus Breeders’ A.»so- 
clation of Ntfrth America, stating that 
they had appropriated $800 for special 
premiums appUoable to the show this 
year. From the parly start made by 
the patrons of the Fat Stock Show 
this year It Is very evident that there 
Is a constant iporeasing Interest in 
all that purtalns t6 the benefit of tho 
funatlon, and to. my mind there will 
be a greater number of exhibits than 
we have ever had In the history of the 
Fort Worth asBoolatlon."

INCREASE IN LAND VALUES
The great agricultural prosperity of 

the country Is reflected In an in­
crease of one-third In the values of 
farms during the five years from 1900 
to 1905, according to figures com­
piled by George K. Holmes, of Hie 
bureau of statistics of the depart­
ment of agriculture. This is the only 
comprehensive Investigation of this 
sort that has ever been undertaken in 
this country outside of the national 
and state censuses. The medium, av- 
erajge farrns were taken us a basis, 
and the figures include only the real 
estate values, tljat 1.», the value of the 
land and building.», excluding live­
stock, Implements, etc. Comparing the 
census o f 1990 with the results of the 
Investigation of 1905, there has been 
an incr6aee In tne average value of the 
medium farms of the United States 
from «21.80 to $29.11 an acre, or 33.6

?er cent. lUinols shows the greatest 
ncrease aim th'e hjigliest present 
value, $79.31 an acre, but the per­

centage of increase has been greatest 
In Wyoming, where the average value 
has risen irom $4.87 to $8.83, or 81.3 
per cent. The entire country has 
shared In the increase in farm values, 
but the percentage of increase has 
be.en gretuest in the south and west, 
while the highest values of the middle 
west. The percentages of Increase for 
that various geographic divisions are 
A* follotO's: North Atlantic. 13.5; South 
Atlantic, 83.0; north central, 35.3; 
south central. 46.3; western, 40.2.

'This Is truly a remarkable and 
gratifying showing, says the Farmers’ 
'Tribune. Such an era o f agricultural 
pro.»perity is unprecedented In tho 
history of the country. The days of 
cheap land are past, and while this 
may be hard on the home*seekers of 
the future. It 1* a matter of great 
satIsfdCtion to the farm owners of the 
present.—American Stockman.

AUNT JUDY’S BEST
Currant Catsup— Look over, wa.»h 

and mash red currants, strain thru a 
jelly bag; take fotJr quarts of juice, 
two pounds of light brown sugar, two 
ounce.» of cinnamon, one of cloves, one- 
half teaoup of sfclt, and one and one- 
half teacups of vinegar; cook three- 
quarters ot an hour. Add the spices 
fifteen minutes before taking from the 
stove. Pour into bottles, seal and put 
away.

Spiced Currants—For two quarts of 
the currants take one cup of vinegar, 
pour it over them and let scald gently, 
then add four teacups of sugar if you 
ilka them quite sweet, an ounce of cin­
namon stidks, two dozen cloves, one 
nutmeg broken or grated In pieces, the 
yellow rind of on* lemon, and one- 
fourth teaspoon of ground ginger; let 
simmer for ten minutes, then seal up 
in a glass can.

Apple Cream and Apple Whip— To 
make this pretty desert, cook some tart 
apples and crush them to a pulp thru 
a fruit press. Blanch and pound fine 
half a pint of almonds, and a pint of 
the apple pulp, which should be chilled,, 
half a cup of sugar and half a pint 
of whipped cream. Beat until light and 
thick and set on Ice for at least an 
hour before serving. When ready to 
serve, put It in glass cups and sprinkle 
bits of chopped almonds over the top.

The greatest argument in favor of 
feeding sheep, rather than cattle or 
hogs, I* that so much greater return 
can be realised from the amount of 
feed consumed.

A small fat sheep will always bring 
better prices than a poor large one; 
but if the large sheep is also made fat 
it will oommand much the better price.

Sheep excrement is one of the rich­
est and most valuable fertilizers which 
can be applied to growing crops, and 
the animal which makes it bring in 
many other valubi* return* for the 
feed and care bestowed upon it.

Bheep consume their grain ae raad- 
lly that every precaution« ia neces- 
aary In the arrangament of troughs In 
order to faatiitata the abeep in goi-

tlng their places so that each one may 
secure Its share.

