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Fermented Cotton Seed Meal For Hogi
' The feeding o f cotton seed meal to 
hogs is a live q iu i i in the minds 
o f  T exas’ cotton and stock interests.

Owing to past exper.ences all a t­
tempts to make extensive use o f c o t ­
ton seed meal In the production o f 
pork had been abandoned, but in the 
early part o f 1905 such strong clatrAs 
were made for the ferm entation m eth­
od o f  feeding meal that the Texas e x ­
perim ent station inaugurated an e x ­
periment designed to test the V'alue 
o f  the ferm entation method.

The r««sults o f  that experim ent 
were published in Bulletin No, 78 o f

the Texas station In O ctober o f  the 
year, and the discussion summarised 
as fo llow s:

1. A  com parison o f the results o f 
this experim ent a ith  those o f  other 
stations at which cotton seed meal 
w as fed in the ordinary w ay indicates 
that cotton seed meal m ay be used In 
larger quantities and for  longer pe­
riods when ferm ented and fed in a 
slop than when fed wlthotit being fe r ­
mented.

2. The reports o f feeders who have 
used cotton seed meal for  hogs indi­

cate that a light feed o f cotton seed

meal m ay be continued indefinitely 
and that the consum ption o f  green 
feed lessens the danger o f death from  
feeding cotton  seed meal.

3. In this trial the hogs were yard- 
fed during the liot sum m er season, 
consequently they were under cond i­
tions mhking the trial as severe as 
possible. Under such conditions fe r ­
m enting cotton seed meal does not en­
tirely rem ove Its in jurious e ffect 
when fed to hogs.

4. The results o f  this experim ent 
show that fo r  the first forty -three 
days o f  the feed ing the m ixture c o n ­
taining cotton seed meal and co fn  
gave larger and cheaper gains than 
the straight c o m  ration, w hile during 
the second period o f  forty  days the re ­
sults were revers€»d. T his leads to the 
suggestion that, to Im prove a  corn 
ration! it would be advisable to add 
cotton seed meal to It fo r  about forty

days, prefem bly, for other reasons 
also, during^the last forty  days o f  this 
feeding.

5. The hogs that received cotton 
seed meal as a part o f  their ration iu 
this trial showed less fat and mora 
lean meat In the carcass.

6. The carcasses o f the hogs "^hat re­
ceived cotton seed meal, contrary to 
the previously expressed opinion o f  
the packers, were firm er and there­
fore more acceptable to them than
those o f the con i fed hogs.

Second Experiment
In February, 1906, a repetition o f  

the 1905 test was begun, differing 
from  the first test In tw o im portant 
particulars: First, one pen o f  ten hogs 
reeiving one-th ird  cotton seed meal 
and tw o-th irds corn chops was given

started on a  larger ration o f  meal than

o f  the guests. There will be papers 
read o f special Interest to the m em - 
m ers bearing on all featuies o f the 
live stock Industry, and various 
m ethods o f  entertainment provided.. 
The Panhandle association has a m em . 
bership o f  about f»00. Its president is 
T. S. Bugbee, o f  Clarendon.’ and EL W , 
Bralnurd, o f  Canadian, Is its secrctaiT.

Many o f  its members are also m em ­
bers o f  the Texas C attle . Raisers' A s­
sociation, and its work is done in line 
with the workings o f the larger asso­
ciation and without any form o f f i ic -  
tioii. It is maintained because its 
members bell»*ve there are ..pedal in­
terests pertaining to the Panhandle 
whicli can be best suhserviîd by a 
io<',uJ organization, and it is doing an 
excellent work.

