A timely move of vital interest to
the human family’s welfare is now
much in evidence of becoming a
reality through the activities of a
state campaign wherein the De-
partment of Public Safety is carry-
ing out an effort to make Texas a
safer place in which to live.

On Monday morning of this week

~ Sgt. G. E. Schuer along with a num-
ber of State Highway Patrolmen,
arrived in Henrietta and stationed
themselves between the Henrietta
Motor Co. and the Christian church
on the Wichita Falls-Dallas high-
way passing through the town and
stopped every motor vehicle tt}at
came into the specified zone for in-
spection. :

In carrying out their instructions
from Austin, the Sargent and squad
of trained men consumed their
time in testing and inspecting cars,
which included the condition of
brakes, mufflers, ilights, horns,
windshields and steering, giving to
each car owner a blue ticket as 8
clean bill, or pink ticket with any
defects there might be checked
thereon, and an official order for
correction.

Between four and five o’clock on
Monday afternoon there had been
a checkup of 320 cars, of which 40
percent were found defective,
lights and brakes leading in defect-
ivenss. o

At 12:55 Sargeant Schaur visited
the local school, where he address-
ed the pupils in the auditorium on
“Precaution, and It’s Benefits.” In
his remarks, .there was much food
for thought for grown-ups, as well
as the young citizenry of tomorrow.
in compiling statistical facts, he
stated that 36,500 human lives were
the toll in last year’s motor casual-
ties, and that if a let-up in this de-
struction of human Mife did nok
come about through safety systems
of safety precautions, that according
to statistics, one out of every twen-
ty persons will he killed by car ac-
cidents, and 83 percent of that num-
ber on straight roads.

He encouraged the children to use
every precaution in their daily
trips to and from school while on
foot and not to be careless in any
manner if it so happened that they
were driving a car. He requested
that such trips shoud not be " too
hurriedly, to remember there was
a limit on public highways which
did not exceed 45 miles an hour, to
be sure that at all times the vehicle
would stand the state inspection,
to keep on the right side of the
road and in the event that they
should stop for .car troubles to
drive off the pavement.

In conclusion, he extended a
word of ‘thanks to Superintendent
F. W. Richardson, Prof. Selvidge,
and the entire faculty for the
splendid co-operation given him in
his period of instruction to the chil-
dren.

Rehabilitation Loans
Being Made
Rehabilitation lodns, for 'the ‘new
crop year aré now being @uthor-
ized by the Resettlenigit adminis-
tration, but lack of funds requires
the number and amount to be more
restricted than during the past year,
it was announced today by S:
Johinson, c¢ounty supervisor - for
Wichita, Clay and Archer counties.
“New borrowers in drouth or
flood areas will receive what we
term emergeacy loans, for purchase
of seed; feed and supplies for hu-
man subsistence,” the Ssupérviser
said. “We are not authorized to
make any new “standerd rehabil-
itationt’ loans, which ate for pur-
chase of teams and equipment, as
well as supplies. We made such
stanidard lodans last winter to many
farmers of lhese counties; a large

‘number of “vhom were thereby en-

abled to buy teams and eqiupment
and to continue farming operations
or to resume operations. Where
these . previouis boerrowers now re-
quire supplementary loans, we are
authorized to make them for the
purchase of necessary supplies.”

The supervisor said that most of
the previous borrowers will repay
this fall the amount borrowed for
“consumable” goods, such as food,
clothing, seed and feed. They have
up to five yeats in which to repay
the amount ddvanced for “recover-
able” goods such as team and
tools.

Borrowers who have demonstra-
ted that they cannot -be rehabili-
tated will be dropped from the
program. In passing judgement on
these, due considerdtion will be
given to obstacles encounkered,
such as adverse weather condit-
ions; poor land, and sickness. First
consideration for sppplementary
loans and grants will be given to
those whose past performamce
“has demonsirated thrift, initiative,
a willingness to work, a co-opeéra-
tive attitude and a proper regard
for their obligations.
