Never was any harm in.trad-
ing something you have and no not
need for something the other feilow
has which you need, especially so
if he needs what you are offering
him badly, as is the case with the
surplus wheat and cotton.
Everybody, most, makes fun of the
meéthods used in the “isms” coun-
lries and you hear many say they
would hate to live in one of those
countries where the people are told
what to do and what not to do.
Did you ever stop to think that
right here in our grand and glori-
ous old USA our highest' tribunal
has ruled already that a farmer in
our country cannot plant or har-
vest what he might desire to plant?
Well, it is true and ere this thing
is over, this same ruling is going to
apply to all kinds of business; starts
with one, then two, then more, un-
til it covers everything! Of course,
you must admit that it is done “ov-
er here” in order to “help the poor
farmers out,” but it matters not
what the reason, just so long as it
“gets over!” Better try to enjoy
what little freedom you still have
for if this thing keeps on, “the land
of the free and the home of the
brave” will just be a memory, just
likeit is over there.

Bear in mind that the old home
town will never be any better than
you help to make it. If you just go
along and let the other fellow do
all the work and he makes all the
plans and then carries them out to
suit ~his own personal idea, then
vou have little reason to criticise.
A thousand oil fields will not “make
Henrietta,” if people who want to
come to our city and go into some
kind of business are not permitted
io do so because of some kind of a

ruling, whether it be local or other-
wise.

. A page from the diary of a pil-
grim to Mexico:

The car zig-zags around turns
through the mountains, one right af-
fer another, but at last straightens
out briefly and, in the valley below
and op the side of the mountain be-
yond is Taxco, an artist’s dream.
There still remains the drive into
the town, up the steepest streets
and around the sharpest corners
before the panting antomobile halts
in the shade of the little park.

Everywhere one looks is a pic-
ture—ancient buildings along the
narrow thorough fares that are
paved with cobblestones, which in
some places are arranged in pat-
térns; an old staircase; water gush-
ing into the pool of the ancient
fountain—all touched by mellow
shadows and ineffable quietness;
and in the foreground, or to the side
or as a background or perhaps only.
its rose-hued tower of exquisitely
chiseled stone and its dome of
bright, vari-colored tile lifting
above the vistas of little white
buildings with their red roofs, stand
Taxco’s church, one of the most
beautiful on the American conti-
nent. <

The edifice was built by French-
man who made a yast fortune from
the mines here. “God gives to Bor-

da, and Borda to God.” he said, andl

spent 1,500,000 pesos in erecting the
temple, which took ten years, be-
ing completed in 1758. In addition,
he gave ceremonial vessels worth
more millions of pesos. The inter-
ior of the church is gorgeous with
12° altars elaborately carved wood,
covered with gold.

From Taxco went a large part of
the gold and silver that were car-
ried to Spain to make that nation
the most powerful in the world.
Not all the heavy Spanish galleons
reached port, for Sir Francis Drake
and other bold privateers were pry-
ing the ocean.

“How many a ballad of sea-fights
and how many a tale of buried
treasure had its inception in Taxco.
one muses in Bertha’s Place,” par-
taking of one of the cocktails that
the senora herself prepares, a bev-
erage that has been praised by
world-famous artists and writers.

The mines today turn out only a
fraction of their former wealth but
the silver tradition is carried on i1
a score of shops by artists at work
- fashioning bracelets, rings, urns anu

dishes in beautiful shapes and pat-
terns.

Along the street come four mei

" bearing a platform on which is «
black casket; it is small, that of :
¢hild. Death invades even peacefu.
lovely Taxco.

Luncheon in the patio of Hotel
Los Arcos where vines clamber over
the walls and little blossoms sway
in time to the dreamy music, clim;
up the stone steps for a view from
the roof, one more visit to Senora
Bertha’s—and then a reluctant fare-
well to Taxco.
