The male progeny will
make you as much as the whole
product of the cheaper stock, and
in a few years the female por-
tions will produce enough to buy
you a farm. That old black
mare you have been scoring was
supposed to be one of the best
mares in France in her time. She
was imported iifteen years ago.
She made the first man who
owned her five thousand dollars
We bought her seven years ago,
she has made us five thousand
dollars, and she has done the full
work of a horse in the field all
these years. Don’t start your
farm with scrubs. If you can’t
buy as gooa a mare as this one
buy the best you can. Do your
farming right. Tihe colts will be
profit and big profit at that. We
have three old mares on this place
that have earnec us five thousand
dollars each. The old Kose
Boeheur mareI bouglt in hard
times for $200. She has made
us five times that much mcney
every year.—Ex.

Texas Gets I_and Back

Associate Justice Holmes of
the Tnited States Supreme Court
has lately handed. down an opin -
ion in the case of Greer County,
Ok., plintiff in error against tue

State of Texas, on appeal
from the Texas circuit Court of
appeals.

The contentions of the State ol
Texas, as presented by Atiorney’
General Bell and Assistant At-
torney General Reese are up-
held, and the decision of the
lower court is upheld with costs.
The result of the litigation be-
tween Greer County, Okla. and
the State of Texas is a distinct-
ive victory for the State of Texas,
as it restores, to the state h r
ownership of four leagues of
school land patented to Greer
County, Tew., which had not
been disposed of by that county,
prior to the establishment of
Greer County, Ok.

The coutroversy arose out of
the fact that the territory includ-
ed in Greer County fornierly was
considered as within the territor-
ial limits of Texas and while the
county was thus considered four
leagues of land lying in Hockley
aad Cochran ccunties, were pat-
ented to this county under the
laws of Texas for school purpos-
es.

When the Supoeme Court de-
cided i 1896 that Greer (ounty
was no part of Texasand tie

homa, Texas instituted proceed-
ings in the courts of that State o
recover these lands, and the de-
cisions were favorble to the
State. The case came to the
Supreme Court from the Court
of Civil Appeals from the district
of vhe State, and that court’s de-
cision affirmed and the lands are
now within the boundary lines of
Taxas in the counties of Hockley
and Cochran.
