Live Stock Conditions.
J. B. Kerr, the popular and ef­

ficient traveling representative of 
the St. Joseph Stock Yards Com­
pany, while here last week, said 
that he had just come from Ari­
zona to San Angelo and that he 
had recently been traveling all 
over the western part of the 
United States and had found con­
ditions in the live stock business 
to be extremely prosperous all 
over the west. Everywhere the 
cattle and sheep and other stock 
are fat, said Mr. Kerr, and the 
stockmen are all feeling highly 
gratified over the splendid condi­
tions of their business.

“ Why,” 'said Mr. Kerr, “ they 
had more rain the past winter in 
Arizona * than you had here in 
Texas, and you know that is say 
ing a lot. They had regular 
floods in Arizona and the result 
is that this year they had the fat= 
test sheep they have ever had 
there and they have now got the 
finest range, the finest grass and 
weeds they have evei had in the 
history of that ' territory. Cali­
fornia, Nevada, New Mexico, 
Idaho, all the western states are 
faring equally as well. Why in 
New Mexico they had gross mut-' 
tons to go to the market for the 
first time on record. As a rule, 
New Mexico sheep never get fat 
enough on the range to go to 
market. They have to be taken 
to the Colorado feed lots and fat­
tened for the market, but this 
spring they had a few sheep to 
get fat enough on grass to send 
to the market.

“ They are shipping 500 car 
loads of muttons from Arizona to 
eastern markets this spring. The 
shipping season is a month late 
there owing lo the heavy rains 
und they have about concluded 
their shijamentsby this time.

“ California and Nevada mut­
tons have been going to eastern 
markets this year for the first time 
in many years, if such has ever 
been the case before. The sheep 
men out there found that they 
could send their stuff to the east 
and even with the heavy freight 
rates get better profits than by 
taking them to Frisco and the 
western markets.

“ The lamb crop all through the 
West has been a tremendous 
heavy one. New Mexico had a 
whopping big lamb crop this year 
Idaho and all other western mar­
kets had big lamb crops. There 
will be a tremendous lot of north­
ern and western lambs shipped tc 
market this year. Why, I have 
a friend out in Idaho who will 
ship 90,000 lambp this spring. 
He has the Wcod Livestock Com 
pany, Spencer, Idaho, one of the 
biggest outfits in the west, prob­
ably the largest They had a 
lamb crop this spring of probably 
120,000 and will send three- 
fourths to market along in Aug­
ust when they are good and fat. 
They will fatten on the mountain 
feed there and will be in fine 
shape by August. They will get 
$2.75 to $3 a head for these lambs 
net, and that will pay them well 
you may be sure.

Why can’t the Texas sheepman 
get such prices tor their lambs?

“ Well, for one thing, the Texas 
sheep are all better graded than 
those northern sheep and are 
raised for their wool growing 
qualities while the Idaho sheep 
are coarse wool sheep, esteemed 
for their mutton qualities. They 
have Cotswolds, Lincolns and 
Shropsh’ires instead of the Me­
rino grades you have down here. 
Then, too, you can’t get sheep fat 
in Texas in August, the time 
when those northern lambs will 
go on the market. Texas sheep 
are fatter now than they will be 
by August.

“ There were immense ship­
ments of New Mexico sheep which 
had been fattened in Colorado 
feed pens last year.
This year the New Mexico sheep 
men are holding their sheep so 
high that they are scaring off the 
feeders. But if Kansas and Ne 
braska make a big corn crop, as 
it seems now that they will, there 
will just as many sheep fed in 
Colorado as ever.

“ You know the Colorado peo 
pie pride themselves on th6 cli 
mate and they say that with Col 
orado climate and Kansas corn 
they can produce the finest, fat 
test sheep on earth, but I think 
is mostly Kansas corn.

“ Lots of old evres are fed at the 
beet sugar factories in Colorado.

They feed these old ewes on the 
beet sugar pulp which they get 
very cheap and they fatten the 
old sheep up and get a handsome 
profit for them. There are nine 
beet sugar factories in Colorado 
and they will make ten million 
pounds of sugar this year. The 
beet sugar industry is becoming 
a great tning for Colorado.

“ in southern Colorado they are 
having great success feeding 
lambs on field peas. They fatten 
the lambs at a great rate with 
these peas and that is also be 
coming a great industry.

