=  | shape the ouatomary prioe is 
naif; that leaves 4.000 feet to 
each of the parties, but the party 
ihat brought it to the sawmill hue 
already spent $20 worth of labor 
or money on 4,000 feet. Now it 
is ready for tho consumer, at 
35 per thousand feet. But the 
consumer can’t go there to gsfc it, 
so it must be taken to whera he 
w, and of course this must bt 
done by railroads. The truth oi 
the matter is tkat everything oi 
a railroad costs money, there is 
no natural bridges or anything 
of that kind to take advantage of 
—everything in Its construction 
is created by human, labor, even 
the earth over whloh it glide* 
is tortured into shape by human 
hmda and tho etrength of hu­
man back-bones. The man that 
has a car-load of lumber In Nov- 
ado or elsewhere, cannot put it 
upon tho trusties and slip it 
through. He must go plump up 
Agaihst the highoookalorums and 
make arrangements, and right 
Here is where money counts. It 
oeste something to run that oar 
of luml er from Nevada to Big 
Springe in tho way of coal, oil, 
aud incidentals. It’ oosfojteome- 
thing to build • railroad, aad if 
you don’t believe it, go and build 
oue yourself. It takes in army 
of employes to keep one in good 
Dfcsinees shape. If this nation 
had had no railroads tho buffalo 
might of still roamsd our prairies. 
In 1820 the first railroad was 
built, end Indiana and Illinois 
were then frontiers. It would 
have baen an impossibility to 
nave transported one . Nevada 
tree oi such sine to Texas at that 
lima. There was some commerce 
in lumber along the coasts and 
streams, but as an inland devel­
oper railroads are the real thing.
