THE WRONG KIND 
OF THEOLOGY. . .

CENTRAL AMERICAN 
TROUBLES.

The United States is and 
should be the natural protector of 
every government on the Ameri­
can continent, as long as they 
behave themselves. As Guate­
mala, San Salvador, Honduras, 
and Nioarauga, are now in a 
“ mix up”  over nothiug. unless it 
is as to the breed Fof political 
flies whojhave iastened the gov­
ernment bung-holes in that sec­
tion, it wouldn’t be much out of 
place not only to throw a protec­
torate about, but to go and take 
possession, and stop the war now 
raging. We did this with the 
Philippines, when they were en­
tire strangers to us, and not one 
in a thousand had ever seen aa 
American. In Central America 
it is different, we have a railroad 
there, and will have a canal built 
just a: soon as we can provide 
berths, pulls and soft snaps for 
all politicians out of jobs, their 
kinfolks and friends. Besides 
that the United States has a little 
republio there: Panama: not quite 
as large as some legislative dis­
tricts in Texas. It is on the latest 
maps; and it has made a treaty 
with this government that when 
Uncle Sam sneezes it will oough, 
it was made before breakfast by 
Teddy one morning, but never 
theless it is in business, and it 
can easily get the swell-head. 
It is better, healthier and safer 
for those Central Americans to 
dig that canal than to go to war 
and kill each other.

It appears that the people of 
Russia are imbued with the idea 
of taking the right of capital 
punishment away from the g o v  
i rnment. Recently the JDouma, 
or parliament v as addressed by 
an eminent priest of the Greek 
Catholic Church who favored cap­
ital punishment on the ground of 
what Christ said to Pilate, which 
is found in John 19, vs 10 and 11:

Then said M a te  unto-] him, Speakest 
thou uot unto me? knowost tnou not that 
I have power to oruclfy thee, aud have 
power to roleaee theeP 
JesuB answered, Thou oouldst have no 

power at all against me, exoept it were 
given thee f/om  above j therefore he that 
delivered mo Junto thee hath the 
greater sin.

These are the words that this 
priest eloquently distorted the 
meaning, and while there is no 
doubt that there isj thousands that 
need killing in Russia, and while 
that nation ia in throes of a revo­
lution, with a likelihood of sud­
den changes in power, should one 
commence the other will retaliate 
when an opportunity is presented. 
The Russians know this,and they 
want fo tie their own hands from 
clutching each other’ s throats. 
It is the basest folly for this cler­
gyman to insist that the Savior, 
by these words, endorsed garrot- 
ing, guillotining, decapitations, 
and hangings. He forgave sins, 
trespasses and injuries, and not 
in one instance did He counter 
nance even resistance to violent 
injustice Ever sinoe the estab 
lishment of governments on earth 
thousands of men have been made 
to twinkle out their lives on a 
scaffold on a charge of treason 
preferred by some tyrant in or

He hae coUested detaik of 
j o.oco cate* of suicide from 
te 1901 and analyzed them wlm re­
spect to tfct age. sen. »«ial r a ­
tion* end -:h«r common factors of 
Ibcir victims, and the known- of 
apparent cause of their self-destruc­
tion.

Bad health, iaiaaity, disappoint­
ment in love and strong drink A* 
Vsad to suicide, but they are causea 
much lees potent than business 
losses, whik the mot frequent caase 
is that known a* "despondency"-- 
the feeling that th* victim has made 
a failure k  sccompliehing his pur- 
posees and that further struggle 
against the obstacles tl^t coslroat 
him is hopeless.

That more thin three men Wilt 
themselves to one woman has long 
been known. Remembering what 
are the chief eauses ei suicide, k ia 
easy to understand why this is so. 
Between the agea of ao sad 5*̂  
when two-thirds of the suicides oc­
cur, nearly every man is workmg, 
for himself and a woman, already 
found or sought. Hence, when a 
aaan feels that he ha* failed, tha 
weight that falls upon him is dew- 
Me. He has failed not ealj h r  
kttsMif, bat also for the womaw.
