Proposed Amendment
To the State Constitution Fixing 

Salaries and Per Diem of State 
Legislators.

House Joint Resolution author­
izing the submiesion to a vote 
of the poople of the State of 
Texas of , a proposed amend­
ment of Section 2, Article 3, of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, fixing the salaries and 
mileage of members cf the Leg­
islature, and preventing the 
acceptance, for themselves, or 
for others, by members of the 
Legislature, of free passes, 
tranks, rebates, privileges or 
advantages from certain per­
sons and corporations.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the 

Legislature of the State of Texas; 
That at the next geneeral election 
of the State of Texas, or at any 
previous election, in case an 
election for the State shall be had 
or ordered by the governor for 
other purposes, there shall be 
submitted to the electors of the 
State of Texas, for their approval 
or disapproval, the following 
amendment to the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, as provided 
for in Section 1, Article 17 of 
said Constitution, relating to 
proposed amendments, thereto, it 
being intended to Amend Section 
24, Article 3, of said- Constition, 
relating to the pay of members of 
the Legislature, so that the said 
Seotion shall read as follows;

Section 24. The members of 
the Legislature shall reoeive from 
the publio treasury such compen­
sation for their services as may 
from time to time be provided by 
law, not exceeding one thousand 
dollars for the year succeeding

any persons, firm or corporation 
acting as a common carrier in 
this State. Any member of the 
Legislature violating this provis­
ion shall forfeit his office And 
the necessary laws shall be en­
acted to carry out the provisions 
of this Article.

Joint Resolution to amend Sec­

tion 2 of Article VIII of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas, relating to certain ex­
emptions from taxation.

ture of the State of Texas.
Section 1. That Section 2, of 

Article VIII, of the Constitution 
of the Stole of Texas, be so 
amended that the same shall 
read as follows, to-wit :

“ All occupation taxes shall be 
equal and uniform upon the same 
class of subject's within the 
limits of the authority levying 
the tax; but the Legislature may, 
by general laws, exempt from 
taxation public property used for 
public purposes; actual plaoes of 
religious worship; places for bur­
ial not held for private or corpor­
ate proat; all butlding8 used ex­
clusively and owned by persons 
or associations of persons for

installments, on the first days of 
January, February, March and 
April of the year succeeding their 
election, and five dollars per day 
for eaoh day of every special ses­
sion held during the second year 
of the term for which said mem­
bers were elected.

State Constitution Authorizing 
the Levy of a Tax’Ho Pay 

Jurors.
Joint Resolution amending Sec­

tion 9, of Article 8, of tho Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, 
providing for the levying of a 
tax of not exceeding fifteen 
cento on the one hundred dol­
lars valuation, to pay jurors.
Section I. Be it resolved by 

the Legislature of the State'of 
Texas: That Section 9, of Ar­
ticle 8, of the Constitution of the 
Staie of Texas, bo so amended 
as to hereafter read as follows.

Section 9. The State tax on 
property, exclusive of the tax 
necessary to pay the public debt, 
and of the taxes provided for the 
benefitof the public free schools, 
shall never exceed thirty-live 
cents on the one hundred dollars 
valuation, and no county, city^pr 
town shall levy more than twen­
ty-five cents for city or connty 
purposes, and not exceeding 
fifteen cents for road and bridges, 
and notjexcerding fifteen cents to 
pay jurors, on the one hundred 
dollars valuation, except for the 
payment of debts incurred prior 
to the adoption of the amend-' 
ment September 25th, 1883., and 
for the erection tof public build­
ings, streets, sewers, waterworks 
and .jgther permanent improve­
ments,.not to exceed twenty-five 
cents on the one hundred dollars 
valuation', in any one year, and 
except as is in this Constitution 
otherwise provided,; and the Leg 
islature may also authorize an 
additional annual ad valorem tax 
10 be levied and collected for the 
further maintenance of the pub­
lic roads, provided that a major­
ity of the qualified property tax- 
paying voters of the county vot­
ing at an election to be held for 
that purpose shall vote such tax, 
not to exceed fifteen cents on the 
one hundred dollars valuation of 
the property subject to taxation 
in such county. And the Legis­
lature may pas3 local laws for 
the maintenance of the public 
roads and highways, without the 
local notice required for special 
or local laws.

Section 2. The Governor is 
hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation for sub­
mitting this amendment to the 
Constitution to the qualified vo- 
ters'of the State of Texas, on the 
first Tuesday after the first Mon­
day in November, 1906, at which 
eleotion all voters favoring J this 
amendment ehall have written or 
printed-on their ballots:

“ For the amendment to auth­
orize the levy of a tax to pay 
jurors.”

The voters opposed to ' this 
amendment shall have written or 
printed on their ballots :

“ Against the amendment to 
authoi'izs the levy of a tax to pay 
j urors.”

Oeet ef Oarn^gle Libraries.
Carnegie libraries cost something. 

Mr. Carnegie recently said: *1 
Itave helped found 760 libraries and 
have 800 more under advisement" 
This will make, say, 1,500 in all 
During last year he gave 158 library 
buildings, at a cost to him of $6/> 
679,000, so the average cost of tfca 
buildings is $43,270, and 1,500 of 
them will aggregate $63,405,00$. 
Now, under the contract with Car­
negie, the cities blessed must tax 
themselves annually 10 per cent gif 
the cost of the buildings to provide 
funds for their maintenance. Thii 
would be $6,340,500 every year in 
addition to tfhe interest on more than 
$30,000,000 paid by the cities far 
library sites. By these transactions 
the libraries will cost Mr. Carnegie 
each year, at 5 per cent interest oa 
Wb investment, $3,170,250, while 
the interest So the cities at the saute 
rate will be $7,840,500, or two asi 
a half times as much.

that he oan hardly find time to 
studo his Sunday school lesson.
