When the legislature of 1873 con­
vened the county leaders went to 
Governor Whyte, who had just been 
inaugurated, for advice as to the 
election of the speaker of the house 
of delegates.

"Young Gorman of Howard,” an­
swered Governor Whyte, whose

W ater In G rinding.
Why is water used on a grind­

stone in sharpening a knife ? That 
is one of the questions asked on the 
porch of a summer hotel recently, 
and, although several well informed 
men and women were in the little 
gathering, the only one who could 
answer it satisfactorily was a fif­
teen-year-old schoolboy. Here is 
the explanation he gave: The ob­
ject in using water is to secure a 
better contact of the blade with the 
stone, so that the entire edge of 
the blade may be smoothly sharp­
ened. The application of water not 
only fills the littlo spaces 'between 
the particles of stone, but it softens 
them and thus ipal^s a smoother 
surface. If a dry stone were used, 
the edge of the blade would be 
rough, for the friction would be 
unequal.
