Daughter is Gured,

The suffragettes have lost one 
powerful disciple, Miss Matilda 
Howe, daughter of Ed Howe, ed­
itor of the Atchison (Kan.) Globe 
and author of “ The Story of a 
Country Town.”  One day’s work 
in her father’s print shop caused 
her to ohange her mind.

Miss Howe, like many other 
daughters of western rich men, 
felt that woman are not getting a 
square deal in the pursuit of 
happiness and power. She be­
lieved that the suffragettes of 
England and the United States 
are on the right track and that 
their plan of campaign will soon 
result in the emancipation of the 
gentler sex. She took a great in­
terest in the movement. Her 
father combated the idea, 
tried to oonvinoe her that a 
man’s place was at home 
that the men folk should 
after business and politics for the 
family. But Miss Howe kept up 
her discussion.

Father Finds a Cure.
Finally her father said: 

“ Daughter, if women must run 
the country, they must also do 
the work. Now 1 propose to let 
you tost some of your suffragette 
ideas. I will make you a reporter 
at a regular salary. You will be 
treated just the same as other re­
porters—no better, no worse. If 
you can demonstrate that down­
town work is more suitable to 
women than work around home, 
then I will withdraw my objec­
tions and let you have your own

way and be a suffragette.”
Miss Howe said that was a fair 

proposition and she accented it. 
She went to work the next morn­
ing. She lasted just part of one 
day. She is n" longer a suffra­
gette. Here is what she says of 
the experience:

“ My idea was to sail down 
about nine o’clock, gossip a little 
with the force, dash off an article 
or two on the typewriter, have 
lunch and go home. Instead I was 
routed out in the middle of the 
night when it was still dark and 
when all women are still fast 
asleep. I was hurried through 
breakfast and out in the cold to 
run for a car. The car was full 
of men; no women.

“ I got to the office and was 
given a corner with some other 
reporters. I sat down and start­
ed a conversation, but they ans­
wered in monosyllables. In a few 
minutes each one grabbed his or 
her hat and dashed out. They 
came back at various times, rush­
ed to their machines and began 
to write at a rate that got on my 
nerves. When they finished their 
mad race with the typewriter they 
rush“d out again. I tried to write 
but the combined noise of a half- 
dozen typewriters almost drove 
we mad.

She is Not Noticed.
“ I left my corner and wander­

ed around. Nobody noticed me. 
Always before they had stopped 
t ) talk. Then I was the proprie­
tor’s daughter; now I was one of 
the force. There was not a quiet 
place to be found for a moment.

There was not a room where I 
could be alone and away from 
the rush and noise. How they 
could all work at the tension that 
they all seemed to take as a mut­
ter of course was more than I 
could understand.

“ The noise continued, the type­
writer were going all the time, 
the telephones were ringing con­
tinually and outside on the street 
the nois of the wagons and peo­
ple helped to make it more deaf­
ening. I wen out to lunch and 
ate with about fifty men, all eat­

ing at the same rate the type­
writers were running.

“ I was so unstrung that I felt I 
would have a fit on the spot. I 
went back to the office. There 
things were going in the same 
old way.

“ Finally a horrible earthquake 
sort of noise started from under­
neath. It was only tho paper 
going to press. Nobody else notic­
ed it. But I oould stand the 
racket n o  longer. I grabbed,,my 
hat and struck for home, where I 
laid down and rested.

“ After waking I thought the 
whole thing over and reaohed the 
conclusion that down town work, 
was meant for men, and hence­
forth I am willing to let them do 
it. They can run the business of 
the country and its politics, too, 
for all I care. No suffragette 
business for me any mare.”

There never 
was such a demand for lumber in 
the history of the south to build 
new houses and barns. On the 
big plantations they are crying 
for more labor, and the legisla­
tures of all the southern states 
are seeking immigrants, because 
only a small ran, of the area is 
under cultivation, and if they 
could get labor more would be 
cultivated. But what is wanted 
in the south above ali else is more 
independent farmers to buy iand 
and grow cotton, corn and hay. 
The south is the best place for 
the homeseeker to go, because 
the price of land is going up 
since new methods of agriculture 
bave made the farmers rich and 
shown how productive the soil 
may be.—Stockman and Farmer.
