UNCLE SAM’S MONEY LAUN-

DRY . ,

Ever hear of our money laun-
dry at Washington? The Govern-
ment maintains such a laundry,
Wherein soiled and dirty green!
backs are washed and ironed.
The “life” of this paper currency
is thus prolonged and the country ’
l‘is saved a considerable expense
leach yeardecause of the launder-
ing process, which has now
passed the experimental stage.
Arrangements are now under
way for the installationof im-
proved machinery and when
this is in operation the money
laundry will be equipped to
turn out more and even better
work than is the case today.

It actually costs Uncle Sam
313.50 per thousand notes (re
gardless of denomination) to
manufacture and put them into
circulation. This is equal to an
annual interest of almost 11-5
per cent on the $1.00 notes which
have an average life of only four-
teen months. The life of small

. notes is very much shorter than
i cof the larger

denominations,
because of the greater amount
of handling therefore the great-
or partof the expenses bf our
paper currency circulation is in-
curred with the smaller denom-
inations. This is better under-
stood when we learn that
the $1.00, $2.00 and $500 notes

excluding National bank currency

]

compose about 90 per cent : of
the number of notes in circu-
lation. The larger denominations
are fit for -circulation much
lenger after they are first issued
than the smaller ones, hence do
not have to be redeemed ‘so.
soon thereafter.——Macks Nation-
al Monthly. \

DAIRYING IN THE SOUTH.

Dairying is growing in popu-
larity among the farmers of the
southern states. They are learn
ing that the dairy cow can do for
the cotton grower of the. south
what she has done for the wheat
grower of the north,i. e. increase
the fertility of the soil in addition
to making most satisfactory re-
turns for labor and money ex-
penned for feed.

The U. S. Department of Ag-
riculture has been giving partic-
ular attention to the question in
the southern states in the past
few years and -a great service
has been rendered.  A.great im-
petus has been given to the dairy
movement until now there- are
thousands of influential dairy-
men singing the praises of the
dairy cow and demonstrating by
actual experience that dairying
is the salvation of that country.

Certain politicians, in order to
create an issue by which they
might retain office, have greatly
retarded the development: of

dairying in the cotton states by
creating the impression there

that the interests of the cotton !

growers are opposed to those of
the dairyman. ‘It has been.
brought about in this way: Cot-
tonseed oil is used in the manu-
facture of some kinds of oleo-
margerine. This has been used
to prejudice the cotton producer
against any and all legislation
which in any way regulates or
restricts the sale of oleomarger-
ine. o : ;

A careful estimate compiled

from government reports shows
that through the sale of cotton-
seed oil which was used in thel
manufacfure of oleomargerine

last year, the cotton growers of
the south actually received one
and 12 cents for every acre plant-
ed to cotton! For eveny dollar’s
worth of cottonseed oil used last
year in making oleomargerine,
one hundred and seven dollars
worth of butter was produced in
the same cotton growing states.

There are the facts which év;
cotton producer should consider
before lending his support to
any movement which is intended
to retard the growth of the dairy
industry in the south.

With the date of the opening
day still thirty days off, the di-
rectors of the San Antonio Inter-
national Fair Association an-
nounce that allis in readiness for
the greatest Fair in the history
of the Association. The' smaller
details of the great exposition
are now being worked out, but
few of the many departments re-
main that have not all the ar-
rangements complete.

Room has been ata
premium in the agricultural Hall
and some of the stock barns
and pens; additions and re-
modelings have been done to
many of the buildings; still.the
cry is for more space. From the
entries it is easily gathered that
the quality of this year’s exhibits
will be much higher than in
years past. Allof which is grat
ifying to the mansgement, and
assures many thousands of visi-
tors to the Fair this year from
all sections of Texss; many of
whom never heard of the Inter-
national Fair before.

The live stock department of
the great exposition: will. be ma- |
terially strengtbened this yeari
by exhibits of blooded cattle
Among this cldss: will come
the Herefords. €. R Thomas,
secretary of the American Here-
ford Record Asseciation of Kan-
sas City, has given out the in-
formation that he has aided the
International Fair this year, and
expects to attend.

Indi-
tions are that many more visitors
from Mexico will come this year
than in the past. This is because
of the extremely low rates
offered by the Mexican National
Railway lines every day of the
Fair, especially ”Mexico Day.”
