TERRY COUNTY

Commissioners Court to 
Receive Bids

A HEW ROAD TO THE
SAWYER RANCH

Moire Work on the Brownfield 
Tahoka Road. Other Roads

The question of good roads is 
an old one, a broad one and an 
important one. and when the 
newspaper or individual thinks 
lie has said enough, or done 
enough,then it is that he sudden­
ly finds greater things to be said 
and more to be done, and the 
more we do the more we benefit 
and enrich the tax-paying public 
who deserve good roads. The 
railroad is a great factor in the 
making of towns, cities and com­
merce, but the good dirt road is 
a. closesecond i f  not a worthy 
rival. The wagon trade of San 
Angelo and Ballinger amounts to 
untold revenue annually, and 
even Dallas and Fort Worth with 
their net work of steam and elec­
tric transportion facilities, have 
long since recognized the great 
benefit of the wagon trade, and 
have piked and graded hundreds 
of miles of road, making it pos­
sible for many people to trade 
at those places that would other­
wise go elsewhere.

The people o f Terry county 
tire among the mast progressive 
of any in West Texas, and the 
word ̂ 'progress”  means some­
thing out here. I f  we were the 
wager kind, we would be willing 
to put upalLwe have (31e enelud- 
ing a new Lincoln penny) that 
Terry county has spent more 
graftless money on her high­
ways, population and time since 
organization considered, than

any county in Texas, and she has 
not thrown her people in debt 
either. We boast a set of Com­
missioners since organization 
that would be well nigh impossi­
ble to duplicate. They have kept 
down unnecessary expenses, 
such as costly jails—something 
we don’t need now, and hope we 
never will—and they never have 
let the great stationary houses, 
or thijir hired agents brow beat 
them into buying thousands of 
dollars worth of stuff that could 
never be used. Therefore, every 
dollar’s worth of road that has 
been constructed, save $150 so 
kindly contributed by the busi­
ness men o£ja(iPgjpfc»p' ’has been 
paid for in spot cash. Script is 
never used. As long as we make 
good home, roads churches and 
school, we wont need jails and 
fetlon laws to keep our people 
from violating the local option 
laws.

This week or next, the Herald 
will publish an advertisement 
asking bids to grub, plow and 
scrape a road two miles south of 
Brownfield to hard land; also to 
re-plow and re-scrape the Taho- 
ka road. Before many more 
moons, we hope to seethe people 
of the north part of the county 
supplied with a good road also.

We are reliably informed that 
the road west to the Yoakum 
county line, is fine, and just as 
soon as the one to the Lynn coun­
ty line is made wider and scrap­
ed deeper, we will have a good 
one that way. Let the good work 
go on.

The traffic to and from the rail­
road is bound to be heavy this 
fa.lL, as the season seems to be 
coming our way. Not only will 
there be hundreds of bales of

cotton to be transported to the 
railroad, but corn, maize and 
kaffir till you can’ t rest, and our 
Hon. Commissioners’ Court will 
see to it that the people will have 
respectable roads to haul over.

AN IM PORTANT
ROAD QUESTION

A First Class Wagon Road to 
Brownfield

We were talking to a business 
man in this city the first of the 
week, and in course of this con­
versation he stated that one of 
the great things that the people 
of Lubbock should do is to get 
busy and make a good road from 
the Brownfield country to Lub­
bock, so that the people of that 
town, and that part of the coun­
try  cam come here to do their 
trading, and have a good road to 
travel over. This is a matter 
that should have been attended 
to some months ago. .Tahoka 
got busy on the matter a year 
ago, and as a result there is 
quifce.a good deal of trade goes to 
that town that really prefers 
Lubbock as a trading point, bub 
the difierence in the road holds 
the balance of power with them, 
and hence lay aside preference 
of trading points and go there.

I t  would be a pretty good idea 
for the business men of the town 
to organize themselves into a 
businessmen’s league and look 
after these things. It  is more to 
their interest than any one else 
in the town. Why not get busy 
on this proposition right away?

