SUNDAY SEHOOL.

Lesson XI.—Second Quarter, For
June 11, 1911.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Il Chron. xxx, 13-
27—Memory Verses, 18-20—Golden
Text, | Sam. xvi, 7—Commentary
Prepared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

This Hezekiah, whose name signifies
“the strength of Jehovah,” was one of
the best kings that reigned over the
kingdond of Judah. In the sixth year
i his reign the king of Assyria car-
ried the ten tribes into ecaptivity. as
we shall learn more fully in next
week’s lesson (I1 Kings xix, 10-12).
The king of Assyria threatened to do
to Judah as he had done to Israel and
wrote a blasphemous letter which
Hezekiah spread before the Lord, and
he and the prophet Isaiah prayed and
cried to heaven, and the Lord sent an
angel who smote in one night 183,000
of the Assyrian army (II Kings xix,
85; IT Chron. xxxii, 19-21).

Ahaz, the father of Hezekiah. had
done very wickedly. He svorshiped
other gods, cut in pieces the vessels of
the house of God, shut up the foors of
the house of the Lord and made him
altars in every corner of Jerusalem
and in the cities of Judah. Therefore
the Lord did bring Judah low because
of him (II Chron. xxviii, 19-25).

Hezekiah in the' first month of the
first year of his reign opened the doors
of the house of the Lord and repaired
them and set the priests and Levites
at work to cleanse the temple, which
they did in sixteen days. Then they
offered sin offerings unto the Lord for
all Israel, and burnt offerings, and

peonle, for the thing was done sud- |
denly” (chapter xxix, 3, 17, 24, 27, 31,:
36). ! |

The regular time to keep the Pass—l
over in the first month being past be—l
cause of the time it took to cleanse]
the temple, it was determined to keep
it in the second month, as was per-
mitted in the law (Num. ix, 9-11).
Proclamation was therefore made
throughout all Israel from Dan to
Beersheba that they should come to
keep the Passover unto the Lord God
of Israel at Jerusalem, for it was a
long time since the feast had been
kept (verses 1-5). The last of which
we have a record was in the days of
Joshua, when at Gilgal they kept it
upon entering the land (Josh. v, 10).
Before that there is a record of only
two Passovars, one in Kgypt and one a
year later at Sinai.

After the time of our lesson we have
only a record of tww more in the Old
Testament, the great one of Josiah
and the one in the days of Ezra at
the dedication of the tempfe after the
return from Babylon (IT Chron. xxXVv,
18; Ez. vi. 19-22). We can scarcely
think that these were the only Pass-
overs kept, but these six are the only
ones recorded. If we include the one
that the Lord Jesus so greatly desired
to keep with his disciples (Luke xxii),

Endeavors to
increase weight of wool c¢lip Dy In-
creasing length invariably resuits in
open, loose fleeces.  Among the open,
loose fleeces are swhere we find the
pneumonia, colds, catarrh and loss of
vitality.

This call to all Israel to turn to
the Lord might truly be spoken of as
a last call to the ten tribes, for six
years later they were carried captive
by the king of Assyria. As the posts
passed fromr city to city through
Ephraim and Manasseh, even unto Ze-
bulun, some laughed them to scorn
and mocked them, but some humbled
themselves and came to Jerusalem
(verses, 10, 11). Verse 12 seems to
teach that God can bless only those
who are willing that He should lay Hig
hand upon them for good.

Until He shall come again in power
and glory we cannot expect anything
different from Acts xxviii, 24, “Some
believed, and some believed not.”

Things to Consider In Selecting the
Future Breeder.

All realize that the ram is half or
more of every flock, and we know
that as we seldom ever get a ewe or
ram that breeds perfect lambs we
must choose a ram that Is a high class
fellow and especially strong where
our ewes seem deficient, writes a
sheep grower in the Towa Homestead.

Texas Wheat

The Increare in the world wheatl
dcreage has not kept up with the in-
creese in population during the past
decade and students of economy tell
us that we must Increase our wheat
acreage or face a bread famine. Ac-
oording to estimates of the Federal
agricultural department’s reports, in
1910 the wheat flelds of the world
harvested 2,667,494,000 bushels, which
mekes 2.5 bushels per capita. In
Texas we raised 18,780,000 bushels,
which is approximately five bushels
per capita.

An examination of the wheat acre-
age planted in Texas each year for
the past thres years shows an {irregu-
lar and volcanic condition. In 1908 we
harvested 924,000 acres, In 1909 there
were b554000 acres harvested, and in
1910 we harvested 1,252,000 acres, In-
dlcating sudden and rapid changes In
our wheat acreage.

Our wheat crop ranks third in value
ot Texas’ agricultural products and has
a farm value of $18,404,000. We pro-
duced fi’teen bushels per acre and the
farm velue was $14.70 per acre.

Texas Oats

Our oat crop ranks fourth in value.
In 1910 we had an oat acreage of 695,-
000, producing 24,325,000 bushels, farm'

value $11,433,000. Our oats ylelded
