SCHOOL LAND INTER­
EST PETITION.

Will the People of Terry County 
Sign the Death Warrant of 

the South Plains?

Some of our neighboring coun­
ties are circulating petitions ad­
dressed to the Governor and the 
Legislature, asking that the time 
of payment of school land inter­
est be extended until November 
1st 1912, reciting as a reason,bad 
crop conditions, drouth and tight 
money matters. Some blank pe-

titions filled out for Terry coun­
ty land holders have been sent 
here with the request that our 
citizens sign up.

If conditions do exist in our 
sister counties that justify a step 
of this kind, the Herald would 
like to see their people helped out 
by any honorable means, but we 
are unalterably opposed to any 
of our home people sighing these 
petitions; stating that they come 
from Terry county.

It is true that some school land 
in Terry county is very high 
priced and it is likewise true 
that a few of our people are go­
ing to have a hard time paying 
their interest—having also run

over last year—but for a petition 
to go up from this county with a 
wholesale indictment of financial 
and crop conditions, would do 
our county a harm that would be 
incalculable. About one half of 
the land in Terry county is pat­
ented and about two-thirds of 
the school land in the county is 
$1. and $1.50 land. A portion of 
it, as above stated, is high priced 
and it would help the owners of 
this comparatively small portion 
to get their in v e s t  payment .ex­
tended, but lets don’t all plead 
guilty in the columns of the daily 
papers that this county is a fail­
ure.

Especially let’s dont do this,

when as a whole Terry county is 
in good shape. Let us put in the 
papers that we are going to raise 
$100,000 worth of cotton this 
year, or $66 in cash for every 
man, woman and child in Terry 
county for cotton alone: and we 
are going to make that much. 
Let us put in the papers about 
the peaches 12 inches around.

We don’t mean that we ought 
to advertise Terry county by ly­
ing, or by even concealing the 
truth. It isn’t necessary, but 
let’s don’t knock the country1 
wholesale by signing these pe-1
titions. Some of our neighbor-!img counties may need such; we j 
don’t.

L, Groves that measure more 
than 5 inches in circumference. 
Peaches from the orchards of 
J. W. Black, W. G. Hardin, O. M. 
Daniel, John Burnett, W. L.

Groves, M. V. Brownfield and 
others too numerous to mention, 
■hat measure from 9 3-4 to 11 7-8 
inches around the center (not the 
long way.)

Apples—still green—including 
the old favorites and many of the 
new creations. Nothing men­
tioned above had a single drop of 
water, save from natural rainfall.

Timothy or other hay at from $10 to 
$1S per ton makes pretty high priced 
betiding for live stock. Better bed 
with straw and reduce the ration of 
hay. so that what is put before them 
will be eaten up clean. If the rough- 
age fed consists of hay and straw, 
half and half, there will be no hay 
wasted, while there will be enough 
straw left in the mangers to bed with.

The average lively boy has all the 
native impulse and outward Incentive 
that he needs along the line of sowing 
wild oats without being sort o’ en­
couraged or at best excused by an 
indulgent but shortsighted parent. 
This wild oats business is one unique 
line of cereal production where the 
crop is always sixtyfold, lessened nei­
ther by drought, frosty nights nor hail 
at harvest time. The thoughtful par­
ents will do the most in their power to 
reduce fhe sowing to the minimum.

One of the best jobs the postoffice 
department has had a hand in for many 
a day was the rounding up during the 
latter part oe November of Burr Bros, 
of New York city. An examination of 
their books showed that they had whee­
dled simple minded, unsuspecting in­
vestors all over the country out of 
about $100,000.000 during the past Bve 
years. The bulk of this money was 
got through the sale of oil, mining and 
wireless telegraph stock. While it is a 
shsime that there is not some federal 
authority whose business it is to in­
vestigate into such propositions as the 
above before the promoters are allowed 
the use of the mails, it is also a pity 
that more folks don’t have the good 
horse sense to view with suspicion in­
vestment enterprises which promise 
more than a legitimate C or 7 per cent 
on an investment and to cut out this 
trying to get something for nothing, 
a type of greediness which is really at 
the bottom of the whole trouble.

