Geo. Wash­
ington

This being Washington’s birth 
day week, the editor decided to 
offer three small prizes for the 
best composition on his life, to 
the Brownfield High Schools pu­
pils. In the contest, Chas.Stew­
art won first prize, Ora Sawyer 
second and Ivy Green third. The 
former is a tenth grade pupil, 
and his paper graded 95. The 
other two winners made 92 and 
87 respectively, and are nineth 
grade pupils.

Pour other pupils deserve 
special mention as they had ex 
cellent papers which we intend 
publishing in the near future. 
They are Homer Winston, 9th 
grade; 86 percent. Dude P.yeatt 
8th grade, 81 1-2 percent; Kath­
erine May, 8th grade, 79 percent 
and Era Brooks, 8th grade,78 1-2 
percent.—Editor.

George Washington, the son of 
Agustine Washington, was born 
Febuary 22, 1732. He was a de­
scendant of John Washington, 
who emigrated to Virginia from 
England about 1657. The Wash­
ingtons were a distinguished 
house and their family has been 
satisfactorily traced to the 
twelfth century.

Washington was a general in 
the French and Indian War, and 
leader of lhe American Revolu­
tion. When the United States 
gained their independance, he be­
came its first President; which 
office he filled with wisdom, honor 
and dignity. His influence shap­
ed the destiny of the United 
States and hed its bearings on all 
the civilized nation of the world.

Washington’s mind was great 
and powerful, without being of 
the very first order. His pene­
tration was strong, though not 
so acute as that of a Newton, 
Bacon, or Locke. He was slow 
to make a decision being little 
aided by invention and imagina­
tion, but sure in conclusion. In 
councils of war, where, hearing 
all suggestion, he selected what 
ever was best; and certainly no 
generals ever planed his battles 
more judiciously. But i f . de­
ranged during the course of ac­
tion, if any member of his plan 
was disarranged by sudden cir­
cumstance, he was slow in read­
justment. Theconsequencewas,; 
that he often failed in the open 
field, but rarely ever against an 
enemy in station, as at Boston 
and York. He was courageous

in the face of personal dangers, 
meeting it with the calmest un­
concern.

Perhaps the strongest feature 
of his character, was prudence; 
he never acted until ever circum­
stance, ever consideration, was 
carefully weighed. He refained 
if he had a doubt, but, when once 
decided went through with his 
purpose, regardless of obstacles. 
His intention were the mostpure 
his justice the most flexible, we 
have ever known. No nations of 
interest, of consaquinty, of 
frindship, or hatred being able 
to bear his dicisions. He was. 
indeed, in every sense of the 
word, a wire, a good and a great 
man. His temper was naturely 
irritable and hightoned, but re­
flexion and resolution had obtain­
ed a firm and habitual ascenden­
cy over it.

His persons was fine, his statue 
exactly what one could wish, al­
though in the circle oChis friends, 
where he might be unreserved 
with safety, he took an active 
part in conversation. His collo 
gual talents were not above! 
medocrity, possessing neither 
quickness of thought nor fluency 
of word. In public, when called 
on for a sudden opinion, he was 
unready and embarrassed yet he 
wrote readily in an easy and 
correct style. He read little, 
and that on subjects of agricul­
ture and English History.

On December the 14th 1799 his 
soul succombed to the death angel 
of God and passed to that great 
Beyond. Washington is dead 
but his works still live and will 
live forever. His name will be 
remembered and sounded from 
hill to hill and valley to valley by 
each and every person of this 
great State. His influence 
stands as a mighty monument 
for the whole world to admire 
and it will be admired so long as 
men know to love^that which is 
noble, pure and true.

On Febueiy 22nd 1732, in Vir 
ginia a boy was born. He be­
came one of the greatest men of 
our country, and was known 
throughout the world as “ The 
Father of our country”  and 
George Washington.

When Washington was young 
his father died and he was 
brought up by his mother. She 
taught him to be truthful and 
obedient. He stood first among 
his playmates and was loved by 
all who knew him, because he 
was kind, brave and truthful.

He did not have a good chance 
to get an education. He gave up ( 
going to school when he was

quite young and became a sur­
veyor. This work kept him out 
of doors most of the time, but 
Washington was not displeased 
with it at all, for he liked out oi’ 
d°or life. Washington was sent 
several times to settle quarrels 
between nations. The first was 
between France and England. 
It was a long and dangerous 
journey for a young man like 
Washington to make, but he was 
brave and went to settle the 
quarrel. He traveled one hun­
dred miles through the wrnods 
and among Indians, who threat­
ened to take his life.

