>f the livestock industry was 
„ehieved when four Texas short- 
10m  bulls, owned by Frank 
jchofield of Hillsboro, won blue 
ribbons over four hitherto unde­
feated champions of the Norm. 
The defeated animals had pre­
viously won honors at the Inter­
national Show at Chicago and 
other leading stocK shows in the 
United States and Canada and 
were among the finest specimens 
of livestock ever exhibited in tne 
United States. The winning of 
the medals by the Texas cattle is 
credited to the increasing de­
mand for pure bred cattle and to 
the efforts of the Texas stockmen 
in improving the quality of their 
stock. Texas has more cattle 
than any other state in the Union 
and the Show which has just 
closed is testimony to the desir­
ability of Texas as a cattle rais­
ing state.

1 to show that we are in the rail­
roader’s eyes and should they 
make a move westward, and we 
certainly have reason to believe 
they will, only an effort on our 
part would influence them to 
come here. They are not com­
ing for nothing, because this is 
the age of bonuses, but our peo­
ple are liberal and progressive 
and have always responded very 
promptly with their parts. Some 
still put up the old cry that we 
won’t have a railroad in five 
years, and maybe never, but 
that is what they said ten years 
ago in Central West Texas, and 
now most of their towns sport 
from one to three railroads; some 
even more, and ours is a long 
shot the best country.

Fort Worth. Tex., Feb. 10.— An 
enthusiastic meeting of. Colquitt sup­
porters, at win-ill about. ¿00 were rep­
resented in person and by leftevs, 
was licit] at the Westbrook hotel to­
day.

Colonel It. M. Johnston of Hous­
ton called the meeting lo order and 
stated its object— that o f aiding the 
campaign of Governor 0 . B. Col­
quitt for re-election. lie  expressed 
gratification that in view of the 
quarantines now prcvirfling the at­
tendance was so large and that so 
many sections of the state were rep­
resented.^

The conference was organized by 
the election of 0 . IT. Culp of Gaines­
ville as chairman and W. P. Hobby 
of Beaumont as secretary.

Many speeches were made indicat­
ing that the interest in Governor 
Colquitt’s re-election is general 
throughout the state and that an 
aggressive campaign will he waged 
in his behalf from the counties and 
sections represented. Each speaker 
predicted the renomination of Gov-i 
ernor Colquitt by an overwhelming 
majority.

A committee on ways and means, 
consisting of Paul Waples of Fort 
Worth, Oils Shaw of Texarkana, F.
