Need 27,500 Miles Of 
New Railroad.

B. F. Yoakum Chairman Of ‘Fris­
co Board, Says This Section 

Requires Average Annnal 
Expendicture Of 

82 , 5 6 0 , 0 0 0 .

A railroad president remarked 
recently that railroad mileage in 
the Southwesfhad increased 50 
per cent faster than the popula­
tion. A study of mileage of rail­
roads in five southwestern states, 
together with pop illation, as 
compared with five typical mid­
dle western states, confirms this 
view.

Oklahoma with 6,000 miles of 
line, has about 63 miles for each 
10,000 inhabitants, while the 
most sparsely settled of middle 
population. The average for the 
five southwestern states—Arkan­
sas, Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma 
and Texas—is 35 miles of line 
per 10,000 population, while the 
five middle western states—Illi­
nois, Iowa, Michigan, Wisconsin 
and Indiana—show an acreage 
of less than 30 miles of line per 
group of 10,000 inhabitants.

Nevertheless, thesouth western 
group’s territory is nowhere 
nearly so well covered by rail­
roads as is the case in the mid 
die West. Side by side the aver­
age number of square miles of 
territory served by one mile of 
railroad is more than twice as 
large in the Southwest as in the 
longer settled region of the mid­
dle West. The average number of 
square miles of Territory to -1 
mile of railroad in the the five 
southwestern states is 11.7, 
while in corresponding middle 
western states the average is less 
than six.

Illinois has about 103 people to 
the square mile, while Texas has 
less than 15; Arkansas has 30 
and Iowa 40; Missouri 47 and 
Michigan 48; Kansas 20 and Wis­
consin 42; Oklahoma 2 i and Indi- 
anna 75.

B. P. Yoakum, chairman of the 
board of St. Louis & San Fran­
cisco, says regarding southwest 
ern railroad development:

In acreage under irrigation 
projects has increased to 1,253, 
000 acres, of which only 451,000 
are yet being tilled. ‘Frisco now 
has expert engineers in the gulf 
coast country investigating the 
underground water supply in 
the vicinity of Kingsville, Tex., 
to be used for irrigating by elec- 
ti’ic power pumping.

Response of the Southwest in 
population and development to

I
the building of a railroad is sum­
marized in the Gulf Coast Coun­
try of Texas by Mr. Yoakum as 
follows:

“ When tie  Frisco system 
started its line five years ago 
from New Orleans to Browns­
ville, the land was owned by cat 
tlemen. These cattle barons own­
ed domains some of them equal 
in size to an entire New England 
state. Today these great ranches- 
are being cut up into small farms; 
verdant fields are beginning to 
occupy the acees where cattle 
roamed but a short while ago; 
factories are arising along the 
railroad.

“ Immence irrigation projects 
have been and are now being de­
veloped; 1,150 miles of main ir­
rigation canals, which over a 
thousand miles of laterals, rep­
resenting an investment of $20, 
000,000, have been constructed; 
cotton gins, sugar mills, canning 
factories and industries of all de­
scriptions are going up, and set­
tlers are pouring in from all over 
the United States and many 
from other countries.

“ In the last five years the as 
sessed taxable value of the prop­
erty traversed by the ‘Frisco’s 
gulf line has increased more 
$62,000,000, and the population 
has increased over 48 per cent.— 
Wall Street Journel.

The greater yield of these last 
named ordinarily, and their 
more varied uses as feed stuffs, 
more than compensate for this 
slight display in nutrient ontent.

P roper Precautions Can Be T a ken  to 
E rad ica te  A ll of Insects by 

Fum igation.

(By W . D. H U N T E R .)
For several years the boll weevil 

has caused a loss of about 400,000 
bales of cotton annually. Although 
farmers In some region^, In many 
cases, are increasing their production, 
there is a loss in newly infested re­
gions which almost, if not quite, off­
sets that gain.

A conservative..estimate shows that 
since the weevil has invaded this 
country it has caused a loss of 2.550,- 
000 bales of cotton at a value of about 
?125,000,000.

It has been abundantly shown that 
cotton seed is of importance as a 
medium through which the weevil 
may be carried. Many individuals that 
happen to be carried to the gin on the 
cotton pass uninjured through the gins 
to the seed houses. Consequently 
every seed house connected with a 
gin in the infested territory harbors 
more or less weevils, depending upon 
the amount of cleaning the staple is 
given. Of course such seed is ex­
ceedingly dangerous when taken into 
uninfested regions. Undoubtedly the 
present absolute embargos against 
cotton seed from the infested region 
are wise. In general, they should be 
strictly construed. In some special 
cases, however, when,' for Instance, it 
is desired to obtain special improved 
seed, proper precautions can be taken 
to destroy all weevils by means of 
fumigation with carbon bisulphid.

The following plan for this work is 
proposed: A tight matched-board
box should be provided having sides 
four feet high, open on top, and of 
other dimensions to accommodate 12 
or more 100-pound sacks of cotton 
seed placed upright upon the bottom.

A pparatus fo r Fum igating  Cotton Seed 
in the Sack.

Another tier of sacks could be added 
if desired. Into each one of these 
sacks about one ounce of carbon bi­
sulphid should be forced by an appar­
atus for volatizing the liquid and mix­
ing the vapor with air.

This should consist of three essen­
tial parts as shown in the illustra­
tion. A is an air pump having suffi­
cient capacity to enable it to main­
tain a steady discharge of air for 
several minutes without continuous 
pumping. The stopcock at al regu­
lates or prevents the escape of air, as 
may be desired. B is an ordinary 
two-quart bottle fitted at bl with a 
tight stopper of good length, having 
two openings, through which the inlet 
and outlet pipes pass. These pipes 
may be of glass or metal and should 
be as large as can be used. The inlet 
pipe, b2, reaches nearly to the bottom 
of the bottle and is provided at the 
lower end with a perforated metal 
cap as large as will pass through the 
neck of the bottle. This allows the 
escape of the air In small bubbles and 
insures rapid evaporation. The outlet 
pipe, hi, reaches only through the 
stoDoer.

The Texas peach is the King of 
Fruits and the fruit of kings. It is 
invited into the parlors of the great 
and is welcomed in the hovel of the 
poor of both hemispheres. It has 
met its rival at home and abroad 
on most every table on the globe and 
by its natural beauty and delightful 
personality it has conquered all com­
petitors and today its appearance in 
the market is an annual event of 
importance in every household in 
America and its disappearance is 
the consumer’s regret. Public iu-
