Tothe Farmers of Texas

The recent rains have been of
incalculable value to  the State,
but great as this value is, it can
be wonderfully increased if every
farmer will get into his field just
as soon as the top of the ground
is dry enough to pulverize prop-
erly, and by using a sweep or a,
very short tooth harrow, that
| will cut not more than one inch
oran inchand a half deep, and
make a soft cusnion or mulch on
top of the soil, the major part of
this moisture can be conserved
for the use of the crop, instead
of being pumped out by myriads
of small pores or tubes that
operate actively like so many
steam jets, when the suface of
the ground is hard. If this
character of cultivation is re- -
peated just as often as the con-
dition of the top soil indicates
the necessity for this work,
splendid crops can be made with
the moisture that is already in
the soil, in all sections where
there was anything like a good
rain-fall. Do not lay your grops
by, but continue this shallow
cultivation that will put air into
the soil, keep the weeks down
and prevent the loss of moisture
by this pumping process.

Convention Hall.—William Howard
Taft of Ohio at 9:25 o'clock Saturday
night was renominated for president
of the United States by the Republi-
can national convention on the first
ballot. The vote was Taft 561 Roose-
velt 107, La Follette 41, Cummins 17,
Hughes 2; absent 6; present and not
voting 344.

Vice President James S. Sherman
was renominated as
mate on the first ballot.

The revolt of many of the Roosevelt
delegates in the convention was open
from the moment the permanent roll’
containing the names of contested
delegates was approved. A ‘valedic-
tory” statement was read in behalf
of Colonel Roosevelt asking that his
name be not presented and that his
delegates sit in mute protest against
all further proceedings.

The first test vote after the an-
nouncement ,of the Roosevelt valedic-
tory came on the adoption of the par-
ty platform.

The affirmative vote was 666. Roose-
velt delegates present and not voting
numbered 343. There were 53 noes,
36 of them from the La Follette states
of Wisconsin and North Dakota. Sen-
ator Robert M. La Follette of Wiscon-
sin was placed before the convention,
but Colonel Roosevelt’'s wishes were
carried out by his followers and they
remained silent during the call of the
states for nominations.

Many of the delegates, however,
carried out their primary instructions
and voted for the Colonel.

The Platform.

The platform was adopted by a vote
of 666 to 53; not voting 343; absent 16.

After paying a tribute to Abraham
Lincoln it points with pride to the
party record in the past and guaran-
tees to meet the pproblems of the fu-
ture as satisfactorily as it solved
those of the past. It upholds the in-
tegrity of the courts, but urges laws
to bar delays, declares the party is
opposed to special privileges and mon-
opoly and favors a trade commission.
