PEST OF VOLUNTEER GRAIN

Evil May Be Greatly Minimized by
Using Rotation Given Herewith—
Corn Is Best Crop.

The extent to which volunteer grain
grows in dry areas is perplexing to
the farmer who has in mind the rota-
tion of crops upon his farm. In west-
ern areas where winter wheat only is

rain out there. Water standine

everywhere.

grown the problem is easy. By the
system followed the farmer summer-

for |
children !

fallowed one }eal and the next year
grows wheat. While he is summer-
lfal]owing his land he has the chance
to destroy much grain that would oth-
erwise give him trouble. But in many
areas even in the dry country, some
rotation is wanted. How, then, can
the farmer keep down the pest of vol-
unteer grain that if present will de-
stroy the purity of his grain and
cause it to mix, in some instances to
a vexatious extent.
by the following rotation:
fallow one year, grain; some cultivat-
ed crop, grain. This rotation would
only call for the real summer-fallow
one year in four.

the year that it was fallow and the
yvear that the cultivated crop was
grown. Thus there would be three
crops taken from the ground in four
years. By this system the land ought
to be kept free from volunteer grain
and also from weeds. The summer-
fallow should take away everything
that is offensive the year that it was
being done, and the cultivated crop
would do the same, while it was being
grown, that is to say, if the farmer
did his duty toward it.

The cultivated crop will include
corn, potatoes, beans and field roots
and possibly peas. Peas, however,
may not pay for such cultivation. That
has yet to be proved. Of these crops
corn will be away beyond all compar-
ison the most important, as it will be
grown over wide areas. It is the easi-
est of these crops to grow and is also
the surest except in the case of pota-
toes. Itis also the most needed, as
its fodder is wanted on every farm
in the dry area.

If alfalfa can be introduced into the
rotation in a somewhat regular way
it will still further aid in safeguard-
ing the cleaning of the land. If alfalfa
occupied the ground for a term of
years, say three or four, the volunteer
grain would perish. How long such
grain would live in the ground would
depend chiefly on the amount of mois-
ture in the soil, but it is about certain
that ordinary grain would not retain
vitality longer in areas where the
moisture is enough togrow annual
crops of grain.

Some gain will probably result from
disking the ground right -away after
harvest. Of course should the weath-
er continue dry up to harvest but lit-
tle of the grain would sprout. But
should any considerable amount of
rain fall before growth would cease
much of the volunteer grain would
sprout and it would then be buried
with the plow.

More attention must be paid to the l
.scientific enrichment of our soil. It |
will not do to take everything off and !
put nothing back. Our farmers are
realizing the necessity of proper and \[
adeguate fertilization, of proper rota- [
tion and thorough tilling-their fields. |
In foreign countries—where more at- |
tention has been given to soil en-‘
richment than anywhere else—it has
been demonstrated that the best re-t
sults are obtained by thoroughly fer- |
tilizing all the land. This can only
be accomplished by broadcasting the
fertilizers on the land and then work-
ing them thoroughly into the soil at
the time the land is prepared for the
seed. The main difficulties have been |
to get a machine that would scatter |
the fertilizers evenly over the ground,
no matter what kind of a fertilizer
was sown. The chief obstacle has al-
ways been the fertilizer. Some of it
ig pasty and sticky, other varieties are
lumpy, and some like powder. The
fertilizer sower to be a suctess must
be able to successfully handle all
these various commercial fertilizers.

TEXAS FARM VALUES

GAIN $1,000,000,000 |; ;

Population on Farms Increases

Nearly Half a Million.

We have on the tax assessors’
rolls of Texas 156,946,934 acres of
land, leaving approximately 11,000,-
000 acres of land not en the tax

rolls which is owned by the State,

exempt from taxation, or assessed as
town and city lots. The assessed
value of land has increased from
$3.02 per:acre in 1900 to $6.51 per
acre in 1910, mal{fing a total increase
of $550,000,000 in assessed land
values and when we consider that
land is assessed at probably less than
50 per cent of its true value, we
finkl an actual ificrease in farm lan‘d
alone of $1,100,000,000. The Fed- |©
eral Census reports verify this es-
timate by crediting us with a net
gain of $1,130,939,000 or 163 per
cent during the past decade.

According to the reports of our
Railroad Commission we have built
3952 miles -of railroad during the
past decade and it is estimated that
a mile of railroad will add $64,000
per mile to adjoining property.
Railroad construction alone has
added ' a quarter of a billion
dollars to land values. The fa-
cilities on all roads have been' in-
creased, enabling the products to
reach the market earlier and in bet-
ter condition, thereby increasing the
value of production. The improve-
ment of our public highways has
had its effect in increasing® values
and the immigration agents are en-
titled to a large share of credit for
our development.

Our rural population in 1900 was
2,488,838 and in 1910 the census
reports give us 2,958,838, making an
increase of 469,592 people on our
farms. The wealth per capita of
farm lands and buildings of our
rural population in 1900 was $160
and in 1910 it was $347 per capita,
making an increase of $187 per
capita or 117 per cent, which meas-
ures, in a way, the prosperity of the
T'exas farmer. We have opened up
during the past decade 64,187 farms
and now have a total of 416,477
farms in operation and the average
size of our farms shows a dccrease of
from 357 acres in 1900 to 262 acres
in 1910, or an average of 95 acres
per farm, all of which has undeubt-
edly had a strong influence in in-

-creasing the wealth per capita of

the Texas farmer.
