Brownfield In Ft Worth

That cattle conditions in the 
Panhandle are excellent at pres­
ent was the statement made by 
M. V. Brownfield, founder and 
wealthiest citizen of Brownfield, 
who is stopping over in the city 
on his way to San Antonio and 
Corpus Christi.

Mr. Brownfield says that there 
have been a number of good 
snows in the country, but much 
more is needed to assure good 
crops for this year unless there 
are heavy rains before summer

“ I am looking forward to a 
prosperous year for the Pan­
handle,”  said Mr. Brownfield, 
despite the fact that a change in 
administration is coming. It 
has been generally understood 
by somecattemen that the change 
would mean hard times, but 
opinions are so divided that I do 
not think that this talk should be 
taken so seriously.”

In regard to cattle conditions 
Mr. Brownfield said, that while 
most of the ranchmen are feed­
ing their cattle, they are bearing 
up very well for this season of 
the year. About a pound of 
cakes a day is an average diet for 
a cow.

“ With such conditions now and 
provided we get more snow or 
rain, I think that 1913 should be 
a banner year for the Panhandle. 
It has been too dry there for the 
past few years, although in my 
immediate vicinity farmers have 
made good crops, possibly on ac­
count of the fact that water is 
very shallow.”

Mr. Brownfield first came to 
the county in which he now lives 
more than fifteen years ago. 
Around the plains where his cat­
tle grazed a town was gradually 
built up and, when it assumed 
proportions of a good sized set­
tlement, it was named after its 
founder.

Today Mr. Brownfield is pres­
ident of the Brownfield State 
bank and owns a ranch of nearly 
50,000 acres just east of the town. 
He is accompanied by his wife, 
and is making his trip part of 
pleasure and part a busine ss one.

Houston, Texas.— There is no ; 
more important subject confronting ! 
the people'of Texas today than the i 
improvement of our transportation 
facilities. We need more mileage; 
better roadbeds, heavier steel and in 
some instances double track; increas­
ing and improving our equipment, 
better terminal facilities, depots, etc. 
The railroads in some instances stand 
ready to give the needed relief and 
the people would rejoice in securing 
the improvements provided it did not 
result in making it necessary to raise 
the rates. This feature of the sub­
ject was carefully investigated by 
the Texas Welfare Commission and 
a negative conclusion reached. Mr. R. 
S. Lovett, executive head of the Har- 
riman lines, in discussing the sub­
ject, said in part:

“ I would not think of applying to 
the Railroad Commission for an in­
crease in rates, based on the issue 
of additional bonds. It would be a 
question of investment always— of 
what the expenditure would do. We 
would not make it unless we thought 
the business would make the invest­
ment good.

“ The Union Pacific in the nitie 
years ending June 30th last, put new 
money into its property— that is, in 
double track and ii; betterments and 
in other improvements, the construc­
tion of new lines, branches, etc., 
$148,748,000. Now it has not raised 
any rates. The rates are the same 
as they were before.

“ The Southern Pacific’ system 
west of El Paso during the last 
nine years has expended in better­
ments and additions in buying some 
electric lines and extending them and 
the construction of new lines— that 
is to say, in what we call “ capital 
expenditures,”  or new money, $214,- 
224,000. We have not raised the 
rates; the rates in many instances 
have been reduced.

“ During the time we spent $214,- 
22 1 000 west of El Paso we spent 
$10.440,000 in Texas.

“ L have never been an advocate 
of higher rates. I think we ought 
to look to an increase in business 
with the growth of the country, the 
improvement of our facilities, and 
tin i-crease in the volume of busi- 
r.e- for our profits.”

| issue maturing securities in excess tc 

the Railroad Commission valuatior 
is one that is denied railroads by th< 

! State of Texas, although such securi- 
I ties were legally issued prior to the 
j passage of the Stock and Bond law. 
I The opinion of men engaged in fi- 
I nanciEg railroads was sought by the 
| Texas Welfare Commission, recently 
adjourned. Mr. R. S. Lovett, execu­
tive head of the Haj'riman lines, gave­
il is views in part, as follows:

“ Every railroad company ought to 
be givin the right to issue bonds at 
par, to refund existing obligations. 
The existing bonds of the Houston 
& Texas Central, for instance, (and 

; it i3 true of every other railroad com­
pany in the state except those who 

. have recently issued bonds under the 
ruling of the Commission) have been 

I outstanding for more than twenty 
years. They have Ifjen held by in­
nocent investors for this long period. 
The railroad company lias, year after 
year, paid semi-annually the interest 

| on these bonds. The Railroad Com- 
1 mission during all that time has been 
fit t in g  at Austin, • with full power 
| (unlimited power almost) over the 
, railroads, with the state treasury at 
, its disposal, with the Legislature wil- 
j ling to appropriate any amount that 
; the Commission deemed necessary to 
| carry on its work. I f  there is any 
I illegality in any of these bonds the 
j Commission should have found it out 
i long ago and applied the remedy. I 
! submit that after the lapse of twen- 
; ty years it is too late to talk about 
I the validity of outstanding railroad 
j bonds. That subject ought to be 
j foreclosed by time, if nothing else.”  
I Mr. E. P. Ripley, president of the 
Santa Fe, made the following state- 
ment in regard to the matterr

“ I  do not think it is fair treat­
ment of people who own these se­
curities, who buy them innocently, 
for the state to take such action as 
will render them worthless, or par­
tially worthless.”

The Hadley Commission, appoint­
ed by Congress to investigate rail­
road matters, recommended that no 
attempt' be made to scale down old 
securities.

The contention has never been 
made except by uninformed persons 
that the refunding of outstanding se­
curities would affect freight rates.
