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Grain Sorghum s
It  is the universal verdict of all 
who have given them a fair trial 
that for a large portion of Texas, 
and especially the western and 
dryer sections, what are called 
the grain sorghums aredecidedly 
superior and more dependable 
for a grain crop than corn. By 
grain sorghums are meant such 
crops as kaffir corn, milo maize, 
dhura and Egyptian wheat. 
These are all members of the 
sorghum family, but have been 
specially developed for their 
production of grain. These 
plants, of course, require as 
much moisture for their develop­
ment as corn, but they have an 
ability to withstand dry con­
ditions far superior to the latter 
plant. I f  there L  not sufficient 
moisture at the time that they 
are ready to form their heads, 
they will wait until the rain 
comes, while corn must have the 
rain at a certain time or prove a 
failure. Experiments conduct­
ed at San Antonio upon the com­
parative value of the grain sorg­
hums and corn showed that with 
the same rainfall milo maize 
yeilded sixty three bushels as 
against thirty-four bushels for 
corn. In 1911 the difference was 
even more marked, being thirty- 
five bushels of the grain sorg­
hums as against ten for corn. 
While these crops are superior 
to corn, in dry climates, they 
seem also to show a superiority 
of yeild even in sections more 
favored with rain. Last year in 
comparative tests between the 
two plants at Waco, the grain

sorghums beat the corn nearly 
two to one In the Texas In- 
dustial Congress Contest last 
year 158 bushels of milo maize 
were produced to the acre with­
out irrigation in sections where 
corn did not average twenty 
bushels. I t  would seem then 
the part of wisdom for every 
farmer to plant at least a part of 
his grain crop in some variety of 
this plant, since all are agreed 
that the feeding value of these 
grains is nearly, if not quite 
equal to corn. What they lack 
in feeding value pound for pound 
is more than made up by the 
superior yield and by their de­
pendability in times of drouth 

The varieties that seem to give 
the best results are kaffir corn, 
milo maize, dwarf milo and 
Egyptian wheat. Of these, kaffir 
corn and milo maizeare the most 
popular. The soil should be pre­
pared for these grains just as 
thoroughly as for corn, and every 
effort should be made by deep 
and early breaking and subse­
quent cultivation to store and 
conserve all the moistu re possible. 
The milo and dhuras should be 
planted in the drill, one stalk 
every six or eight inches, while 
kaffirs will stand a distance of 
eight to ten inches in the row. 
From three to five pounds of seed 
will be sufficient to plant an acre. 
Plant the seed not quite as deep 
as you would corn. The sub­
sequent cultivation is just about 
the same as a good farmer would 
give to his corn. The grain sor­
ghums should be planted as early 
as it is safe to do so. They are 
about as hardy as corn and will

stand as much cool weather. 
When planted early they escape 
attacks of an insect that is so 
often responsible for light heads 
or blasting in later plantings 
This is known as the sorghum 
midge. I t  deposits an egg in the 
bloom of late sorghums and when 
this egg hatches the young midge 
proceeds to eat . up the forming 
grain. This failure of the grain 
sorghums to make heads is fre­
quently attributed in the more 
humid sections to unseasonable 
rains. As a matter of fact, it is 
almost always due to the attacks 
of this insect: Early planting is
an almost certain preventive 
against these attacks. When 
the grains in the heads are well 
in the dough state they can be 
cut off with a sharp knife, allow­
ed to dry in the sun for a few 
hours and stored I f  the season 
is favorable the plants left in the 
field will send out new heads and 
with continued favorable weath­
er will make another crop of 
grain, almost if not quite equal 
to the first. The Texas In- 
dustial Congress will permit 
this second crop to be included 
in the acreage yield in its contest 
this year, but it is sometimes 
questionable whether this is the 
best practice in the dryer 
sections, as while we thus get a 
large yield this second crop of 
grain so completely exhausts the 
soil of moisture, that it some­
times requires a whole season 
for it to recover. Grain sorg­
hums are no more exhaustive of 
soil fertility on land than any 
other crop making an equal ton­
nage. It  is sometimes rather

difficult, however, to immediate­
ly get land that has raised a crop 
of sorghums into good mechani­
cal condition owing to the fact 
that there is such a mass of roots 
and stubble to destroy. These 
two facts are probably respon­
sible for the common but 
erroneous belief that sorghums 
injure land.

