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11,000 Demonstration Farms in 218 Counties
In Texas Industrial Congress Contest

From 1,746 students of better farm-
ing in 161 counties of the State in
1911, the Texas Industrial Congress
has steadily increased this number to
10,869 in 215 counties in 1913.

Unique among associations for agri-
cultural development, the Congress,
by offering $10,000 in gold annually
for_the best yields of specific crops,
rimt of production considered, has in

a little more than two years awaken-rs'um‘

ed among the farmers of Texas en-
thusiastic interest in
tural methods, improved seed selec:
tion, better prepasation of the soi’
and the conservation of its fertility;

scientific cul--m-u:.

While this remarkable growth has
been the result primarily of the stim-
ulus caused by the prize offer, this
inducement to use brains as well as
brawn in crop production, is recog-
nized by thinking men as but an inci-
dent for the purpose of accomplishing
the real object of the Congress, which
is to lower the cost of prodvciion
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Every dot on the above map repre-
eents a demonsgtration farm cultivated
in corn, cotton, ‘cowpeas, kaffir or milo,
in accordance with the advice and sug-
gestions of the Congress. This infor-
mation is furnished by bulletins at
frequent intervals and also by per-
sonal letters. The stars indicate
those counties in which prizes were
won in the contests of 1911 and 1312.

Among the 215 counties represented,
Bexar County, which in 1911 had but
seven contestants and in 1912 but
nine, leads the State with 505 en-
tries. Ellis County is second, having
381 contestants; Funt County, with
389, is third and Kaufman, Cooke, Na-
varro, Tarrant, Dallas, Rockwall, Hill
and Rusk Counties rank next in the
crder named.

other sources, and are striving for the
highest farming efficiency, thus edu-
cating not only themselves but pre-
senting an ocular demonstration of
“better cultural methods to their neigh-
ours as well.

Regents Advocate Ad-
option of Amendment.

The Board of Regents of the
University of Texas has issued
an address to the people in ad-
vocacy of the adoption of the
proposed amendment to Sections l

49 and 52. Article 3, of the Con-
stitution in the election called by
Governor Colquitt for July 19,
1913.

The Regents show that there
are 2121 students now in attend-
ance at the University, 300 more
than were in attendance last

year; that under the present
Constitution no buildings can be
erected at the University out of
appropriations made by the Leg-
islature; and that the adoption of
the proposed amendment would

authorize the use of the income
from the University permanent

endowment for the erection of
buildings, and would not make
any addition whatever
taxes to be paid by the people.
The Regents also refer to the
benefits that would accrue under
the proposed amendment to the
other State institutions, which
of course would include the State
Normal Schools, the College of
Industrial Arts, and the A. & M.
College.

The following paragraph in the
statement of the Regents is in-
teresting:

“For thirty years the TUz-
iversity of Texas has grown
steadily in the esteem and con-
fidence of the people. The men
who have constituted its govern-
ing board have been distinguish-
ed citizens selected from differ-
ent sections of the State; its
faculty have been well equipped
scholars, chosen without political
influence, for meritand efficiency;
nearly twenty thousand Texas
boysand girls have been students
in its halls; no breath of scandal
has touched it; its growth and
prosperity have more than kept
pace with the advancement of
the great State which gave it be-
ing, and whose bounty sustains
it. One serious handicap
under which it has labored, and
is laboring now, can be removed
by the people of Texas on July
19, next, without. touching the
pocket of any citizen.”

CULTIVATION OF AN ORCHARD

If to Be Made Profitable Trees Should
Receive as Good Care as Other
Crops—Kill Weeds.

(By L. H .BAILEY, Cornell Experiment
Station.)

If orchards are to be made profita-
ble, they must receive as good care
as other crops.

Good drainage, natural or artificial,
is essential to success. Trees are im-
patient of wet feet.

Well-drained lands are drier in wet
spells and moister in dry spells than
other lands. They can be worked
earlier in spring.

Good tillage increases the ‘availa-
ble food supply of the soil and -also
conserves its moisture.

