The Pit Silo

Agricultural Commissioner With 
the Rock Island Tells how to 

Make Inexpensive and 
Valuable Silos.

(H. M. Cottrell, Agricultural 
Commissioner of Rock Island 
Lines.)

Every dry land farmer should 
get a silo this year. If he can­
not afford to buy one, he should 
make a pit silo and cement the 
earth walls. If he cannot afford 
the cement, he can dig a round, 
deep hole and 1111 it without plas­
tering. The silage will keep just 
as well, though the hole will cave 
in after the silage has been taken

out.
A. C. Tinsley, Seibert, Colo­

rado, dug a round hole 7 feet 
across and 18 feet deep. Nine 
sacks of cement costing $5.05 
were used in plastering the walls. 
He got $100 more for the cream 
from his cows than when he fed 
dry feed. M. E. Roberts, Sei­
bert, made a pit silo 8 feet across 
and 28 feet deep. Fifteen sacks 
of cement were used, costing 
$8.25. The silage fed 10 cows, 
that were giving milk through 
the winter. A 11-inch cutter 
cost $25 and was run with a 4 1 2 
horse power gasoline engine. He 
charged his neighbors 30 cents a 
ton for cutting. E. Wray, of 
Norton, Kansas, made two pit 
silos 7 feet across and 25 feet 
deep. He used 20 sacks of ce.

ment that cost $8.00. It took 17 
days labor for one man to dig 
and plaster both silos. The silage 
fed 7 head of cattle and two 
horses 10 months.

The man with beef cattle needs 
a silo fully as much as the man 
milking cows. A herd of beef 
cattle roughed through will av­
erage a loss in weight of 200 
pounds per head through the 
winter. The same herd fed sil­
age will make an average gain of 
100ypounds a head between fall 
and spring.

The pit silo can be built in any 
soil that is dry and not sand. It 
takes about three tons of silage 
fore each animal for the winter 
and one and a quarter tons per 
head for fattening steers.

Ttje capacity is as follows:

Drive a rod in the ground ex-
actly where the center of the silo 
is to be. Take a string and a 
spike and with the rod as a cent­
er scratch a circle on the exact 
size you want the inside of the 
silo to be. Mark another circle 
using a string one foot longer. 
Dig out the dirt between these 
two circles to a depth of two feet, 
taking care to make the inside 
line smooth and perpendicular. 
Fill this with concrete, using’ one' 
part of cement to six parts of 
sharp, clean sand. This makes 
a collar for the silo.

After the collar sets, start on

the inside of it, dig down, keep­
ing the walls smooth and per­
pendicular. Any bulge or hoi 
low make an air space that 
causes spoiled silage.

Dig down six feet at' a time 
and then plaster the walls. This 
saves all expense for scaffolding. 
Plaster the earth walls one half 
to three-fourths of an inch thick 
a mixture made of one part ce­
ment to two parts sharp, clean 
sand. Wet the earth before put­
ting on the plaster and dampen 
the plaster every day for a week. 
Plaster that dries slowly is tough.

The Kansas Agricultural Col­
lege has shown that pound for 
pound for either beef or dairy 
cattle, silage from corn, kaffir 
and cane have the same feeding 
value, provided each is cut at the 
right stage. Corn should be cut 
when the ears are denting. Kaf­
fir and cane should be cut when 
the seeds are ripe but the stalk 
still full of sap.

In the second place we must feed 
3ur cows more intelligently. The feed- 
ng of a dairy herd to produce profits 
more economically is a hard propo­
sition to put to a man at the present 
time. Under the present conditions 
the only way to produce butter fat at 
ess cost than we did last year is by 
ncreasing the efficiency of our home- 
jrpwn dairy foods.

The feeding value of our home­
grown foods wil depend largely upon 
their palatability. By feeding a 
variety of feeds we make our rations 
nore appetizing and palatable than a 
ew foods.

Ensilage and roots are more palat- 
tble than dry fodders. Cows that 
ire fed these appetizing feeds with 
ilover hay will eat more hay than 
when confined to clover alone.

Early cut hay is more suited to the 
ation than late cut hay and the cows

The German standard of feeding 
calls for one and one-quarter pounds 
of protein to every ten or twelve i 
pounds of milk.

