"HE SPIRIT OF POETRY

Fust what the essence of poet- 
consists in, has ever been 

knoty problem. One that 
even the greatest critics from 
Plato downward have tried and 
failed to solve. They, however, 
all agree in thinking that it is 
found in the ideals, not in the 
words. It is furthermore agreed 
that poetry is not necessarily ex­
pressed in verse, but may often 
be seen in prose. Numerous as 
these theories may have been, 
not one of them have devised an 
answer sufficiently comprehen­
sive and explicit to gain 'univer 
sal assent; hence in this wonder­
ful age,which has solved so many 
mysteries, the simple question— 
what is poetry? is still unsolved.

It may seem presumptious in 
me to attempt what so many have 
failed to accomplish. I shall il­
lustrate the nature of poetry by 
an example taken from everyday 
life. When a man is talking on 
an ordinary subject, the words 
drop carelessly from his mouth 
and are thoroughly common­
place ane monotonous. But let 
him see some beautiful scene, or 
hear of some generous deed, or 
address one very dear to him, 
and what a change comes over 
language. He has now that feel­
ing which mere words can never 
express and therefore expresses 
these feelings by a more elevated 
tone. He speaks from the inner

debth of his being, and his words 
become as flowing and as music­
al as an aeolian harp through 
which the eternal melodies vi­
brate in one harmonious chord 
of rythmic sweetness. It is then 
that which he utters is essenti. 
ally poetry, for poetry is nothing 
more than the innermost expres­
sion of the soul. The poet sings 
at Heaven’s gate, and it is be­
cause he is at Heaven’s gate that 
he sings.

Poetry is the very life of .the 
soul; hence it is the life of socie­
ty, the dominant spirit of the 
age. Whatever delights the 
spiritual nature, whatever takes 
the form of noble asperations, 
are essentially poetry. Take 
away poetry, and you take away 
the fervor of the orator, the her­
oism of the warior, the burning 
zeal of the philanthropist, the en­
thusiasm of the artist, and the 
rapt melody of the singer. Take 
away poetry, and you take away 
whatever is greatest and most 
enobling to human nature; the 
the beautiful and the good.

Art and industry may supply 
and set up all the vast and com­
plicated machinery of society, 
but poetry is the steam which 
sets all its restless power into 
motion.

Emerson said, “ It is a secret 
which every intsllectual man 
quic :ly learns, that beyond the 
energy of his possessed and con­
scious intellect, he is capable of 
a new energy of the abandon­

ment to the. naturq of things, 
that beside his'privacy of power, 
as an individuahman, there is a 
great public power, on which he 
can draw b^ unlocking at all 
risk his human doors, and suffer­
ing the ether el tide to roll and 
circulate through him.” Under 
the spacious dome of the sky, is 
found the best school for such 
poetical lessons. Poets of all 
ages have caught their inspira­
tions in rural or desert solitude. 
Wordsworth speaking of the 
poet, say:
'The outward shows of sky and 

earth,
Of hill and valley he has viewed,  ̂
An impulse of a deeper birth, 
Have come to him in solitude ”

Yes, Moses in the wilderness 
of Midean, David in the moun­
tains of India, Vergil amid the 
pastures of Mantua. Shakespere 
on the banks of the Avon,Words, 
worth beside the placid English 
lakes, all opened their souls to 
the influences of the sky and 
earth. The spirit of nature in 
all her radiant charms entered 
into all their senses; permeated 
every nook of their beings, and 
took possession of their hearts 
and imagination. They became 
her willing instruments and ut­
tered thoughts, brilliant with 
her own light and glowing with 
her own warmth and coloring. 
Poets, in fact, are the favored 
children of Mother Nature, and 
when they want comfort, en- 
couragment and new ideals, they

come to her. They do not al 
wavs find her smiling, for often 
she has rough and serious work 

j to do, but to them who love her 
j scenes with an undivided heart, 
j She is always beautiful, and even 
! in her gravest tones, there is ex­
quisite musicthat builds abridge 
from dreamland for his lay.

Poetry has fancy, imagination, 
and the gift of language. Poetry 
is s y m p a t h y  personified 
and it was this bredth of sympa­
thy that made Shakespere the 
greatest of pcets. His soul was 

i not confined to his own little 
I body; it roamed at large, reach- 
| ing out to humanity, filtering in­
to the hearts of kings and clowns 
and representing them imparti- 

: ally, yet lovingly.
A true poet is God’s greatest 

| gift to fallen humanity. Like the 
J birmming glass that overflows 
| and moistens all the earth, he 
! comes with the benediction of 
earth, sea and sky, and belief 
overmasters doubt, and we know 
that we know that our spirits 
have grown to a great compass 
within, as the length and the 
breadth and the sweep of the 
marshes of Glynn.”
