To the School Shild-
ren of Texas

My Dear Friends:

I have asked your teachers to
give you this-message from me,
because there are so many of
you it is impossible for me to
send my message in any other
way.

We need your help in the work
to prevent the spread of tuber-
culosis and all other commucia-
ble diseases.  Yoa must learn
how to care for jourselves and
to protect others. I urge you to
study your text books on health
so that you may learn these im-
portant facts.

Then you must learn to help
others. If there are any sick
persons in your community, try
to find some way to aid them,
but do nothing without first ask-
ing the advice of your elders. It
is necessary to avoid those suf-
fering from contagious diseases,
but aid can be given them thru
their doctors and nurses.

Last year I told you of the hos-
pital then being built at Galves-
ton for Texas children suffering
from bone tuberculosis. This
hospital has been finished and is
now caring for crippled children.
It costs $1.10 per day for each
child in the hospital and I ask
you to help take care of the child

ren. Youcan do so by selling

Each school room could thus pay

for at least one day’ hospital care
for one child, while the larger
rooms might pay for a week’s
treatment, and a school could

The latest types of the most per-
fect road machinery will be parked
on the Fair Grounds for convenient
inspection. There will be model
highways and demonstration roads
laid out and samples of road mate-
rials and construction will be ex-
hibited and their value and utility
explained.

The improvement of our public
highways is the most stupendous
problem confronting the people of
Texas today. We have 140,000 miles
of public highways and 4,652 miles

;are surfaced with stone, gravel or

similar materials. We spend approx-
imately $53.60 per mile per annum
on public highways. The per cent
of public highways improved in Tex-
as is 3.2 and in the United States
7:14. We spend approximately
$7,500,000 per annum on public
highways and $3,000,000 annually
on paved streets. Of this amount
$4,000,000 is raised by bond issues
and $3,500,000 by taxation. We
spend on an average of $2.00 per
annum per capita on our roads and
the average in the United States is
$1.55. We have four per cent of our
nublic highways classed as “improv-
ed” and the average in the United
States is nine per cent.

There is no better investment
than money intelligently spent on
public highways and every dollar in-
vested in road improvement adds
three times its value to adjoining
property and every argument that
applies to the improvement of pri-
vate property will apply with muti-
plied force to the improvement of
puhlic property, and especially to
public highways, as every farmer
must use the roads.
