Washington,D.C.—The acting 
Secretary of Agriculture has is­
sued an order releasing, on Nov­
ember 17,from Federal quaran 
tine for cattle scabies (also called 
’ ‘cattle mange” ) the Counties of 
Howard and Borden in the state 
of Texas. The release of these 
two counties is the first visible 
effect of the general dipping or­
der recently promulgated by the 
State Live Stock Sanitarv Com­
mission requiring that between 
the dates of September 1 and 
December 1, 1913, all affected 
herds in the quarantine areas 
should be dipped twice, and all 
herds exposed to the parasite 
dipped once, under State or Fed­
eral supervision.
