The placing of securities has been left entirely wita 
the promoter and owner of railroads.

J he immediate determination of what earniics the railroads 
shall be permitted to receive and what burdens it shall have put on
it is in the hands of the other servants of the public the 1 cd-la-
tors and the Commissioners.

“ Managing a railroad is quite different from nanagin» a a0v 
ernmbnt where the money is raised by taxation. When ti eTrem li- 
tures, for good reasons or otherwise, increase, taxes can he c al'v 
increasd. The railroads, while servants of the public, eannm ' raise 
money with such ease and facility. The railroads must kfeep tiled- ex 
penditures within their incomes because while thev have some con 
trol over their expenditures they have almost no control over heir 
incomes, their rates being fixed by public authorities.

1 here is not a railway manager in the country t.odav wii-> is 
not fearful that under the press of increasing demands the trins 
portation systems of the country will, in a few years break do • u 
unless the railroads are allowed to earn larger funds wherewith ,0 
build it up. There are vast sections of the country, especially in -he 
West where more railroads are needed and thev cannot be built 
less the railways raise new capital.

People invest money in order to make motiev, and they are skeo- 
tieal as to whether they can make money by investing in eom ern« 
that are dealt with stringently and unfairly. Railroad securities must 
be made more attractive to invite investments, and in order that thev 
may he made more at tract ive. the roads must be allowed earnings that 
will enable them to meet the increased capital charges.”
