School Opening.
The Brownfield High School 

opened Monday morning with 
all teachers, trustees, a good 
sprinkling of parents.some visit­
ing people,and between 90 and 
100 pupils present

We don’t believe we have ever 
seen our school open under moie 
favorable circumstances, than 
the one Monday morning, as 
teacher, trustee,parent and pu­
pil,all seemed to be enthused 
and determined to do the big­
gest years work in the history 
of the school, and anyone hear­
ing the many good talks that 
were made on that occasion, 
could not help feeling better to­
ward the school.and have more 
pride in the progress of the 
children.

Trustee R. H. Banowsky first 
made a short talk,outlining the 
work to go forward,and inform­
ed the pupils that the conditions 
of passing the final examination, 
would be somewhat harder this 
time,as the general average had 
been raised five percent, and 
that they must not fall under 55 
instead of 50 as heretofore, in 
any study. He said he wanted 
to give them warning the first 
day.

He was followed by Rev. Led­
ger,of Tahoka.who made one of 
the finest educational talks we 
have heard in many days. Next 
came Rev. Hughes.pastor of the 
local Methodist church, who 
made a fine talk,and said he al- 
most'envied the teachers their 
occupation in the uplift of the 
coming men and women, but 
this editur can’t help from be 
lieving that Bro. Hughes was 
just a little envious of the pupils 
in a certain room. Judge Neill 
gave us his usual friendly and 
encouraging talk to pupils,giving 
them to understand that he as 
county superintendant.was with 
them. Miss Merriwetber then 
asked the pupils in the primary 
department for their cooperation 
in the work, and Prof. Draper 
followed with an outline of the 
work to be done.

Five teachers, including the 
music and expression teacher, 
are with us this year, and great 
things are expected of them, but 
they must have your help. Visit 
the school often,and compliment 
their work, and if some little 
matter goes wrong,privately tell 
the teacher, and don’t discuss 
the matter with your children.

The Country Editorial.
Many editors of small papers 

refuse to give their readers 
editorials on the ground that 
editorials are for the large city 
papers and the public does not 
care for the views of the country 
editor. As a matter of fact, the 
views of the rural population are 
really reflected by the editorials 
of the large city papers, which 
glean them from the country 
papers which run editorials. 
The sound thought of the coun­
try is to be found in the rural 
districts. Here,in the more or 
less quiet of the country, men 
and women read and study and 
gather data which results in 
conclusions founded on a solid 
basis. Sometimes this thought 
may be biased by the enthusiasm 
aroused by the impractical re­
former or selfish politician who 
runs off at the tangent with some 
new fad or “ ism,”  but generally 
such fads are short lived and the 
sensible thinker of the country 
districts returns to the sane and 
solid and conservative attitude 
which has always distinguished 
him. The editor of the* country 
paper,therefore, has a duty to 
perform in crystallizing this

thought and sending it out to 
the world as the contribution of 
this section of the country to the 
agitation of the day. The 
country editor,usually is a com­
paratively poor man but he has 
sand and independence and a 
pride of work rarely found in 
other professions Moreover 
he is brought into closer person­
al contact with his constituency 
than the editor of the big city 
paper. It is safe to say that 
never before in the history of 
journalism have editorials been 
more widely or more carefully 
read.not,perhaps as in the old 
days,to base an opinion on the 
views of the editor, but for the 
purpose of getting all sides of 
every question.—Ex.

Sulphur Mining In
Texas.

This 
is one of the largest exclusive 
dry goods firms in the west, and 
are well equipped to take care of 
your wants.

Near Freeport Tex.,sulphur is 
produced from beds approxim­
ately 1,000 feet below the surface. 
The sulphur is melted in place 
and can then be raised to the 
surface by means of an air lift. 
Superheated water at a temper 
ature of 336 degrees F. and under 
high pressure is forced into the 
sulphur-bearing formation. The 
water penetrates the deposit and 
melts the sulphur (whose melt­
ing point is 239 degrees,F.), 
which then flows to a pipe from 
which it issues at the surface 
and runs into bins. These bins 
are constructed of boards which 
are raised as the mass increases, 
the bins finally reaching a height 
of 30 to 35 feet. The . sulphur 
promptly congeals on expjsure 
and after a few hours assumes 
the true sulphur yellow.

OUR PUBLIC FORUM
E. P. Ripley

On Relation of Railroads and People.
The industrial leaders of this nation are talking to 

the public face to face through the columns of this paper. 
The time was when if a -corporation had anything to say 
to the people they sent a hired hand, whispered it through 
a lawyer or employed a lobbyist to explain it to the legis­
lature, but the men who know and the men who do are 
now talking oyer the fence to the man who plows.

When the leading business men of this nation get 
“ back to the soil” with their problems, strife an'd dissen­
sion will disappear, for when men look into each other’s 
faces and smile there is a better day coming.

Mr. a. P. Ripley, president of the Santa Fe Railroad, 
when asked to give hiB views in reference to relations existing between the 
railroad and the public said in part:

‘‘Frequently we hear statements to the effect that these relations are 
improving, that the era of railroad baiting has passed and that public senti­
ment now favors treating the railroads fairly. As yet this change in public 
■ontiment, if any such there be, Is not effective in results.

It is true that in the legislatures of the southwestern states during the 
past winter there were fewer unreasonable and unreasoning laws passed 
than usual, but a eonsldeatlon of the hostile bills introduced shows that 
there is still reason for much disquiet even though they were defeated by 
more or less of a majority.

Moreover, the idea that the railroads have been harshly treated does 
not seem to prevail in the offices of the State Railroad Commissions which 
•eem to cherish a notion that their business is not to act as an arbitrator 
between the railroads and the people, but which proceed on the theory that 
the railroads are able to take care of themselves and that their duty is to 
aot as attorney for tho people even though in so doing they deny justice 
to the railroads. It requires no argument to demonstrate that the railroads 
are entitled to justice equally with other citizens and taxpayers. That they 
have not received it and are not receiving it is perfectly susceptible of 
proof. That they have practically no recourse in the courts has also been 
determined.

The situation therefore is that the people, through their representatives, 
must elect whether the services of the railroads shall be adequately compen­
sated or not; and it requires no fortune teller or soothsayer to predict that 
in the long run the service wilt take the class that is paid for and no better.

The natual competition between the railroads and the natural desiro 
to perform first-class service has heretofore resulted in giving the public 
much more than it was willing to pay for. Continuation of this will be 
Impossible and no laws, however drastic, can long accomplish the Impossible.”
