papers. Almost every time 
that there is a real winter storm 
sweeping the northern states 
this unthinking reporter gets 
busy. He is usually located in 
Port Worth or Dallas and always 
closes his telegram of storm | 
conditions by adding that “ A 
terrific blizzard is sweeping the 
Plains.”  He is several hundred 
miles from the Plains and does 
not know whether there is a 
storm here or not,but he sticks 
that thrilling clause on his re­
port anyway.

As a matter of fact the real 
blizzards that come to the South 
Plains in one generation can be 
counted on the thumbs of one 
hand. A blizzard is a snow 
storm that destroys life and 
carries devastation in its path, 
in the northern states the ther­
mometer drops to about 40 de 
grees below and people and live 
stock never go outside of shelter 
until the storm, which often 
times lasts several days,has 
abated.

Zero weather on the South 
Plains is always record winter 
weather, and the thermometer 
seldon stays at freezing for 
twenty-four hours continuously. 
Thousands of high grade catt.e 
live on the South Plains out of 
doors the year round without 
shelter, and there is never fatal 
ities among the stock from

Trees cost little money. Few 
so poverty stricken tnat they j 
cannot buy a few trees It jest 
reouires a little g-t-up to order 
the trees and later give them 
care and protection from live 
stock. The varieties to p>ant 
will depeml on the taste oi to ■ 
planter. It is best, however, to 
get trees grown as near home as 
possible or grown under similar 
climatic conditions.

Tnis is just a reminder that! 
the tree planting time this year! 
will soon be over It  is still I 
time to act. The wife and tnei 
children will thrive better with 
a few trees around the farm­
stead.
