From Judge Spencer.
Lubbock,Texas, 

July 8th,1916.
To the Voters of the 72nd 

Judicial District:
I have tried to see as many 

voters in person as I could, con­
sistent with my duty as a judge, 
but in view of the fact that I 
have been engaged in the actual 
trial of cases every day except 
one for the past six w eeks, and 
have to open court at Post on 
Monday next,my time for active 
electioneering is limited.

I am a candidate for my 
second elective term as Judge of 
this District,having received the 
appointment on April 28th 1911, 
nominated to succeed myself in 
the next primary, and am now 
closing my first elective term.

During this period of time the 
people have had an opportunity 
of observing my conduct as a 
judge and as a private citizen,and 
I submit my candidacy on the 
record I have made.

By far the greater part of the 
cases tried by me have not been 
appealed and only a few of those 
appealed have been reversed. 
In fact,only two or three of the 
cases finally reac hing the Sup 
reme court have been reversed, 
while numbers have been affirm­
ed. I refer to the Clerk of any 
District Court for my record. 
I have also endeavored to dispose 
of business with as little expense 
as possible,and will,if re-elected, 
continually maintain this policy.

I was the first District Judge 
in Texas to try a man charged 
with murder under the law as 
it now stands. The charge I

wrote has been adopted and fol 
lowed all over the State, and a 
few days ago the Judges of the 
Court of Criminal Appeals issued 
a statement calling attention to 
the reduced number of reversals 
and stated that the improvement 
was due largely to the new 
statute defining murder, which 
did away with the differem de 
grees. I feel a pardonable .>ride 
in thus taking a small pa. t in 
the improvement of the criminal 
procedure in our State,and shall, 
if re elected,do all in my power 
to see that all laws are fairlv and 
impartiaiiy administered, and 
that justice and not technicali .y 
is administered in the court over 
which I preside. In fact, I be­
lieve that my experience in the 
office for the last five years will 
enable me to make abetter judge 
for the next four years.

I have lived in West Texas for 
thirty years and in this district 
.for twelve years. My private 
life is an open book and there 
are many people in this District 
who have been closely associated 
with me during all these years. 
I refer anyone to them as to my 
character.

If the voters of this District 
shall honor me with the nomi­
nation,! promise that I shall en­
deavor to make them a just and 
a good judge.

Faced by demands from the conductors, engineers, firemen and brakemen 

that would impose on the country an additional burden in transportation costs of 
$100,000,000 a year, the railroads propose that this wage problem be settled by 
reference to an impartial Federal tribunal.

With these employes, whose efficient service is acknowledged, the railroads 
have no differences that could not be considered fairly and decided justly by such 
a public body.

Railroads Urge Public Inquiry ard Arbitration
The formal proposal of the railroads to the employes for the settlement of 

the controversy is as follows:
"Our conferences have demonstrated that we cannot harmonize our di-erencea of opinion and that eventually the 
matters in controversy must he passed upon by other and disinterested agencies. Therefore, we propose that tour 
proposals and the proposition of the railway* be disposed of by one or tiic other of the following methods:
1. Preferably by submission to the Interstate Commerce Commission, the only tribunal which, by reason of its 
accumulated information bearing on railway conditions and its control of the revenue of the railways, is in a posi­
tion to consider and protect the rights and equities of all the interests affected, and to provide additional revenue 
necessary to meet the added cost of operation in case your proposals are found by the Commission to be just and 
reasonable; or. in the event the Interstate Commerce Commission cannot, under existing laws, act in the premises, 
that we jointly request Congress to take such action as may be necessary to enable the Commission to consider and 
promptly dispone of the questions involved; or
Z By arbitration in accordance with the provisions of the Federal law”  (T ht Newlands Act).

Leaders Refuse Offer and Take Strike Vote
Leaders uf the train service brotherhoods, at the joint conference held in New 

York, June 1-15, refused the offer of the railroads to submit the issue to arbitration 
or Federal review, and the employes are now voting on the question whether 
authority shall be given these leaders to declare a nation-wide strike.

The Interstate Commerce Commission is proposed by the railroads as the 
public body to which this issue ought to be referred for these reasons:

The Interstate Commerce Commission, with its con­
trol ijver rates, is in a position to make a comp ete 
invert,got on and render such decision as wool.I pro­
tect the interests of the railroad employes, the owners 
of tlu  ̂rail roads, and the public.

A  Question For the Public to Decide
The railroads feel that they have no right to grant a wage preferment of 

$100 ,000,000 a year to these employes, now highly paid and constituting only 
one-fifth of all the employes, without a dear mandate from a public tribunal that 
shall determine the merits of the case after a review of all the facts.

The single issue before the country is whether this controversy it to be settled oy an 
impartial Government inquiry or by industrial warfare

No other body with such an intimate knowledge 
of railroad conditions ha* such an unquestioned posi­
tion iu the public confidence

The rates the railroads may charge the public for 
transportation are now largely fixed by this Govern­
ment board.

Out of every dollar received by the railroads from 
the public nearly one-half is paid directly to the em-

TO THE NO-RESIDENT OWNERS OF LAND IN TERRY COUNTY

Brownfield, Texas, July 10, 1916
The Santa Fe Ry Co. proposes to construct a branch line from 

Lubbock, south, entering Terry county near the N. E. corner, practi­
cally straight through the county, via Brownfield, going out near 
the S. W. corner. The name of the road and exact location of road­
way is not yet determined. They ask only for right-of-way and stat­
ion grounds free, and are ready to begin work when we can furnish 
them these requirements. One third of the land in the county is 
owned by non-residents and situated alternately with local owners.

