I f  
on the other hand, you see a land 
that crops will stay green while 
grass is dying, that is a farming 
country, and the man who tries 
to use it otherwise is going 
against nature, and is doomed to 
disappointments some time or 
other.”

We never heard it reasoned 
this way before, but his argu­
ment is correct in every detail, 
and it does not take a keen finan­
cier like Mr. Sawyer long to see 
it, and we should not be surpris­
ed to see his big ranch teaming 
with nice little homes and barns, 
surrounded by stock farms, in 
the next few years, with a good 
tenant farmer on each section.

AID COMPETITION

The Stephens Bill Encourages 
Rivalry In Quality.

R E A L  B E N E F IT  TO P U B LIC .
False Pretense In Merchandising as 

Practiced by Big City Stores Is Meth­
od Used to Injure Small Dealers and 
to Destroy Small Towns—Dishonesty 
Can’t Benefit Consumers.

The true competition is between 
rival articles, a competition in ex­
cellence, which can never be main­
tained if, through the perfidy of 
the retailer who cuts prices for 
his own ulterior purposes, the 
manufacturer is forced to compete 
in prices with goods of his own 
production, while the retailer re­
coups his losses on the cut price 
by the sale of other articles at, or 
above, their reasonable price. IT 
IS A FALLACY TO ASSUME 
THAT THE PRICE CUTTER 
POCKETS THE LOSS. THE 
PUBLIC MAKES IT UP ON 
OTHER PURCHASES. Fixing 

• the price on all brands of high 
grade flour is a very different thing 
from fixing the price on one brand 
of high grade flour. Tha ona 
means destruction of all competi­
tion and of all incentive to in­
creased excellence. The other means 
heightened competition and inten­
sified incentive to increased ex­
cellence.
This language, used by the supreme 

court of the state of Washington in a 
unanimous decision of the case of the 
Fisher Flouring Mills Co. versus C. A. 
Swanson, clearly sets forth the inter­
est the consumer has in maintaining 
the highest form of competition—that 
of quality. Competition in price re 
suits in inferior quality and the evil 
of substitution. Dishonest advertisers 
use cut prices on standard and widely 
known merchandise to lure customers 
into their establishments, where an 
effort will be made to sell anonymous 
goods.

The genuine bargain is used as “bait” 
to spread the impression that all mer­
chandise is sold at the same low mar­
gin of profit. If this impression can be 
created the cut rate merchant can sell 
unknown goods at as high a figure as 
his conscience will permit him to 
charge—and his conscience is elastic. 
Nearly every man’s is more or less so 
where profits are coneèrned.

A Bill to Protect the Public.
Representative Dan V. Stephens of 

Nebraska and Senator William F. Ash- 
urst of Arizona have introduced in 
congress "a bill to protect the public 
against dishonest advertising and false 
pretenses in merchandising.” , A simi­
lar measure was introduced in the last 
congress by Representative Stevens of 
New Hami>shire.

It ought to be axiomatic that the pub­
lic cannot profit through dishonesty or 
through false pretenses. The individ­
ual may make a pecuniary gain; 
thieves, burglars and confidence men 
occasionally escape paying the penalty 
of their crimes and are pecuniarily bet­
ter off. But the public, the victims of 
the successful criminals, loses.

The Stephens-Ashurst bill provides 
for standard and uniform prices on ar­
ticles sold under a trademark or spe­
cial brand, with the widest possible 
publicity for buyers and sellers. Oppo­
nents of the bill—adherents of dishon­
est advertising and users of false pre­
tenses in merchandising—have de­
clared that it will encourage monopoly 
and prevent competition. They have 
tried to make consumers believe that 
it will increase the cost of living, that 
it will raise the price of everything 
sold in any sort of store.

No Monopoly Possible.
The bill does not encourage monop­

oly, because producers who have a mo­
nopoly of any particular line or who 
make an agreement with a competitor 
to maintain prices are barred from 
taking advantage of the privilege of 
preventing discrimination by contract­
ing for the resale of their goods at uni­
form prices. A monopoly, no matter 
how it is gained, cannot do business 
under the terms of the Stephens bill.

On the other hand, cutthroat compe­
tition in price has always been the 
chief weapon of monopoly.

The bill will not raise prices and In 
crease the cost of living. - Producers 
already have the right to sell their 
goods at wholesale at any price they 
can get, at what they are worth. The 
proposed legislation merely permits the 
producer to control the retail price, and 
if he puts this too high—higher than 
the public is willing to pay—then his 

j goods will not be.sold and he loses.
The cut price storekeeper that sells 

; goods at a loss does not stand the loss; 
i he passes it on to his customers. What 
j  he loses on one article is made up, or 

more than made up. on another. The 
use of cut prices on standard articles 
for the purpose of drawing customers 
into the store with the intention of 
selling them something else, that Is 
where “dishonest advertising" is found 
and where "false pretenses in mer­
chandising” injures the public.

