Catholic Edicit Against
Dancing

,Many church people, parti-
cularly adherents of the Metho-
dist and Baptist churches ,a
mong the most aggressive of the
Protstant demonations, are
opposed to dancing because they
consider its effects evil, demoral-
izing and inimical to the work of
the church. The dicipline of the
Methodist church contains an ex
press prohibition against the
amusement and at a'general con-
ference of Methodist some time
ago it was voted to retain this
prohibition, although a decidedly
liberal tendency is generally in
evedience at present.

A papal decree jissued from
Rome recently ordelrs the Catho-
lic church in ail parts of the
world under severe penalty to
prohibit dancing of any kind at
church entertainments, whether
arranged for already or planned
for the future. The decree re
cites that “‘in the last century in
the United States the custom
sprang up of gathering Catholic
families to balls which used to be
protracted toa late hour at
night by entertainments and
other formsof amusements’’
that ““the perils and losses caus-
ed by the growing customs con-
sidered it their duty to forbid
them’’ and accoreingly issued an
an order for priests t0 ‘‘take
care to remove entiaely that a
buse in which entertainments|
and balls are held for the purpose
of premoting pious prejects.’”

In time however this order
was forgotten, it is recalled, and
the balls again became c¢ommon
“and even spread into.the neigh
boring Dominion of Canada.’.
High officials of the church after

|

counseling together and study-

pope ‘‘decreed that all priests,
secular and regular, and other
clerks are absolutely forbidden
to promote or foster the said
balls, even though if in aid of and
1n support of pious end; more-
over all clerks are forbidden to
be present at these balls if they

happen to be promoted by lay
men. This decree the sovereign-

pontiff ordered to become a part
of public law and to be observed
religiously by all, everything to
the contary notwithstanding.

The decree has occasioned con-
siderable discussion. Some be
leive that it will materially cur
tail the revenue of the Catholic
chureh, as the balls are employ-
ed in many quarters to raise
money for church purpose. In
Chicago alone it is said, the en-
forcement of the edict will cut
off hundreds of thousands of
dollars a year from the church’s
in come. Others  believe that
the effect on the finances as a
whele will scarcely be appreci-
able. —Ex.

BOBOLINK

Habits and economic status: When
American writers awoke to the beauty
and attractiveness of our native birds,
among the first to be enshrined in
song and story was the bobolink. Few
species show such striking contrasts
in the ceclor of the sexes, and few have
songs more unique and whimsical.
In its northern home the bird is loved
for its beauty and its rich melody; in
the South it earns deserved hatred by
its destructiveness. Bobolinks reach
the southeastern coast of the United
States the last half of April just as
rice is sprouting and at once begin to
pull up and devour the sprouting ker-
nels.. Soon they move on to their
northern breeding grounds, where they
feed upon insects, weed seeds, and a
little grain. When the young are well
on the wing, they gather in flocks
with the parent birds and gradually
move southward, being then generally
known as reed birds. They reach the
rice fields of the Carolinas about Au-
gust 20, when the rice is in the milk.
Tl}en until the birds depart for South
ATerica planters and birds fight for
the crop, and in spite of constant
watchfulness and innumerable devices
for scaring the birds a loss of 10 per
cent of the rice is the usual result,
