A Suhstitue t-or Soft Coal
While we are concerned about 

the high cost of fuel wood and 
scarcity of coal, I wou'd suggest 
the use of crude oil for fuel in 
all stoves, grates, etc., provided 
for coal burning. Crude oil can 
be bought for about $1.75 per 
barrel. Ordinary brickbats 
soaked a few hours in crude oil 
makes a fine »ubstitue for soft 
coal and will burn several hours, 
producing a better quality^ of 
heat than coal. Sufficient num­
ber of bricks should be soaking 
in oil to replace those tnat burn 
out, and those once used can be 
resoaked in turn as soon as they 
are cool enough to replace in oil 
with safty.

This plan should place within 
reach of nfany people abundant 
fuel for cold weather when gas 
fails,, and other fuels cannot be 
had, and doubtless much cheap­
er than coal and wood. Near the 
oil fields this plan has-been used 
for many years both in cooking 
and heating purposes.

Fight Against Cattle
Fever Ticks

Washington, D. C. Nov. 27th, 
To many farmers in Southern 
States that have been infested 
by the cattle fever tick, Decem­
ber 1st will be a day marking 
an epoch. For on December 1st 
65,520 square miles of southern 
territory, the largest amount 
ever freed at one time will be 
liberated from the Federal quar­
antine placed to prevent the 
spread of cattle fever, 

j But in the history of tick erad­
ication there has been another 
epochal day,one that will remain 
epochal as long as diseases, low­
er animals and human, persist 
on the earth. That day was 
when the true functions of the 
cattle fever tick were discovered 
soon after the Bureau of Animal 
Industry of the United State De­
partment of Agriculture under­
took in 1881 the problem of com­
bating the disease.

The discovery that ticks can 
carry germs of disease from one 
animal to another was the first 
instance in which the ¡ important 
role of insects as carriers of di­
sease was ascertained. From 
it arose new procedures in pre 
ventive sanitation Since then 
it has been learned that the mos 
quitoes carry malaria and yellow 
fever; that the rat flea carries 
bubonic plague; and the house 
fly, typhoid fever.

Formerly no attention was 
paid to the carriers. Only treat­
ment of the patients was consid­
ered necessary. Now mbsquit- 
Opp are screened out of buildings 
apd exterminated, rats are kill 
ed, house flies are screened, 
swatted or starved, and the cat­
tle fever tick, to which perhaps 
the world may owe a debt be­
cause its ravages provoked the 
inquiry which has been of im­
mense importance in the fight 
against all diseases, is destroyed 
by arsenic treatment and starva­
tion.

(he leading citizen, and especially (he 
editor of your paper, to write personal 
letters to your congressman and both 
senators, urging (heir support, it will 
help enormously.

Shall We Erect a High 
School Building?

There has been considerable 
talk lately of submitting a bond 
issue to the voters of the Brown­
field school district to see if they 
want to issue bonds in the sum 
of from £25,000.00 to $80,000.00 
for the erection oí a hitrh school 
building, and from what little 
talk we have heard on the matter 
the sentiment stands almost sol­
idly for it.

Of course there will be oppo­
sition, for the reason that some 
people are inherity opposed to 
any any all bond issues for any 
and all purposes, on the plea of 
hanging an endebtedness over 
the heads of future generations. 
Others may oppose the issue on 
account of war and already high 
taxes, and some may say that 
our present school and building 
is sufficient for present needs.

The pro-bond man argument is 
that we must educate the young 
war or no war; that best results 
in educational work is obtained 
when the pupils are not packed 
like sardines; that education is 
the cheapest antidote for the 
eliminación of crime, its high 
cost, heart aches and misery,and 
that a,well educated young man 
or woman are more able to care 
for theffiselves including all in­
herited bond issues. They also 
put forth the argument that our 
own and other great govern­
ments,' great railroad systems 
and other big corporations is­
sue bóríds.vvhen they need mon­
ey, and think it the quickeet and 
cheapest way to get it. They 
also advise those that think bond 
issues such a graft, to let them 
buy the bonds, and put them 
away for their heirs to fuss over. 
Besides, they sav, if our town is 
to keep the pace set by neigh­
boring towns cf the same size, 
we will have to hustle to get our 
share of prospectors for good 
school towns. They further cite 
the fact that some of our citizens 
are right now paying out money 
to the tune of $100 per year on 
children that stiff need a mbth- 
er’s protection, and in grades 
that ought to be taught here, not 
to mention the constant stream 
of money going out of the com­
munity. They say further that 
Terry county needs ahighschool 
of the first class, and Brownfield 
is the place for it.

But, the purpose of this artic- 
is not to present any argument, 
pro or anti, or to air our individ­
ual preferences. However, we 
do wish to say that our school 
facilities should be kept up to or 
in advance of the town’s develop­

ment, but personally we are op 
posed to any makeshift building 
to answer present needs and all 
to be done over again in a few 
years. Let’s build when we do 
build, for years to come and have 
it over, not forgetting to vote 
enough money to finish what we 
propose to build, but enough ex 
tra to thoroughly equip each de­
partment, together with ada- 
quate heating and lighting plants, 
fire protection, etc.

Post, Texas has recently com­
pleted just such a building as we 
crave for Brownfield at a cost of 
$26,OOQ.OO. It not only has suffi­
cient class rooms, but manual 
training department, domestic 
science, labratory, etc. A photo 
of this building may be seen at 
M. A. Smith’s store.

We understand that A. M. 
Brownfield, one of our hustling 
trustees, has set aside a beauti­
ful location of five acres in the 
heart of the resident section of 
the city for a high school build­
ing, and a nice building would 
look good on it.
