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The town and community was 
shocked last Friday, when the 
news was phoned into town,that 
the little two year old girl of Mr 
and Mrs. Floyd Couchman, who 
live in the Scudday community, 
was drowned. The local physi 
cian promply responded, but he 
said the child was no doubt dead 
when taken from the tank, after 
which the mother took the 
child to a neighbors house 
one mile away, which was 
still a mile to the nearest phone.

Wil^ah Morien Couchman was 
born in Milford, Texas April 7, 
1916. Shs fell in a tank about 
noon April 26th and drowned. 
Her life was short just a ray of 
sunshine to her parents for two 
short years.

The funeral was held at the 
resident 11 mdes south of town, 
and she was hurried in the 
Brownfield cemetery Saturday 
morning, and the sympathy of 
the entire community goep out 
to the bereaved parents.

MOADOO PRAISES 
GOVERNOR HOBBY

Beaumont, Texas, April 23rd: 
Secretary of the Treasury, Will­
iam G. McAdoo, spoke here on 
Monday, April, 15th, in behalf 
of the Third Liberty Loan. The 
address of the Secretary was an 
earnest appeal to the people to 
rally to the aid of the govern­
ment in this matter, and he im­
pressed a very large audience 
with the importance of helping 
the gorernment in a financial 
way, as well as other respects.

Governor Wm. P. Hobby of 
Texas made the address of wel­
come, and laid all resources of 
Texas at the feet of the Nation 
for employment in winning the 
war. He told of some of the 
things which Texas had to offer 
and renewed his pledge to place 
first and above all selfish motives 
the duty of doing all in his pow­
er to bring the United States out 
of the Crisis of the hour.

Mr. McAdoo took occasion to 
congratulate Texas on the Splen 
did war measures of the last 
session of the Legislature.

And in turning to Governor 
Hobby at his right he said:

Let me congratulate you on 
the great Governor of your 
State.”

Mr. McAdoo credited Gover­
nor Hobby with being responsi­
ble to a large extent for the leg 
islation enacted and indicated 
that he appreciated the impor­
tance of the step taken as a fac­
tor in winniDgof the war.

“ We are in the midst, truly, of 
one of the most perilous times 
that ever confronted our beloved 
Republic,” began Secretary Mc­
Adoo. “ We have a great job on 
our hands;we have a great enter­
prise of liberty that needs the 
help of all pulling together.

He said that this is no time for 
politics or for disloyalists speak 
ing criticism under the guise of 
of freedom of speach, creating 
extra burdens to be carried by 
this great enterprise of freedom.

“ There is but one standard in

this time, that of America, first 
last and all, the time,”  declared 
the speaker.
