Independent School District met i 
Wednesday, and after a long j 
discussion of the matter, it was j 
unanimously decided to submitj 
to the voters of district a bond • 
issue for $25,000.00 for the build 
ing of a modern fire proof school 
building.

They were in conference pret­
ty well all day with Contractor j 
Scott, who has probably built j 
more school buildings on the 
Plains than any other man, and 
is now finishing up the Post City 
school building.

Mr. Scott also inspected the 
sand bed in the draw, and was 
in agreement with Contractor 
Nowlin,who is erecting the State 
Bank building that the sand is 
as good as the Justiceburg or 
any other sand, but the gravel in 
it is hardly as good, but will do 
aud save us at least $500 or $600. 
on sand alone in the building.

The building under consider­
ation will be three stories, in­
cluding the basement, two wide 
stareways, one in and one out­
side the building.

THE PINTO BEAN
RECOGNIZED

The Pinto bean has been placed 
on ¿he nation’s bill of fare by the 
the Federal Food Adminstration 
New Mexico and Colorado pro­
duced this bean in largequanibies 
in 1917, but failed to findaready 
market for various reasons. The 
Food Adminstration came to the 
relief of the bean growers by 
agreeing to buy their beans at 
eight cents a pound, provided 
that 75 per cent of the crop was 
subscribed.

The work of contracting the 
beans was done by H. M. Bainer 
of the SanfcaFe and O. H. Liberes 
of the Burlington, who were es­
pecially commisioned by the 
Food Adminstration. They have 
succeeded in a very short time to 
contract the required 75 per 
cent qf the bean crop in the two 
states. The total will exceed50, 
000,000 pounds. The beans are 
already moving east and the 
eastern consumer will soon learn 
that the pinto bean is equal to 
the Navy bean in food value and 
that the Pinto cooks more rapid 
Iy being more tender in flesh.

The food Adminstration is also 
advertising the Pinto bean to 
create general use. The success 
of the bean growers to obtain a 
good price for the 1917 crop 
through the aid of the Food Ad­
minstration, will stimulate the 
production in 1918; and provision 
has therefore been made to pro­
vide seed at a reasonable cost.

The luduntriai Department of 
the Santa Fe plans to make a 
strong bean campaign in the 
southwest under the direction of 
H. M. Bainer and L. L. Johnson
industrial and agricultural agents
It  is a good crop to grow on land 
where wheat has been killed. 
The Pinto bean produces well 
-with a m'nmum of moisture and 
in northwest Texas may be 
planted late in the season.

dweller be enrolled as an active 
war savings club member by 
that date.

“ For every company of sol­
diers on the battle field or in 
training there should be a war 
savings society here at home,” 
says Louis Lipsitz, State Direc­
tor of the National War Sav­
ings Committee. “ Let’s make 
every fighting man know and 
feel that he has this country 
behind him, backing him up to 
the last ditch. Only by becom­
ing a war savings club mem­
ber and investing regularly and 
intelligently in the little Gov­
ernment bonds will we be per­
forming in part our duty as 
true, patriotic Americans.

“ By enrolling ourselves as 
active members of war savings 
societies we will be helping the 
men in the fighting ditches of 
Flanders, making it possible for 
them to do their job thorough­
ly, quickly and with greater 
safety to themselves. Every 
household should be a thrift 
center, every citizen a saver 
and a society member. It’s 
time to quit talking and get 
down to business._ The job of

the stay-at-home is to increas 
the efficiency of the fight in;, 
machine and aid the Govern 
ment in winning the war.

The purpose of war saving.' 
societies are:

1. To awaken a realization 
among men, women, and chi - 
dren of America that in then 
hands lies the key to the suc­
cessful prosecution o f the war, 
that they can render the most 
far-reaching patriotic service 
through refraining from the 
purchase of unnecessary artic­
les, confining themselves to 
the use of such things as are 
necessary for health and effi­
ciency, thus releasing labor and 
materials for the support of 
our armies in the field; that 
there is not enough labor in 
the United States to produce 
the great variety of articles 
needed to support our soldiers 
and at the same time provide 
all the comforts and luxuries 
we enjoyed before the war.

2. To lay the foundation for 
thrift and economy throughout 
the United States and to bring 
home to the people the fact 
that intelligent and consistent 
saving is not a dry problem in 
economics, but is the most vital 
step toward personal success.