To a very considerable extent, on the 
rain and like conditions depend tho 
quality, condition and vitality of thp 
Iamb crop and everything possible 
should be done to maintain his thrift 
and vitality at the hlghe,»t point.

Low prices of every product of the 
farm necessitates that Instead of 
neglect greater care and better man­
datement than ever bestowed. This ap- 
’plles as well to the management of the 
flock as to any other specialty.

SHEEP GROWING
Well-fed sheep always produce the 

most and best wool. Softness and 
pliancy of wool usually correspond In 
a degree with fineness. Harshnc.ss and 
dryne.»s are always detrimental to 
quality even If the fiber is otherwise 
good. As a rule, this condition may 
be taken as an Indication of poor 
breeding, altho It may be due to dis­
ease, old age or improper treatment. 
Generally a fleece begins to decline In 
value and yield after a sheep becomes 
4 years old. Softness and pliancy are 
to considerable extent due to the se­
cretions of the skin. A clear pink or 
yellowish skin is an Indication of a 
good quality of wool, while a pale o.- 
bluish skin Is generally accompanied 
by an Inferior fleece. The yolk is 
the oily secretion which, gives color, 
softness, pliancy- and luster to the 
fleece. It consists of a soapy matter, 
principally animal oil and potash, 
which promotes the growth of the 
fleece and prevent.» friction wearing 
the fibers and cutting. Good feeding, 
shelter and care promote liberal secre­
tion of yolk, while exposure and alkali 
soil.» result In injury to wool by dlm^i^ 
ishing the yolk.

REMEDIES f o r  SHEEP
To Keep Sheep Healthy—Give one 

teaspoonful of leaf tobacco In wheat 
bran once a week and plenty of salt 
and sheep will always be healthy.

If sick, give one-half teaspoonful of 
turpentine and one tablespoonful of 
sorghum molas.»cs well mixed. Give 
morning and evening until the sheep 
w ill eat its food.

Have u.»ed the above for twenty-five 
years.—Robert E. Chambers, Spencer, 
Ind.

Cholera, Lamb— Sulphuric ether g iv­
en in one ounce doses mixed with twice 
the quantity of warm water or milk— 
dose repeated in fifteen minutes If 
not easier—will positively cure the so- 
called "lamb cholera” In young Iambs 
If discovered before they are too far 
gone. "Lamb cholera” Is nothing but 
colic produced by sickness or changes 
In the dam’s milk.—George M. Wilber, 
Marysville, Ohio.

Foot Rot—Strong brine (made with 
hot water), one quart| sulphate of 
copper (blue vitriol), powered, add all 
that brine will cut, then add corrosive 
sublimate, one-fourth ounce; turpen­
tine, one-half ounce; bottle fot use. 
One application with a swab. If trim­
ming of foot is thoroly done, wilt effec^ 
a cure.

RANGES DEPLETED
So strong has been the demand for 

feeding and breeding sheep this year 
that hundreds of buyers, disappointed 
in not finding what they wanted at 
market centers, rushed to the ranges 
and implored the ranchmen to take 
their money. At no other time In the 
history of this country has this hap­
pened before. Ranchmen, discerning 
the handwriting on the wall, have 
fought off the Intrudecsr as best they 
could, in order that they might have 
a flock to enrich their coffers next 
year, but in some cases they had to 
hold a tight grip, for money Is a 
temptation and to many a pile of gold 
In the bank looks better than a flock 
of sheep In a blizzard. A t any rate, 
western ranchmen are sold down to 
pretty small proportions, and it is not 
likely that the output of lambs from 
the ranges next year will bo as large 
as it was this. A good many western 
cattlemen have turned their pastures 
over to sheep, feeling sure that there is 
more In follo\»^g the golden hoof than 
the trail of the wandering cow.

CO-OPERATIVE UNION NOTES
The headquarters of the Farmers’ 

Union, located in Dallas, has an­
nounced that at the January meeting 
of the executive committee there Is 
to be named a legislative committee 
for the organization. It will be one 
of the first objects of this committee 
to work for the passage of a.state law 
which will prevent the dealing In fu­
tures In Texas. Their effort Is in­
tended. primarily, to prevent gambling 
(speculation) In cotton fxitures and the 
abolition of exchanges. The officials 
of the organization and some of the 
legal talent they have employed arc 
engaged In the collection of data and 
the review of laws that have been 
enacted In other state*.