The vi»<ltors from Texas will find 
comJItionH on the Pecos slope excel­
lent at tills time, «•atil»* in that se<'- 
tlon have wintered unusually well, 
there being no losses on .iccouiit o f 
the weather or lack o f fee<l. The warm 
weather o f the past two months has 
brought good grass early. Even the 
mesi|ulle bushes are .olrea.ly putting 
out leaves, and a good rain any time 
H«sin would serve to make the condi­
tions alm»)st ideal. The cattlemen o f 
that section have also he**n cheered 
to some extent bj’ the early ,'idvent 
o f steer buyers, wh«» came out there 
for business. NearW all the steers 
w»'*st o f the Pfs'OH In E«ldy county, have 
been sold. Around 2.000 1-year-olds 
went at $14 for May delWeiy. About 
4,000 2-year-olds ami over luive been 
sold for July delivery. The 2-year- 
olds sold at $18. ami the 3-year-olds at 
122,.'10, and 4-year-old..< ami over at 123. 
One i»r two sah's of yearling steers 
on file Ti-xas side ttr** r»‘porte»l at 118. 
Only a few steers on the plains ea.st 
o f tile Pc<'<»s liave y**t been sold. R e­
ports from other portions o f the ter­
ritory in«llcate that buyers are slow 
in making an appearance. New M exi­
co lias a good lot o f well graded oiie.s 
and a few twos that arc now waiting 
for buyers. Out.side o f the Pecos 
cmintry there are hut few old steers.

The flockm asters o f .New M exico are 
now hn.sy getting in shape for the 
lambing season n**xt month. Sheep 
cam e thru the winter in fine condi­
tion and with vei-y little loss. The 
losses sustained were in th<* big snow 
In November. Ho far, only **ne .sale o f 
importance is vei»orte.l, A. ,T. Frawford 
s**llit»g tî.OOO weth**rs and 3,3oO ew<‘S at 
$3.73 around, to .7. R, Hamilton, o f San 
Angelo. Th»‘se sheep have been driven 
to Del Rio. in Val Verde tiouiity. Cviw 
work in I’lastern New Mexico will be ­
gin this week and cfmtimie until every 
thing Is «-leaned up. the w»»rk heginning 
this spring tmn*h earlhn* than usual. 
In th»i s{»rlng of 1904, in the year of the 
bust drotitl), c»iwnu‘u found it best to 
abandon the sitrlng work.

HoniestoaderK are .settling in large

The Nati«mal Feciiers' atul Brecdi'rs’ 

Hhow held at Fort \V»Hth, Tt*xas, 
^larch 20-33, was by far the most suc­
cessful ejihlbltl*»!! h«'ld during the 
eleven ye»u-s o f its existence, ;uid many 
enthusiastic {tutrous go .-«o far as to say 
no .such show was evei .seen in the 
south. Tliey have a way «»f doing 
things at h>»rt W orth and this show 
Is keeping pa«*e with evt'rything else 
itnd**rtaken by these eiiergelU- south­
erners. There are many liv«> stock 
shows in the ccruntry. hut these jieoplo 
are determined in*t to h«' «>ut<lone along 
this line luul tliose at the head o f tlie 
maimgi'tuent were fully equal to the 
task placed before them by the enter­
prising br*'eders o f the I,one Star 
State.

In «irder to guarantee to the breeders 
the {lermanence o f this show arrange­
ments are now about completed for the 
erection of a pavilion suitable for the 
exhlbitlttii »»f cattle and horses and the 
com fort o f the {»eople. This {lavlllon 
will {irobably even surpass the one in 
Chi Oil go. So far as .*«1x0 and conveni­
ence are coiu-«'rned, and will be a In.st- 
ing monument to the {»rogresslve stiH'k- 
men o f the state and the «-Ity in which 
It is located. This year the sliow was 
held under a tent but the pavilion is 
assured b«'fore another year rolls 
around.

A new feature Introduced this year 
wnsa an evening horse show and it 
proved a drawing card, the crow ds far 
exceeding the capacity o f  the tent. It 
was estimated that 10.000 people were 
turned away on Thursday night.

V iew ing the show In a general way. 
It was strong In most o f the cattle 
classed and fair In hogs. The horses 
were good but not numerous In most 
classes and the sheep show was light.

Texas Is a great cattle state and .a 
large exhibit in the bovine classes 
would be expected, yet it would seem 
that th«*re Is ei'ough Interest in sheep 
to make a mu«-h better presentation. 
The sheepmen should bring out a good 
exhibit here and {»robably will do so 
in future shows.