There is a big revival of the 
horse industry over the West. 
The stockmen are turning their 
attention to raising horses. It is 
the big, heavy draft horses that 
they are raising, and they are 
getting good prices for that class 
of equines. Many importations 
have been made to the West of 
fine French coach stallions from 
France. These stallions were ex­
pensive but they bring fine 
horses. One stock company in 
Colorado which raise fine stal­
lions exclusively for the breed­
ing of heavy horses has sold 100 
of these fine stallions this year 
at an average price of $1000. 
each. One method of this com­
pany ia to go into a town and get 
twenty farmers or stockmen to 
sign notes to pay $200. each at 
the end of the Season, thus buy­
ing a stallion jointly. At the 
end of the season the farmer or 
stockman pays the $200. while he 
has received more that in value 
from the service of the horse be­
side? have a one-twentieth inter­
est in a valuable stallion and get­
ting much finer colts than other­
wise would have been his fortune.

“ Steers are scarce in the 
West?”  said Mr. Kerr. “ Why 
you can’ t buy a steer in the West. 
The bovines are as scarce as 
hen’s teeth. There are lot3 of 
fat cows but the steers are being 
held and they are very scarce be 
sides. There will be heavy ship­
ments of cattle from the West to 
the market this year. Fat grass 
cattle will be shipped in numbers 
from all over the West and the 
market is bound to go down per 
ceptibly. rttili, I. don’t believe 
that it will stay down for the in 
evitable shortage on The range 
which the heavy shipments will 
bring about will naturally, cause 
the market to re act.”

“ If so many northern lambs 
and muttons will be shipped to 
market, what will cause, the price 
of sheep to stay up?”  was asked 
Mr. Kerr. “ Well,”  he replied, 
‘ ‘I don’t see how the mutton mar 
ket will stay up with so many 
heavy shipments to be made. 
However, sheep are bound to 
bring a good price as long as 
wool stays up like it is now, for 
sheepmen can always keep their 
sheep to grow wool with.”

When Mr. Kerr first came in 
last week he said that he estimafc 
ed there were about 20.000 fat 
range muttons yet to go to mar 
ket from this place. Several 
heavy shipments -were made last 
week, out even then that would 
leave a lot of fat sheep in the 
country.—San Angelo Press.

Farmers’ Union.
The Farmers’ Union is the com 

ing power ofv Texas, if they ad 
here to the principles that their 
constitution is Based upon. They 
can avoid the pitfalls and traps 
that encompassed the downfall of 
the Farmers’ Alliance and the 
Grange, if they but listen to the 
advice of cheir leaders. The far 
merir. tne past has been a pliant 
tool in the hands of the Austin 
clique, but he has grown'wiser, 
year by year. He sees more,and 
his scope of influence has increas 
ed yearly. If the Union will 
taboo the professional politician, 
swallow some of their standary 
prejudices and adopt a more cau 
tious policy, their influence for 
good in cleaning out the para 
sites who subsist at his expense, 
will be something wonderful. 
Unless all signs fail the official 
complexion of Texas will be 
changed inside of the- next twe 
years.

Grass steers 
sold at $4.05 yesterday, with a 
few head out of the shipment at 
$4.75, and a large string of grass 
heifers, weight 6C0 pounds, from 
Alfred, Tex. at $3.40. Common 
to medium steers sell at $3.40 to 
$4.25. Veal calves at $4 50 to 
$5.50; bulls 82.50 to $3.50. A 
shipment of 784 grass cows sold 
at $2.90 today from Southern 
Texas.

Mutton receipts have been ex 
tremelv light this week, less than 
2000 head arrived in the last two 
days. Market is 10 to 15c. high 
er this week. Texas and Arizona 
■wethers worth $4.50 to $4.85; 
ewes $4.25 to $4.60. No South 
ern yearlings or lambs, although 
market for them is even stronger 
than it is for muttons because of 
scarcity. Texas clipped lambs 
would bring $6 to $6.25. Coiora 
do wooled iambs sold Monday at 
$7.25; spring lambs upvto $7.50:

“ Wo hope for fayorble decision 
from the commission bn our con­
tention that the advances made 
in the cattle rates from Texas 
were not justified. If we g;et it 
we would like to have-the com­
mission name tvhat the proper 
rate i 3 and that the railroads 
would be compelled to observe it. 
That seems sensible, unless we 
are simply to be left without any 
remedy at all. They say that all 
we need is to enforce the present 
law. Weil, that is ail we propose 
to do. The law now condemns 
an unreasonable rata and gives 
the commission the power to de­
cide whether it is unreasonable 
All we want is that the decision 
shall specify what the proper rate 
is and make it effective. If the 
senate committee will report suo- 
a bill the country will be. satis 
tied. Anything less than that 
will be Worthless. These are the 
contentions which tho shippers 
make as the basis of their de­
mand, which is so well outlined 
and endorsed by the president.