Lubbock is to become the 
Wholesale center of the South 
Plains, and it will therefore be 
the place that all the people to 
the west of us and southwest 
want to trade, and the people of 
Lubbock should demonstrate 
their interest in the trade by 
helping to build a good road 
through the sandy places. There 
may not be much of this sandy 
road in Lubboelr county, and we 
rather think there is not, but we 
believe that the people of Brown­
field will be interested enough in

the matter to'help pay the ex­
pense of scraping the sand off to 
the clay and make a fine road. 
That is all it would take and the 
expense would be very light com­
pared with the great good that it 
would be to the town of Lubbock 
and the merchants.

Another important thing that 
should be revived is the auto line 
between Lubbock and Brown­
field. This is a very serious pro­
position that effects the town,and 
are sure that the Brownfield peo­
ple would be delighted to have 
this service re established, and 
it would pay the people of this 
town to help them to do so. 
There wilL likely be considerable 
travel between the two towns 
from now on, more than ever be­
fore in the history of the country 
and we believe that the proposi­
tion would be revenue producing 
from the very beginning.

Awake to the interests of your 
own business and lets go after 
the trade of these excellent peo­
ple from the New Mexico line to 
Lubboek. We are entitled to it. 
They want to come here when 
everything else is equal, and we 
can get it all by a little effort on 
the part of Lubbock.—Avalanche

The Lynn County News has 
the following to say on the same 
subject:

“ Counties all over Texas are 
voting bonds for road building 
and imp roving,in various amounts 
from $10,000 to $500,000. Some 
of the older and more thickly 
settled counties have, or will 
soon have macadamized roads 
from the county seat to the coun­
ty line in several directions. 
Some of the towns that have 
good roads are drawning so much 
trade that other towns are hav­
ing to build them in self defence.

I f  Lynn county will vote $20,- 
000 in bonds and spend it on the 
four roads leading from Tahoka 
to the county lines to the north,

J west, south and east, we would 
mot only draw much trade from 
out side counties, but we would 
make things very convenient for 
more than two thirds of our citi­
zens and increase property val­
ues more than double the amount 
of the bond issue.

We have improved the roads 
to the west and north of us, but 
we need to continue in well doing 
and while the money spent was 
well spent, it was only enough 
to show how much we need bet­
ter roads. -

Tahoka needs and must have 
better roads to the north county 
line, to Meadow to the north­
west, to Brownfield to the west 
and O’Donald to the south. 
O’Donald needs two good roads; 
one to Pride to the southwest of 
them, and one to Treadway to 
the southeast. These two roads 
would draw an immense amount 
of trade from Borden and Daw­
son counties, and most of it trade 
that Tahoka could not hope to 
get.

Let’s get busy aud build good 
dirt roads and “ lets do it first,”  
and all the trade that belongs to 
us and some more that naturally 
belongs to the other fellow will 
come to Tahoka. ”

Truly this is an age of road 
building, aud grand old Terry 
is in the front rank of any of 
them according to age and popu­
lation, and she don’ t have to is­
sue bonds—she’s got the dough.

The next setting of Commiss­
ioners Court will receive bids 
to re-plow and re-scrape the new 
Tahoka road to the county line, 
and will also let the contract for 
about two miles of sandy road 
from the southwest corner of the 
town section to M. B. Sawyer’s 
pasture. This will be the first 
road to be scraped off south or 
north, and the results of the test 
will be watched with much in-

County to fur- 
ish road grader, the uses to keep 
in repair. Work to be done ner 
mile, within 60 days from accept­
ance of bid. Bidder gives bond 
to do the job. Money paid on 
completion. Bids must be filed 
with the County Clerk by 1 
o’clock of that date.

Also, on road east to Tahoka; 
scraped out 3 inches deep, 16 
feet wide, about 7 miles. In both 
roads the sandy places worked 
only, and to be designated by the 
Commissioners Court. Bids may 
be separately for eaeh road.

TH E INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Isa. v, 1-12—Mem­
ory Verse, 11—Golden Text, Isa. v,
22—Commentary Prepared by Rev.
D. M. Stearns.