Miss Cora Dow of Cincinnati, 
is another of those creative and 
epoch making bachelor women, 
though she is as modest as she is 
original and courageous.

Her father died and left her 
his drug store and his best wish­
es. She accepted both and soon 
began to expand the drug busi­
ness until she now has ten stores 
instragetic parts of the city, 
wholesale and retail. She spins 
in her motor car from one to 
another like a field marshal di­
recting his forces. But her 
business fame is likely to be for­
gotten in her fame for the enter­
prise of caring for horses, though 
she is as kind to persons as to 
animals.

Now that live hog and pork prices 

have begun to rise again it is very pat 
ent that the recent slump in prices an­
nounced by the packers was chiefly for 
the purpose of loading up on a big sup­
ply of live stock at reduced rates. The 
fellow who buys bacon, salt pork and 
sausages will quite likely have to dig 
just tts deep into his pockets as he has 
in the past.

Horses that have a tendency to kid­
ney trouble, often manifested in azo- 
turia, may be helped quite a bit by 
giving them a dose of saltpeter now 
and then. In severe cases, where the 
limbs are affected with the overflow of 
albumen, an excellent medicine is 
Fowler’s solution put on the oats or 
ground feed. The dose should be in­
creased from a teaspoonful at first to a 
tablespoonful given twice a day.

While there is little question that 
rapid settlement of the Pacific north­
west has tended, to break up the large 
range areas for sheep and cattle and 
for the time being to reduce the output 
of these animals, it is the view of those 
who have been watching the introduc­
tion of more diversified forms of farm­
ing that in the more favorable sections 
at least more stock will be raised un­
der the new era of ownership of small­
er areas than was produced under the 
old.

The question o f the partition fence 
often arises and sometimes causes 
trouble. In many states the law de­
fines quite exactly what this shall be. 
that it shall contain a certain number 
of strands of wire of a given descrip­
tion, or if one party erects or wants 
to erect a hog or sheep tight fence 
the other can be compelled to do so if 
he does not voluntarily. In case he 
is obstreperous the matter may be re­
ferred to the township trustees, who 
are usually delegated with authority 
to settle such matters.

Many a boy and man are making a 
snug sum these days in latitudes 
where fur bearing animals, such as the 
mink, muskrat and skunk, abound by 
doing a little trapping on the side 
while going”-'to school or attending to 
other work. In the section in which 
the writer has sojourned for the past 
six months rats fetch from 40 to 70 
cents, skunkskins from $1 to $4. while 
minkskins bring all the way from $3 
to $0 or $7, depending upon their size, 
color and quality. The rapid advance 
in the price offered for these and other 
furs is due not only to a decreasing 
supply of fur bearing animals, but also 
to a steadily growing demand for furs 
and fur trimmed apparel.

The alligator is one of a number of 
animals that have the hibernating 
habit—spending the winter season in 
a sleeping and nearly lifeless condi­
tion—and the way in which they pre­
pare for this is interesting. It is said 
that they return in the fall to the 
vicinity where the female alligator 
made her nest in the summer and 
there dig down about a dozen feet, 
then horizontally some distance thence 
upward to a point above the water 
level, where a retreat is excavated 
large enough so that the animals can 
lie at full length. Another interesting 
habit of the alligator, if the testimony 
of seemingly credible witnesses may 
be accepted, is that of taking into its 
stomach a bit of wood, often a light- 
wood knot, before beginning its long 
sleep, these having been found in their 
stomachs in the spring highly polish­
ed.

Railroad mileage is tne yard stick oi 
progress. W e have in Texas 14.00C 
miles of railroad and rank first of al: 
states in the Union in mileage. Ir, 
miles per area, we rank fortieth, having 
5.15 miles of railroad per 100 square 
miles of territory. In mileage per popu­
lation, we rank nineteenth, having 38.45 
miles of railroad per 10,000 people.