Washington fought in many 
wars. The most important one 
was “ The French and Indian 
War” . In this war his 
soldiers won the Victory. He 
fought so bravely that the Legis­
lature of Virginia often praised 
him for his service for which he 
was very thankful.

Shortly after this he married 
Martha Custis a rich widow. 
He already had a good deal of 
property and by this marriage 

i he became very wealthy.
His first home after marriage 

was Mt. Vernon, on the Potomac 
River. He was as good a farmer 
as he was a leader. He was 
prompt, careful and so fond of 
his work and new home that he 
wished to spend the remainder 
of his days there.

Shortly after this a war broke 
out, Washington was almost com­
pelled to go. This war was 
against the British. They (the 
British) were victorious in almost 
every battle; this did not discour­
age Washington at all. He and 
his soldiers kept on fighting un­
till, the 19th of October 1781, 
when he captured a whole Brit­
ish army at Yorktown. This 
brought the war to an end.

After this Revolutior he bid 
his soldiers farwell and returned 
to his home.

When the time came to elect a 
president, all the people felt that 
they owed their liberty to Wash­
ington when he was inaugurated. 
Along the way from Mt. Vernon 
to New York, the peoplecameout 
to welcome him. He worked as 
hard to make the new nation 
strong, great and peaceful as to 
led the army in the Revolutions.

He f/ave all his strength, 
thought and time to make the 
United States prosperous and 
strong. When he had served his 
four years he was again elected.

His second term was as sue 
cessful as the first had been. He 
kept the people from war and 

• danger. When this second term

(Concluded from page 1)
was over the people wanted him 
to serve a third term. He re 
fused as he was tired and longed 
to be at home at Mt. Vernon 
where he lived untill his death, 
which occured the 14th of Dec. 
1799.

All the people loved Washington 
for he made their nation free, 
powerful and strong. By his 
death the nation never lost a 
nobler man. His name will be 
known in Histories for ages,

George Washington was born 
Feburary 22nd, 1732 in Virginia. 
He was a descendant of the Ca­
valier famalies who came from 
England. He received a very 
f lir education while gl owing up.

After receiving his education, 
he became a surveyor. The suf­
fering and endurance made him 
brave, strong and courageous.

During the French and Indian 
wars, he displayed great skill 
and ability as a soldier. His dar­
ing generalship and bravery as 
commander-in-chief of the army 
during the Revolution, gained 
for him the name of the “ soul o 
the Revolution.”

He was a member of Congress 
from Virginia for a while. He 
was president of the convention 
in 1787 and by his influence the 
constitution was adopted. It wan 
by his support that the confeder 
ation was maintained. He serv 
ed two terms as the first presi­
dent of the United States and 
was asked to become candidate 
for a third term.

December 14th, 1799 one of 
the world’s greatest patriots, 
gentleman an 1 statesmen died. 
It was said of him by Congress 
that he was “ first in peace, first 
in war, and first in the hearts of 
his fellow citizens.”

Tw o exper­
ienced teams have been secured, and 
the game promises to be exciting and 
interesting. Push Ball, or as It might 
be termed foot-ball on horse back, is 
the newest and most exciting game in 
the sporting world today. In many 
respects it is similar to the old time 
tournies, which were so popular in the 
time o f  King George I., but, in the more 
modern field of sports, it Is different 
from any other game. It is played by 
eight men, four on a side, mounted on 
active and well trained polo-ponies, the 
object being to push a gigantic ball 
through a goal at either end of the 
field. The rules o f  the game are very 
similar to those of  foot ball with this 
exception; the ball must not be lifted 
from the ground, but must be pushed 
through the goal instead of  carried. 
The victory of either team depends 
almost entirely upon the activity of 
the ponies, and when the “grand rush” 
is made the animals, if they are well 
trained, stay close together and try to 
push the ball through the opponents’ 
line o f  defense. Then the pony near­
est the ball starts on a run, shoving 
the ball before him, while his three 
partners, acting as guards, put up a 
strong interference, keeping the o p ­
posing team as far away from the ball 
as possible. The ball used is a m am ­
moth Rugby foot ball, about six feet 
In diameter.