In feeding value the grain sor 
ghums are very nearly equel to 
corn, but for best results' the 
grain should be giound. Kaffir 
corn has been found to "produce 
ten and six-tenths pounds oi 
pork per bushel as against eleven 
and nine tenths for corn. Owing 
to the greater yield of kaffir per 
acre, however, corn only produc 
ed 410 pounds of pork on an acre, 
while the kaffir corn produced 
487pounds. Thegrainsorghums, 
especially kaffir corn and milo 
maize, make fully as good en­
silage as corn, and in fact can be 
used in every way that corn is 
ordinarily used in feeding. 
Plant at least a. portion of your 
crop in some of these crops this 
year and watch results. It will 
pay.

Jno. W. Woods

Woods, representing the 121st 
District in the Lower house, has 
introduced a bill providing for 
compulsory education of child­
ren between the ages of 8 and 14 
years.

Only 65 
percent of the schoolastic popu 
lation is enrolled in school, and 
the average schooling now deceiv­
ed by each child in Texas is 55 

| days per annum. The bill pro- 
I vides 120 days schooling per an 
j num for each child, but school 
trustees are permitted to reduce 

! the compulsory attendence to 72 
! days if they see proper. In Cal­
ifornia the average number of
days of schooling each child re­
ceives is 97 and the expenditure 
per capita of average attendence 
is $59.01 against $18.55 in Texas.

The passage of the bill will re­
sult in _ctically doubling the

HOW WATER RISES IN SOIL
Dust Mulch and Cultivation or Loos­

ening of Earth After Rain Serves 
to Prevent Evaporation.

Water rises in the soil just as the 
oil in a lamp rises through the wick. 
The wick Is full of little tubes called 
capillaries, and so is the soil, and the 
water rises through these.

If a little kerosene or gasoline is 
put into a bottle and the bottle filled 
with soil, the oil will rise, and If 

-lighted, will burn on the surface. 
When the water rises to the surface 
of the soil it evaporates.

Evaporation from the soil is going 
on all the time when it is not raining. 
The soil soon dries out if something 
is not done to prevent It. Covering 
the soil with a light mulch prevents 
evaporation. Cultivating or loosening 
the surface of the soil soon after a 
rain serves the same purpose. Culti­
vating breaks the small tubes, so that 
they are unable to bring the water to 
the surface.

A soil that contains much humus 
(that is, vegetable matter) catches 
and holds more water than one that 
contains but little humus. Such soil 
also holds moisture longer in dry 
weather. Plenty of barnyard manure 
applied to the soil helps to retain 
moisture, although valuable as feed­
ers of plants.

LIVE STOCK NOTES.

Be careful never to overfeed a calf.
Any calf should' be fed whole milk 

for at least two weeks after birth.
Two factors must be considered in 

judging sheep, the growth of wool and 
development of mutton.

More harm is done by overfeeding 
calves with milk, especially skim 
milk, than by underfeeding.

By careful selection and judicious 
mating the Shropshire has been 
brought to the leading position it now 
occupies.

Pigs fed for bacon should be fed to 
the weight preferred by the packer, 
which can always be learned on ap­
plication.

The silo enables the fanner to keep 
more live stock, which promotes the 
rotation of crops and the preservation 
of soil fertility.

The windows of a horse stable 
should be so arranged that the horses 
are not required to stand for hours 
with the full glare of the sunlight in 
their eyes.

No definite rule can be given as to 
when a calf should be weaned, but 
as a general proposition it is a good 
plan to feed skim milk till it is six 
months old.