Trees should be made to send their
roots deep into the soil, in order to
fortify themselves against drought.
This is done by draining the soil and
by plowing the orchard rather deep.

This deep plowing should begin the
very year the trees are set, apd it

should be continued every spring un- |E

til the habit of the tree is established.
Moisture is retained in the upper
soil by very frequent but shallow till-
age, by means of which the surface of
the land becomes a mulch for the s9il
beneath.
Tillage should be begun just as soon
as the ground is dry enough in spring.
This tillage should be repeated as
often as once in ten days throughout
the growing season, which extends
from spring until July or August.
Tillage should not exist for the pur
pose of Kkilling weeds. Weeds have
taught the most important lessons in
agriculture, to be sure, but the school-
master should now be able to retire.
Late cultivation may be injurious
by inducing a late growth. At all
events it can be of small utility when
the tree begins to mature and rains
become frequent. This season of re-
spite gives the grawer the opportunity
of raising a green manure and of add-
ing fertility to his land at trifling ex-
pense and -with'no harm to his trees.

FIRE POTS FOR AN ORCHARD

Any Number of Little Stoves May Be
Ignited by Electricity—Prevents
Frost Damage.

In many fruit belts, especially in
the west, fire pots are utilized as-a
means of preventing frost from de-
gtroying the fruit crops. In the illus-

ed fire pot for such purpose, any num-
ber of which may be connected up in
a circuit, says Popular Mechanics.
Normally, the fire pots are covered,
but the contact points in each are so
arranged that a wire will fuse and trip
the catch *holding the cover down
when the current is turned on, and at
the same time ignite a wick which sets
fire to the fuel. The covers, of course,
are weighted so that they will fly open
when the catch is tripped. In this
manner all the fire pots in the orch-
ard are instantly ignited by turning on

the current.

An increase in the richness of a
cow’s feed does not make the milk
richer. If it were possible to change
the test of milk by feeding the cows,
we would then be able to make all
the cows giving thin milk produce

SKIM MILK GIVEN TO CALVES

Best Way to Make Use of By-Product,
But Not Unless Done In Right
Way—Makes Good Veal.

About the most satisfactory way to
use skimmed ' milk is to feed it to
calves, but not unless it is done in
the right way. Sour, cold milk in
dirty pails will not make profitable

‘growth and 18 out of the question for

veal calves. Skimmed milk will make
first class veal and the calves will

' grow nearly as fast, make as heavy

weight and sell for the same price

per pound as if fed on whole milk.,

But the milk must be fresh from the
separator, and pails must be washed
every day. The calf must be fed reg-
ularly and three times per day is
better than twice per day, as a calf’s
stomach is small, much smaller in
proportion to his size than that of a
cow. Even the veal calf should be
encouraged to take all the grain that
he will. Cheap flour added to the
milk is quite important in making
growth. The calf will consume more
skimmed milk than he would of the
whole milk, but the extra cost is not
very important, since skimmed milk
is not reckoned very high in the mar-
ket. Raising veal calves by skimmed
milk requires some care and intelli-
gence. One feed of milk in the wrong
condition will check the calf’s growth
and make the buyer find fault or re-
fuse to pay the whole milk calf price.

Raising calves for growth is anoth-
er matter requiring somewhat less
scrupulous care. Most of the trouble
usually comes from feeding them in
old dirty pails with stale soured milk
in the cormers full of germs which
produce scours and intestinal trou-
bles. Btu they will grow well on
skimmed milk fed with ° reasonable
care. At the Wisconsin station it was
concluded that to raise a calf on whole
milk is four times as expensive as
to raise it on skimmed milk, although
the whole milk calves will grow a lit-
tle faster, but it costs very much more
per pound to get the growth. The
skimmed milk calves consume about
twice as much grain as the others, but
two pounds of grain would take the
place of one pound of butter fat in
the whole milk. Of course, a dairy-
man cannot afford to feed cream to
his calves when grain will answer
the purpose.

No matter how much of a
mium price is paid or offered for
calves that possess good bone and
lair stock, the farmer with his grand
cnportunities for growing grass, grain
und several splendid forage crops,
cannot afford to sell them.