Another principle is that feeding 
mineral matter increases the value of 
the manure and much of the profits 
from high feeding must he made 
through the fertility brought onto 
the farm by the increased value of 
the manurial fertility.

But, high feeding is not always the 
most profitable. This is a matter that 
must be worked out by the man him­
self according to his farm and con­
ditions. Conditions are not the same 
on two farms. The difference in cows, 
the kinds and amount of available 
home-grown foods, the market prices 
of dairy products and dairy foods, 
compel each man to work out the 
problem as it applies to his own par­
ticular farm, always watching the 
milk flow, increasing the foods and 
protein until a point is reached that 
yields, the most profit.

Cows must have good care and 
comfortable surroundings if they are 
to respond to intelligent feeding. The 
great problem in connection with the 
stable is to keep it warm and well ven­
tilated at the same time. Pure air is 
just as necessary to the cow as food. 
Sunlight is another essential. Dark 
stables where sunshine never reaches 
breed disease. Sunlight is a tonic, a 
stimulator and invigorator to all 
animals.

way, as will induce the cows to eat 
more.

The more easily digested the ration 
the larger the milk flow. A certain 
amount of energy is required to pre­
pare these foods for assimilation. In 
feeding coarse fods we find this is a 
large per cent.

Tender pasture grass is more easily 
digested than dry fodder. Again we 

i see that succulent foods are more 
easily digested than dry fodders ; that 

I early cut hay is more easily digested 
j than late cut hay and that grain and 
[ concentrates are more easily digested 
j chan hay and coarse fodders.

We can make a balanced ration 
from corn ensilage and alfalfa hay, 
but such a ration contains an excess 

I of coarse fiber and requires too great 
j an expenditure of energy to digest and 
assimilate it.

Such a ration may be greatly im­
prove d by the addition of a few 

: pounds of concentrates.
Cows that are giving milk must 

have an abundance of protein. The 
( more protein we feed up to a certain 
point the larger the milk flow. It is 
the amount of food over and above 
that required to maintain the body 
that goes to stimulate the milk pro­
duction.

in shutting in the cows from Octobe 
until June without turning them ou 
for exercise.

There is a muscular tone and vige 
that must be l#ept up to maintain 
health. With all our present-day 
methods of ventilation and improved 
methods of tieing the cows, we must 
give the cows some outdoor exercise 
if we secure the best results of pro- 
ductoin and procreation.

If we look upon the c,ow as a milk- 
producing machine alone and do not 
place a value upon her ability to bring 
a strong and vigorous calf, it may bs 
more profitable for us to keep her 
inside all the time where she can turn 
all of her energy toward the produc­
ing of milk alone and be discarded in 
two or three years and another cow 
take her place.

Such practice may pay the milk 
producer but not the man who is try 
ing to build up a herd of economical 
butter-makers.

If any man thinks a little exercise 
a w-aste of energy let him shut him 
self up in a close room kept at the 
right temperature all winter and con. 
fine himself to just such kinds of food 
and see if he comes through the win­
ter in condition to start a hard 
spring’s work.

It might be said in answer that it is a device whereby a farmer 
may turn his live stock into a field of green corn, kaffir, milo, cow- 
peas or alfafa every day in the year.

An old withered Breton woman sat 
at the fireside, busily knitting at a 
jersey of blue wool, and three men sat 
at a table, playing some sort of gam© 
with dominoes.

The men gave no apparent heed to 
our entrance, hut I knew we were be­
ing discussed in their patois.

We asked for bread, butter and a 
pitcher of cider, which was forth­
coming, but no knives were brought. 
Noting our predicament, the three 
men at once produced their knives, 
immense horn-handled affairs, and aft­
er wiping them very carefully and 
considerately on their coat sleeves, 
they opened and proffered them to us.

“And now, madame,” said I, “what 
shall I pay you?”

“Five sous for the cider, m’sieur. 
There is no charge for the bread, for 
is not that the gift of bon Dieu?”

Thus it is throughout this strange 
land of Brittany. One may travel 
from end to end away from the large 
cities, and everywhere meet with the 
same hospitality. The peasant wiU 
willingly share with you what he has 
in the cupboard, and will not ask for 
pay.