Resident owners have nearly all signed up, giving right-of-way 
or a liberal donation. Some owning small tracts are not expected to 
give it, but will be paid damages, for which we ask and will use do­
nations. The road will enhance values on all alike ; we ask donat­
ions from all alike.

Home people have pulled for the road, contributed to, and have 
done other things to upbuild our county, and you are sharing profits 
from our labor and efforts; we ask you now to help us in this, the 
biggest thing Terry county ever had offered to her. We need your 
help, as it isn't the square thing for local people to give right-of 
way acoss their land and buy it across yours. You can tell by the 
general route whether it will likely run through your land, and if 
so, sign for the right of way, and alternately donation; if your 
land is remote from above route, sign for donation. Local people 
off the route are giving 3c to 5c per acre on their land.

Please sign and return AT ONCE; we need it soon. If you prefer 
send it to the Brownfield State Bank of this place. There are no 
"promoters" or middle men in it. If there is an over subscription 
it will be prorated back. The undersigned will take care of details 
and protect donors to the purpose above stated.

Constitutional
Amendment

Proposed Amendment to the State Constitu­
tion Relating to Levying Tax for School Purpos­
es. [H. J. R. No. 30.] House Joint Resolution.

Proposing an amendment to Section 3, Article 
7, of the Constitution of the State of Texas, au­
thorizing the levy and collection of an ad valor­
em county tax not to exeped flfty cents on the 
one hundred dollar valuation of property for the 
maintenance of the pub ic schools of the county, 
and authorizing the levy and collection of an ad 
valorem district tax not to exceed one dollar on 
the one hundred dollar valuation of property for 
the maintenance of the public schools of the 
district.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State 
of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 3, Article 7 of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas be amended 
to hereafter read as follows:

Section 3. School Taxes—One-fourth of the 
revenue derived from the state occupation taxes 
and a poll tax of Sl.OOon every male inhabitant 
of this State between the ages of 21 and 60 years 
shall be set apart annually for the benefit of the 
public free schools, and in addition thereto there 
shall be levied and collected an annual ad valor­
em State tay of such an amount, not to exceed 
20 cents on the $100 00 valuation, as with the 
available school fund arising from all other 
sources will be sufficient to maintain and sup­
port the public free schools of the State for a 
period of not less than six months in each year. 
The Legislatur e may authorize the levy and col­
lection uf an ad valorem county tax within the 
counties of this State not to exceed 50 cents on 
tne $100.00 valuation of Property, situated with­
in the county; Drovided, a majority of the quali­
fied property taxpaying voters of the county 
voting at an election to be held for that purpose 
shall vote such tax, for the purpose of maintain­
ing the public free schools of the county and the 
Legislature may also provide far the formation 
of sch ol districts by general or special law> 
without the local notice required in other cases 
of special legislation, and all such school dis­
tricts, whether'created by general or special 
law, may embrace paitof two or more counties, 
and the Legislature shall be authorized to pass 
laws for the assessment and collection of taxt-.s 
in all said districts and for the management and 
control of the public school or schools of such 
district, whether such districts are composed of 
territory wholly within a county or in parts of 
two or more counties. And the Legislature may 
authorize an additional ad valorem tax to be 
levied and collected within all school districts 
heretofore formed, or hereafter formed, for the 
further maintanance of public free schools, and 
the ereciien and equipment of school buildings 
therein; provided, that a majoritv of the qualifi­
ed property taxpaying voters of the district,vot- 
ing at an election to be held for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax, not to exceed in any one 
year one dollar on the S100.00 valuation of the 
property subject to taxation in such districts,but 
the limitation upon the amount of school district 
tax herein authorized shall not apply to incor- j 
porated cities or towns, constituting separate 
and independent districts.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State is hereby 
instructed to issue the necessary proclamation 
for the submission of this amendment to the 
qualified voters of the State of Texas at the next 
general election to be held in November, 1916, at 
which election1 all voters favoring this amend­
ment shall have writton or printed on their bal­
lots the words, “ For the amendment to Section 
3, Article 7, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, rela ting to the levy of ad valorem school 
taxes not to exceed 50 cents on theSlOO.OO valua­
tion in the county and not to exceed one dollar 
on the S100.00 valuatien in^he district, for the 
purpose of maintaining the public schools of the 
county or of the district.”  And those opposed 
to this ame'dmeni shall have written or printed 
on their ballots the words, “ Against the amend­
ment to Section 3, Article 7, of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, relating to the levy of ad 
valorem school taxes, not to exceed fifty cents 
on the $100.00 valuation in the county, and not to 
exceed one dollar on the $100 00 valuation in the 
district, for the purpose of maintaining the pub­
lic schools of the county or of the district-”

Sec. 3. The sum of $5.000.00, or as much of it 
as may be necessary therefor, is hereby apnro- 
priated to pay the expenses of carrying out the 
provisions of this resolution.

[Note.—H. J. U. No. 30 was adopted by the 
House March 6th, yeas 104. nays 12. Was adopt­
ed by the Senate, with amendments, March 19» 
yeas 25, nays 2. House concurred in Senate 
amendment March 19, yeas 7$, nays 19, present 
and not voting 1.]