Cut rates by big department stores 
j enable them to kill off the small store 
: and the small towns. Those residents 
| of rural communities, villages and the 
1 lesser cities who want to see their 

home folks injured that the large cities 
! may grow richer and larger should 
| naturally oppose the Stephens bill.
! Those who desire to see their own 
] vicissitudes prosper should support the 
; principle of uniform standard prices.

Constitutional
Amendment

Proposed Amendment to the State Constitu­
tion Relating to Levying Tax fo r School Purpos­
es. [H. J. R. No. 30.] House Joint Resolution.

Proposing an amendment to Section 3, Article 
7, of the Constitution of the State o f Texas, au­
thorizing the levy and collection of an ad valor­
em county tax not to exceed fifty cents on the 
one hundred dollar valuation o f property fo r the 
maintenance o f the pub.ic schools of the county, 
and authorizing the levy and collection of an ad 
valorem district tax not to exceed one dollar on 
the one hundred dollar valuation of property for 
the maintenance o f the Rublic schools of the 
district.

Be it resolved by the Legislature o f the State 
of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 3, Article 7 of the 
Constitution of the State o f Texas be amended 
to hereafter read as follows:

Section 3. School Taxes—One-fourth of the 
revenue derived from the State occupation taxes 
and a poll tax of $1.00 on every male inhabitant 
of this State between the ages of 21 and 60 years 
shall be set apart annually for the benefit o f the 
public free schools, and in addition thereto there 
shall be levied and collected an annual ad valor­
em State tax of such an amount, not to exceed 
20cent8on the $100 00 valuation, as with the 
available school fund arising from all other 
sources will be sufficient to maintain and sup­
port the public free schools of the State for a 
period o f not less than six months in each year. 
The Legislature may authorize the levy and col­
lection uf'an ad valorem county tax within the 
counties of this State not to exceed 50 cents on 
the $100.00 valuation o f Property, situated with­
in the county; provided, a majority of the quali­
fied property taxpaying voters to£ the county 
voting at an election to be held fo r that purpose 
shall vote such tax, for the purpose o f maintain­
ing the public free schools of the county and the 
Legislature may also provide far the formation 
of school districts by general or special law# 
without the local notice required in other cases 
o f special legislation, and all such school dis­
tricts, whether created by genernl or special 
law, may embrace part of two or more counties, 
and the Legislature shall be authorized to pass 
laws for the assessment and collection of taxes 
in all said districts and for the management and 
control of the public school or schools of such 
district, whether such districts are composed of 
territory wholly within a county or in parts of 
two or more counties. And the Legislature may 
authorize an additional ad valorem tax to be 
levied and collected within all school districts 
heretofore formed, or hereafter formed, fo r the 
further maintenance of public free schools, and 
the erection and equipment of school buildings 
therein; provided, that a majoritv of tho qualifi­
ed property taxpaying voters o f the district,vot­
ing at an election to be held for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax, not to exceed in any one 
year one dollar on the $100.00 valuation of tlm 
property subject to taxation in such districts,but 
the limitation upon the amount o f school district 
tax herein authorized shall not apply to Incor­
porated cities or towns. constituting separate 
and independent districts.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State is hereby 
instructed to issue the necessary proclamation 
for the submission of this amendment to the 
qualified voters of the .State o f Texas at the next 
general election to be held in November, 1916, at 
which election all voters favoring this amend­
ment shall have writton or printed on their bal­
lots the words, “ For the amendment to Section 
3, Article 7, of the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas, rela ting to the levy o f ad valorem school 
taxes not to exceed 50 cents on the $100.00 valua­
tion in the county and not to exceed one dollar 
on the $100.00 valuatien in the district, for the 
purpose o f maintaining the public schools of the 
county or o f the district.”  And those opposed 
to this ame^dmenl shall have written or printed 
on their ballots the words, “ Against the amend­
ment to Section 3, Article 7, of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, relating to the levy of ad 
valorem school taxes, not to exceed fifty cents 
on the $100.00 valuation in the county, and not to 
exceed one dollar on the $100 00 valuation in the 
district, for the purpose of maintaining the pub­
lic schools o f the county or of the district-”

Sec. 3. The sum of $5.000.00. or as much of it 
as may be necessary therefor, is hereby appro­
priated to pay the expenses o f carrying out the 
provisions o f tnis resolution.

[Note.—H. J. K. No. 30 was adopted by the 
House March 6th, yeas 104. nays 12. Was adopt­
ed by the Senate, with amendments, March 19’ 
yeas 25. nays 2. House concurred in Senate 
amendment March 19, yeas 78, nays 19, present 
and not voting 1.1