3. To obtain for the Govern­
ment a large amount of money 
through the sale o f Thrift

Persons In the Southwest who havs 

sons, brothers, husbands, fathers anc 
sweethearts at the front will be espe 
clally interested in the announcemen 
that the American Red Cross has or 
ganized a Bureau of Communication ai 
Washington to give them details o: 
casualties at the^front. The bureai 
will supplement in a personal and hu 
manitarian way the reports of the Sta 
tistical Division of the War Depart 
ment, which gives to relatives officia 
notice when a soldier is reporter 
killed, wounded or missing.

The bureau will be ably presidec 
over by William R. Castle, Jr., for 
merly assistant dean of Harvard Col 
lege and editor of the Harvard Grad 
uates’ Magazine. The information or 
which it will base its reports is gath 
ered through a central office in Paris 
under the direction of E. Gerry Chad 
wick of New York, aided by the Rev 
Robert Davis of Englewood, N. J., am 
30 assistants stationed at the base hos 
pitais and rest camps to which sol 
diers are generally returned followinj 
important engagements.

The bureau will advise in detail thi 
nature and extent of the wound, anc 
will gather evidence from comrades ii 
arms and at the hospitals and res 
camps regarding those reported "miss 
ing.”

Relatives will be given any informs 
tion of interest or consolation throug! 
personal letters. It will he possible 
for the wounded to send messages ii 
the same way.

The bureau is reporting on all case 
that come to its attention. It is prot 
able, however, that with the increas 
of reports from the front informatio;

|ing it, except in cases of those impria 
oned or reported “missing.”

Through the International Ret 
Cross office at Geneva, Switzerland 
the list of American prisoners sup 
plied officially by the German govern 
ment will be sent to the bureau.

ODD THOUGHTS OF CHILDREN

There Is a Mental Region Into Which 
the "Grownups” Have No Right 

to Enter,

This is a region into which the 
“grownup” has no right of entry and 
no key to turn the lock, says London 
Spectator. Only now and then a flash 
may disclose the inner recesses and 
throw a sudden light on an entirely 
surprising line of thought. A child 
frequently cherishes a theory of its 
own, which appears quite reasonable, 
for the enchanted precincts within, 
where the supernatural obtains as 
ready an acceptance as the common­
place. A little thoughtful boy of my 
acquaintance was asked the usual 
question, what he was going to be. 
He answered with great decision: 
“Oh! a land agent of course, like dad­
dy.” And' I think “daddy” and the 
land agency profession scored a com­
pliment.

Time does not exist for children, 
who worry over no human limitations.
A little girl saying her hymn, “There 
Is a green Hill far away,” was thrilled 
to hear that her mother knew the lady 
who wrote it. Then she repeated her 
psalm, and added gravely: “And did
you know David, too?” The train of 
thought is rather charming which led 
a little boy, when told not to mention 
a guest’s amputated foot, to say: “No, 
and when I get to heaven I won’t say 
anything to John the Baptist about his 
head.” Surely politeness could go no 
further. Often an entirely different 
mental image is conjured up in the 
child’s mind from that suggested by 
the grownup story teller. One mother, 
recounting at. great length the details 
o f the illness of a little dog to her 
small girl, several times mentioned#* 
“ the dog doctor.” She was surprised, 
at the very end, by the question: 
“ What sort of dog was the dog doc­
tor?”

Harvey Gushing of Boston, in charge 
of a base hospital behind the British 
lines in France. Major Cushing wrote ■ 
in part:

“ I cannct tell you how cheered I was 
when 1 found how well organized the 
Red Cross was in Paris and what a 
great start you had made.

“ When an American officer could 
actually walk into the warehouse you 
had taken over and find Squibb’s and 
Mallinckrodt.'s ether, bathrobes, ad­
hesive plaster, aspirin, surgical in­
struments, kerosene lamps, canvas 
aprons, aspirating needles and many 
other things which our camps happen 
to need, I for the first time began to 
realize what the Red Cross might, be 
able to do for waifs like ourselves 
over here.

“ It. all goes to show what an enor 
mously important part the Red Cross 
will undoubtedly come to play as 
more persons come over and our af 
fairs overseas get more and more 
complicated.

“ Unquestionably countless emergen­
cies will arise and sudden calls suebj 
as ours will be made for odd and di­
verse things: and I hope that wo may 
see huge storehouses established un­
der you where those in need can gel 
the supplies which are absolutely es 
sential to their work—whether it b« 
an automobile or a hypodermic needle

“ Certainly the people at home will 
subscribe with their accustomed lib 
erality to an organization of this bine 
and you will do as much toward win 
ning the war as the men who earn 
the rifles.”