THE TRUSTY MULE
A correspoBdent of Farm Progress 

speaks regretfully of the scarcity of 
the mule in the following langBage:

The ‘‘trusty mule" was not too mean 
for noblemen In the days of chivalry 
and we read of our menial beast of the 
plow as decked with gorgeous mantles 
and trappings of gold and pearls. In 
point of endurance and even speed he 
doubtless held his own best ’ the lum­
bering draft horses. ridden by the 
heavily armored knights of medieval 
times.

Since then the mule has for no good 
reason been gradually relegated to 
menial service until iie was judged to 
be only good for the plow. But now he 
Is on the ascendancy again. This Is 
partly due to the faot that mules are 
now more in demand than at’ any time 
In many years, but the scarcity has 
perhaps less to do with It than the fact 
that their decided superiority over 
horses in many ways is at last being 
recognized. The mule Is the thing— 
just now at any rate.

Farmers everywliere are lamenting 
the fact that the recent wars took so 
many of them out of this country, and 
many are imrchaslng t'oem at 1500 a 
a pair. Furthermore, they are breeding 
mules Instead of horses, and usually 
with an eye to saddle and harne.ss 
qualities. It has becsmie the fashion 
In tuiiny sections to drive to town In 
carriages drawn by mules Instead of 
horses.

People are beginning to understand 
that a 'higii-heuded. well-proportioned 
team of mules makes a more stylish 
turnout than a train of ordinary horses. 
It is al.so being understiMi, that a 
mule with a good "runnl >g-walk” 
makes a mighty comfortable saddle 
ui\lmal after all.

SMALL BREEDS CONSUME LESS
A lecturer, who Is scientific and at 

the same time practical, says the fo l­
lowing, which contains the truth as 
far as the mule Is concerned:

I am convinced that the small breed 
of mules will consume less In propor­
tion In the labor they are espable of 
performing, than the large race, but I 
shall confine the comparison to the 
latter—those that stand from fourteen 
anil a half to rising of fifteen hands. 
The boll worms got in their work later 
and equal to any labor that a horse Is 
usually put to. From repeated experl- 
menl.s 111 the course o f two winters I 
found that three mules of this descrip­
tion, that were constantly at work, 
consumed about the same quantity of 
hay, and only one-fourth the provender 
that was given to two mhldllng-slzed 
coach horses moderately worked. And 
from many years’ attentive observation 
I am led to believe that a large-sized 
mule will not require more than three- 
fifths to two-thirds the food to keep 
him In good order, that will bo neces­
sary for a horse i)erformlng the same 
extent of labor. Altho a mule will 
work and endure on such mean and 
hard fare that a horse would give out 
upon, he hae an equal relish for that 
which le good; and It Is strict economy 
to indulge him, for no animal will pay 
better for extra keep by extra work. 
But If by hard fai-o or hard work, ho Is 
reduced to a skeleton, two or three 
weeks’ rest and good keeping will p\it 
him In flesh ai\d high condition for 
labor. I have witnessed several such 
eYarnpIes with subjects twenty years 
old; BO much r.onnot be said of a horso 
at that age. The expense of shoeing 
a mule the year round does not amount 
to more than nne-thlrd that of a horse, 
hi* hoofs being harder, piore horny, 
and so slow in their growth, the shoes 
require no removal, and hold on till 
worn out—and the wear, from the 
lightness of the animal. Is much Ics.s.

SILAGE AS A HORSE FEED
I know silage Is u good feed for 

horses, for 1 have tried It. I have not, 
however, fed to any great extent, be­
cause I (lid not have as much sllagn as 
I wanted for cows and horse.s bolli, and 
as I thought more of my cows l/ian I 
did of my horses, the cows had all they 
needed and the horses had to go short. 
One winter we had a brood mare that 
was fed silage all winter, probably 
twenty pound.s a day. Hh(* had Home 
hay and straw to go with It, and no 
grain except what wa.s In the slllige, 
and she came out fat and with a glossy 
coat In the spring and liad a fine, 
healthy colt. Horaes like silage ns well 
ns eallle do after they get accustomed 
to It.