In the matter o f mimiiers Herefords 
led. Iiavlng 224, the HlM»rlhornp fo llow ­
ing with 142 entries, while the Angus 
had thirty and the R**il Pulls 25. In 
all tlie cla.s.ses iliere were .some genuine 
show cattle, but there were loo many 
o f the {ilainer ones bn»ught out. This, 
how cv‘-r. is tlie hist»jry of- all great 
.sliowK at the beginning, the exhibitors 
soon learning that the best iila<-e for 
th»' ordinary animal is at h(»mc and 
that tiiey only incur uimeces.sary ex- 
peiis.i in taking them along. It will be 
the .Hame here. Eai-h suc<-eedlng year 
will see fewer o f tills kind.—Chicago 
Hr»-e«iers’ (îazette.

Fort W orth realizes that her annu.al 
fat stock show has not yet attained 
i»»*rfeci Ion, and. in fjix't, FAirt W orth 
does not expect that It will ever b e ­
come perfect. The siiirlt o f  tho.se who 
are b*^hind the enterprise l.s to en­
deavor to make every show Just a lit­
tle hit better than it.s predecessor, and 
thia siiltit is what has brought the en- 
ter{*ri.se to its present degree o f  de- 
veloiunent. Eleven year.s is a short 
thin- In w’hich to build such an enter- 
{jrise as we have here, and If such re- 
sult.s ran be attained in that time only 
a few more years will be required to 
make the Fort W orth show the peer 
o f any In the country.

Next year we .ire going to have the 
new live stock auditorium, and that 
fact will be celebrated b3’ an effort to 
bring <»ut the finest exhibit o f live 
st«»ck ever .seen In the United States. 
W e are going to make the Chicago In­
ternational look well to its laurels in 
our n»*xt annual exhibition, for w'e are 
going to »*oncentrat«î all our energies 
upon it.

LOOKS GOOD FO R.CATTLEM EN
For some time there have been ru ­

mors o f larg«i «luantitles «if the guay- 
u le-shrub upon the grazing lambs o f 
W est T«'xas, and effort.« made to o b ­
tain control o f the lands by the rubber 
interests for u nominal rum have been 
thwarted by state officials. Cattlemen 
have held on to the lands under their 
control and have been quietly awaiting 
«levolopments until the making o f  m il­
lions o f dollars In Mexico by .a Texas 
cattleman thru a guayule deal has 
cause«! a renewal o f the rubht'r g os ­
sip and It now seems that 8«»methiiig 
is in the wind.

The Texas Rubber Company has 
been organized at San Antonio, with a 
capital stock o f $100.000. Its purpose 
is to manufa«‘ture rubb«‘r from  the 
guayule and other shrubs, and it is the 
first organization o f the kind to be 
perfected in the state. This com{>any 
will establish a plant at once at M ara­
thon, n«^r Alpine, out on the South­
ern Pa«!iflc. ’The machinery has been 
purtrhased an«l is now en route to the 
scene o f operations. The com pany 
has purchased, leased and contracted 
for  the guayule on a vast body o f 
land In Pecos, Brewster ami adjoining 
counties, and the work o f m anufactur­
ing rubber will be well under w ay 
within the next few months.

Careful investigation o f the quantity 
o f  guayule in that section o f Texas has 
been made and the projectors o f  the 
new com pany are satisfied that the 
shrub exists in sufficient quantities 
over the plains o f Brewster, Pecos and 
other counties to supply the norossary 
raw material for several years to keep 
their factory in constant ofieration. 
This is a pioneer industry and prob­
ably insures that the lands o f that 
section will greatly enhance In value, 
and the cattlemen who control large” 
btidies o f them will come In for a nice 
slice o f the pie. The idea is not to 
ruthlessly destroy the guayule plant, 
but to so conserve It that the lands 
will produce a crop from  year to 
year.