Onr lesson title, “ Song of the Vine­
yard,”  must be considered in the light 
of the first verse, “A song of my be­
loved touching his vineyard.”  In 
Ezek. xv we learn that the only use of 
the vine is to bear fruit, and, failing 
in that, it is good for nothing. In 
John xv we iearn that fruitless 
branches are gathered by men and 
burned, like the salt which has no 
savor and is good for nothing but ta 
be trodden underfoot of men (Matt, v, 
13).

Verse 7 of onr lesson tells us that the 
house of Israel is the Lord’s vineyard 
here referred to and the men of Judab 
His pleasant plant, but instead ol 
producing the desired fruit they were 
yielding only wild grapes, described in 
the sixfold woe of the chapter and in 
Hos. x, 1. as aD empty vine bringing 
forth fruit unto himself. According 
to the six woes, they were mighty to 
drink wine, enjoy pleasures, gather 
property, call things by their wrong 
names and sin.

He brought them out of Egypt, casl 
out the nations before them and plant­
ed them in a good land, but because ol 
their sin He had to torn His face from 
them, and their only hope was in the 
man of His right hand, the son of 
man strong for C 7d (Ps. Ixxx, 8-19). 
According to our lesson. He had done 
everything for them that could be done 
for a vineyard, but as in the parable 
of Matt. xxi. 33-41. they beat and 
killed His servants and even the heir 
to the vineyard also. According to our 
lesson chapter, they regard not the 
work of the Lord nor consider the op­
eration of His hands, but cast away 
the law of the Lord of hosts and de­
spised the word of the Holy ODe of 
Israel (verses 12-24).

His pitiful cry over them is always 
the same, whether through the proph­
ets or through His Son. “I am the 
Lord thy God, who brought thee out 
of the iand of Egypt. Opeu thy mouth 
wide and 1 will fill it, but My people 
would not barken to My voice, and 
Israel would none of Me” (Ps. Ixxxi, 
10,11). “O Jerusalem, Jerukilem, * *  * 
how often would I have gathered thy 
children together, even as a hen gath 
eretb her chickens under her wings, 
and ye would not”  (Matt xxiii, 37). 
Such unbelieving people who tuns 
away from God and His word are said 
to be “drunken, but not with wine; 
they stagger, but not with strong 
drink” (Isa. xxix, 9).

It is most interesting to note that it 
the chapter following onr lesson chap 
ter wo have a vision of the earth filled 
with the glory o f the Lord. Com park 
verses 11. 12 and 22 with chapter vi, 3. 
Better say contrast the drunkenness 
with the glory. Then note the sam* 
contrast in Hab. ii, 14, 15, and Eph. 
y. 18. and observe that at Penteeosi 
spirit filled people were said to be foil 
of new wine (Acts ii, 4-13). There ii 
no remedy for self righteous, self 
pleasing, unbelieving people, but such 
a sight o f Jesus Christ dying for theit 
sins as will break their hard hearts 
and lead them to cry, “ God, be merci­
ful to me. a sinner.”  One cannot do 
this for another, but He who said “ 3 
am the true vine”  said also concerning 
the Holy Spirit, “He will convince oi 
sin. and of righteousness, and o f judg 
ment”  (John xvi, 7, 8).

I f  we have been redeemed by pre 
cions blood and been caused to ses 
something o f the beauty o f the Lord 
it is not for us to condemn other 
sinners nor think them hopeless, but so 
manifest Jesns Christ to them by won 
and deed that the Spirit may, throng! 
us if He will, reveal Jesus Christ ti 
them and lead them to Him. There i- 
just one thing that the vine is for, ant 
if we aro real branches o f the true 
vine He will bear the desired fruil 
that God may be glorified i f  we truly 
abide.

That fruit may not be any great 
thing that will gain the admiration oi 
people, but just a meek and quiet 
spirit, patient and long suffering, i( 
may be. under great provocation or 
even cruelty. Think of the Lord’s pa­
tience with Israel and with each of 
ns and consider Kim who endured lest 
ye be weary. Think o f being strength­
ened with ail might, according to His 
glorious power, unto all patience and 
long suffering, with joyfitluess (Col. i 
II). Remember that the fruit of the 
spirit is love, joy, peace, long suffering, 
gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, 
self control (Gal. v, 22, 23). and alj 
that is opposed is from the adversary.