The comparative test o f railroad fa ­
cilities is in miles per area. If we 
had the mileage per area that the state 
of Illinois has \Tr2 Would have 55,500 
miles; that Indiana has 54,000 miles 
and that Iowa has 46,000 miles. We 
have only 14,000 milea.

According to the last interstate com ­
merce commission report, compiled 
June 30, 1909, we constructed 273 miles 
during the previous year and ranked 
fourth in the list o f states in the Union 
in construction during the year. We 
are more in need of railroad construc­
tion than any other state in the Union. 
The railroad develomnent of Texas 
has not kept pace with the development 
c f  other lines of industry. Our railroad 
mileage during the past ten years has 
increased 35 per cent: the value oi
manufactured products has increased 
92 per cent; the value of farm lands 151 
per cent and the development of all 
lines of industry has been retarded foi 
want of railroad facilities.

Texas is the most important field ir 
railroad construction of any state ir 
the Union. According to the 191C 
com ptroller’s report, we have forty- 
seven counties in Texas without rail­
road facilities and we have approxi­
mately 40,000,090 acres of territory tha1 
is a distance of ten miies and :>ve* 
prc  m  a rail read, 
ing country.

LEGISLATIVE
NEWS LETTER

Austin, July 26—’ll.
" On July 31st, the first called 

“'session of the 32nd Legislature 
will be in session, and our solons 
will face the state with clear 
òoiìsclences and clean shirts.

T lìs is a called session of our 
Legislature, and of course only 
subjects submitted by the Gov- 
ernòìr'Can-be legislated upon and 
the friends of the chief executive 
say this is one session of the 
Texas Legislature that will not 
have an opportuni/ of fighting a 
duel with civilization. This is 
certainly good news, as the State 
is accustomed to shivering like 
a lemonade shaker while the 
Legislature is in session,but this 
blessed assurance effectively 
muzzles mony members who have 
a genius for knocking o fflaws as 
a country boy does a hoe-down.

This is hurricane weather in 
politics; the Prohibition election

has rent the State in twain, and 
ill winds that blow no good, ac- 
casionally whirl through the Cap­
itol. Candidates are beginning 
to peep out from behind the 
clouds like stars that appear and 
disappear on a stormy night and 
now and then a sundog shows up 
the political horizon to threaten 
foul weather, but the wise ones 
tell us this remarkable phenom­
ena is merely the clearing of the 
atmosphere for new ideas.

Some of the biggest fish in the 
political waters, will be swim­
ming around Austin during the 
present session. The re district 
ing of the state will bring out the 
political map-makers and the ap­
propriation Bill will cause those 
who tread political paths for a 
livelihood to rally around the pie 
counter.

Those high upon the political 
roost predict a large increase in 
membership in State Represen­
tatives and the Congressional 
Districts may show an increase 
in number and in any event, the 
re-alignment will cause many a 
candidate, actual and prospective 
to add a few chapters to the pro­
fane history of the State, while 
a few of them will have to take a 
cold plunge and abandon politics.

The Appropriation Bill,to meet 
the growing demands of the 
State, will necessarily show new 
items, as well as an increase in 
the current expendietures. Tex­
as has never spent any money in 
the development of its resourses, 
but the present session of the 
Legislature may reach the wis­
dom strata and at least put up a 
few sign boards on the road to 
progress.

The Governor is being urged 
to submit enumerable subjects 
for legislation but the present 
chief Executive has never shown 
a disposition to add to the swol­
len stream of legislation,and rea­
sons as plentiful as blackberries 
will have to be advanced before 
the Governor will be convinced.

The session will not be without 
its sensations. It is always cus­
tomary to put a few new wrink­
les in the Democratic Party dur­
ing a Legislative Session and 
and some of the members will 
want to powder their records 
with star dust, in order to make 
a showing with their constitu­
ents,and then there will be many

i a Democratic roadster come trot­
ting down the political pike 
while the legislature is in ses­
sion. Watch our weekly news 
letter for events of State impor­
tance as they transpire at Aus­
tin.—T. C. S. A. News Service.