Possibly there is no other farm ani­
mal that can offer as poor an excuse 
for his existence as the scrub hog. 
He is an unprofitable animal any way 
you take him.

The overhead rack is a poor place 
from which , to f'-?d the horser Be­
sides' being an unnatural way for the 
animal to feed, it causes a great deal 
of dust, which is a bad thing.

There is no greater mistake than 
under feeding, whether a sow Is in 
farrow or with her youngsters by her 
side; in either case they feel it and 
nre much more likely to lose money.

A half teaspoonful of Paris green 
added to heavily sweetened water or 
molasses will kill the cut worms, but 
care should be taken that the fowls 
cannot, get at it.

If you expect to ship any cocks this 
winter to poultry shows or to cus'o- 
mers, take the precaution of applying 
glycerine liberally to the combs and 
wattles.

The Horse Show ring hns become n 
great fashion attraction for the women 
of the United States, arul of late years 
a great number of women have be­
come devotees of the ring. The Fort 
Worth show has been an attraction foe 
the women exhibitors for several years 
and last year the competition was very 
keen.

Miss Loula Long of Kansas City has 
one of the most famous string of blood­
ed horses in the world. To her lot has 
fallen seme of the handsomest prizes 
ever awarded an exhibitor in the tan 
bafl\ ring. Her winnings at the Lon­
don Horse Show, Chicago. Kansas 
City, St. Louis and Madison Square 
Garden have placed her in the front, 
tank of American horsewomen. King, 
a brown trotting stallion, has perhaps 
won more individual scores than any 
other horse living. With this horse 
Miss Long captured everything in 
London, New York and other places. 
King ha& always been a strong winner 
at Fort Worth. The famous horse was 
purchased by Miss Long in thes Fort 
Worth ring during the 1910 Horse 
Show.

Last year Miss Long came to the 
Fort Worth Show with an increased 
string. She bad added to her coach 
and Hackney string, and for the first 
time presented a young saddler that 
has since won laurels wherever shown. 
Miss Long does all her own driving, 
and is considered to be a master of 
blooded horses.

Mrs. Julius Walsh, a Kentucky, bred 
woman, but now of New York, was 
a contender in the 1912 show. Her 
string of drivers won many first prizes 
and at five different times defeated 
some of the noted Long string. It Is 
possible that Mrs. Walsh will again 
appear in Fort Worth.

Resides these two women, Fort 
Worth- women will bo seen driving in 
the ring. There has been a sprinkling- 
of women drivers lor years, but the 
l913#show will present the greatest ar­
ray "of all.

The best stable in the South will 
show in the ring at the coliseum, and 
this year will present the largest num­
ber of Texas horses since the begining 
<jf the show. Texas breeders have ; 
been adding to their stables gradually 
for the last fewv years and only last 
year some of the breeders who have 
been constant exhibitors increased 
‘heir stables to a considerable extent,.

Blue-blooded horses from Kentucky 
and the best stock In every section 
of the South will compete. Many Fort 
Worth horsemen are now training tlielr 
youngsters for the exhibition. and 
nearly every Sunday the Fort Worth 
Driving Club’s grounds are crowded 
with drivers of every description.

Classification and prize lists are out 

announcing the Fort Worth Horse

10. and closes March 15. The show 
will be hem*- in connection with the 
Fat Stock Show, as usual, but will not 
open on the same date with the Fat 
Stock exhibit.

But the Horse Show, which has be­
come the one great society event in 
Texas, will be built along more ex 
tensive lines the coming .season than 
ever before. The show in the spring 
of 1912 was the biggest and most com­
plete exhibition of trained horses to 
ever exhibit in the South, ami aheadv 
the entries this year are such that tin' 
management is confident of the big

Manufacturers Will Exhibit at Fo**t I 
Worth March 8 to 15.