A man In Michigan a few years ago 
wintered two hundred horses on slln^m 
and straw exclusively, with no grain. 
They cumo thru In fine shnp.o and 
the l)rood mares all had fine’, strong 
colts.

'flm Ohio experiment station tried 
feeding horses on sllago thru the win­
ter and reported that they came thru 
until siirlng In the best eondlllon. Mr. 
W. C. Bradley of Hudson^ WIs., says 
that one year during sprlhg work he 
was out tif hay and the only coarsu 
fodder his horses had during all that 
period of hard work was slinge. He 
says that his horses never stood work 
better.

BALKY HORSES
Nine times out of ten a balky Jiorse 

is the result of a balky driver. Many 
high-strung and nervous horses are 
completely ruined by bad management 
on the part of the one working them. 
I f  the attention o f *  balking horse can 
bo diverted, half o f the trouble Is over, 
yet how few men will refrain from 
beating him at auch times.

When a horse Is Inclined to be balky 
he should be put In charge of the best 
horseman about the place, and not 
driven by everyone on the farm.

If he Is inclined to stop may "whoa!" 
sharply. Then he will not think he Is 
stopping o f his own free will. Get 
down and walk about him, lifting up 
one foot and then another, tapping 
them with a stone may answer in di­
verting his attention; pretend to fix 
hiB collar, perhaps his mane Is under
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4,000 acres, half black proalvle, half 
fine timber, all good land, 200 culll-

These get on the 
chicks’ head os soon as they are hatch­
ed and while a chick may stand a few 
of the other kind, these gray'^onmn are 
aiwnys sure (TSalh. To make doubly 
sure I have killed all these, I use olive 
oil and carbolic acid on their heads. 
The proportions being one of the acid 
to twenty-five of Ibe oil. One haa to 
use some care not to get any of this In 
the chicks’ eyes.' 'The best and handi­
est way I have found to apply the 
liquid Is to have It In a small bottle 
and then use a large wire nail or 
spike to put It on. Just dip the end 
In and touch directly on top of the 
head. This will put It at the exact 
place wanted and the right 
about two drops. I ustiall 
them once more In about 
Watson Westfall.

A good bird Is Ihe Plymouth Rock

'I'hiH will give good f-ocknrcls and 
soino handHoinu pullets. ( 8) .Muto thu 
ligblest pullets to the medium dark 
coekerels. Good show cockerels can 
bo obtained and somo fairly good pul­
lets. H ) Mato HU almost white cock­
erel with dark females and somo good 
specimens will bo produced. A breeder 
of our acqunlntam’o by way of experl- 
nienl, mated a pure white coekernl to 
sotm* dark hens and ns a result got 
some verry pretty marked piillels, run­
ning from medium to light In color. 
Tho coekerels, wllh two exceptions, he 
killed while young. One of them was 
nicely barred, Iho oilier worthless as a 
I ’ lyinoulh Rock. ( 6) The very best 
mating when but one Is made, Is, In 
our estlmiillon. tbiit of n medium 
colored cockerel to light pullets. From 
such a maltng enough for exhibition 
purposes, somo ligbler ones but dark 
enough to lie use»I In most matings, 
and tho rmllels, will bo of good color. 
Huch a mating makes Ibo least possible 
waste — fewer nuniftcr of cullifr —

That 
auch is thfc case is becuuse most of the 
big outfits are closing out their herds 
and are now shipping their breeding 
stock. Also, there were many hold­
over cattle from lust year.

"The demand for all cla.sses of rat­
tle was more active than In the early 
part of the season was exiieeted, lav 
cause under the operations of the gov­
ernment meat Insiieetlon law the eon- 
fldenee of consumers both at home and 
abroad was at once wholly destroyed.

"The average prices realized, while 
not as high as prior to I!i02, have been 
20 per cent higher than during the last 
three years of hard luck and depres­
sion. A small percentage of the cat­
tle marketed from Montana sold as 
high as In the banner year of 11102, but ' 
they wore not strictly rangers, for they 
wore matured under the ranching sys­
tem. which Is now the only safe and 
logical way of raising cattle. It is 
safe to predict that still higher prices 
will be realized for cattle next season 
and always In the future.