It is probable that the culture o f  the 
crop on a large scale will ultim ately 
prove profitable. It grow s on land that 
is now practically worthless for any 
other purpose, and the plant con be 
produced regardless o f weather cotidi- 
tions. Por this reason It is expected 
that guayule farm ing will becom e a 
paying industry in W est Texas wdthin 
a few years.

r ' FEEDING BROOD SOW S

A. J .  I.ovejoy, who has btien a 
very suecessful h*>g raiser, told the 
Nebraska Swine Breeders how he feeds 
the br«H)d sow.

‘ ■For sows during the period o f  ges­
tation you can make a good, well bal­
anced ration as follow s: Take equal 
parts by measure o f corn, with oats 
ground finely, and to this add by 
measure an equal part o f  good m id­
dlings or “ ship s t u f f  and to this com ­
bination— when hogs get grass—add 
souie liright, well exired alfalfa hay. 
either run thru the cutter box or fed 
w'hole.

In our own system we use this ra­
tion Avith about 10 per cent o f  Sw’ift’s 
digester tankage. W e run the alfalfa 
thru our grinder, making our own a l­
fa lfa meal. In fact, we generally igrind 
the com . oats and cut alfalfa a lto­
gether. W hile the am ount o f a lfa lfa  is 
small, still it m akes a green smelling, 
heavy feed, so wel balanced that it 
furnishes atll the flesh -form ing and 
bone m aking material so necessai*y to 
grow  the  ̂unborn litter.

Corn fed (exclusively) to the brood 
sow carrying a litter is alm ost sure 
to cause bad results, in that the pigs 
will be farrow ed weakly, w’ith hardly 
vitality enough to even hunt their din­
ner, while it is quite likely to produce 
a feverish condition o f  the sow, wdth 
a  tendency for her to destroy her 
pigs.”

At farrow ing tim e the bedding In the 
pen should be rather scant and finely 
cut. Many a pig Is stepped or lain upon 
because it gets tangled up in long bed­
ding or gets into si hoje and can ’ t get 
cut. In a .short tim e they will be spry 
enough to take better care o f  them ­
selves and the sow’ will be more gen ­
tle w’hen she regains her normal con ­
dition. A rail around the sides o f the 
pen will keep her from  squeezing the 
pigs against the wall when she lies 
down.

R very brood sow’ should have access 
to  a box o f  charcoal. W ood  ashes, salt, 
and copperas mixed together. Secure 
the box so she cannot root it over.

«QA' time during the winter âe at oth­
er times o f  the year. But this practice 
requires warm, dry, com fortable quar- 
ters, and with these and suitable feed 
and care I have had no trouble. (3et 
giK>d sow « and keep them raising pigs 
— two litters a year— w ith ou t. regard 
to the m onths or sea.sons. And the pigs 
cared for  in this way from the time o f 
leaving the mother sow are vigorous 
and healthy, and grow right along 
without regard to outside conditions 
because they are independent o f  them.

A t six to eight months old these pigs 
have been fitted for  the market w ith­
out once leaving their com fortable 
quarters in a lai-ge warm stable.

W hen such conditions can be pro­
vided— warnith, a  good bed and plenty 
o f .suitable feed along 'With the need­
ed care— there should always be suc­
cess with the pigs, but where these 
conditions do not exist or cannot Avell 
be supplie«!, then it Is safer and better 
to have pigs farrow ed at the begin ­
ning o f spring. In all cases secure 
good bree«ling stock, and keep it up 
to a good standard o f excellence. Get 
the breed that promisee best.

Do not forget that any breed, how ­
ever prominent, will soon begin to de­
teriorate In value. That Is the price 
that will have to be i>aid for thought­
lessness or neglect, while on the other 
hand, well directed and persistent e f­
fort can hardly fail o f receiving a 
corresponding reward.— E. R. Towle,