By the word o f God and the spirit of 
God we must first be saved and then 
by the same word and spirit abide and 
bear fruit. The question of verse 4, 
“What could have been done more to 
My vineyard that 1 have not done'ta 
it?”  suggests the question for every 
sinner, drunken or sober, for all have 
sinned and all aro guilty (Rom. iii, 19). 
What more couid the Lord do that He 
has not done for your salvation ? Con­
sider JohD iii, 1(5. and answer as to 
what more is necessary.

I f  yon do not yield to such love and 
receive Him as your personal Saviour 
and then so abide that He may bear 
fruit through you and gather fruit, 
from yon if must be true o f you that 
yon are despising His word and dis­
regarding His great work on your be­
half and thus continuing under the 
wrath of God (John iff. 36).

MANURING TH E  GARDEN,
Work That Can Be Done in Winter 4a 

Make It Productive.
Cabbage, onions and other gross 

feeders require more manure than such 
vegetables as peas or beans. Henhouse 
droppings and hen manure are cold, 
but very rich, and should be put in 
large quantities on the plat where 
you expect to plant onions, cabbage or 
ceiery. Do not manure the potato 
patch with hen manure.

Ashes are good for the onion bed, as 
they are for most vegetables, i f  prop­
erly used, possibly being better for the 
grape vines and strawberries, as these 
plants require large amounts o f pot­
ash, says a writer in Farm Progress. I 
have heard it  said that tomatoes do not 
need fertilizer, but I  have not found 
this true. Well rotted cow manure I 
consider the best for plants requiring 
warm soil, as the tomato, eggplant, 
okra and pepper. Peas and beans will 
require .some manure, but less than 
any ot her vegetables. Lima beans will 
stand considerable fertilizing.

Stable and farm manure is better 
for the garden than commercial fer­
tilizer, l7eeaB.se it brings out a better 
mechanical condition o f the soil, en­
abling it to 'stand both drought and 
excessive wet much better when it 
contains leaved vegetation. In case of 
beans or sweet potatoes, for instance, 
rotted straw, which contains but little 
elements of fertility, is ample because 
ft Is more essential to keep the soil 
loose and moist than to manure exces­
sively.

I break the garden in the fall and 
apply manure in the winter, harrow­
ing it in when the ground is dry' in the 
spring. Tbe plat where late cabbage 
and celery are to be grown should be 
manured heavily and replowed late in 
the spring after the weeds have 
started.

Every one should compost every 
available bit o f manure. Build a rail 
pen in the garden, and into tiiis throw 
ail the ashes and trash about the place 
that will rot and become fertilizer. 
Pour the wash water into it, for it 
has some value. The pile will be 
ready to scatter over the garden in the 
spring.

There is a place for commercial fer­
tilizer. Ion, though I use it sparingly.

J Two hundred pounds to the acre on 
the strawberry bed at bloomiDg time 
will work wonders in both yield, qual­
ity and color.

One o f the best propositions we no­
ticed listed for sale in a recent auc­
tion was a Hock of forty bare bred 
Sliropshircs. We say best because 
there was nothing else on the list 
which pat to its • Irest possible use 
would do so much good to the man 
who bought it as these sheep. Rightly 
handled they will give an easier return 
than any or her resource on the farm. 
For at least seven months in the rear 
they will get their living from the 
weeds on the farm, which aro worse 
than useless; will convert ebis into fer 
tilizer. which every farm needs, in 
much larger quantities than it gets, 
while the lambs can be finished for 
market in a rom;iriratirri,r short time. 
The .wool fetches a high price and will 
add a snug sum to tin- taut account. 
It is better to start with twenty sheep 
than sixty and get experience as one 
goes along, which if  unfavorable 
doesn't come in »s big <-banks.