Fort Worth manufacturers and job­
bers are gathering together the big­
gest exhibit of “made in Texas" pro­
ducts that has ever been brought to­
gether under one roof. From present 
plans it is probable that the entire 
basement floor of the coliseum will be 
taken by the “Manufacturers and Job­
bers’ Industrial Show,” at the National 
Feeders and Breeders’ Show, March 8 
to 15.

The Industrial Show is being gotten 
together by Ed. R. Henry, formerly as­
sistant secretary of the Fort Worth 
Chamber of Commerce, and already Mr. 
Henry has nearly thirty prominent Tex­
as manufacturers back of the proposi­
tion.

Each manufacturer will have a booth 
in the division to be set aside for the 
show and in that booth he will place 
a concise representation of the articles 
he manufactures. Some of the firms 
have been constant exhibitors at the 
Fort Worth Show, but this year the 
number to enter will be triple the 
amount ever before applying for space. 
The manufacturing exhibits will be 
continued into the open air alongside 
the coliseum, where five silo factories 
will build silos and lecture daily upon 
their advantages to the dairyman and 
beef steer feeder. Beside the silos, 
wjre fence builders and all kinds of 
heavy hardware manufactories will 
have exhibits.

The majority of the industries to be 
represented in the Industrial Show are 
those located“ in the Southwest and the 
purpose of the show is to present to 
the Northern visitor the wonderful re­
sources in manufactured lines that-the 
Southwest has to offer to capital.

An effort will be made by Mr Henry 
to reserve space for every industry in 
the Southwest, hut those desiring good 
booths will have to get their orders in 
early, for the manufacturer who has 
exhibited a1 this show before, is the 
first to reserve space for the 1913 show.

H O G  D IV IS IO N .

bril liant Display of Imported Breeds i t  
Fort Worth Stock Show.

During the year 1912 just 1,759.441 
head of livestock were received on the 
Fort Worth market. Out of this num­
ber there were 387,565 hogs, which 
showed a decrease of 168,646 in just one 

i year Nearly every other branch of 
I livestock showed an increase.

But the Fort Worth packing plants 
| ha vo a killing capacity of over 8,000,000 
¡ head of cattle, hogs, and sheep in a 
; year and in 1912 this market was sup- 
1 piled with less than 2.000,000 head.

The National Feeders and Breeders’ 
Show is a. part of the Fort Worth mar­
ket, for in its years of existence it 
has been and aid to the fnarket, in 
that it has been the direct cause of the 
improvement of breed. With the im­
provement of breed came a bigger ani­
mal arid a. rise of market prices and to­

day the Fort Worth market is the best 
in all the South.

^Ilogs and cattle have improved in 
the Southwest duirng the last decade 
as no other livestock have, and the 
1913 show, which w ill be - held in the 
coliseum in Fort Worth March 8 to 15, 
inclusive, is offering greater induce­
ments for i he breeder to ship to Fort 
Worth. The cattle exhibits, instead.of 
showing a hunch of horns and hair, 
present to the public only such animals 
as are porrect, and from the hog pens 
only that which represents the acme of 
perfection.

The razor back hog has no place at 
the Fat Stock Show, further than an 
animal of curiosity, for he has long 
been crowded out by the big symetric 
lard hogs. Down in the forests of East 
Texas. Arkansas and Louisiana there 
y‘jt remains a sprinkling of the razor 
hack h«.g, hut even in these sections of 
tho Southwest they are becoming ex­
tremely scarce. Tho breedrs who con­
tribute to the hog division at the show 
have open competitors at many of me 
big shows of the North and to their 
lot has fallen time alter time many of 
the host prizes to be offered by such 
institutions:

Hog men fresh from laurels won at 
the ¿»tale Fair will enter their individ­
uals. families and herds at the March 
show, for the Fort Worth Fat S lock 
Show ribbons mean just as much to 
the breeder of the Southwest as a rib­
bon from any other show in the world. 
The hog trade in the South" must be 
built up by Southern breeders, tor hogs 
are like other animals, they do better 
when they are climated.