"The big outfits have come to a 
showdown, ns was always apparent 
would be the case when the farming 
element arrived. There has never been 
a iterjod when the stockmen were In 
the way of the settling up of the coun- 
tiy, for their tenure of the range has 
1 <. n moat precarious. They have, 
however, been the most effective kind 
of pioneers. Intrepid, hardy and fear- 
I(-ss; they established conditions that 
nmdered It possible for bands of sheep 
to take the country, which, in their 
turn, win be restricted by the exten­
sion of grain farming,

"The operations of nature, when In­
jurious in their effects upon an Indus­
try, are usually viewed philosophically, 
but when the Injury la caused by finite 
n:on in his selfish or vicious moods, 
the case assumes a different aspect. 
At the present time two drawbacks In 
particular operat^^galnst the success 
and pleasure of conducting tho cattle 
business. The first that I will mention 
Is that the Federal governments «till 
maintains its foolish position In the 
matter of Inspection for scabies, atid 
In some district of the state, under 
virtual coercion of the Federal author­
ities, b<ts maintained a useless qtiir- 
antlnue to the Injury of many settlers. 
It Is well known that the scabies, 
where it does exist. Is a surface a f­
fection only and does not Impair the 
meat value of the animal. Also It has 
been demonstrated to the satisfaction 
of the stockmen, who are the persons 
most concerned, that this form of bo­
vine itch comes and goes like a pimple 
on a man’s nose, without Injury to the 
individual, except in some cases where 
it is Bcientlfleally treated. 'Without 
desiring to be disrespectful to the gen­
tlemen, I will say that the general 
Vish is that the bureau of animal In­
dustry will find another field of actlv- 
Itv for Its employes and give the much 
harassed Montana stockmen a rest.

“The second and greatest drawback 
to the Industry Is the criminal lack of 
disposition on the part of the railroads 
to handle the live stock shipments 
properly. That this failure Is due to 
pure cussedness Is evidenced by the 
fact that J. J. Hill, the vaunted rail­
way genius of the age, la clever enough 
to devise schemes that are making him 
richer than that chief promoter of So­
cial discontent, the Infamous Rocke­
feller, but apparently he hae-no time 
rw money to bring up the motive pow­
er and equipment of his roads to the 
requirements of tho day. or, better 
stlU, double-track his roads; nor has 
he the liberality to hutid up and en­
courage a uniformly useful and effici­
ent corps of high-class employes in all 
branchaa.

Cattlemen Find Paradise
Chlhuaiiun, the new paradise of the 

cattle barons. Its broad acres quiver­
ing with re.sources. its plcturo.sque 
beauty heightened by the glint of ^ex - 
lean mountains, is vividly pictured by 
Frank J. Hngenbnrth, general manager 
of the Wooii^Hagenbarth Cattle Com­
pany.

After a visit of Inspection at the 
company’s Immense property and an 
eventful trip homeward, Mr. Hagen- 
barth arrived .'Vtondny night.

Most of the time tn Mexico was spent 
In looking over the Wood-Hagenbarth 
ranch, consisting of 2,500,000 acres In 
Chihuahua and 250,000 acres In Sono­
ra. This Is probably the largest Indi­
vidual cattle ranch In the world.

"W e have about 4,000 square miles,” 
Mr. Hogenbartb sold quietly, as tho 
referring to a back yard potato patch, 
"and we found things In excellent 
shape, with an abundance of cattle, 
water and grass and some of the fat­
test cattle ever seen on the range. 
Cows with calves by their sides were 
fine and dandy.

"W e shipped out about 1,200 calves 
to Kansas for an experiment In mak­
ing baby beef for the eastern market. 
These calves will be fed for ten months 
on a diet of chopped corn, cotton seed 
and alfalfa. I f  the experiment Is a suc­
cess we shall dispose o f our entire out­
put In this way. We have about 25,000 
head of cattle and are using high- 
grade Durham bulls for breeding pur­
poses.

"W e decided to build an additional 
100 miles of fence. Inclosing 800,000 
acres. This will give us a total in- 
closure of over 2,000,000 acres, 
proposition, but we decided to put In 
a large reservoir and are beginning to 
plan farming on a large scale. We 
have 100,000 acres o f fine farming 
land and plenty of water. The project 
Includes the erection of a beet sugar 
factory, which will operate the year 
round. ,'W'b never have frosts down 
there to amount to anything.