These sow’s 
had been fed on corn all w inter: for 
t h e . last tw o weeks they have had 
practically nothing except plenty of 
com  and water, TTic udder o f one o f 
the sow s i.s so badly caked that I w on­
der that any o f her pigs are living. 
The pigs, hungry foi their meals, tug 
at the teats until the sow can stand 
It no longer. The result Is, she either 
kills her pigs by tram ping upon them, 
or the little fellow s starve to death. 
W hat to d o?  F or tw o weeks before 
farrow ing feed the sows rather spar­
ingly and feed som e laxative fooil. Ft>r- 
get that you have corn. Be aroun«! at 
tlie farrow’ ing time, and when tJie 
litter has all arrived, g iv « the .sow’ a

rTh* Old Grocer Muses on Moiern 
Methods

Tho olil-tiine gitKer puffed his eijear 
slowly, thoughtfully, h'roni hla snug, 
well furnished office  he looked tow'ard 
the front o f the store and took In the 
details o f the well ordered shelves, the-. 
i-ashier'H desk and cash can'lers, tho 
handsome fixtures and the appetizing 
array o f foodstuffs. In fancy his vision 
w’ént back to his first store. He saw 
the row o f  open bairels before tho 
counters, the vegetables in the window 
with the sprinkling i>ot handy for an 
occasional drenching— he .saw the little 
h ;m d-pow er coffee  grinder.

He remembered how proud he 
used to be o f  his ability to cut o ff 
a  '.wedge w eighing exactly one pound 
from  a big round cheese, how’ near he 
could guess the bulk of a pound o f 
crackers. He thought o f his one little 
showcase w’ ith the black walnut frame, 
a  perfect treasure box. It seemed to tlm 
youngsters o f  the neighborhood, and 
on the shelf behind it the i-ow o f glass 
Jars filled with stick candy. The pass­
ing yejirs had brought many changes.

His thoughts returned to the present, 
to the clean, well arranged room  before 
him, as attractive and bright as any 
dry goods store on the street.

em ployed to find how many cow s got 
their diaphragm s mashed up while 
standing up in the cars had done his 
w ork w’d l . Mr. Courtney was shy 
about $300, all on account o f the train­
ed eye o f  the man wdio was getting 
about $50 per m onth for finding bioken 
rlb.s where there were none. The Chi- 
c.ago L ive S tock  Exchange now re­
quires a hxiyer to pick out all the 
broken-ribbed ones before the doal is 
closed. This is one o f  the advantages 
o f  an organization o f  the sellers in the 
live stock markets, and as long os 
they are organized for the purpose itf 
protecting the Interests o f the live 
stock  producers, tlio latter will stand 
by and pat them on the back.— San 
Antonio Expre.ss.

Turned Down Sheepmen
C H E Y E N N E , April 10.—The annual 

m eeting o f the "Wyoming Cattle fjrow - 
ers’ A ssociation  was one 'o f  the mo.».t 
exciting  ever held. A  proposition to 
adm it sheepmen carried, and was later 
upset by  the w ithdrawal o f the appli­
cation o f  the L> U Sheep Company, 
w hich had in an application for mein- 
ber.ship. There was a big fight over 
the land leasing question, the lessees 
w inning out and adopting a resolution 
endorsing the position o f  the govern­
m ent in the m atter o f  leaslngjthe pub­
lic lands, recom m ending that the price 
be not less than 6 cent per .acre, nor 
m ore than 1% cents. The vote w.is 
close, three o f  the five m em bers o f 
the com m ittee favoririg h os in g  and 
the other tw o being opposed. O ov- 
ernor B rooks led the fight against the 
proposition.

Pouring  Into Reservation
“ T exas cattle are pouring into the 

Osage reservation,”  said J. S. Fi.sher, 
the well known shipper o f  Cleveland, 
Okla., W'ho was in yesterday with a 
carload each o f  cattle and hogs. “ The 
early grass is bringing them. T rain- 
loads o f  Texas cattle that are to bo 
run on the reservation pastures during 
the sum mer are arriving every day. 
This is about two o f  three weeks 
earlier than usual. Everything .look« 
prom ising down there this spring.^ The 
co m  Is up and grow ing Very fa,st, and 
the alfalfa  will be ready to out in a 
short time.

Bonie horses, espe­
cia lly  mares, are am  to snao at their 
attendants w hilst being groom ed, iv 
when the g ii ib s  o f  a saddle, or  the 
belly band o f  the harness, are being 
drawn tight, w ithout actual biting.