The hog farms of the Central-North 
have been inlected with cholera for 
several years, and. through Texas and 
the Southwest this disease has not been 
common. For this reason aione tile 
herds of the Southern farmer must be 
built from—the pens of the Southern 
breeder. For hundreds of years tne 
thrifty Celt, Teuton and Scot have 
been breeders of lard hogs. These 
thrifty people have seen the value of 
the smooth nog and they have 'bred 
him to perfection. England has con­
tributed her share to the improvement 
of the hog abroad, but no more has 
England or any other class of peopie 
contributed to the purifying of strains 
than has the National Feeders and 
Breeders’ Show. This show has brought 
about a change in general livestock 
conditions throughout the Southwest 
that twenty years ago was never 
dreamed of. but the change in twenty 
years’ time is now beginning to be 
reckoned by the great packing indus­
tries and the big Fort Worth Show will 
this year reap the'benefit of its labors.

One time the Texas farmer killed his 
meat with the'trusty rifle. The hound 
dog was called from under the house, 
the rifle brought down from the buck 
horns over the door and through the 
woods the head of the farm would 
stroll. In the timber the wild turkey 
gobbled and the wild hog (razorback) 
squealed and fought until his heart was 
content. Neither knew fear, except the 
crack of the nester’s rifle, but this 
rifle took to the door of the farmer his 
meat. This day has long ago faded. 
The hog is slaughtered from the pen 
and the spare ribs and backbone are 
just as sweet as-those of the razor- 
back.

The' National Feeders and Breeders’ 
Show has always encouraged the breed­
ing of improved stock. Tts founders, 
seventeen years ago. saw the need of 
more and better stock in the South­
west, and the men who are backing if 
today are fighting just as hard to 
raise the standard of hog and cattle 
productions as were the founders.

Room For AM.
No breeder need stay away from the 

show, for the management has made 
ample room for all. There is not a 
class in hog raising or breeding^ that is 
not covered in the classification and 
prize list. The management has been 
careful to see that every branch of 
hog production ois taken care of, and the 
breeders of the Southwest will this year 
have the opportunity to make for them­
selves and herdjj^a reputation that will 
return unto them ten-fold.

The herds of the Southwest will 
probably find competition with herds 
from the Central-North. Breeders of 
Missouri, Kansas and Nebraska have 
long been trying to place their stock 
in Texas and this year they will be at 
the Fat Stock Show to present their 
wares.

There is always an attraction in the 
hog division, but the March show is 
abounding in wealth in this respect.

R A I L R O A D  R A T E S .

All Railroads Give Reduced Rates to 
Fort Worth Show.

The Texas Passenger Association an­
nounces reduced rates on all railroads 
for the Fort Worth Fat Stock Show, 
March 8 to 15. inclusive. The selling 
dates of the tickets will be made ac­
cording to the distance and will be an­
nounced later.

Excursion rates will be given from 
every city and town in Texas and the 
trains will be run so that people liv­
ing in the remotest places can reach 
Fort Worth in sufficient time to see all 
of the show. There are many fat stock 
exhibits in the South, but the railroads 
and business men consider none^ of 
them in comparison with the Fort 
Worth Show, and for this reason spec­
ial rates have been granted.

The railroads of the South have spent 
vast sums of money in recent years in 
an effort to develop the resources of 
their respective state and the railroad* 
of Texas .have been the leaders in this 
respect. At the 1912 Fat Stock Show 
they conducted a land show which 
placed' before the public the products 
and resources of the state in a most 
comprehensible form and this year they 
will make a strong effort to bring the 
people of the Southwest together so 
that they can study those things about 
them that go to make a prosperous 
commonwealth.

Railroad rates will be within the 
reach of all and will be extended over 
a time convenient to the purchaser.

The Horse Show ring hus become n 
great fashion attraction for the w.orncn 
of the Uniter] States, ami of Into, years 
a great number of women have be­
come devotees of the ring. The Fort 
Worth show has been an attraction for. 
the women exhibitors for several years 
and last year the competition was very 
keen.