"1 brought back some samples of 
corn raised without Irrigation. The 
corn grows ten to fifteen feet high, 
with firm, wall rounded ears, two to 
four ears to the stalk. Trees set out 
lost year have grown twelve feet In a 
single summer.

"W e have access to two railroads, 
one b'U'derlng the property for 160 
miles, ■'ifid the other golnR thru It for 
a short Idlstance, We have govem- 

I ment telqpaph oervlce and three g «v

eminent gendarmerie posts located on 
the ranch. ...

“The entire zone traversed by Chi­
huahua has an elevation ranging from 
3.000 to 6,000 feet, not Including the 
mountain area. The country Is re­
markably health^!. Wheat, corn, fruit 
and fig trees grow side by side.

"I believe that In the near future 
Chihuahua and Sonora will be en­
tirely Americanized. Nine-tenths of 
the area of both stales is now con­
trolled and operated by American cap­
ital and talent Don Luis Tarrazas 
may be aptly called the last of the 
Mexicans In that part of the country. 
He is one of the largest Individual 
land owners and cattle raisers in the 
world.

“ The Mormon colonists are develop­
ing tho resources of the country with 
great pioneering.

"It Is a wonderful region and Us 
possibilities are almost unlimited."— 
Salt Lake Herald.

CIDER MAKING
In order to make cider the juice must 

be extracted from the apples. This Is 
done by grinding the apples into a 
pumice nnd thus pressing the Juice out. 
The pumice Is laid up in hoops nnd 
held In place by old sacking made by 
ripping gunny sacks. It  Is laid up In 
cheese form, one above the other, and 
pressure applied at the top. The cider 
works out thru tho sacking and Is 
caught In a tub. Ha,nd cider mills are 
made that are excellent for the work, 
and sweet elder may bo had at any 
lime. There Is no way to keep elder 
sweet without racking It off, dr^'lnpr 
it from one barrel to another several 
times, letting It run thru several thick­
nesses of flannel to take out the sedi­
ment. It must be allowed to run very 
slowly so as to .keep all sediment In 

,the bottom of the barrel. 'When thoro- 
ly purified the barrel must be pluggetl 
tight and kept In a cool place. By 
boiling and skimming the elder It will 
keep sweet, but has a slight cooked 
taste. IVe have made thousands of bar­
rels of cider and have tried all kinds 
of schemes to keep it stveet and have 
found nothing equal to racking off. It 
Is a slow process, however, and unless 
well done will not prove effectual.— 
Apple ¡Specialist.

A WONDERFUL DISCOVERY
Professor H. W, Wiley of the agri­

cultural department at 'Washington 
evidently thinks he has made another 
new and marvelous "discovery.” This 
time it Is the golden possibilities In 
sweet corn as a sugar producing plant.

We do not desire to disparage the 
effco’ts o f our scientific lexpelrts in 
their experimental work along agri­
cultural lines; yet we cannot In truth 
share with the eminent professor his 
optimistic enthusiasm over this new­
est "find” In the department's labora­
tory.

It has long been known that the 
stalks of sugar corn are rich In sac­
charine matter. Many a farmer boy 
ascertained this fact when he first 
tasted the delicious sweetness of the 
pith of the stalks. But It will require 
something more real than laboratory 
experiments to convince the practical 
farmer that there is "millions” in 
growing sweet earn for sugar produc­
tion. ^

The demand for the grain product 
of the sugar corn Is limited to the 
carSntng Industry, which Is of ensall 
Importance In the aggregate o f the 
corn crop. Beyond this the uses of 
the crop extensively grown would be 
limited to the leaves and ears for 
fodder, and the stalks for sugar.

Several varieties of sorghum can be 
produced in localities where sweet 
corn Is grown, and sorghum is rich In 
sugar. Dr. Peter Collier ■»•hlle director 
of the New York State Experiment 
Station confidently predicted that by 
hla "diffusion” process sugar could be

two cents per pound; and the by- 
producta from sorghum are fully equal 
in value to the ear# and leaves of 
sweet com.

We are not an expert; nevertheless

we fall to see why the farmer who cao 
grow sweet corn for Its sugar content, 
could not grow sorghum with more 
satisfactory results. It is up to Pro­
fessor Wiley for reply.—Fonn Steck 
Journal.
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