Miss Loula Long of Kansas City has 
one of the most famous string of blood, 
ed horses in the world. To her lot has 
fallen seme of the handsomest prizes 
ever awarded an exhibitor in the tan 
bafTs ring. Pier winnings at the Lon-, 
don Horse Show, Chicago, Kansas 
City, St. Louis and Madison Square 
Garden have placed her in the front, 
tank of American horsewomen. King, 
a brown trotting stallion, has perhaps 
won more individual scores than any 
other horse living. With this horse 
Miss Long captured everything in 
London, New York and other places. 
King ha& always been a strong winner 
at Fort Worth.

During the year 1912 just 1,759.44 1 
head of livestock were received on the 
Fort Worth market.

^Hogs arid cattle have improved in 

thh Southwest duirng the last decade 
as no oilier livestock have, and tlie 
1913 show, which will be held in tho 
coliseum in Fort Worth March 8 to 15 
inclusive, is offering greater induce­
ments for I ho breeder to ship to Fort 
Worm, The oa.ttle exhibits, instead.of 
Showing a hunch of horns and hair, 
present to the public only such animals 
as are portert, and from the hog pens 
only that which represents the acme of 
perfection.

Tho razor back hog has no place at 
the Fat Stock Show, further tnan an 

, animal of curiosity, for he has long 
been crowded out by the big symetric 
lard hogs. Down in the forests of East 
Texas, Arkansas anti Louisiana tticro 
y<jt remains a sprinkling of the razor 
hack hug. hut even in these sections of 
tho Southwest they arc becoming ex­
tremely scarce. The breedrs who con­
tribute! to the hog division at the show 
have oo.c.n competitors at many of me 
big shows of the North and to their 
lot has fallen time after time many of 
the best prizes to be offered by such 
institutions;

Hog men fresh from laurels won at 
the State Fair will enter their individ­
uals, families and herds at the March 
show, for the Fort Worth Fat Scocic 
Show ribbons mean just as much to 
the breeder of the Southwest as a rib­
bon from any other show in the world. 
The hog trade in the SoutlT'mubt be 
built up by Southern breeders, tor Hogs 
are like other animals, they do better 
when they are climated.

The hog farms of the Central-North 
have been inleeted with cholera for 
several years, and, through Texas and 
the Southwest this disease has not been 
common. For this reason aione me 
heios of the Southern farmer must be 
built from- the pens of the Southern 
breeder. For hundreds of years me 
thrifty Celt, Teuton and Scot have 
been breeders of lard hogs. These 
thrifty people have seen the value of 
the smooth nog and they have bred 
him to perfection. England nas con­
tributed her share to the improvement 
of the hog abroad, but no more nas 
England or any other class of peopie 
contributed to the purifying of strains 
than has the National Feeders and 
Breeders’ Show. This show lias brought 
about a change in general livestock 
conditions throughout the Southwest 
that twenty years ago was never 
dreamed of. but the. change in twenty 
years’ time is now beginning to be 
reckoned by the great packing indus­
tries and the big Fort Worth Show will 
this year reap the benefit of its labors.

The hog is slaughtered from the pen 
and the spare ribs, and backbone arc 
just as sweet as-those of the razor- 
back.

The' National Feeders and Breeders'

ing of improved stock. Its founders, 
seventeen years ago, saw the need of 
more and better stock in the South­
west, arid the men who are backing it 
today are fighting just as hard to 
raise the standard of hog and cattle 
productions as were the founders.

Room For All.
No breeder need stay away from the 

show, for tlie management has made 
ample room for ail. There is not a 
class in hog raising or breeding that is 
not. covered in the classification and 
prize list. The management has hoen 
careful to see that every branch of 
hog production ois taken care of. and the 
breeders of the Southwest will this year, 
have the opportunity to make for them­
selves and herdg-a reputation that will 
return unto them ten-fold.
